Fourth of a Series — 
As the presidential election of 

1860 approached, the sentiment of 
Texans was rapidly turning toward 
the South and disunion. 

And, if most historians are to be 
believed, the group most respon-
sible for the disunion sentiment  

in Texas was the group which call-
ed itself the Knights of the Golden 
Circle. 

The Knights were organized 
sometime after 1850 and had as 
their purpose the establishment of 
a vast empire with the institution 
of slavery as its foundation. The  

boundary of this visionary empire 
was to be the circumference of 
a golden circle drain from Havana 
as its center and extending to Pan-
ama on the south and to Pennsyl-
vannia on the North. 

The area of this circle would in-
clude all of the $outhem states, 
the West Indies, the islands of 
the Caribbean, and portions of 
Mexico and Central America. 

The filibustering expeditions of 
1850-1860, which saw American sol-
diers of fortune invade a number 
of Central American countries, 
were carried out under the aus-
pices of the Knights of the Golden 
Circle in attempts to set up slave 
states that would eventually be-

come members of the vast slave-
holding empire. 

The most notorious of these ex-
peditions were those of William 
Walker into Nicaragua and Hon-
duras, the latter ending in Walk-
er's execution in September 1860. 

In early 1860, two members of 
the Knights were sent to Texas to 
organize chapters or "castes", as 
they were called, and soon almost 
every town of any importance had 
a local organization. Not only were 
locally influential men members 
of the Knights, but prominent poli-
ticians and members of the Legis-
lature also joined hands with them. 

A pamphlet circulated in mid- (Continued Across Page)  
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1860 said that the Knights of the 
Golden Circle "constitute a power-
ful military organization as a nu-
cleus around which to hang such 
political considerations as which 
will, if well managed, lead to the 
disenthrallment of the cotton states 
from the oppressive majority of 
manufacturing and commercial in-
terests in the North". 

While the abolitionists were busy 
fermenting disturbances among 
the slaves in Texas, particularly 
those in North Texas around Dal-
las, Gilmer, Wichita Falls, Mount 
Pleasant, Denton and Bonham, the 
Knights were riding about the state

Knights applied pressure in the 
right places and a special session 
was called to meet at Austin in 
January, 1861. 

The convention's overwhelming 
vote of 168 to 9 in favor of seces-
sion indicated how well the Knights 
o! the Golden Circle had done their 
work. 

Disunion was imminent, and 
Texas was well on its way to be-
coming a state in the Confederate 
States of America.

IT'S THE LAW LN TEXAS 

LAW REQUIRES STOP 
FOR SCHOOL BUSES 

Thousands of school children are 
now trooping back to school through 

out Texas. Many of them will be 
transported by school buses. Most 
people are careful when approach-

ing a school bus which may be 

standing beside the road or school 
to pick up school children or al-

low them to alight. However, we 
have already had some very bad 

accidents this year because a child 
or a motorist, or both, were care-
less at that very time. 

Most Texans are aware of the 

law which requires a driver to 
come to a complete stop when 
overtaking from the rear a school 
bus which has stopped to receive 
or discharge school children. After 

stopping immediately behind the 
bus, he is then allowed by law to 
proceed. past same at a speed 
"which is prudent, not exceeding 
ten 1101 miles per hour, and with 
due caution for the safety of such 

children." 

What many persons do not re-
alize is that the very same rule 
applies when MEETING a stop-
ped school bus. While .  everyone is 
interested in protecting our child-
ren. unthinking violators of this 
simple safety rule generally out-
number those who comply. Failure 
to follow the law in this case can 
lead to fines up to $2130..00 even 
when no accident occurs. Follow-
ing an accident in which some child 
is injured or killed, the penalties 
are naturally much more serious. 

Although,the above rule does not 
always apply when passing a stop-
ped school bus in a business or res-
idential district of a town, the 

necessity for extreme caution even 
in those locations is obvious. 

When it comes to overtaking and 
passing moving vehicles, exercise 

of ordinary common sense will 
generally keep driver within the 
law .  For instance, when passing 
a car it is only common sense to 

proceed on past It a safe distance 
before cutting back to the right of 
the highway. Also, any driver 
would realize the danger of increas-
ing his speed while another is at-
tempting to pass him. 

In the same categgry is the pro-
hibition against passing on the 
right under most ordinary condit-
ions. Of course, you may legally 
pass on the right in a few specific 
instances, such as when the ve-
hicle overtaken is making or about 

to make a left turn, or upon a one-
way street with two or more lanes. 
or upon a four-lane highway. 

However our traffic laws state 
that even when passing on the right 
is allowed, it shall be done only un-
der conditions permitting such 
movement in safety. And, in no 
event should such passing be ac-
complished by driving off the pave-
ment or main-traveled portion of 

the road-way. 

Familiar to all are the no pass-
ing zones designated by dash lines 
placed to one side of the center 
stripe on our highways. Not so 
well known are the restrictions 
against crossing the center line 
when approaching within 100 feet 
of or when traversing any inter-
section or railroad grade cross-
ing. 

