The theme 
this year is "Farm Safety and Health Week.. Is Not Just for FarmersAnymore". 

According to the Thrkey and Quitaque Ambulance Services, agriculture is one of the most hazard-
ous industries in the United States with a death rate of 21.3 per 100,000 workers and approximately 
130,000 disabling injuries. The death and injury rates do not include victims who are not occupa-
tionally active in agriculture but died from an incident involving farm and ranch equipment. The 
most common place to be involved in an incident with farm and ranch equipment is on the public 
roadway system. 

As you know, we live in a health conscious society and many of us exercise as part of our daily 
routine. Walking and running are common forms of exercise in rural areas. The safest way to walk 
or run on rural roads is to travel on the side of the road with traffic coming at you. In this wayyou 
can see the situation ahead. Not all drivers of automobiles to operators of farm machinery are 
paying attention to the road and may have become distracted by something. The driver/operator 
may then drift their vehicle in your direction. If you are facing traffic then you can react to the 
situation. Remember that we all share the road, so take safety in your own hands. 

It is important to remember, farmers know the limitations of their machinery What they don't 
always realize is the general public is not familiar with what their machines can and cannot do. This 
is especially important when a tractor; is travelling by itself or when it is towing an agricultural 
machine. Also, self propelled machines, such as sprayers, combines and other harvesting equipment 
travel on public roadways, as well. These machines have limited speed and maneuverability Trac-
tors and self propelled machines generally can travel no faster than 25 per hour Machines with this 
speed limitation are identified to motorists on the road with a Slow Moving Mhicle (SMV) emblem. 
The SMV emblem has a central fluorescent orange triangle. The orange triangle is bordered by red 
strips of retroreflective tape. 

Be alert and watchful when traveling down our highways and farm to market roads. Remember 
farm machinery is slow and difficult to maneuver Also, when walking be sure to face traffic so you 
can see what is coming at you. Your alertness could save a life, your own.

Extension Trains Tomorrow's 
Top Agricultural Producers 

A new training program designed and implemented by Texas Coopera-
tive Extension will help the next generation of agricultural producers pre-
pare for the success and pitfalls that lie ahead in their chosen fields, ac-
cording to a 'limas A&M University economist. 

"The program is called Tomorrow's Top Agricultural Producers, or TTAP. 
It is designed to equip participants with the business management skills 
necessary for success," said Stan Severs, Uses Cooperative Extension econo-
mist based at IlmasA&M's Research and Extension Center in Vernon. "They 
will also gain an individualized business plan designed for their operation, 
and they will have a set of mentors available to provide follow-up advice 
and guidance as their business plans progress." 

Business succession, or passing the family business enterprise from one 
generation to another, is a critical issue facing many Texas agricultural 
operations. TTAP could be an ideal approach for producers or individuals 
preparing to take over the reins of a family operation, those who wish to 
improve their business skills, and those who are relatively new to agricul-
ture, the economist added. 

"This training program is designed for profit-motivated, career-oriented 
individuals with less than 10 years of operational experience. We will have 
to limit enrollment to 40 operations, with a maximum of two individuals 
per operation, because of the intensive, hands-on-training," Bevers said. 

Instructors from Extension, other universities and private industry will 
teach TTAP sessions. 

This extensive business management training will occur in a series of 
four-day sessions, spread over two year. The dates and locations include: 
Amarillo, November 11-14, 2002; Coll egis Station, January 13-16, 2003; Dal-
las, November 10-13, 2003 and the Rocas Hill Country, January 12-15,2004. 

Each training session will address a separate area of business compe-
tence. The Amarillo session, for example, will focus on the basics of busi-
ness management while production and financial planning will highlight 
the College Station session. The Dallas session will emphasize marketing, 
and the Hill Country session will cover legal and liability issues, and per-
sonnel management. Participants will use their collective and individual 
training in these sessions to develop a formal business plan to help them 
navigate the future of their operations, the economist noted. 

"What happens next is what makes TTAP unique from other executive 
training programs. We will assign our each of our graduates a set of men-
tors - two experienced producers and one ag lender - to provide them an 
objective sounding board," Bev-ers said. "Consultation with mentors will 
help our graduates adapt their business plans over time to changing condi-
tions and opportunities. This interaction will also involve at least one on-
site visit to a graduate's operation." 

