Farmers who are doing conser-
vation cosksharing work under the 
Rural Environmental Assistance 
Program MAP) have been re-
minded that it is important to ob. 
serve the completion date set 
when the practice was approved. 

"When a farmer receives appro-
val from the County ASC Com-
mittee for conservation or pollu-
tion-abatement work on his farm, 
we set aside part of our fund allo-
cation to share the cost of the 
work," said Louie Kitchens, chair-
man of the Briscoe County ASC 
Committee. 

At the same time we set a re-
porting date for completion of his 
practice, after a realistic appraisal 
of the time likely to be needed to 
get the work done. 

It is most important for a farm-
er to observe this reporting date. 
Many agricultural conservation 
and pollution-abatement practices 
are needed and requested by farm-
ers in Briscoe County. We do not 
have enough funds to share costs 
with all who apply. 

When a farmer fails to report 
he has completed his REAP prac-
tice, the Committee is left up in 
the air—not knowing whether to 
re-allocate the funds for another 
needed practice by another farm-
er, Kitchens said. 

The farmer who makes a timely 
report of completion has assurance 
of cost-sharing on practice. Al-
so, the Committee can re-use pro- 
gram funds if a cost-sharing prac-
tice costs less than originally ap-
proved for or if a farmer is un-
able to or decides not to carry out 
his REAP practice. 

The ASC Committee chairman 
said a farmer who is unable to 
complete his conservation cost- 

sharing work before the comple-
tion reporting date should request 
a time extension from the County 
ASC Committee, stating the rea-
sons he has not been able to com-
plete the work. Requests for time 
extensions for REAP practices 
should be made as soon as the 
farmer knows he will not be able 
to complete the work in time, and 
in any case, before the date has 
arrived for reporting completion.
