! BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS: 
Section 1. That Section 61-a 

of Article III of the Constitu-
tion of the State of Texas be 
amended, and the same is 
hereby amended so as to read 
as follows: 

"Section 51-a. The Legisla-
ture shall have the power, by 
General Laws, to provide, sub-
ject to limitations herein con-
tained, and such other limita-
tions, restrictions and regula-
tions as may by the Legisla-
ture be deemed expedient, for 
assistance grants to and/or 
medical care for, and for re-
habilitation and any other 
services included in the federal 
laws as they now read or as 
they may hereafter be amend-
ed, providing matching funds 
to help such families and in-
dividuals attain or retain capa-
bility for Independence or self-
care, and for the payment of 
assistance grants to and/or 
medical care for, and for re-
habilitation and other services 
to or on behalf of: 

"(1) Needy aged persons 
who are citizens of the United 
States or non-citizens who 
shall have resided within the 
boundaries of the United 
States for at least twenty-five 
(25) years; 

"(2) Needy individuals who 
are totally and permanently 
disabled by reason of a mental 
or physical handicap or a com-
bination of physical and men-
tal handicaps; 

"(3) Needy blind persons; 
"(4) Needy dependent chil-

dren and the caretakers of 
such children. 

The Legislature may pre-
scribe such other eligibility re-
quirements for participation in 
these programs as it deems 
appropriate. 

The Legislature shall have 
authority to enact appropriate 
legislation which will enable 
the State of Texas to cooperate 
with the Government of the 
United States in providing 
assistance to and/or medical 
care on behalf of needy per-
sons, in providing rehabilita-
tion and any other renders 
included in the federal laws 

making matching funds avail-
able to help such families and 
individuals attain or retain 
capability for independence or 
self-care, to accept and expend 
funds from the Governmant of 
the United States for such 
purposes in accordance with 
the laws of the United States 
as they now are or as they 
may hereafter be amended, and 
to make appropriations out of 
state funds for such purposes; 
provided that the maximum 
amount paid out of state funds 
to or on behalf of any needy 
person shall not exceed the 
amount that is matchable out 
of federal funds; provided that 
the total amount of such 
assistance payments only out 
of state funds on behalf of 
such individuals shall not ex-
ceed the amount of Eighty 
Million Dollars ($80,000,000) 
during any fiscal year. 

"Supplementing legislative 
appropriations for assistance 
payments authorized by this 
Section, the following sums are 
allocated out of the Omnibus 
Tax Clearance Fund and are 
appropriated to the State De-
partment of Public Welfare for 
the period beginning Septem-
ber 1, 1969 and ending August 
31, 1971: Three Million, Six 
Hundred Thousand Dollars 
($3,600,000) for Old Age 
Assistance, Two Million, Five 
Hundred Thousand Dollars 
($2,600,000) for Aid to the 
Permanently and Totally Dis-
abled, and Twenty-Three Mil-
lion, Nine Hundred Thousand 
Dollars ($23,900,000) for Aid 
to Families with Dependent 
Children. Such allocations and 
appropriations shall be made 
available on the basis of equal 
monthly installments and 
otherwise shall be subject to 
the provisions of currently 
existing laws making alloca-
tions and appropriations for 
these purposes. 

"Provided further, that if 
the limitations and restrictions 
herein contained are found to 
be in conflict with the provi-
sions of appropriate federal 
statutes, as they now are or 
as they may be amended to 
the extent that federal match-
ing money is not available to 

the state for these purposes, 
then and in that event the 
Legislature is specifically au-
thorized and empowered to 
prescribe such limitations and 
restrictions and enacts such 
laws as may be necessary in 
order that such federal match-
ing money will be available 
for assistance and/or medical 
care for or on behalf of needy 
persons, 

"Nothing in this Section 
shall be construed to amend, 
modify or repeal Section 31 of 
Article XVI of this Constitu-
tion; provided further, how-
ever, that such medical care, 
services or assistance shall 
also include the employment 
of objective or subjective 
means, without the use of 
drugs, for the purpose of 
ascertaining and measuring 
the powers of vision of the 
human eye, and fitting lenses 
or prisms to correct or remedy 
any defect or abnormal condi-
tion of vision. Nothing herein 
shall be construed to permit 
optometrists to treat the eyes 
for any defect whatsoever In 
any manner nor to administer 
nor to prescribe any drug or 
physical treatment whatsoever, 
unless such optometrist Is a 
regularly licensed physician or 
surgeon under the laws of this 
state." 

