The state's four percent sales 
tax on utility bills for residential 
customers will be dropped after 
October 1, but an overlap for bill-
ing periods beginning during the 
month of September will cause 
the tax to appear bn all bills re-
ceived during October and on 
some received in November. 

Fred Foy, supervisor of statis-
tics and state taxes for West Tex-
as Utilities Company, said that 
instructions issued by the State 
Comptroller are specific on how 
the recently approved tax exemp-
tions are to be applied. 

"A lot of people apparently 
think that October billings will 
not include the tax," Foy said, 
"but this is not the case. 

"The law states that the exemp-
tions shall apply to each regular 
monthly billing period beginning 
on or after October 1. This means 
that if we bill a customer for 
service from any time prior to 
October 1, the four per cent sales 
tax will be applied to the total 
bill."

The Legislature provided a lo-
cal option on the one per cent 
city sales tax on utilities, but most 
of the towns in the West Texas 
Utilities service area have indicat-
ed they will continue the tax. Foy 
said that so far, Junction is the 
only WTU town which has announ-
ced it would abolish the tax. 

"Our company will continue to 
collect the tax for the cities that 
wish to keep it," Foy said.

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New Area Soil 
Chemist Named 

A new area soil chemist for 
the Texas High Plains has been 
named by the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service at Lubbock. He 
is Dr. Dale Pennington, formerly 
of Weslaco, who has succeeded 
James H. Valentine as supervisor 
of the Extension Soil Testing Lab-
oratory at Lubbock and as soil 
chemist for 80 area counties. 

Valentine, who in 1960 estab-
lished the laboratory at the Tex-
as A&M University Agricultural 
Research and Extension Center at 
Lubbock, retired August 31. 

Pennington is a graduate of 
Texas A&AL with doctoral and 

in soil chemistry 

conducted in Bailey County which 
indicated that zinc was needed in 
sorghum for this area prior to 
1969. Pennington has also evalua-
ted methods for predicting nutri-
ent requirements for crops 
through petiole analysis. 

While serving as area agrono-
mist in South Texas, Pennington 
utilized infrared photographs to 
determine extent and intensity of 
iron deficiency in South Texas 
sorghum. These efforts increased 
the use of iron sulfate by 200 
percent by skeptical producers. 
Demonstration data indicated ef-
forts boosted yields by 10 to 30 
percent where the practice was 
adopted. 

In the Rio Grande Valley, Pen-
nington was able to demonstrate 
that cotton could be grown with 
far fewer costs by outlays than 
had been previously thought. "Our 
philosophy was to develop a cot-
ton crop with less than three in-
secticide applications, to get the  

maximum efficiency from our her 
blades and to give pest manage-
ment a chance to operate," he 
said. The result was dryland yields 
of 998 pounds per acre in 197'7 
and 858 pounds per acre in 1978. 
Cost per pound for the Minimum 
Input Cotton Demonstration pro-
grams were 23.5 and 28 cents, res-
pectively.
