Saturday afternoon and Sat-
urday evening, many country 
music buffs enjoyed traveling to 
Turkey to see Ray Price and the 
Cherokee Cowboys in concert. 
The band was in exceptionally 
fine form. 

Starting off the perfor-
mances, the South Plains Play-
boys from South Plains College 
began the evening show with 
My Rose of San Antonio. They 
were a good warm up show for 
Ray Price and the Cherokee 
Cowboys to follow with their 
golden oldies and a few new 
songs thrown in. In fact Ray did 
one new release, I Wish I Was 
18 Again. This song which is 
on his new album has only the 
piano to accompany Ray's me-
lodious voice. 

Ray began his evening con-
cert with Crazy Arms to the 
thunderous applause of the 
crowd. As one lady remarked, 
some country songs are popular 
for awhile and then seem to just 
fade away, seldom if ever to be 
heard again, but the Classics 
still speak to your heart today 
the way they always did. One 
such song that Ray sang Satur-
day evening was Spanish Eyes 
with lyrics by Charles Singleton 
and Eddie Snyder and the mu-
sic by Bert Kaempfert. 

Cory Williams from Kress 
was playing the fiddle again 
with the South Plains Cowboys. 
He was also honored to once 
again this year play with the 
Cherokee Cowboys during their 
performances. 

Also with the South Plains 
Band was Barbara Curry who 
sang Don't Let That Man Get 
You Down as well as 
accompaning Gary House on 
several songs. 

Annual Quitaque 
The fifth running of the an-

nual Quitaque Quest Mountain 
bike race was conducted at Ca-
prock Canyons State Park Sun-
day afternoon. The successful 
event with 70 bike rider entries 
was made possible due to excel-
lent weather conditions, good 
rider participation, good course 
preparation and lots of excellent 
volunteer workers.

In his early years, Ray Price 
was priviledged to become 
friends with his idol, Hank Mil-
hams who befriended the young 
man trying to get a start in the 
Country Music business. Fol-
lowing Hank's death in 1953, 
Ray accepted the Drifting Cow-
boys who were Hank's band as 
his back up band for his tours 
and recordings. With them as 
his back up band, he recorded 
such haunting songs asRelease 
Me and I'll Be There If You Ever 
Want Me. 

Later he realized that his 
sound was too much the same 
as Hank Williams so he hired 
the Lefty Frizzell band and re-
named them the Cherokee Cow-
boys. It was during this era that 
he had such hits as Release Me 
and Don't Let The Stars Get In 
Your Eyes. During the '60's saw 
Ray change to a more Pop-Coun-
try sound with hits such as The 
Other Woman and Burning 
Memories. 

Turkey's Mayor Suzie 
Johnson welcomed everyone to 
the show and thanked not only 
the Ray Price and South Plains 
bands for being in Thrkey Thxas 
but all the people who had 
turned out to make the day a 
success. 

Paul Harris of K-96 was MC 
for the evening. He stated that 
when you think of Western 
Swing music, you think of 'flu-
key, Thxas. 

Following the concert fans 
lined up around the auditorium 
to shake Ray's hand, have their 
picture taken with him or to 
have him autograph his picture, 
guitars, concert tickets, T-shirts, 
etc. He was most gracious to one 
and all as he filled their re-
quests.

Voting Time Has Arrived, 
Tuesday, November 3, 1998 

A long life has been counted as man's greatest blessing. 'bday 
man has a longer life span and a shorter work career The atten-
tion of ways of making later years more welcome are being stud-
ied as the things older people want and need. The question is 
asked, "Is there a relationship between retirement and happi-
ness?" The aim is to broaden the understanding of what it means 
to be old. 

The skin of the old becomes dry and coarse, habitual expres-
sions become wrinkles, the hair grays. Shoulders stoop as a man's 
strength and speed decrease. He is required to substitute brain 
for brawn. Illness increases. 

Some significant information was collected about all the men 
and women over sixty-five living within the township borders of 
Prairie City. 

This study shows us we cannot mark the beginning of any old 
age group. 

The way people take the stress and strain of living has some-
thing to do with wearing out of the mind and body What old age 
will be depends upon the kind of life that has been led. It is pos-
sible that man can take thought of these and plan for his later 
years. 

One of the special worries of older people is that they will be-
come physically unable to care for themselves. 

Economic insecurity is a second problem of old age. The older 
person dreads when he will be left on his or her children. 

The problem of making satisfactory living arrangements is 
present. Most older people want to cling to established housing 
arrangements. 

The unique problems of aging stem from three courses. The 
physical vigor changes. Another is the loss of husband or wife. 
The third is the attitude society takes toward older people. 

It seems the best solution for happiness in old age is happiness 
in middle age. Personal independence and happiness in middle 
age produce happiness in old age. Health is more related to hap-
piness and adjustment than age or economic status. The Ameri-
can formula for happiness would be "KeepActive." 

The health handicap score was based on four body activity at 
eas which are: vision, hearing, organic disease, and motor de-
fects. 

Reduced hearing causes varying degrees of social isolation. 
Organic defects are malfunctions of the heart, stomach, and gall 
bladder. Motor defects are rheumatism, accidents and arthritis. 

Economic security troubles older people. Some getting OldAge 
Assistance scarcely get enough to get by on if they have many 
drug bills. OldAge Assistance rolls totaled 2,800,000 in 1950. Old 
age would be a tragic period for a substantial portion of older people 
in America if it were not for the old age assistance program. 

