tactics.

Of ICS Meeting 

When Texas ranchers assemble 
in Austin August 10 through 12 for 
the annual meeting of the In-
dendent Cattlemen's Association 
(ICA), their focus will be on 
marketing. 

Theme for the ICA session will 
be "Modern Marketing for Cattle-
men." The conference will be at the 
Stouffer Austin Hotel, said Curtis 
Preston, county agent with the Tex-
as Agricultural Extension Service. 

Marketing discussions will high-
light the educational program Aug-
ust 11, 1989. Dr. Gary Smith, head 
of Texas A & M's Animal Science 
Department, will be program mod-
erator.
