NO TILLING FARMING — 
From the Hall County Work Unit 

Memphis, Texas 
by James T. McDonald 

Reports from major farming a-
reas in the U. S. show that No 
Tillage really works, really saves 
time and money.

For example, in 1967, there were 
only a few thousand acres invol-
ved. A year later there were over 
100,000. 

Briefly, No Tillage Farming per-
mits the planting of crops such 
as cotton, sorghum and soybeans 
directly into the undisturbed sod, 
cover crops, crop residues, or 
trash—without tillage. A narrow 
two- to three-inch seedbed is op-
ened with a notched or fluted 
3oulter and seeded with a double 
disc opener.

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New Hybrids Aid Texas Farmers 
In Fighting Sorghum Diseases 

For the Texas farmer whose livelihood depends on sorghum 
production, the ability to recognize sorghum diseases may deter-

mine his profit potential. 
The Texas Agricultural Experiment Station at College Station 

has conducted extensive disease surveys on the problem for sev-
eral years. They have found downy mildew present in 63 Texas 
gulf coast counties. 

Economic losses to farmers in only ten coastal counties were 
estimated by Texas A & M officials at 2.5 million dollars in one 
year. 

Progress to combat sorghum diseases is being made, however. 
Researchers at Northrup. King and Co., one of the nation's 
leading grain seed producers, 
recommends farmers take the 
following steps to minimize 
damage and loss: 

1. Rotate non-related crops 
regularly. 

2. Destroy sorghum stubble 
as soon after harvest as pos-
sible. This reduces organism 
buildup. 

3. Plant resistant sorghum 
varieties. 

The company's researchers 
report the development of two 
new downy mildew resistant 
sorghum hybrids which are now 
available to farmers. These hy-
brids, they say, ace the best and 
most practical means to avoid 
sorghum disease infection 

Both new hybrid varieties re-
sist downy mildew. head smut 
and other foliar diseases. The 
hybrids are: NK 233, an early 
maturing sorghum and NK 266, 
a medium maturing sorghum. 

Many Texas sorghum farm-
ers have suffered poor yields be-
cause of downy mildew and 
other diseases. The new hybrids 
are expected to go a long way 
towards solving these problems 
and boosting sagging farm 
profits.
