The Cap Rock S.W.C.D. held nine meetings during 
the year. Membership was maintained in The Texas 
Association of Soil & Water Conservation Districts and 
The Panhandle Association of Conservaton Dstricts. 
The board was represented in the development of the 
Agricultural Conservation Program and reviewed ten 
applications for the new long-term agreement under 
A.C.P. They helped formulate and administer the 
Great Plains Conservation Program. The District assis-
ted in the operations and maintenance inspection of 

EROSION—STILL A PROBLEM 

Wind erosion was less severe than it has been for 
the last few years. Emergency tillage prevented dam-
age on most cottonfields. More rye cover crops were 
planted than ever before. Rye effectively stopped ero-
sion on sandy soils. About 3500 acres of rye cover crops 
were planted. These cover crops provide excellent graz-
ing. 

Heavy storms caused more water erosion than has 
occurred for years. Gullies washed through fields, tak-
ing tons of top soil along. Terrace systems that had 
not been properly maintained were damaged. Contact 
the Soil Conservation Service in Silverton for assis-
tance wth terraces. 

One solution to water erosion problems would be 
a parallel terrace system with waterways and diver-
sions, if needed. This terrace is one of three put in by 
Walter Graham on his place west of Silverton on the 
Tulia highway. 

There are no point rows between these terraces. 
They all outlet in a grassed waterway. Graham built 
this system with cost-share assistance under The 
Great Plains Conservation Program. A total of 52,000 
feet of terraces were built during the past year.

It would take 15 
days for this dam to drain after it fills. 

RANGELAND 

Good rains produced an abundance of grass. John-
nie Burson treated the mesquite shown with aerial 
spray. He is resting this pasture for three months to 
improve his grass. A total of 5600 acres of brush con-
trol was done on local ranches. 

The Soil Conservation Service provided 689 servic-
es on 310 farms or ranches. Of these, 233 farms applied 
one or more conservation practices. Twenty-one new 
conservation plans were developed or revised covering 
68,268 acres of land.
