FARMERS UNION SPONSORING 

LEGISLATIVE PROGRAM 

Texas Farmers Union is spon-
soring a legislative program in 
Austin on Tuesday, February 20. 
More than a hundred rural people 
are expected to be at the Capitol 
for day-long, "grass-roots lobby- 

The activities will begin with a 
breakfast and briefing at 7:30 a.m. 
in the Trinity Room of the Down-
towner Motel across from the Cap-
itol with greetings by key legisla-
tors and top state officials. The 
Governor, Lieutenant Governor 
and Speaker, along with several 
key farm legislators have been in-
vited to attend. The group will 
spend most of the day contacting 
legislators and discussing Farm-
ers Union-backed bills. 

"We in the Farmers Union be-
lieve that the most effective lob-
byists are the people themselves. 
That is why we are coordinating 
this visit so our farmers, ranch-
ers and their wives can have the 
opportunity to visit with home-
town lawmakers. With the dimin-
ishing number of rural spokesmen 
in the legislature, it is more im-
portant than ever for farmers and 
ranchers as well as farm wives to 
get acquainted with urban law-
makers," said Jay Naman, presi-
dent of the Texas Farmers Union. 

Some of the issues to be discus 
sed during the day are corporation 
farm control, tax reform, consti-
tutional revision, no-fault auto in-
surance, brand registration chan-
ges, a utilities commission and a 
state - financed employment pro-
gram for older rural people. 

A reception for members of the 
legislature that evening will con-
clude the day's activities of Farm-
ers Union's visit to Austin.

Five Accidents 
Reported in 
Briscoe County 

The Texas Highway Patrol in-
vestigated five accidents on rural 
highways in Briscoe County dur-
ing the month of January, accord-
ing to Sergeant J. R. Smith, High-
way Patrol Supervisor of this area. 

These crashes resulted in no 
persons killed and one person in-
jured. 

The rural traffic accident sum-
mary for the 60 counties of the 
Lubbock Department of Public 
Safety Region No. 5 for January 
1973 shows a total of 572 accidents, 
resulting in 16 persons killed and 
207 persons injured as compared 
to January 1972 when 500 acci-
dents resulted in nine persons 
killed and 217 persons injured. 

The Highway Patrol Supervisor 
reminds the motorist that it takes 
16 times the normal distance to 
stop a vehicle on ice than on good 
dry pavement. The icy weather 
will still exist in these winter 
months. 

The 16 traffic deaths for the 
month of January 1973 occurred in 
the following counties: Hartley, 
four; Gray, Sherman and Lub-
bock, two each; Dallam, Deaf 
Smith, Roberts, Swisher, Palo 
Pinto and Parker with one each.

Improve a lake by throwing old 
automobile tires into the water? 

Yes. One man's litter may be 
another creature's home. 

The Texas Parks and Wildlife 
Department plans to take a look 
at a Tennessee Game and Fish 
Commission study which found it 
could concentrate catfish in small 
farm ponds by using old tires as 
cover. 

The same study also foulid that 
wooden stakes stuck into the bot-
tom of old reservoirs attract crap-
pie. 

Texas has its share of old lakes 
which have long since been de-
void of hiding places for fish. 

Natural cover in most of the 
large reservoirs which are more 
than 20 years old has rotted away 
or been covered with silt. 

Lakes such as Lake Houston still 
support game fish but the angler 
has to cover a large area since 
the fish have no natural congre-
gating spots. 

To replace the original cover 
would be economically impossible 
so the Parks and Wildlife Depart-
ment will experiment with cover 
on a small scale in the Eagle 
Mountain Fish Hatchery and Ben-
brook Reservoir, both in Tarrant 
County.

The department does not plan 
to get into the cover-building busi-
ness right away. Their first ef-
forts are designed to determine 
which type of cover attracts which 
fish.
