Traffic Accident 
Erwin C. Boyd. 80, funeral dir-

ector and owner of Carter Funer-
al Home in Lockney, Quitaque 
Funeral Home and Silverton Fu-
neral Home, was killed Thursday 
night of last week in a two-vehicle 
accident about 24 miles south of 
Silverton on Texas Highway 207 

Justice of the Peace Raz Ford 
of Lockney pronounced Mr. Boyd 
dead at the scene about 10 p.m 

Traveling south, Mr. Boyd's ye 
hide struck a truck-trailer parked 
partially on the pavement at the 
tide of the road.

The truck had slipped off the 
edge of the highway into the mud 
and had cut loose from the trail-
er.

The 
accident occurred during a rain-
storm.

GOOD PASTURE MANAGEMENT 
PROLONGS LIFE OF THE GRASS 

A good management program 
on your pasture prolongs the life 
of the grass: maintains or improv-
es the quantity and quality of the 
grass, and provides soil protection. 

Cool season grasses should not 
be grazed from June 15 to Sep-
tember 1. Grazing on warm season 
grass needs to be discontinued 
prior to the dormant season to 
permit regrowth for good cover 
and vigor. 

The irrigated grasses should be 
kept reasonably moist during the 
dormant season to maintain their 
stand and assure future vigor and 
productivity. Livestock need to be 
removed from pastures for fertili-
zation. irri7ation. and for drying 
out.

Pastures should be stocked so 
as to maintain proper use heights 
of the grasses.

Mowing uneven growth after a 
grazing period, to not less than 
proper use height, improves the 
appearance and may improve the 
quality of the pasture.

Weeds Should be controlled in 
pastures, by shredding or by an 
approved chemical, to reduce the 
competition of the posses.

producers pay heavily every year 
for the injury their livestock suf-
fer from the spinose ear tick. 

' This mean pest, however, can 
be controlled,• says Emory P. Bor-
ing, Area Entomologist with the 
Texas Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice. 

Boring urges producers to sear•n 
out at least twice a year the in-
festations of such ticks deep with-
in the cars of their cattle—and of 
their sheep and goats as well as 
swine. 

Five materials are approved and 
available, any one of which con-
trols spinose ear ticks effectively: 
Coumaphos (Co Ran, lindane, mal-
athion. toxaphene and Ronne! 
tliorlan. The treatment is applied 
into the ears. 

Infested cattle rub their ears 
and shake their heads because of 
the extreme imitation caused by 
the ticks Heavily infested animals 
become dull. unthrifty and may 
even lose weight

said. He added that even the most 
patriotic farmer mut make a profit 
to stay in business. 

"We know you understand the 
problems of agriculture as well as 
the contributions of farmers and 

ranchers—as you have so eloquent-
ly stated so many times," Chal-
oupka said. 

"We urge you to call off your 
moratorium, then go to the Amer-
ican people and explain the econ-
omics of agriculture. They need 

to know who puts food on their 
table." 

Are Your Canned 
Foods Stored Safely 

After,pending  many long hours 
canning home-grown foods, insure 
optimum food quality by storing 
the jars properly, advises Linda 
Mullin, Briscoe County Extension 
Agent. 

All canned foods should be stor-
ed in a cool, dry place. Foods kept 
in a warm, damp place may change 
color and flavor, both of which 
would be unappetizing on the din- 

ner table. 

Before storing, make sure the 
lid sealed properly. To insure pro-
per sealing, the mouth of the jar 
should ire wiped clean before the 
lid is placed on. A very small am-
ount of food or flavoring on the 
mouth could prevent a proper 
seal. When sealed correctly, the 
lid should be concave and make a 
ringing sound when tapped lightly 
with a metal utensil. If It Is not 
sealed properly, the lid will 
"thud" When tapped with metal. 
if the seal is broken, obviously 
the food will spoil. 

Remove the ring from the jar 
Once the lid has sealed, the ring 
is no longer needed and should be 

sihi,' with a hyte,i M., el Tteta for 
the narrow row. Requirements of 
such a 1-b rid would be a different 
leaf angle and toleration for a 
high plant population.

