The town has fallen 
on hard times; its population has 
dwindled for decades. 

"I hope we won't go the way of

Arlowene Williams. 'We'll have a 
new restaurant opening up before 
long and we still have a lot of wild 
turkeys around here." 

Williams, 72, considers herself a 
newcomer in a community where 
people measure residency status in 
generations instead of years. 

"I'm really not a native," she 
said. "I've only been here 51 
years."

"There is not enough work here 
to keep our youth here," Williams 
said. "As soon as they finish 
school, they leave." 

There are indications, though, 
that the community mny be on its 
way back, thanks in part to the 
turkey. 

"We're cleaning up the empty 
building& there is a lot of potential 
if everybody works together," said 
Wilda Fuston, manager fo the 
Memphis State Bank's Turkey 
branch.

"The wild turkey is a 
remarkable bird. It has a well-
balanced di-t. There is a lot of 
wild grass around here. They 
catch it in their mouths and strip It 
up to get all the seeds out," he said. 

Grady Tyler has ranched near 
here all his life, and at the age of 69 
still takes care of more than a 3,000-
acres spread. Wild turkeys still 
flourish in the area, he said. 

"I've got one in the deep freeze, 
ready for Thanksgiving," he said. 

"I've always tried to harvest the 
game. I have a lot of respect for 
the land, nature." 

Turkey residents, like the most 
everyone else, spend 
Thanksgiving with their families, 
but the town comes together for a 
community holiday dinner a few 
days earlier. This year's dinner 
was held Sunday night. 

Johnson said if his plans work 
out, next year's Thanksgiving may 
be celebrated at Hotel Turkey, 
perhaps even combined with the 
celebration of the town's new 
general store. 

Johnson hopes to restore 
Turkey's vacant drug store and 
turn it into an old-fashioned 
general store complete with an 
antique-soda fountain. 

The drug store closed several 
years ago, said Williams, when the 
pharmacist decided to retire.

Ranchers who used insecticide 
ear tags for horn fly and ear tick 
control this past spring and 
summer should remove the old 
tags this fall. 

"Tags that have been used four 
to five months on an animal will 
not emit sufficient insecticide to 
adequately control fly population, 
according to Curtis Preston, 
Briscoe County Extension Agent. 

During the past three fly 
seasons, use of pyrethroid 
impregnated ear tags has created 
a statewide problem with horn fly 
resistance to the insecticide. 

As ranchers work with their 
cattle this winter, they should 
remove the old tags. 

Preston said the ear tag system 
for fly control exerts a constant 
selection pressure on the pest 
population and results in killing 
the weakest and most suspectible 
pests. Other pests that have the 
genetic ability to survive a sub-
lethal dose of insecticide become 
parents for the next pest 
generation. Within a two-year 
period, this selection process can 
develop a pest population highly 
resistant to all labeled chemicals of 
the pyrethroid type. 

The producers may get a false 
impression that the old ear tags 
are still killing flies, since 
populations naturally decrease in 
the fall as flies enter overwintering 
quarters. 

The old tag is not helping with 
control but is silently adding to 
selection pressure, thus making 
the surviving population more

Postmaster Janice Timmons 
doesn't have to look at the 
calendar to know that 
Thanksgiving is here. 

Her daily mail is a dead 
giveaway. 

People from all over the 
country have sent her letters just 
so she could stamp them and send 
them back. 

"We've received about 100 
letters so far," she said earlier this 
week. "We get them from as far as 
New York and New Jersey." 

Some people included specific 
instructions that the letters be 
postmarked today, when the post 
office is closed. 

To make sure no one is 
disappointed, Timmons put 
today's date on those letters just 
before closing time Wednesday. 

The personal service is just one 
example of the hospitality of 
residents in this little town that has 
seen better days but is attempting 
a comeback. 

Turkey, a town of about 600 
people between Amarillo and 
Lubbock, prides itself on being 
maned after the area's wild turkey 
noel:. 

At the turn of the century 
people in this area relied on the 
bird for food. Today, some 
residents hope that the town's 
association with the fowl can pull 
this community out of the 
economic doldrums. 

"I'm thinking of even putting in 
a turkey farm. Who wouldn't 
want a smoked turkey from 
Turkey for Thanksgiving?" asked 
Scott Johnson, co-owner of the 
historic Hotel Turkey. 

Johnson and his wife, Jane, are 
betting that the bird that put this 
town on the map more than 60 
years ago can now garner enough 
attention to spark a rejuvenation 
process of Turkey's downtown, 
where many of the stores stand 
vacant. 

Turkey is rich in tradition and 
history, but lacks some of the 
amenities of larger towns. 

There is no cable television here 
and good television reception is 
nearly impossible with just rabbit-
ear antennas. 

The nearest nightclub is in 
Amarillo or Lubbock, about 100 

miles away. All businesses with 
the exception of a convenience 
store close by 9 p.m. 

The rurality might actually 
work to the town's advantage, the 
Johnsons believe, if people 
perceive the community as a quiet 
haven from the cares of modern 
life. 

"We were booked solid every 
summer weekend," said Johnson. 
a former Dallas insurance 
salesman who returned to his 
hometown last year to run the 
hotel. 

Visitors here can eat either in 
the hotel or at the Turkey Cafe and 
Drive-in, browse at the Turkey 
Variety or shop at Lacy's Dry 
Goods or the Turkey Automotive 
Supplies. They can even attend 
services at the Turkey Church of 
Christ. 

Turkey Variety is a beauty 
parlor-variety store combination 
run by Johnson's aunt, Clema 
Johnson, 81, a 1926 graduate of 
Turkey High School. 

"You tell people you're from 
Turkey, and they think you're 
joshing them," she said. 

Clema Johnson moved here in 
1915 after her family came by 
covered wagon from Oklahoma 
and decided to stay. 

Zona Lane, 91, who also came 
to Turkey by covered wagon in 
1907 and is better known around 
here at "Aunt Zona," likes the 
town's name. 

When she moved here the 
abundant wild game helped feed 
some of the settlers, she said. 

"They lived off the turkey, you 
could get a bird anytime," she said. 

Lane is famous locally for her 
fried pies, which are on sale in 
Turkey Cafe and Drive-in. And, 
though she doesn't sign or number  

them, she does keep count. As of 
Tuesday, she had made 33,931. 

"I made 76 yesterday I keep a 
ledger," she said. 

The pie-maker's alma mater, 
Turkey High School, no longer 
exists, as such. The schools here 
closed when Turkey and 
Quitaque, a small town just west of 
here, consolidated and built new 
schools between the two towns. 

The school buildings here were 
then bought by the Bob Wills 
Foundation, an organization 
dedicated to pertetuating the art

and memory of the pioneer 
western swing band leader, a 
Turkey native. 

The elementary school houses a 
Wills museum  -  alopng with city 
hall and several other offices - that 
features assorted Wills 
memorabilia, including an 
amplifier used by his Tulsa, Okla.. 
based band, The Texas Playboys. 

Wills - whose father also was a 
famed Turkey fiddler - is honored 
annually during an April festival.
