RESTRICTIONS ON SWINE 
MOVEMENT IN TEXAS 

Dr. H. Q. Sibley, acting execu-
tive director of the Texas Animal 
Health Commission has ordered a 
restriction on swine movements 
in Texas in order to bring the 
present hog cholera situation un-
der control. This restriction is im-
posed to implement a quarantine 
order signed by Mr. Joe B. Fin-
ley, jr.. chairman of the Texas An-
imal Health Commission on March 
22, 1971. 

This has been effective since 
March 29, 1971, and the -movement 
of all feeder and breeder swine 
within Texas will be allowed only 
by permit issued after inspection 
of the herd from which they ori-
ginate. 

Under the restriction, slaught-
er swine may be consigned direct-
ly to livestock markets for sale to 
slaughter or directly to slaughter-
ing establishments. 

Texas regulatory officials have 
enlisted the cooperation of occre-
deed practicing veterinarians and 
county extension agents to assist 
in on - farm inspection prior to 
stow or sale of feeder pigs and 
breeder stock. 

Special permission from the 
Texas Animal Health Commission 
must be obtained for exhibitions, 
Mews and special feeder and 
breeder sales. Restrictive sanita-
tion requirements at such points 
of swine concentration should min-
imize exposure to hog cholera. 

Prior inspection and permit for 
movement is required for any 
farm to farm movement of swine. 
Permits for movement may be ob-
tained by contacting a representa-
tive of the Texas Animal Health 
Commission or a County Agricul-
tural Extension Agent. 

The restriction on swine move-
ments will be in effect for 60 
days and will allow the Texas An-
imal Health Commission in cooper-
ation with the Animal Health Di-
vision of the U. S. Department od 
agriculture to bring the current 
utbreak under control. The ac-

tion has the support of the Texas 
swine industry and is being taken 
in the best interests of swine pro-
ducers.
