I was thinking about staple 
foods this week, since I had 
company and did not go out 
and do my usual food shopping. 
One staple that is easy to store, 
inexpensive and keeps well is 
RICE. It can be a meat-
extender in main dishes, a 
super salad or side dish, or 
even a dessert.

CURRIED RICE HAM ROLLS 
1/2 cup chopped onion 
2 tablespoons butter or marga-
rine 
4 cups cooked long grain or 
brown rice 
1 tablespoon dried parsley 
1 teaspoon salt 
1/2 teaspoon curry powder 
12 slices ham(1/8 in. thick) 
such as packaged slices for 
sandwiches 
4 hard-boiled eggs, sliced 
CURRY SAUCE: 
1/4 cup butter or margarine 
2 tablespoons cornstarch 
1/4 teaspoon curry powder 
1/4 teaspoon salt 
2 cups milk, divided 
In a skillet, saute onion in but-
ter until tender, about 3 
minutes. In a large bowl, com-
bine rice, parsley, salt, curry 
powder, and onion;mix well. 
Spoon about 1/3 cup down the 
center of each ham slicexoll up. 
Secure with toothpicks. Place 
seam side down in greased 
13x9x2 baking pan. Arrange 
eggs on top. For sauce, melt 
butter in a saucepan. Combine 
cornstarch, curry powder, salt, 
and 1/3 cup milk;mix well. 
Gradually stir into butter. Add 
remaining milk;bring to a boil, 
stirring constantly.

Boll Weevil Vote April 21; 
March 22 Deadline for 
Director Nominations 
Cotton producers in the Northern Rolling Plains Boll 

Weevil Eradication Zone who wish to represent the 22-county 

area on the Texas Boll Weevil Eradication Foundation's state-

wide board of directors have until March 22 to officially place 

their names into nomination. 

The deadline comes as cotton farmers and land-
owners who farmed cotton in 2003 get set to de-
cide in an Apri121 referendum  whether to continue 
a boll weevil eradication program in the Northern 
Rolling Plains Zone. 

Cotton producers who farm in the zone, and who have 

grown cotton for at least seven years may place their names 

on the ballot for the board member position. A nomination 

form and a biographical information sheet must be filled out, 

and the nomination must be supported by the signatures of 

at least so other eligible cotton growers in the zone. 
The form may then be mailed to the Texas Department of 

Agriculture at P.O. Box 12847, Austin, Texas 78711 or be faxed 

to (512)463-6072. The nomination must be received on or 

before March 22. 

Nomination forms are available at local county extension 

service offices, and the Texas Dept. of Agriculture in Austin, 

at (512)463 -7593. 
Growers in the Northern Rolling Plains Zone initially ap-

proved a boll weevil eradication program in April 1999, and 

a maximum assessment of $ t5 per planted row acre for irri-
gated cotton, and $to per planted row acre for dryland cot-

ton to fund it. With producers voting to continue the pro-

gram, the current assessment rates will not be affected. 
Northern Rolling Plains Boll Weevil Eradication Zone in-

cludes approximately 350,000 acres in 22 counties: Chil-

dress, Clay, Collingsworth, Cottle, Donley, Foard, Gray, Hall, 
Hardeman, Kent, King, Motley, Wheeler, Wichita, Wilbarger, 

and portions of Archer, Armstrong, Briscoe, Crosby, Dick-

ens, Floyd, and Garza. 

Noninsured Crop Coverage 
Deadline At Farm Service Agency 

Noninsurable crops are eligible for risk protection under the 
Noninsured Assistance Program (NAP). This program resembles 
crop insurance since it was designed to reduce financial losses re-
sulting from weather related crop disasters. Once all eligibility 
requirements have been satisfied, a payment will be issued to you 
if your crop suffers eligible losses exceeding 50% of your expected 
yield. NAP yields are based on you actual historical production. 
The payment rate for NAP is based on 55% of the crop's estab-
lished market price. The cost is $100/crop/producer with a $300 
cap per county, not to exceed $900 total for all counties. NAP cov-
erage does not begin until 30 days after your application is filed 
and you have paid the administrative fee, so file for NAP 30 days 

before planting. 
Sales closing dates for spring and summer seeded crops, such 

as haygrazer, red top cane, etc. is March 17, 2003.

Ag Disaster Assistance Enrollment 
May Begin As Early As Summer 

Lubbock Fanners and ranchers who qualify for disaster assis-
tance under the Agricultural Assistance Act passed by Congress 
on Feb 13 will soon be able to enroll at their county USDA Farm 
Service Agency (FSA) office, according to Jim Little, FSA adminis-
trator based in Washington, D.C. 

"We now know that we (USDA) will have $3.1 billion available 

for producers who qualify for this assistance," Lewis told a crowd 
of South Plains producers attending the 2003 Southwest Crops 
Production Conference & Expo. "Of that total, $2.145 billion will 
go to qualifying crop producers, $365 million will go to livestock 
producers, and $589 million is earmarked for miscellaneous pay-
ments." 

Congress passed the Agricultural Assistance Act in mid-Febru-
ary as part of its fiscal year 2003 omnibus appropriations bill. It 
authorizes payments to crop producers who suffered losses of at 
least 35 percent of their normal yields in 2001 and 2002, as well as 

livestock producers who lost animals or forage/feed crops due to 
drought or other natural disasters. 

"There will be $115 million to compensate qualifying producers 
for lost animals under the Livestock Compensation Program, and 
$260 million to compensate producers for lost forage/feed crops 
under the Livestock Assistance Program," Lewis said. 'The $589 
million in miscellaneous expenses will cover payments for a New 
Mexico water program, pesticide damage claims, the cottonseed 

program and FSA's salaries and expenses to implement the act." 
If current enrollment in new farm bill programs proceeds apace 

through the June 2 sign up deadline, qualifying producers may be 
able to sign up for disaster assistance this summer . 

