South Plains College will offer 
two law enforcement classes, Ar- 
rest Search and Seizure, and ASP 
Baton Training and Chemical Die- 
bursements, beginning in late Au- 
gust. 

The Arrest, Search and Seizure 
class is scheduled 5-9 p.m. August 
23-25 and August 29-31 in the SPC 
Petroleum Technology-Law En- 
forcement Building, room 115. 
Registration deadline is noon Au- 
gust 22. There will be a small fee 
charged. 

The course will cover the excep- 
tions to search warrant require- 
ments, warrantless searches of 
vehicles, habitations and persons 
and will present developmental 
ideas on probable cause to search, 
seize and arrest. Students will learn 
when to arrrest and when a search 
can be conducted in relationship to 
arrests. 

Instructors are law enforcement 
personnel. The course is required 
for intermediate certification and 
meets Texas Commission on Law 
Enforcement Officer Standards and 
Education standards for credit. 

Tha ASP Baton Training and 
Chemical Disbursements class will 
meet 5-11 p.m. August 29-31 and 
Sept. 1 in the same location. Sign- 
up deadline is noon August 28. 
small fee will be charged. 

During this course, students will 
be presented evidence of the useful- 
ness of the ASP baton, proper use of 
force and how to avoid the improper 
use of force. Students will also have 
instruction in use of force policies 
concerning chemical agents, case 
I awe, rul es and regulati ons concern- 
ing the use of aerosol spray.

TURKEY- QUITAQUE ISD 
Turkey-Quitaque Independent School District announced its policy for providing free 

and reduced price meals for children served under the National School Lunch and 
Breakfast Program. Each school has a copy of the policy, which may be reviewed by any 

interested party. 
The household size and income criteria identified below will be used to determine 

eligibility for free and reduced price benefits. Children from households whose income is at 
or below the levels shown are eligible for free or reduced price meals. Foster children that 
are the legal responsibility of a welfare agency or court may also be eligible for benefits 
regardless of the income of the household with whom they reside. Eligibility for the foster 
child is based on the child's income. 

Application forms will be distributed to all students the first day of school with a letter 
informing households of the availability of free and reduced price meals for their children. 

Applications also are available at the principal's office in each school. To apply for free and 

reduced price meals, households must fill out the application and return it to the school 
Applications may be submitted anytime during the school year. The information household 
provide on the application will be used for the purpose of determining eligibility ar 
verification of data. Applications may be verified by the school officials at any time duri 
the school year. 

For school officials to determine eligibility for free and reduced price benefits, househ 
receiving food stamps or AFDC only have to list their child's name, food stamp or AFDC 

number and an adult household member must sign the application. Households who di 

list a food stamp or AFDC case number must list the names of all household members 

amount and source of the income received by each household member, how often the pi 

received it and the social security number of either the primary wage earner responsit 
the care of the child or the social security number of the adult household member whc 
the application. If neither household member has a social security number, the hou 
member must indicate that a social security number is not available. The applicatio 
be signed by an adult household member. 

Under the provisions of the free and reduced price meal policy school officials wit 
applications and determine eligibility. Parents or guardians dissatisfied with the 
the official may wish to discuss the decision with reviewing official on an inform 
Parents wishing to make a formal appeal for a hearing on the decision may make 
either orally or in writing to Valley School, Jerry Smith, Supt., P.O. Box 397, Ti 
79261 or call (806) 455-1411. 

Households that list a food stamp or AFDC case number must report when the 
no longer received these benefits. Other households approved for benefits based 
information must report increases in household income of over $50 per month 
year and decreases in household size. Also, if a household member becomes un ■ 

if the household size increases, the household should contact the school. Such c r 

 make the children of the household eligible for benefits if the household's inco.

The Texas Department of 
Public Safety State Troopers 
are asking all drivers to begin 
thinking about the safety of our 
school children as the beginning 
of a new school year commences. 

"The first few weeks of school 
are the most dangerous," said 
Trooper L. B. Snider of the Texas 
Department of Public Safety.

Texas State law requires driv-
en on the same roadway as a 
school bus that is stopped to 
load or unload students, to also 
stop until the school bus driver 
has turned off the flashing red 
lights. This law applies unless 
the vehicle is separated from 
the bus by a divided highway 
with a median strip. 

Just because most of the 
children will be in school, we 
must not forget the preschoolers 
who will still be playing in the 
residential area. Remember, 
drive as if you had a child in and 
around school areas--because 
someone has!
