RIDICULED BY
HIS COUNSEL

PAWNEE, Okla., Fen, z0.—Attor-
neys for Phil Kennamer demanded
an outright acquittal for the Tulsa
playboy today on the two pleas of
insanity and self defense.

A Flint Moss, chief defense coun -
sel, and Cunning courtroom strateg-
ist, ripped into the state’s charge
that Kennamer killed John Gorrell,
Jr., in cold hlood, when he launched
final defense argument.

Alternately suave and eloquent,
Moss assailed the opening argu-
ment of the state, which charged
that Kennamer sat in Gorrell's car,
got his gun, and waited for him last
Thanksgiving night .

“It has been definitely establish-
ed by the state’s own witnesses that
John Gorrell was in his car when
Kennamer got there,” Moss thund-
cred. “Nobody contradicts that.”

“Phil got in the car a block and a
half from the hospital.

Moss emphasized the insanity plea
which the sfate had just riduculed.

Through 20 hours of questioning,
Perdue has maintained a stoic in-
difference to questioning of auth-
orities. He answers them in a con-
temptucus monotone.

Kling was found on the mommg
of Feb. 12 lying in a vacant lot,
severely beaten. He died a short
time later in a hospital. .

Perdue has served terms in Ok-
lahoma, for wounding a man during
a card game and for slugging a
prison guard in an escape.

CISCO NEGRO
GETS 5 YEARS
FOR ASSAULT

EASTLAND, Feb, 20. Frank
Allen, Cisco negro, was convicted
late Tuesday afternoon in 91st dis-
trict court of attempted attack on
Mary Kertesz, transient girl from
Hammond, Ind., near Cisco Jan. 25
and sentenced to five years in the
penitentiary.

Jurors were given the case at ap-
proximately 2:45 after heated argu-
ments of District Criminal Attorney
Grady Owen and Defense Counsel
Milton Lawrence. They reported at
about 4:45 p. m.

Testimony presented by the state
the two days was highlighted by that
of Mary Kertesz, the transient girl.
Her brother, Joe, and companion,
Dewey Ball, tetsified of the negro's
holding the trio at pistol point for
six hours near railroad yards Fri-
day, January 25.

Although Mary Kertesz and her
brother, Joe, possessed together
about $14,00, they admitted it had
not been taken from them.

Testimony of Ball and the trans-
ient boy revealed they did not know
whether Allen attempted to attack
the girl. During testimony of Joe
Kertesz once he admitted that if he
thought anything of that nature
happened he would have rushed in
cn the negro while he and his sister
were behind brush, notwithstanding
the negro's possession of a gun.
Allen testified Tuesday Mary Ker-
tesz told him she “would do any-
thing he wanted if he would give
her the gun,” adding that he did
not know what she meant.

Joe Kertesz, her brother, testified
under interrogation of Milton Law-
rence, attorney for the defendant,
he did not hear his sister tell Al-
len, “a man's a man in the north
—regardless of color.”

MORE CLARITY
INACT SOUGHT
BY PRESIDENT

" WASHINGTON, Feb. 20.—Presi-
dent Roosevelt today called upon
congress to clarify obscure provi-
sions of the NRA and extend tue
recovery act for two years.

He asked that the right of em-
ployes to bargain collective be “fully
protected”, called for maintenance
of the government right to establish
minimum standards of wages, hours,
and fair competition and asked for
more adequate application of anti-
trust laws.

The president asked congress to
eliminate jail penalties for code
violations,

“The fundametal principles and
purpcses of the act are sound” the
president said.

“To abandon them is unthinkable.
It would spell the return of indus-
trial and labor chaos.”

Mr. Roosevelt asked that congress
be guided by the lessons and mis~
takes of the NRA. in continuing the
law.

Recommends Policy

“I recommend that the policy and
standards for the administration of
the act,” he said, “should be further
defined to clarify the legislative
purpose and to guide the execution
of the law.”

The president recommended re-
tention cof: {

1—Voluntary submission of codes.

2—Government power to fix min-
imum standards of fair competition.

3—Gevernment power to fix ade-
quate standards in labor relations.
4—Elimination of child labor,
5—Minimum wages and maximum
labor features.
6—Right ofemployes to
collectively.

