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Tirady Texas, Finds Municipal
Ownership Paying Proposition
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Starting out on a small scale 
in 1912, the City of Brady has 
built its municipal electric light 
and power system and water 
works into an enterprise with 
an actual physical value of al­
most half a million dollars, 
while paying the initial cost as 
yjell as operation, maintenance 
and improvement expenses out 
of plant earnings.' Operating 
profit shown by the Brady uti­
lities last year amounted to ap­
proximately $42,000, and actual 
profit after deducting deprecia­
tion to the amount of $23,972.70 
was $28,470.40. Profit from 
the light and power plant, as 
shown by the auditors’ report 
covering operation of the utili­
ties for the fiscal year ending 
May 15, was $24,876.87 and the 
water department profit was 
$3,602.53.

The municipal utilities at 
Brady are assets to the city in 
many ways. In addition to pro­
viding a source of revenue, the 
city-owned utilities provide 
more dependable service than 
could be secured over long dis­
tance transmission lines, oper­
ate at lower rates than private­
ly-owned utilities, and also fur­
nish free service amounting to 
considerable sums each year.

Until 1912 Brady was served 
by a privately-owned and opera­
ted light plant and water works. 
The utilities were purchases by 
the city in that year for $42,250, 
to be paid out of plant profits. 
A note was given by the city for 
the purchase price, and only the 
property of the system was mor­
tared. Pinal payment on the 
note was made in 1926, and the 
cancelled note hangs, in the of­
fices of the light and water de­
partment.

Shortly after the city began 
operation of its utilities, steam 
was abandoned in favor of die­
sel power. The plant now has 
a capacity of 1,510 horsepower 
consisting of four Diesel units. 
A 100 h.p., a 300 h.p and a 360 
h.p, Fairbanks-Morse Diesels 
and a 750 h.p. De LaVergne Die­
sel engine aie prime movers. 
Efforts of the plant employees, 
under the direction of Superin­
tendent Edward Geeslin, are 
constantly directed toward im­
proving service and building up 
the plant load, while holding as 
low as possible the operating 
costs. A record cost of .00642 
per kilowatt hour was made re­
cently, it is shown by plant rec­
ords.

Actual physical value of the 
Brady light and water plant was 
placed by auditors this year at 
$404,223.03 after allowing due 

' depreciation and current assets 
bring the total value to $452,- 

<^-380.12. Plant earning are en- 
, tirely responsible for the in­

crease with the exception of a 
small bond issue voted in 1912 
when the first Diesel units was 

4  installed. The total bonded 
debt of both light and water 
systems is $165,000, most of 
which are obligations of the 
water works, and this indebt­
edness is now being taken up at 
the rate of $1,000 a month by 
the water and light department.

In 1930 a new well was drilled 
at a cost of $19,000 which was 
paid in cash by the water and 
light department. During the 
past winter the utilities solved 
the unemployment for Brady by 
providing funds to pay unem­
ployed men of the city who were 
used in the street work, making 
a “bread line” unnecessary. 
The streets were covered with 

. caliche and thé water and light 
i Aslant furnished work for 75 men 

spending altogether nearly $6,- 
000 for the work. A number 

w ©f -wat,er and sewer main exten- 
A^sions Were also made in order

à
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to provide work for the needy.
Although output of the elec­

tric plant has increased greatly 
j  in the past four years, it is amp- 
| ly able to care for still a great­
er growth, and a survey made 

| several months ago shows that 
the electric plant passed all oth­
er utilities in the city in its ex­
pansion. The total number of 
kilowatts generated in 1927 was 
1,108,800. Output of the elect­
ric plant for 1928 was 1,298,000 
killowatts; 1929, 1,832,650, and 
for 1930, 1,853,200.

Gross income in 1927 was 
$67,357.36; 1928, $80,452.23;
1929, $94,059.68, and 1930, $96,- 
921,32. These figures repre­
sent the income from the sale of 
water and electricity, and do 
not include income from sale of 
electrical appliances nor from 
sewer connections. Service do­
nated to the amount of $8,386,- 
85 is also not included.

On January 1, 1930, rates for 
electric service were lowered, in 
keeping with the city’s policy of 
lowering rates as often as earn­
ings of the system warrants. 
The rate reduction will amount 
to about $3,600 a year it is es­
timated, but it is believed that 
the new rate schedule will en­
courage greater use of electrici­
ty.

Dependable service and low 
rates of the municipal utilities 
have built good will of the ci­
tizens and more than half of the 
city’s customers have authori­
zed the city to draw drafts each 
month for payment'of Water and 
light bills. Several offers have 
been made by power companies 
to purchase the Bra*ly plant, 
but have been promptly reject­
ed.