A driver should never cross the 
center line of a highway when the 
left side of the road is not clearly 
visible and free from oncoming 
traffic. Generally speaking, when 
not engaged in passing another

SEEK TO AID THE AGING 
A blueprint for action, containing 

60 recommendations on how many 
of Texas' aging problems can be 
solved, was adopted here at the 
Governor's State-snide Conference 
on Aging. 

State Senator Crawford C. Martin 
of 'Hillsboro, steering committee 
chairman, said the Governor's 
Committee on Aging hoped the re-
commendations would serve as a 
guide for local communities de-
siring to share the responsibility 
for making golden years truly gold-
en for the elderly. 

The final conference report, re-
presenting the views of more than 
600 delegates interested in the aging 

problems, also contained recom-
mended action by the various levels 
of government. 

The major recommendation for 
federal government action was that 
the Old Age and Survivors Insur-
ance law be changed so that the 
level of earning permissible be set 
at a more realistic level commen-

surate with the present inflation-
ary cost of living. 

On the state-level, these recom-
mendations were made: 

1. That the constitutional ceil-
ing for Old Age Assistance, Aid to 
Dependent Children and Aid to the 
Needy Blind be raised from $47 
million to $57 million. 

2. That the Legislature appro-
priate funds to put into effect a 
medical vendor plan, which al-
ready has been approved by the 
people, and that such a plan 
include payments to nursing homes 
as well as hospitals and physicians. 

3. That a financial arrangement 
be worked out so that 3,000 elderly 
seniles can be transferred from 
State hospitals to licensed nursing 
homes. 

Other recommendations included: 
consideraion of a state bond issue 
to get loanmoney for the building 
of dwellings for the aged; activity 
centers in both urban and rural 
counties where need is evident; 
establishment of a permanent 
State Commission on Aging and a 
State Committee on Employment 
for the Aged; removal of the State 
Constitutional requirement for a 

"paupers oath" in order for a per-
son to receive county aid; flexible 
rather than mandatory retirement 
at 65. 

On the county level, these re-
commendations were approved: 
more full-time health units; an in-
crease in regional neuro-psychiatric 
out-patient clinics; re-analysis on 
the county level of welfare pro-

grams; establishment of county 
Commissions on Aging; greater ef-
forts by churches, labor unions and 
fraternal groups in the social wel-
fare field; and more home-care 
programs, visiting nurse and home 
maker services and rehabilitation 
programs on the local level. 

The recommendations were the 
direct outgrowth of a series of al-
most 200 grassroots county meet-
ings in which approixmately 4000 
Texans participated and at which 
resources and needs were studied. 
They represent not only the think-
ing at the local level, but the views 
of recognized experts in the various 
fields of aging. 

Speakers at the Governor's Con-
ference included Governor Price 
Daniel, Congressman Wright Pat-
man of Texarkana, Welfare Com-
missioner John Winters, State Sen-
ator David W. Ratliff, and C. M. 
Lambright of the United States De-
partment of Health, Education and 

Welfare. 
Eighty-eight delegates from Tex-

as will present the recommenda-
tions to the White House Confer-
ence on Aging in Washington, D. 
C. in January for incorporation 

into national recommendations.

QUAIL OUTLOOK UNCERTAIN 
IN SOME AREAS 
There is still a big question as 

how good the 1960 quail season will 
be, according to the assistant secre-
tary of the Game and Fish Com-
mission. 

Biologists are now checking con-
ditions in regulatory areas for re-
commendations at the October 7 
meeting of the Game Commission. 

At the July meeting it was sug-
gested that quail season be opened 
Nov. 1 in most of the counties under 
regulatory authority. However 
there was a strong protest on the 
part of dog owners and many 

others. It was decided to delay de-
cision on the opening date. Since 
then, there is evidence that the 
quail crop in some areas isn't up 
to expectations. 

The general quail season in Tex-
as is- Dec. 1- Jan. 16, inclusive. 
There are a few counties where 
the season opens two weeks earlier, 
and a few where it extends until 
Jan. 31. 

Season for Texas shooting resorts 
will open Oct. 1, and continue 
through. February on both quail 
and pheasant. These are pen-raised 
birds, released for shooting over 
dogs. Eight resorts this year also 
are offering duck shooting. Infor-
mation on these resorts can be ob-
tained from Joe B. Davidson, re-
presenting the Sportsmen's Service 
Bureau, Box 661, Tyler, Texas. 

TAX-MAN SAM SEI: 
Even though farmers have been 

covered by the Federal Social Se-
curity Law for several years, a 
lot of farmers still need additional 
informtaion on paying self-employ-
ment tax. The rate of the self-em-
ployment tax is 4 1/2 percent. Farm-
ers and other self-employed tax-
payers are required to pay self-
employment tax if their net earn-
ings from self-employment amount 
to $400 or snore for the year. No 
more than $4800 of self-employed 
taxpayers' earnings is subject to 
tax. The self-employment tax is 
in addition to income tax. If you 
were self-employed, yciu must have 
a social security account number. 
You can get an application blank 
Form SS-9, at your Post Office.' 
You use this blank to apply for 

your Social Security number. You 
pay your tax for the entire year 
along with your income tax return.