Participation in TTAP costs $1,000 per operation. The registration dead-
line for this program is October 1, 2002. Program information and regis-
tration packets are available from Texas Cooperative Extension economists 
in Amarillo, Lubbock, and Vernon. Severs is at (940) 552-9941, or a-
bevers@tamu.edu . 

"Registration fees will cover only a small portion of the program's over-
all cost," Bevers said. "The balance of our budget is funded by grants from 
a number of sponsors." 

The list of TTAP sponsors includes: the Houston Livestock Show and 
Rodeo; Southern Region Risk Management Education Center; Texas Coop-
erative Extension; the Texas A&M University System; AgThxas-FCS; Capi-
tal Farm Credit; First Ag Credit-FCS; John Deere Foundation; Lone Star 
Land Bank-FCLA; New York Board of Trade; Texas Corn Producers Board; 
Texas Wheat Producers Board; Ag Auto Workers; Cotton Incorporated; Rain 
and Hail-LLC, Micas; and the Thxas and Southwestern Cattle Raisers As-
sociation.

DCP Signup Period Approaching Fast, 
Growers Urged to Get Prepared 

Nobody can say for certain what the signup process for the new Farm 
Bill will entail or haw fast the process can be completed. One thing that 
is for certain is that a little homework beforehand will most definitely 
ease the process and make things easier for both grower and Farm Ser -
vice Agency employees gearing up to help them. 

Among the important pieces of the puzzle that growers need to try to 
get completed is the updating of Power of Attorney forms and the gather-
ing of planting and yield data for the 1998-2001 growing season. 

With those pieces in place the signup process should be accelerated 
considerably. Growers wanting to make the process even easier will also 
utilize one of the many Base/Yield Update Calculators available on the 
Internet. Doing so can help a grower figure out which Base and Yield 
Update portion will be the best choice for their farm. 

Some growers might wonder why they should go through the process 
of running a Base/Yield Comparison when many of the rules governing 
the calculations are still in the formative stage. The answer is simply 
that even though some changes will no doubt be made the results they 
receive will provide the clearest picture of how the new program can im-
pact their operations. 

Home Lawn Winter Weed Control Time 
Now is the best time to apply herbicides for controlling annual grassy 

and broadleaf weeds. Winter weeds start germinating in early Septem-
ber in northern parts of Texas, and in mid to late September in southern 
areas. So homeowners should be applying preemergent herbicide now . It 
is very important to water the turfgrass once herbicide is applies. Over 
applying herbicide, and applying herbicide in heavily shaded areas dam-
ages turfgrass plants. Preemergent herbicide has no effect on weeds once 
they germinate and start to grow. But there is no effective post-emergent 
control. Read the label when purchasing a preemergent herbicide for 
the correct type of grass, and to determine the amount needed.

USDA Agreement To Help Expand 
Economic Markets In Rural America 

Agriculture Under Secretary of Rural Development Thorhas C. Dorr 
announced recently the signing of an agreement between the U.S. De-
partment of Agriculture and the National Credit Union Administration 
(NCUA) in support of President Bush's efforts of increasing economic op-
portunity in rural America by improving access to capital for businesses 
and home ownership. 

"This agreement is important because it will provide USDA a unique 
economic development opportunity to increase the availability of financ-
ing for business, housing and community development while promoting 
the creation of new jobs in rural America," said Dorr. "The opening of new 
markets will bring credit unions greater flexibility in developing lending 
strategies and stimulating further local economic development in histori-
cally underserved areas." 

Under this agreement, USDA and NCUA will promote the availability 
of resources through USDA to assist the low income population in com-
munities served by credit unions. In addition, the partnership will focus 
on and heighten credit union awareness of USDA Rural development pro-
grams and the potential use of these resources as funding sources for 
credit unions involved in the asset building strategies for low income 
members. 

Partnership efforts between USDA and NCUA are another way in which 
the Bush Administration is working to foster the creation and expansion 
of businesses, employment opportunities and community development in 
rural communities through unique public/private partnerships. 

The National Credit Union Administration is an independent federal 
agency that supervises and insures approximately 6,000 federal credit 
unions and insures approximately 3,300 state chartered credit unions. 
Headquartered in Virginia, NCUA has six regional offices in New York, 
Virginia, Georgia, Illinois, Texas and California. 

USDA Rural Development serves as the lead federal entity for rural 
development needs and administers financial and technical assistance 
through three agencies: Rural Housing Service, Rural Business-Coopera-
tive Service and Rural Utilities Service.