Sec. 2. The foregoing Con-
stitutional Amendment shall be 
submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of this state 
at an election to be held on 
the first Tuesday in August, 
1969. At the election the bal-
lots shall be printed to pro-
vide for voting "FOR" or 
"AGAINST" the proposition: 

"The Constitutional Amend-
ment providing for assistance 
to and/or medical care on be-
half of the needy aged, the 
needy blind, the needy dis-
abled, and the needy dependent 
children and their caretakers; 
establishing Eighty Million 
Dollars ($80,000,000) as the 
maximum amount that may be 
paid per year from state funds 
for assistance only; allocating 
and appropriating additional 
sums supplementing current 
legislative appropriations for 
assistance grants; and author-
izing the Legislature to enact 
such laws as may be necessary 
in order that federal matching 
money will be available for

master Jarrell Rice said today. 
Jarrell said he had been advis-

ed by Postmaster General Winton 
M. Mount in Washington, D. C. 
that the record $12 billion 1970 

deficit compelled President Nixon 

to seek postage rate increases. 
Without higher rates the Depart-
ment will be left with a stagger-
ing deficit that would become an 
added public tax burden. 

In addition to increasing letter 
mail from six to seven cents, as 
proposed by the Johnson Admin-
istration, President Nixon also 
asked that second and third-class 
mailers help reduce the large pos-
tal deficit which would otherwise 
be paid by taxpayers. the Post-
master said. 

For bulk third-class mail and 
most magazines and newspapers, 
the rates would be increased 16 
to 20 percent above today's levels, 
he noted. These percentages in-
clude rate hikes already schedul-
ed by previous action of Congress. 

The President's recommended 
increases will reduce the 1970 pos-
tal deficit by more than $60 mil-
lion. 

The Postmaster listed these oth-
er details on the proposed increas-
es: 

First-class mail: 	Letters and 
post cards would be increased one 
cent, to seven cents an ounce and 
six cents a piece, respectively, on 
July 1, 1969. Airmail postage 
would remain at ten cents. This 
would yield $557.2 million in new 
revenues. 

Second-class mail: A handling 
charge of 3'10 of a cent per piece 
for circulation outside home coun-
ties would become effective July 
1, 1969. This would yield $15.3 
million annually and would rep-
resent a 12 percent increase in ad-

' dition to the eight percent rise 
scheduled to take effect January 
1, 1970. 

Third-class mail: For single piec-
1  es, rates would be increased one 
cent per piece. This would yield 
$12.4 million. For regular bulk 
third-class, the minimum would be 
increased to a uniform rate of 4.2 
cents January 1, t970, as contras-
ted with the present rate of 3.6 
cents. The 1970 increase would 
lift revenues by $46.8 million an-
nually

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BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS: 
Section L That Article III, 

Constitution of the State of 
Texas, be amended by adding 
a new Section 50b-1 to read as 
follows: 

"Section 50b-1. (a) The Leg-
islature may provide that the 
Coordinating Board, Texas 
College and University Sys-
tem, or its successor or suc-
cessors, shall have authority to 
provide for, issue and sell gen-
eral obligation bonds of the 
State of Texas in an amount 
not to exceed Two Hundred 
Million Dollars ($200,000,000) 
in addition to those heretofore 
authorized to be issued pur-
suant to Section 50b of the 
Constitution. The bonds auth-
orized herein shall be executed 
in such form, upon such terms 
and be in such denomination 
as may be prescribed by law 
and shall bear interest, and be 
issued in such installments as 
shall be prescribed by the 
Board provided that the max-
imum net effective interest 
rate to be borne by such bonds 
may be fixed by law. 

"(b) The moneys received 
from the sale of such bonds 
shall be deposited to the credit 
of the Texas Opportunity Plan 
Fund created by Section 506 
of the Constitution and shall 
otherwise he handled as pro-
vided in Section 5eb of the 

Constitution and the laws en-
acted pursuant thereto. 

"(c) The said bonds shall be 
general obligations of the state 
and shall be payable in the 
same manner and from the 
same sources as bonds here-
tofore authorized pursuant to 
Section 50b. 

"(d) All bonds issued here-
under shall, after approval by 
the Attorney General, regis-
tration by the Comptroller of 
Public Accounts of the State 
of Texas, and delivery to the 
purchasers, be incontestable 
and shall constitute general 
obligations of the State of 
Texas under this Constitution. 

"(e) Should the Legislature 
enact enabling laws in antici-
pation of the adoption of this 
Amendment such acts shall not 
be void bemuse of their antici-
patory nature." 

Sec. 2. The foregoing con-
stitutional amendment shall be 
submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of this state 
at an election to be held on 
the first Tuesday after the 
first Monday in August, 1969, 
at which election the ballots 
shall be printed to provide for 
voting for or against the prop-
osition: 'The Constitutional 
amendment authorizing the 
Legislature to provide for ad-
ditional loans to students at 
institutions of higher educa-
tion under the Texas Oppor-
tunity Plan." 