Retirement is the greatest man-made problem in the lives of 
most people. Most people get rewards from their work other than 
the money they earn for a living and they lose satisfaction when 
they reetthiiren. 

things most wanted by old people are quiet, privacy inde-
pendence of action, nearness to relatives and friends, residents 
among their own cultural group. 

As people grow older they gain better emotional control which 
comes from increased skill in handling emotions in problem situa- 
tions

Old people grow more interested in religion. 
In later years one can love without selfishness. Mature people 

have much more to give than receive. They enjoy being loved and 
enjoy attention yet they do not have a fierce need of these favors 
as when they were younger. An old person has a lifetime accumu-
lation of material and spiritual good things of life. They can enjoy 
giving these to other people.

Cooler temperatures are easier 

on us and our plants. So get out in 
the yard and do some landscaping. 
Extension horticulturist Dr. Doug 
Welsh says October and November 
are prime times for transplanting. 

The most popular are the red oak 
and live oak. He also recommends 
some newer varieties called lacy oak 
and Monterey oak. And he says 
more people are discovering cedar 
elm because it is resistant to oak 
wilt. Bald cypress and Montezuma 
cypress also grow well in Texas. 

For smaller, flowering trees, 
Welsh suggests the redbud and the 
crepe mytrle. The Texas redbud is 
the choice for most of the state.

Windbreak Trees Are Available At SWCD 
The Hall-Childress Soil and Water Conservation District is taking or - 

ders for field and farmstead windbreak trees. Each year the Hall-Childress 
SWCD in cooperation with the Texas Forest Service in Lubbock, offer trees 
to the public for establishing windbreaks. The type of trees available are 
felt and bullet conifers and bareroot hardwoods, all are one year old seed-
lings. 

The evergreen species available in the felt container are Afghan pine, 
Austrian pine, Pinyon pine, Ponderosa pine, Redcedar,  , Rocky Mt. Juni-
per, Spruce and White pine. These trees are sold at a cost of $52.00 per 30 
trees. 

Species available in the 10 cu. in. plastic container are Afghan pine, 
Austrian pine, Pinyon pine, Pondersoa pine, and Redcedar . These are 
sold at a cost of $36.00 per 30 trees. 

The hardwood species are Amur Honeysuckle, American Plum, aro-
matic sumac, Catalpa, Desert willow, Flameleaf Sumac, Fourwing Salt-
bush, Green Ash, Hackberry, Honeylocust, Lacebark Elm, Lilac, Nanking 
cherry, Russian Olive, Sandcherry, Sand Plum, and Shumard oak. Hard-
woods sell from $46.00 per 100 trees or $23.00 per 50 trees. 

Four Wildlife packets are available, containing twenty-five each of four 
species per packet for a total of 100 trees. 1. Quail & Pheasant: Russian 
olive, Aromatic sumac, Plum, and Nanking cherry; 2. Deer: Bur oak, 
Flameleaf sumac, Hackberry and Four -wing saltbush; 3. Turkey: Hack-
berry, Bur oak, Aromatic sumac, and Honeysuckle; 4. Squirrel: Walnut, 
Bur oak, Osage orange, Shumard oak. Packets are sold at $38.00 per 
packet.

Jake Honea Killed in 
Hi -Way Crash Tuesday 

Death struck suddenly Tuesday 
evening for Jake Honea, one of 
Briscoe County's best loved, most 
colorful and widely know citizens. 
He was killed instantly when his 
car, in which he was returning to 
his home at Silverton, from his farm 
at Quitaque, crashed into the rear 
of a pickup loaded with feed, driven 
by Elmer Vaughan, who was accom-
panied by his daughter. The 
Vaughans were badly shaken but 
not seriously injured. According to 
report Hones had just passed two 
vehicles and pulled in behind the 
pickup when he met a car traveling 
east and was blinded by the bright 
lights. In the crash, his neck was 
broken, and death was instant. 
James Wyatt, a colored man from 
Quitaque, arrived at the scene a few 
minutes after the accident and took 
Honea to the hospital at Silverton. 
Apparently, the east bound car with 
the bright lights, knew nothing of 
the accident. 

In accordance with his often ex-
pressed desire, the funeral service 
was held in true Western manner 
at the cemetery. Rev. Marvin 
Brotherton of Matador assisted by 
Rev. Grady Adcock of Silverton, con-
ducted the service which was held 
Thursday afternoon at 3 o'clock at 
the Silverton cemetery under direc-
tion of Stewart-Douglas Funeral 
Home. 0. R. Tipps of Wichita Falls, 
former Briscoe county judge, gave 
the funeral address. 

Pall bearers were John Hamilton 
of Matador, Jack Hutcheson, Jim 
Stell and Maynard Wilson of 
Quitaque, Johnny Burson, John 
Lanham, Joe Kitchens and 
Vaughter Self of Silverton. 

Norman R. Honea was born in 
February 1889 at Cleburne, 
Johnson County and came with his 
parents to Briscoe County before he 
was two years old. 

Honea was elected sheriff of 
Briscoe county in 1928, and re- , 

 mained in the office for nine con-
secutive terms from January 1, 
1929 to January 1947. During this 
time period in the sheriffs office he 
won nation-wide fame as a law of-
ficer.