Moratorium On Grain Sales 
The president of the Texas Farm 

Bureau has urged President Ford 
to call off his moratorium on grain 
sales to Russia. 

Carrol Chaloupka of Dalhart said 
the ban on grain sales is a ser-
ious blow to agriculture. Extension 

of the moratorium until mid-Octo-
ber was announced by the Presi-
dent following a meeting with 
George Meany, head of the AFL 

, 

PROPOSITION NO. 1 
ON THE BALLOT 

Revising the separa-
tion of powers, legisla-
tive and executive provi-
sions of the Texas Con-
stitution. Article II, Sep-
aration of Powers, is 
amended to: 

Provide that the pow-
ers of government of the 
State of Texas are di-
vided among three dis-
tinct branches: legisla-
tive, executive, and judi-
cial. Except as otherwise 
authorized by the con-
stitution, members of one 
branch may not exercise 
any power properly at-
tached to either of the 
others. 

Article III, The Legis-
lature, is amended to: 

Continue the present 
structure of the legisla-
ture consisting of a se-
nate with 31 members 
and a house of represen-
tatives with 150 mem-
bers. The present organi-
zation and procedure of 
the legislature are con-
tinued except that the 
provision allowing closed 
executive sessions of the 
senate is omitted. Provi-
sions on the conflict of in-
terest of members of the 
legislature are con-
tinued, as is the 
governor's power to veto 
bills or line items in ap-
propriation bills. The ar-
ticle provides for 
single-member senator-
ial, representative, and 
congressional districts. A 
compensation commis-
sion is created to recom-
mend the compensation 
and allowances to be re-
ceived by members of the 
legislature. The legisla-
tive compensation, set by 
law, may not exceed this 
recommendation and 
does not take effect until 
after an intervening 
general election. The ar-
ticle provides for annual 
sessions of 140 days in 
odd-numbered years and 
90 days in even-
numbered years, and a 
veto session of 15 days 
upon request of three-
fifths of the membership 
of each house. The legis-
lature may meet in or-
ganizational sessions 
prior to the convening of 
the legislature in regular 
sessions. 

Article IV, The Execu-
tive, is amended to: 

Continue the present 
status of the governor 
and all other statewide 
officers, and include the 
commissioner of agricul-
ture as an executive de-
partment officer. The 
governor is limited to two 
consecutive terms. The 
governor is authorized to 
designate chairmen of 
state boards, and to re-
move gubernatorial ap-
pointees to state agencies 
for cause unless the re-
moval is vetoed by the 
senate. The article man-
dates the legislature to 
provide a new governor-
elect an appropriation so 
the governor-elect may 
organize an office prior to 
inauguration, and per-
mits the legislature to 
grant powers of fiscal 
control to the governor. 
All governmental agen-
cies, with several excep-
tions, have a life of not 
more than ten years un-
less extended by the 
legislature, and, at the 
regular session hold in 
odd-numbered years, the 
governor shall submit to 
the legislature a report 
on the organizati and 

efficiency of the execu-
tive branch. 

The wording of the 
proposed constitutional 
amendment as it will ap-
pear on the ballot is as 
follows: 

"The constitutional 
amendment revising 
the SEPARATION OF 
POWERS, LEGISLA-
TIVE, AND EXECU-
TIVE PROVISIONS of 
the Texas Constitu-
tion." 
If adopted by the voters, 
will become effective 
January 1, 1976, except 
Article III, Section 5, 
which becomes effective 
January 1, 1981. 

PROPOSITION NO. 2 
ON THE BALLOT 

Revising the judiciary 
provisions of the Texas 
Constitution. Article V, 
The Judiciary is 
amended to: 

Establish a unified 
judicial system consist-
ing of the supreme court, 
court of appeals, district 
courts, and circuit courts. 
Existing county courts 
and county judges are 
continued until other-
wise provided by law. All 
judges (except municipal 
judges), district attor-
neys and district clerks 
must be elected by the 
people. The supreme 
court and the court of 
criminal appeals are 
merged into a single 
court of last resort, and 
this supreme court is au-
thorized to provide for ef-
ficient administration of 
the judicial system and to 
balance case loads. Indi-
vidual rights for a trial 
by jury and appeal by the 
accused are continued. 
The state is granted the 
right to appeal in crimi-
nal cases in limited cir-
cumstances, and the 
legislature is permitted 
to establish methods of 
appeal to the courts from 
decisions of state agen-
cies. 