"If you are staying in the farm program, you must have your 
base and yield selections made by April 1, and you must complete 

your farm program sign up by June 2. We will deal with those 
priorities first, then begin the process of disaster assistance en-
rollment," Lewis said. "Right now , we think about 43 percent of 
all eligible producers nationwide have enrolled in the new farm 
program outlined in the current farm bill. 

"If you haven't begun your farm bill/program enrollment, it will 
help greatly if you bring your base and yield numbers, past pro-
duction records, and lease agreements with you when you visit 

your county FSA office. More and more producers are opting to 
receive electronic payments under the new farm bill, rather than 
the traditional paper checks." 

That is easing the complications FSA offices often encounter 
when helping producers enroll in a new farm program, he added. 

Meanwhile, USDA planners are working on a process to help 
streamline implementation the new disaster aid program, includ-
ing writing software for the Livestock Assistance Program. 

As part of the disaster aid implementation process, USDA will 
launch a producer friendly website this week that will contain in-
formation about the disaster assistance programs; questions and 
answers; and other pertinent information. The website will also 
solicit input from producers and others on how USDA can best 
move the implementation process forward. 

Meanwhile, Lewis said producers can always find farm program 
information, fact sheets, pertinent enrollment forms and other 
helpful  tools from county FSA offices or on the Internet at: littp:// 
www.fea.uvda.goepas/defaultasp.

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The Sock Tree 
It's funny what pops into your mind when you start try-

ing to remember your childhood. Some things are funny 
some not so funny, and some things you just remember mak-
ing you wish somehow for those days long past, when times 
were simpler. 

I remember now that we didn't have an air conditioner I 
don't remember it being hot. I remember that sometimes 
we would take a mattress outside and sleep in the bed of 
the pickup. I didn't realize then it was because it was hot 
just that it was lot's of fun. I didn't think we were poor 
then, I guess because everyone else was just like us. 

I didn't realize that a sign we were poor was that we had 
a cistern and had to haul water from a windmill, about a 
mile away. I just had a great time sitting on that cool tank 
of water going back to the house to fill up the cistern. Be-
fore leaving that overhead tank you could get under that 
pipe and the volume of water coming out of it would almost 
knock you down and boy, was it cold! Fun for my older broth-
ers was to hold me under there and listen to me hollar There 
was a plum thicket near by and braving the rattlesnakes 
and yellow jackets you could pick a cap full in just a little 
while. By then, you were just as sweaty as you were before 
that bath but who cared. 

We always hauled water on Saturday morning so Mother 
could do the wash. I realize now that must have really been 
a job, doing the wash for eight kids. I got to draw water to 
fill up two big black cast iron pots that we put wood around 
to heat for that 'ole Maytag wringer washer and the tubs 
that held Faultless starch for all those Levis. I could draw 
that big bucket of water up by putting my feet on the bot-
tom edge of that cistern and turn upside down until the 
bucket got to the top of the pulley, then jump up and grab it 
before it went back in the well By the time I got those pots 
and tubs filled, my arms felt about a foot longer 

By the way, never go around a fire barefooted as you will 
find a hot coal, popped out of that fire and the only cure for 
that seemed to be kerosene, the magic cure-all. I've taken 
that stuff for all things from stepping on a rusty nail to sore 
throat. 

Mother had to run those Levis through the washer then 
through the starch, then flatten them out and run them 
through the wringer. No way could she have ironed all those 
pants so she would take them an hang 'urn on the clothes-
line the same way they came out of the wringer Our clothes-
line had seen better days as it had suffered from my older 
sister tying a horse to it and he spooked for some reason, 
running away with it, all the way to the creek, clothespins 
flying. It had also seen too many wet Levis for all us kids. 

I loved putting on those pants after they were dry as they 
made a rustling sound when you put your leg in them with 
all that starch. They had a whisk, whisk sound to them 
when you walked, until the starch limbered up. 

There was a tree on the west side of the house, a Hack-
berry I think, next to the clothesline. On wash day that 
Hackberry took on the look of a Christmas tree as this was 
where all the socks were hung to dry I guess there wasn't 
enough room on the clothesline to accommodate all those 
socks. I figured that everyone had a sock tree around some-
where for their socks as this seemed perfectly normal to 
me. That was really a healthy tree, getting all that water 
from those socks. 

I think about all these things and it makes me smile and 
vet it somehow makes me sad. How simple those times were 
I wish I could go back.

Turkey Warned Of Nitrate, 
Advised To Protect Infants 

The Texas Natural Resource Conservation Commission 
(TNRCC) has notified the City of Turkey Water System that the 
drinking water being supplied to customers has exceeded the Maxi-
mum Contaminant Level (MCL) for NITRATE. The U.S. Envi-
ronmental Protection Agency has established the MCL for NI-
TRATE at 10 mg/I., and has determined that it is a health concern 
at levels above the MCL. Analysis of drinking water in our com-
munity for NITRATE indicates a level of 17.39 mg/I. Infants be-
low the age of 6 months who drink water containing nitrate in 
excess of the MCL could become seriously ill and, if untreated, 
could die. Symptoms include shortness of breath and blue baby 
syndrome. You do not need to use an alternative water supply. 
However, if you have health concerns, you may want to talk to 

your doctor to get more information about how this may affect you. 
We are working to correct the problem by checking different water 
sources. Please share this information with all other people who 
drink this water, especially those who may not have received this 
notice. You can do this by posting this notice in a public place or 
distributing copies by hand or mail.