“The furldamental principles of
the anti-trust laws should be more
adequately applied”, the president
said. “Monopolies =~ and private
price fixing within industries must
not be allowed >

Building Up fhe Highlands |

Advocates of emigration as a remedy for surplus popu-
lation will find little comfort in the experience which Scot-
land has had in the past fifty years. Half a century has seen
over 1,000,000 Scots leave the country. With what result?
Aceording to Dr. Lachlan Grant of Ballachulish in a recent
address in Glasgow, the condition of Scotland is mere uneasy
and more uncertain than ever. Would the situation have been
better if a different course had been followed? Upon that
question Dr. Grant apparently finds it of no advantage to
dwell, but he does face the problem which now seriously con-
fronts the country.

The immediate need of Scotland, in the opinion of Dr.
Grant, is a policy for the reconstruction of the Highlands by
the development of agriculture, silvieulture tweed-making,
fisheries, slate quarries and new industries dependent upon
water power. So far so good. No progressive thinker will dis-
agree with this program, provided he or she is shown where
the market is to be found for the products of such a develop-
ment. It is necessary to re-establish industries, or initiate
new lines of trade. But if the market is not first ascertained,
to what end the production of goods and power?

The question is not merely a national one. It reaches
across geographic lines, wherever the barriers of economie
nationalism have been raised to restrict or stop the natural
flow of trade. Sooner or later it will have to be dealt with if
emergence from the present trade recession is to be facilitat-
ed, and of that fact the proposed Scottish development is a
timely reminder.

The Passing o; Corra Harris

Few who ever read “A Circuit Rider’'s Wife”” will forget
the utter sincerity and complete candor its vigorous prose re-
vealed: .Its gifted author, Corra Harris, was herself the wife
of an itinerant Methodist preacher, and in writing this book
she gave the world a vivid transcript of what it meant to be
the helpmeet of a southern circuit rider.

With almost uncanny objectivity Gorra Harris deseribed
the gaunt, gallant Greek scholar, untiringly exhorting, com-
forting and rebuking his flock in the hill fastnesses of his
far-flung parish. Naively she admitted that while at times
awed by her husband’s inflexible restitude, she was not al-
ways on the spiritual heights with him.

i In an existence of perpetual nomadism, valiantly stretch-
ing a minister’s income, and trying to make her husband eat
and rest with something approximating regularity, she con-
fessed to longing at times “to give up, sit down and have
some one with a poor-dear expression slip a cushion under
my feet.” Instead of that, she turned to writing ® when the
preacher’s strength failed, supporting him and herself. turn-
ing out newspaper columns in addition to her literary labors.

Geqrg'la \yill doubtless place its native daughter, Corra
Hanpg, in a niche next to its native son, Sidney Lanier, poet-
musician. In prose and in poetry they both wrote enduringly
of their beloved Southland; both shared a common, unshak-
able faith inthe power of good. Lanier sang:

As the marsh-hen secretly builds on the watery sod,

Be!iold I will build me a nest on the greatness of God,
Harris runs her favorite apephthegm, “Only the truly good
can be happy.” ' 7

Chain-Store tax bills, of which
four are under review of a house
taxation sub-committee, are not
primarily revenue-raising measurcs.
They are regulatory, anti-dis-
crimination proposals, designed to
protect independent merchants and
independent business generally.
They are companion bills to anti-
distribution price-control bills, an-
ti-“loss-leaders” and similar meas-
ures designed to stave off monopoly
and the destruction of free enter-
prise and independent merchandis-
ing.

A chief question is whether
countless filling-stations shall be
included in the chain-store bills.
Some' of the measures would cover
them. If so many filling stations
can support their operators, and
thus enable that many citizens: to

The double primary was tried for
the first time last August. Those
elections returned only 34 of the
state’s 100 Democratic representa-
tives to the lower house and 22 of
the 35 senators.

Only one major state race went
to the second primary. In it Audi-
tor Oscar Humphrey, who almost
had a majority over his two oppo-
nents in the first race, was defeat-
ed.

Enacted in 1933
The' run-off law was enacted by

congressional race in 1933. Hays
sought the seat vacated by Heart-
sill Ragon to accept a federal
judgeship.

Led Opponents

Hays led his two opponents in
the first. primary and was defeated
by the second-ranking candidate
in the run-off — thereby becoming
the first defeated by the law he
pioneered for,

There is a new movement to set
up a preferential primary whereby
all but two candidates for each
office would be eliminated in the
first election. Then the second elec-
tion would have candidates for
every office, insuring interest in
all races. An objection to the run-
off was that the major offices were
decided in the first primary, mini-
mizing interest in the second or
run-off election.