Brady, is now enjoying a 
steady growth and the munici­
pal light and water systems 
have contributed more than 
their share in this growth. With 
continued growth of the city it 
is likely in a few years prof­
its from its utilities will “be suf­
ficient to carry a great part of 
the expense of the city’s govern­
ment.

Eiser Celebrates 80th  
Birthday In Ft.Worth
A Fort Worth paper makes 

the following mention of Max 
Eiser, who left here last week 
to go to that city to visit with 
relatives and celebrate his 80th 
birthday, which occurred Wed­
nesday.

Yesterday was the eightieth 
birthday of Max Eiser Sr., build­
er of the first telegraph line be­
tween Fort Worth and Dallas, 
and pioneer oil man in West 
Texas—and his son, Maximil­
ian Eiser, Jr., New York news­
paper syndicate executive, was 
here in honor of the day.

Eiser built the telegraph line 
in 1874 and operated it for two 
years until the Texas and Pa­
cific railroad was constructed 
into Fort Worth. Pie then built 
the line all the way to El Paso. 
He constructed the telegraph 
lines from Shreveport to New 
Orleans, Dennison to Austin, 
and Fort Worth to Wichita Falls

It is for his activity in the oil 
industry, however/ that Eiser is 
best know'.n. He had the dis­
tinction of being the first in­
dividual to lease land for oil and 
gas development between Ran­
ger and El Paso. This was in 
1910. At one time he had 45,- 
000 acres under lease—5,000 in 
Eastland county, 10,000 in 
Shackelford, and 30,000 in Cal­
lahan—and was known as the 
“Baron of Callahan.”

Oddly enough, Eiser was an 
oil man without oil, yet made 
a fortune because his activities 
were mainly buying and selling 
leases and not in drilling. Yet 
his judgment wasPo sound that 
on leases which lie at one'time 
held, many producers were 
drilled. It was not until three 
years ago that he actually owii- 
ed his first oil. He has an in­
terest in valuable producing 
properties adjoining the famous 
Cook ranch in Shackelford 
county.

Eiser was born near Buffalo, 
N. Y. For the past dozen years 
he has lived in Cisco.

The career of his son, Maxi­
milian Eiser, Jr. has been a re­
markable one. His first news­
paper work was on the old Fort 
Worth Record and later he was 
on the old Fort Worth Star. At 
17 he was a reporter on the New 
York Sun. There he did pub­
licity work for Anna Pavlowa. 
the New York Philharmonic 
Orchestra and the Diagliileff 
Ballet, an entourage of 16 cars.

In the World War he was with 
the American Expeditionary 
Forces in Siberia. During his 
army days he conceived the idea 
of founding a newspaper syndi­
cate and when he returned to 
New York the Metropolitan 
Syndicate was the result. The 
business grew until the syndi­
cate was one of the best known 
in the United States. A year 
ago he sold it, but is still vice 
president.

Pie plans to be here until Sat­
urday, when he and his father 
will visit Cisco. They are visit­
ing Mrs. H. H. Hardy, 1504 Col­
lege Avenue, daughter of the 
pioneer oil man. A son, Frank, 
who lives in New York, has at­
tained fame as a novelist. Pie 
was unable to be here for his 
father’s birthday, as he is busy 
with a play which he is just fin­
ishing.

Awning Burns
The awning on the front of 

the Piggly-Wiggly store here 
was destroyed by fire Wednes­
day afternoon. One plate glass 
window and four small vpndows 
were broken by the heat from 
the blaze. The loss on the win­
dows was covered by insurance, 
but the awning, valued at about 
$40, was a total loss.

Gay Lee Newman 
Victim of Runaway

Gay Lee Newman, 15-year old 
son of Mr. and Mrs. Milton New­
man, of Eastland was the vic­
tim of a runaway team accident 
last Friday evening. The ac­
cident occurred while Gay Lee 
was visiting his uncle, Emory 
Lusk, near Pioneer.

It seems that the boy togeth­
er with some of the Lusk child­
ren took a team of mules and a 
wagon and went to the pasture 
to haul some rock. They stop­
ped at a well to get a drink of 
water, and as they started to get 
back into the wagon the team 
started up. Gay Lee was driv­
ing, and before he could get hold 
of the lines the wagon struck a 
ditch throwing the boy over the 
dashboard on to the wagon 
tongue between the mules. This 
frightened the mules and they 
began to run, dragging him as 
they went. Running into a tree 
the team broke loose from the 
wagon, and when the boy was 
reached his right leg was brok­
en in three places, his right 
arm was almost torn from his 
body and he had serious inter­
nal injuries. The boys were all 
thrown from the wagon in the 
accident, but Gay Lee was the 
only one seriously injured.