Disaster Aid: Yes, No Or Maybe?..Continued 
Last week we noted that the road to Securing Crop Loss Disaster As-

sistance for the 2001 and 2002 crop years had so far been one with more 
twists, turns and detours than usual. 

It was also noted that should the Senate finally approve the measure 
as an Amendment to the Interior Appropriations Bill, which they did by a 
vote of 79-16 earlier this week, that it could signal the homestretch for 

this critically needed assistance package. 
At the time of this writing the full Senate, due to unresolved differ - 

ences on other issues, has not approved the Interior Appropriations Bill. 
While the Interior Appropriations Bill is still the number one candi-

date to carry the disaster provision, there is some speculation that it may 
not be the vehicle that finally carries the disaster package across the 
finish line. 

There is always the chance that the wheels could fall off either in con-
ference, if it gets that far, or elsewhere that would require a change in 
approach. Most observers still feel that the assistance will be approved 
sooner or later. The question of when it will arrive and what appropria-
tions package it is included with is still uncertain. 

Plains Cotton Growers continues to push the importance of disaster 
assistance to growers who continue to drag carryover debt from losses 
incurred in 2001 forward. 

New developments on this front will continue to be reported via PCG's 
Email news service as it becomes available.

U.S. WTO Negotiating Position Meeting 
Resistance From The Usual Suspects 

When the Farm Security and Rural Investment Act of 2002 w es ap-
proved the vocal reaction from our competitors signaled that U.S. policy 
might have finally found an effective balance between protecting U.S 
growers and maintaining a competitive position in the world marketplace. 

It appears that the same can be said about the U.S. negotiating posi-
tion at the recently opened agricultural trade talks in Geneva, Switzer -
land. 

The U.S. position is being called the "Swiss formula" for reducing tar - 
iffs and boils down to a requirement that countries with the highest tar - 
iffs would have to make the steepest cuts to achieve an average tariff rate 
of 25 percent on agricultural products. 

Even though the new U.S. position is not nearly as strong as the line 
Plains Cotton Growers has advocated it is a step in the right direction. 

PCG continues to take every opportunity to advance the thought that 
further cuts to U.S. tariff rates should not be considered until countries, 
withy higher tariff rates, make the cuts necessary to reach our lever . 

Vocal opponents of the proposal include the European Union, Japan 
and India who prefer the "Linear" approach agreed to during the Uru-
guay round of WTO talks. 

World Trade Organization rules agreed to during the Uruguay round 
of trade talks tied the U.S. to a 'linear" approach for achieving reductions 
in tariffs and domestic agricultural support. 

That "linear" approach also effectively locked in the advantageous trade 
policies of other countries over the U.S. By requiring the same percentage 
cuts to considerably lower U.S. tariff rates. 

Keeping their advantage in this area is also why the newly unveiled 
U.S. position advocating an average tariff rate target of 25 percent for all 
countries has met with such resistance. Those countries that hold the 
advantage under the current system would be the ones to make the most 
significant changes under the "Swiss formula" advocated by the U.S. 

There is a long way to go before the agricultural trade talks are com-
pleted, but it is nice to know that our negotiators are, for the moment, 
delivering a message U.S. growers like to hear: "W e've done our part, now 
it's your turn."

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DPS Issues 9,079 Open Container 
Citations In Law's First Nine Months 

DPS issued 9,079 tickets for possession of open containers of alcohol in 
motor vehicles during the first nine months that the open container law 
was in effect. 

House Bill 5 went into effect on September 1, 2001, making it a Class 
C misdemeanor to have open containers of alcohol in the passenger com-
partment of a motor vehicle. 

Before HB 5 went into effect, DPS could only issue tickets if a trooper 
observed a person consuming an alcoholic beverage while operating a motor 
vehicle in a public place. From September 1, 2000, to June 30, 2001, the 
actual DPS trooper observation of a person consuming an alcoholic bever -
age in a vehicle resulted in 980 tickets. During the same time period of 
the previous years, 1999 to 2000, troopers issued 836 tickets for the same 
offense. 

"We take open containers of alcohol in vehicles very seriously;' said 
DPS Traffic Law Enforcement Chief Randall Elliston. "The open con-
tainer law is an asset to our effort to reduce incidents of driving while 
intoxicated. This law provides us with a valuable tool to prevent motor - 
ists from drinking while driving." 

Time Period violations: September 1, 1999 - June 30, 2000 - 838; Sep-
tember 1, 2000 - June 30, 2001 - 980; September 1, 2001 - June 30, 2002 -
9,079.