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS: 
Section 1. That Section 24, 

Article III, Constitution of the 
State of Texas, be amended to 
read as follows: 

"Section 24. The Lieutenant 
Governor and the Speaker of 
the House of Representatives 
shall each receive from the 
Public Treasury an annual sal-
ary in an amount to be fixed 
by the Legislature, not to ex-
ceed one-half the annual salary 
of the Governor. Each other 
member of the Legislature 
shall receive from the Public 
Treasury an annual salary to 
be fixed by the Legislature, 
not to exceed the annual sal-
ary paid to a district judge 
from state funds. Members of 
the Legislature shall also re-
ceive a per diem of not exceed-
ing Twelve Dollars ($12) per 
day during each Regular and 
Special -  Session of the Legis- 

lature. No Regular Session 
shall be of longer duration 
than one hundred and forty 
(140) days. 

Sec. 2. The foregoing con-
stitutional amendment shall be 
submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of this state 
at an election to be held on 
August 5, 1969, at which elec-
tion the ballots shall be printed 
to provide for voting for or 
against the proposition: "The 
constitutional amendment pro-
viding that the Lieutenant 
Governor and the Speaker of 
the House of Representatives 
shall receive a salary fixed by 
the Legislature, not to exceed 
one-half the salary of the Gov-
ernor; providing that the Leg-
islature shall fix the eatery of 
the other members, not to ex-
ceed that received by a -district 
judge from state funds; and 
removing the 120-day limita-
tion on per diem for regu:ar 
sessions."

COUNTY AGENT'S NEWS 

During the last half of May, 
some 40,000 Texas farmers will 
receive at their mailboxes a most 
important questionnaire from the 
Texas Crop and Livestock Report.  
ing Service in Austin. 

It will be the annual acreage 
survey and many farmers in Bris-
coe County will be included in the 
40,000. The information derived 
from the replies will be the basis 
for the official estimates of crop 
acreage for the State of Texas and 
for each county. 

Cary D. Palmer, state statisti-
cian for the Texas Reporting Ser-
vice, emphasizes the importance 
of getting back just as many of 
the 40,000 questionnaires as pos-
sible so that each county will be 
well represented. Accurate esti-
mates are of the greatest impor-
tance to farmers in planting pro-
duction and marketing and in pro-
viding an unbiased picture of Tex-
as agriculture, Palmer adds. 

The Texas Legislature has pro- 
vided a program of estimate for 
each county. Because Texas covers 
such a wide area, state totals a-
lone do not provide adequate in-
formation on our most basic in-
dustry; hence, the need for coun-
ty information. The program is a 
cooperative effort of the U. S. 
Department of Agriculture's Sta-
tistical Reporting Service and the 
Texas Department of Agriculture. 

All farmers in the county who 
receive the questionnaire are ur-
ged to fill it out accurately and 
completely and return it as soon 
as possible to the Reporting Ser-
vice.

THE LEGISLATIVE LOFT 
by Representative Tom Christian 

The 61st Legislature is moving 
into the final month with a tre-
mendous backlog of legislation, 
most of which will never reach 
the House floor. 

One measure, however, that is 
certain to receive close attention 
before the legislature closes its 
doors is the appropriations bill. 
The first round ended two weeks 
ago when the stale spending bill 
was passed out of the House with 
seemingly little debate. 

It's now in a joint committee 
where substantial changes are an-
ticipated.

A great deal of pres-
sure is on the committee to insert 
a raise before the bill leaves com-
mittee.

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PUBLIC NOTICE 
Proposed CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT 
NUMBER SEVEN ON THE BALLOT (HJR4) 

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS: 

Section 1. That Section 51-cl, 
Article III, Constitution of the 
State of Texas, be amended 
to read as follows: • 

"Section 51-d. The Legisla-
ture shall have the power, by 
general law, to provide for the 
payment of assistance by the 
State of Texas to the surviv-
ing spouse and minor children 
of officers, employees, and 
agents, including members of 
organized volunteer fire de-
partments and members of or-
ganized police reserve or auxil-
iary units with authority to 
make an arrest, of the state 
or of any city, county, district, 
or other political subdivision 
who, because of the hazardous 
nature of their duties, suffer 
death in the course of the per-
formance of those official 
ditties. Should the Legislature 

enact any enabling laws in 
anticipation of this amend-
ment, no such law shall be 
void by reason of its anticipa-
tory nature." 

Sec. 2. The foregoing con-
stitutional amendment shall be 
submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of this state 
at an election to be held on 
the first Tuesday after the 
first Monday in August, 1969, 
at which election the ballots 
shall be printed to provide for 
voting for or against the prop-
osition: "The constitutional 
amendment authorizing the 
Legislature to provide for pay-
ment of assistance to surviv-
ing spouses and minor chil-
dren of governmental officers, 
employees, and agents, includ-
ing members of organized 
volunteer fire departments and 
certain organized police re-
serve units, who have hazard-
ous duties and are killed in the 
performance of those duties."