The wording of the 
proposed constitutional 
amendment as it will ap-
pear on the ballot is as 
follows: 

"The constitutional 
amendment revising 
the JUDICIARY 
PROVISIONS of the 
Texas Constitution." 
If adopted by the voters, 
will become effective 
September 1, 1976. 

PROPOSITION NO. 3 
ON THE BALLOT 

Revising the voting 
and election provisions of 
the Texas Constitution. 
Article VI, Voter qual-
ifications and Elections, 
is amended to: 

Provide for registra-
tion and qualifications 
for voting including 
voter residency require-
ments to be established 
by law. A citizen of the 
United States who is at 
least 18 years of age and 
who meets the registra-
tion and residence re-
quirements provided by 
law is a qualified voter 
unless the person has 
been convicted of a felony 
and for that felony is in-
carcerated, on parole, or 
on probation, or unless 
the person is mentally 
incompetent as deter-
mined by a court. Voting 
by the people in all elec-
tions must be by secret 
ballot, and the legisla-
ture shall provide by law 
for residence, registra-
tion, and absentee voting 

requirements, for the 
administration of elec-
tions, and for the protec-
tion of the electoral pro-
cess. The general 
election for state and 
county officers is to be 
held in even-numbered 
years on a date pre-
scribed by law.

ON THE BALLOT 

Revising the education 
provisions of the Texas 
Constitution. Article 
VII, Education, 	is 
amended to: 

Provide that the Per-
manent and Available 
School Funds and the 
county public school 
funds are continued for 
the support of the free 
public schools. The State 
Board of Education is re-
tained and the Perma-
nent and Available Uni-
versity Funds are con-
tinued for the benefit of 
The University of Texas 
and Texas A&M Sys-
tems. A new Higher Ed-
ucation Fund for Texas is 
established for the bene-
fit of colleges and univer-
sities outside The Uni-
versity of Texas and 
Texas A&M Systems. 
The state ad valorem tax 
of ten cents on $100 
valuation is continued 
as the source of revenue 
for the Fund. The ten 
cent higher education 
trot may be changed by 
law within the ten cent 
maximum. The legisla-
ture may allocate by law 
a portion of the Higher 
Education Fund to cer-
tain state vocational and 
technical institutes. The 
article provides that the 
public education system 
must furnish each indi-
vidual an equal educa-
tional opportunity, but 
a school district may pro-
vide local enrichment of 
educational programs 
exceeding the level pro-
vided by the state con-
sistent with general law. 
Authority to issue Per-
nianent University 
Bonds is continued but 
the bonds may not exceed 
30% of the Permanent 
University Fund.

PROPOSITION NO. 5 
ON THE BALLOT 

Revising the finance 
provisions of the Texas 
Constitution. Article 
VIII, Finance, 	is 
amended to: 

Provide that state 
taxes may be levied and 
collected only by general 
law and to prohibit any 
state ad valorem tax on 
real property or tangible 
personal property except 
the ten cent tax provided 
for in Article VII and a  