P’he boy was taken to Cross 
Plains, where physicians advis­
ed that he be rushed to a hos­
pital. He was then carried to 
Rising Star, where he was plac­
ed in an ambulance and taken to 
a hospital in Eastland.

There he was given treatment 
and operation to try to save the 
boy’s life, but to no avail. He 
soon became unconcious and 
lived but a short time.

Funeral services were con­
ducted at the First Methodist 
church at Eastland, by the pas­
tor, Rev. Geo. W. Shearer, as­
sisted by Rev. Morton pastor of 
the 12 th Street Methodist 
Church of Cisco. Interment 
was made in Eastland Cemetery

Pall bearers were chosen 
from the Boy Scout troops of 
which Gay Lee was an active 
member. It was said that af­
ter the accident the boy tried to 
tell the other boys from some of 
his knowledge of Boy Scout 
training how to stop the flow of 
blood and give emergency treat­
ment. The other boys, how­
ever,not being Boy scouts were 
at a disadvantage in trying to 
follow Gay Lee’s instructions.

Celebrates Opening New Pavement

Seventeen miles of new con­
crete pavement, from the Com- 
manche county line to the busi­
ness section of Brov nwood was 
opened up to traffic Wednesday, 
and a big celebration was staged 
over the event. A two mile pa­
rade was formed at the junction 
of Highway No. 10 and High­
way No. 129 just outside the ci­
ty limits of Brownwood. Five 
Commanche indians riding 
painted ponies led the parade 
through the business section of 
Brownwood, and four bands 
took part in the parade, the Ft. 
Worth Police Band, Old Gray 
Mare band of Brownwood, and 
bands from Commanche and 
Dublin.

After the parade a big bar­
becue and speaking program 
;w;as enjoyed by several thou­
sand people assembled in the 
city park on Pecan Bayou. The 
speakers included Hilton Burks, 
secretary of Brownwood Cham­
ber of Commerce, Mayor J. R. 
Eanes of Commanche, Jewel P. 
Lightfoot of Ft. Worth and Se­
nator Tom Connally.

In the evening there was an 
old time square dance, a negro 
minstrel and also a big ball at 
Hotel Brownwood.

Regular Meeting of 
City Commission

The City Commission met in 
regular session Monday after­
noon, all members being pres­
ent.

P. W. Campbell of Abilene, 
representing the West Texas 
Utilities Company appeared be- 
for the Commission and allow­
ed a reduction on electricity 
used for street lighting in Cis­
co. The new scale is $5.00 and 
$3.75 for the 400 candle power 
lights and $1.12 1-2 for the 60 
candle power lights.

There was some discussion 
concerning a new contract be­
tween the City of Cisco and the 
Lake Cisco Amusement Com­
pany. A committe consisting 
of Geo. D. Fee, J. T. Elliott and 
J. R. Burnett was appointed to 
further study this matter and 
make the necessary arrange­
ments for a new contract.

A committe consisting of J. 
T. Elliott, J. R. Burnet and Joe 
Clements was appointed to in­
vestigate the delinquent tax 
deeds of property of the city of 
Cisco and make recommenda­
tions to the Commission.

F. D. Wright, city attorney, 
was instructed to file answers 
to suits of the Humble Oil and 
Refining Co. and W. H. Crad­
dock.

Mayor Berry and Commis­
sioners Fee and Burnett will 
work with City Attorney Wright 
in giving attention to the solu­
tion of the city bond situation. 
Communications will be prepar­
ed and forwarded to the princi­
pal bond holders looking toward 
some kind on an adjustment 
which might be satisfactory to 
all concerned, it is stated.

Action was taken by the com­
mission ordering a street light 
installed at West Fifth Street 
and Avenue H, and also another 
be placed in the negro section 
of the city.

A communication from some 
of our neighboring cities was 
presented asking the coopera­
tion of the city commission 
here in securing a lower gas 
rate for this entire section, and 
Mayor Berry and Commissioner

ed night desk sergeant for the 
police department, beginning 
that date, his salary to be $100 
per month.

A sanitary ordinance was pas­
sed concerning outside toilets.