tax of two cents on the 
$100 assessed valuation 
to provide funds for the 
State Building Fund. 
Provides that all real 
property and tangible 
personal property must 
be taxed equallyand uni-
formly in proportion to 
market value. Existing 
exemptions from ad va-
lorem taxation are con-
tinued. The present dedi-
cation of motor fuel taxes 
for highway purposes 
and the Available School 
Fund is retained. The 
"pay-as-you-go" princi-
ple for the operation of 
state government is re-
tained. The legislature 
shall establish separate 
formulas for appraising 
land to promote the pre-
servation of open-space 
land devoted to farm or 
ranch purposes and may 
establish separate for-
mulas for appraising 
land to promote the pre-
servation of forest land 
devoted to timber pro-
duction. The $3000 ex-
emption from state ad 
valorem taxation for re-
sidential homesteads is 
continued and the legis-
lature by law may in-
crease this amount. A 
separate $3000 exemp-
tion from ad valorem 
taxation by political sub-
divisions is provided for 
the residential home-
stead of persons at least 
65 years of age and the 
political subdivision may 
increase this amount. 
The legislature by law 
may exempt from ad val-
orem taxation certain 
property owned by veter-
ans organizations, non-
profit water corpora-
tions, and persons in 
need because of age or 
disability, and economic 
circumstance. The legis-
lature may also exempt 
property to preserve his-
torical, cultural or natur-
al history resources. 
Taxpayers are provided a 
new method of correcting 
inequitable tax assess-
ments by paying ad val-
orem taxes Under protest 
and suing for a refund in 
a district court. State 
debt may be authorized 
by law only if approved 
by a two-thirds vote of 
each house of the legis-
lature and submitted to 
and approved by a major-
ity of the qualified voters 
of the state voting on the 
question. Public funds 
and public credit may be 
used only for public pur-
poses and no public funds 
or public credit may be 
used to influence the 
election of a public of-
ficer. The article pro-
hibits a retail sales- tax 
on agricultural machin-
ery or parts, fertilizer, 
feeds or seeds, prescrip-
tion drugs or medicine, or 
food, except food sold by 
restaurants for im-
mediate consumption. 
An assessment voted by 
marine food or agricul-
tural producers on their 
product sales is not a tax 
if provision is made for 
the individual producer 
to receive a refund of the 
assessment when the 
producer does not desire 
to be assessed.

1979. 

PROPOSITION NO. 6 
ON THE BALLOT 

Revising the local gov-
ernment provisions of 
the Texas Constitution. 
Article IX, Local Gov-
ernment, is amended to 

Provide that the coun-
ties of the state are those 
that exist on the date of 
adoption of the local gov-
ernment article and that 
county boundaries may 
be changed if approved 
by a majority of the qual-
ified voters in each af-
fected county who vote on 
the question. Counties 
may be merged or county 
seats relocated if ap-
proved by two-thirds of 
the qualified voters in 
each affected county who 
vote an the question. The 
present elected constitu-
tional county offices are 
retained and four year 
terms of office are pro-
vided. The voters of a 
county may create addi-
tional offices, eliminate 
offices, or combine the 
duties and functions of 
offices. The voters may 
also grant ordinance 
making power to the 
governing body of the 
county. Cities and towns 
having more than 1,500 
inhabitants may become 
home-rule cities. Tax 
limitations are estab-
lished for operating pur-
poses for cities and coun-
ties and the legislature is 
required to fix debt limits 
for cities, towns, coun-
ties, and school and 
community junior col-
lege districts.

"The constitutional 
amendment revising 
the LOCAL GOV-
ERNMENT PROVI-

PROPOSITION NO. 7 
ON THE BALLOT 

Revising the general 
provisions of the Texas 
Constitution. Article X. 
General Provisions, hr 
amended to: 

Provide the basic re-
quirements relating to 
public officeholders such 
as the official oath and 
residency requirements. 
The provision defining 
the separate and com-
munity property of 
spouses is retained, and 
the protection of a 
homestead from forced 
sale is continued. The 
legislature is required to 
protect certain personal 
property from forced 
sale. Current wages for 
personal service are not 
subject to garnishment. 
A private corporation 
may not be chartered ex-
cept under general law, 
and no bank may engage 
in business at more than 
one place in this state. 
The legislature must 
provide for the regula-
tion of bank holding 
companies. The present 
system of local-option 
elections for the prohibi-
tion or sale of alcoholic 
beverages is continued. 
The legislature is re-
quired to prohibit lot-
teries and gift enter-
prises but may permit 
certain bingo games and 
rattles. The presently ex 
isting provisions for re-
tirement benefits of 
teachers and other public 
employees are modified 
to allow the state to con  