W. White, dairyman, with 
pasteurization plant at Leeray, 
has leased from J. R. Burnett 
here a business site 20x50 feet 
on D avenue, on the former lo­
cation of the Meglasson grocery 
store, and is making arrange­
ments to put in a milk depot 
and milk refrigeration plant 
there. Erection of the build­
ing will start at once, and the 
necessary equipment immedia­
tely installed, and it is hoped to 
have his place ready fCr opera­
tion soon after the first o f  Aug­
ust it was announced. Mr. 
White is an experienced dairy­
man, and knows just how to 
meet the most exacting de­
mands of the public in this line 
of work, and all milk wall meet 
sanitation requirements and be 
of the very highest standard of 
quality. He has recently add­
ed to a large herd of his own 
milk cows some other herds 
here, and will have a good sup­
ply to take c'are of the business 
which he expects to establish.
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SHALL WE ACT JUST LIKE A 
WHIPPED STEP-CHILD?

The following letter written by 
Mayor Brown of Mineral Wells 
to Mayor Brice and city council 
of Ft. Worth pays a little compli­
menti?) to Lone Star methods in 
regard lo unreasonaable charges. 
A letter somewhat similar was 
sent about the same time from 
the mayor of Wichita Falls. Since 
that time, Ft. Worth has voted in 
favor of municipal ownership of 
the gas system. Indications now 
a’ e that a number of West Texas 
towns are making preparations 
to follow Ft. Worth’s example.

Mineral Wells, Texas 
July 16, 1931

Mayor Brice and City Council, 
Fort Worth, Texas.

Gentlemen:
First I want to thank you for 

the time given a representative 
body of men from this section 
of the State, who were in your 
City in the interest of the gas 
situation..

I tried to make myself clear 
as to my attitude. The only in­
terest that I had in the matter 
was to find a market, if possi­
ble, for the use of the surplus 
gas in this territory. However,

I see from the morning paper 
where some of the committee 
are apparently upholding the 
Lone Star Gas Company. Far 
be it from me to endorse the 
principals of this utilities com­
pany. Candidly in my judge­
ment Fort Worth rightfully de­
serves a much cheaper gas rate. 
I know of one small company, 
the Hart Oil Company for in­
stance, who they have a con­
tract with to use the production 
from this field. I understand 
they are developing some twen­
ty million cubic feet per day and 
the Lone Star Company is tak­
ing only about one million per 
day. With a surplus of some 
fifty million cubic feet shut in 
by the T & P Coal & Oil Com­
pany and many other small con­
cerns, we are anxious that this 
surplus might be utilized.

I have given considerable 
thought and time in studying 
the utilities. When statistics 
show the America dollar has 
some 30% more purchasing- 
power than in 1926 and the cost 
of putting down a well has de­
creased from 30% to 50% and 
materials, such as pipe, has de­
creased some 33 one-third per 
cent, why shouldn’t the gas rate 
at least decrease its prices on a 

; likewise percentage basis. I 
| am for the utilities when they 
; are right but against them when 
ithey are wrong. In this in- 
! stance I do not believe there is 
a shadow of a doubt but what 
the gas utilities are reaping a 
rich harvest at the expense of 
the public who is sorely hit by 
this depression.

I admire especially the efforts 
of your Mr. Monnig and Mr. 
Jarvis in their courageous fight 
for what they think is the best 
interests of your splendid city. 
It is true that I would like to 
see the surplus gas used through 
out this section but rather than 
to sacrifice what I think is right 
I would rather go back to the 
log cabin and thè buffalo chips.

Permit me to again thank you 
for the time given to this dele­
gation from this City whose ef-

forts were as > stated above, to 
see w'hether Fort Worth might 
use the output of our surplus 
gas and not the purpose of de­
fending a utility. I am writing 
this for the City Commission.

The Lone Star company which 
has been furnishing Ft. Worth in 
gas immediately after the elec­
tion filed suit to secure an in­
junction to prevent condemning 
and purchasing of their distribut­
ing system. The ballot taken by 
Ft. Worth also gave the city coun­
oil the right to proceed with a 
contract with the Shamrock Nat­
ural Gas Company to furnish to 
that city natural gas at the rate 
of 30 cents per 1000 feet. The 
rate for Ft. Worth has been 58 
cents per 1000 feet for the past 
two years.

Question: If the Shamrock Gas 
Company is interested in supply­
ing Ft. Worth with natural gas 
at the rate of 30 cents per 1000 
feet when B’t- Worth is much far­
ther removed from the gas fields 
than is Cisco would not the Sham­
rock or some other reliable com­
pany be easily interested in sup­
plying Cisco at a similar rate 
when Cisco sits right in the mid­
dle of one of the best gas fields 
ever uncovered?