tribute more than 10%. A 
policy that the quality of 
the environment of the 
State of Texas is to be 
protected is established, 
and the legislature is re-
quired to implement and 
enforce this policy. No 
state funds may be used 
to remove surface water 
from the river basin of 
origin if the surface 
water is necessary to 
supply the reasonably 
forseeable water re-
quirements of the basin 
for the ensuing 50 years, 
unless the removal of 
water is sufficiently re-
placed to the point of re-
moval from outside the 
state or is on a tempor-
ary, interim basis. The 
seaward beaches of the 
Gulf of Mexico and 
coastal submerged lands 
belonging to the state are 
held by the state in per-
petual trust for the peo-
ple, and subject to 
reasonable limitations 
prescribed by law, the 
public has the free and 
unrestricted right of use 
and benefit of the 
beaches. The provision is 
continued that, except as 
otherwise provided by 
law, a rate of interest in 
excess of ten percent a 
year is usurious. and that 
if a contract does not 
specify a rate of interest. 
the rate under the con-
tract may not exceed six 
percent a year. Discrimi-
nation against hand-
icapped persons is prohi-
bited, and a goal of the 
state is established to 
provide every resident 
access to adequate, com-
prehensive health care.

"The constitutional 
amendment revising 
the GENERAL PRO, 
VISIONS of the Teitas 
Constitution."

PROPOSITION NO. 8 
ON THE BALLOT 

Revising the mode of 
amending provisions of 
the Texas Constitution. 
The proposed article will 
be the last article of the 
constitution. If only 
Proposition No. 8 is 
adopted, the article will 
replace Article XVII of 
the present constitution. 
If other propositions are 
adopted, the article will 
be appropriately renum-
bered to remain the last 
article of the constitu-
tion. If all propositions 
are adopted. the article 
will be Article XI. Article 
XVII. Mode of Amending 
the Constitution of the 
State, is amended to: 

Establish a procedure 
for constitutional 
amendments requiring a 
two-thirds vote of each 
house of the legislature 
and majority approval by 
the voters. The calling of 
a limited or unlimited 
constitutional conven-
tion with voter approval 
is provided. The question 
of whether to call a con-
stitutional convention 
must be submitted to the 
people every 30 years.

TIME FOR 
SOIL SAMPLING 

Fertilizer supplies are increas-
ing so that farmers should have a 
better selection of fertilizer ma-
terials to use this fall. But it's 
still all-important to have a guide 
for applying fertilizer, and surf 
a guide comes only from a soil 
test. emphasizes Eddie Holland, 
Briscoe County Extension Agent. 

Holland suggests that now is an 
excellent time to collect soil sam-
ples and to submit them for test-
ing. Containers and instructions 
for submitting soil samples are 
available at the County Extension 
Office. Based on a soil test, a 
sound fertilization program can be 
developed for the coming crop 
year. 

Such a prom-am will be increas-
ingly important. in the months a-
head. Under present economic con-
ditions, low yields are not profit-
able, and fertilization, at least 
with nitrogen, is generally neces-
sary for profitable yields. Yet, the 
need for each plant nutrient and 
its potential profitability should be 
closely evaluated. 

With current high production 
costs. uncertainty about farm pri-
ces, and other risks in cop pro-
duction, farmers most study their 
fertilizer needs more closely than 
ever to make sound management 
decisions, believes Holland.

Voter Registration 
Deadline Is October 3 

AUSTIN — Secretary of State 
Mark White reminded Texans the 
deadline for filing new voter reg-
istrations for the upcoming Con-
stitutional election is October 3, 
1975. 

In a statement issued from his 
Capitol office, White said. "As 
the State's Chief Election Offi-
cial, I sincerely urge you to par-
ticipate in the electoral process. 
Your vote is your voice in gov-
ernment and it is your right and 
privilege to cast that vote." 

White stressed, "Our laws make 
it easier to register in Texas than 
in any other state. 

''Bilingual 	instructions 	and 
forms are provided with each vot-
er guide now being mailed to all 
postal patrons in Texas. When 
you receive the proposed charter, 
read the inside back cover care-
fully. If you have voted in Texas 
in the primary or general election 
of 1972, or anytime since then, you 

do NOT need to re-register," ex-
plained White. 

Many County Tax Assessor-Col-
lectors are receiving dual registra-
tions due to this provision in the 
law. White added many citizens 
have applied prior to receiving 
the Constitution's material and 
are re-registering unnecessarily. 
They will receive voting certifi-
cates by mail in the near future, 
he said. 

Completed voter registration 
forms may be delivered in person 
or mailed to the Tax Assessor-Col-
lcetor in the county in which the 
applicant legally resides.
