Appeals Court Holds Lower Gas Rate Valid e v a c u a tio n
OF WAR AREA 
IS CONTINUEDDECISION HAS Tiny Air-ess to Flying Talent

NO EFFECT ON 
LOCAL PRICES

The approval of a 32-cent gate 
rate order for cities using Lone 
Star gas will not affect Cisco or 
Eastland, it was announced to­
day by H. L. Dyer, head of the 
Ciimmunity Natural Gas com­
pany here.

Neither Cisco nor Eastland has 
a gate rate, he said. “ Gas is 
purchased here direct from the 
field at six cents a thousand 
feet.”

AUSTIN, July 10. — A sweeping 
decision of the third court of civil 
appeals here today held a 32-cent 
gas rate set by the Texas railroad 
commission for the Lone Star Gas 
company had not been shown to 
be confiscatory or unreasonable by 
the company court attack upon the 
order.

The appeals court rendered judg­
ment for the state and dissolved 
an injunction against making the 
rate effective.

Railroad Commissioner Chairman 
E. O. Thompson immediately an­
nounced the way is open for the 
200 cities and towns served by the 
company to order reduced rates to 
consumers. The 32-cent gate rate 
is eight cents lower than the rate 
formerly imposed.

Thompson backed his statement 
by fighting from the court decision 
that “ the railroad commission may 
make its order requiring distribu­
tion companies to pay not in ex­
cess o f such rate without further 
notice on hearing.”

The opinion, however, dealt only 
with the state’s interest in the 
case. Dissolution of a three-judge 
federal restraining order must be 
gotten by the attorney general’s 
department before cities many fin ­
ally reduce their gas rate.

Estimated saving to consumers is 
$1,400,000 a year.

The company has 15 days in 
which to file a motion for rehear­
ing by the court of civil appeals. 
If that is overruled, they can ask 
the state supreme court for a writ 
o f errors.

The 32-cent rate was ordered by 
the commission September 13, 1933.

Included among the cities receiv­
ing gas from the Lone Star are Cle­
burne, Eastland, Cisco, and Sweet­
water.

UTILITY SEEN
WASHINGTON, July 10. — The 

utilities holding company bill was 
sent to conference today when Sen­
ator William Dieterich, democrat, 
111., agreed to withdraw to instruct 
senate conferees to recede from 
their former position on the “death 
sentence” feature.

HAPSBURGS END 16 YEARS OF
EXILE AS PROPERTY RESTORED

VIENNA, July 10 —  Sixteen 
years of exile for the Hapsburgs 
ended today when the federal 
diet passed unanimously a bill 
authorizing their return and 
the restoration of property 
confiscated from the royal fam­
ily-

The measure is expected to 
pave the way for young Arch­
duke Otto, now in Belgium, to 
return to the former Austro- 
Hungarian throne.

Passage had been assured 
long before the vote and climax­
ed vigorous agitation for the 
royal exile.

Restoration of the old Haps- 
burg dynasty, the haughtiest of 
Europe, would be viewed with 
uncertainty because of the pos­
sibility of international compli­
cations arising from the post­
war allignment in central Eur­
ope.

BULLETIN
GENEVA, July 10. — Italian 

leaders said tonight that Italy 
would concede the calling of a 
special meeting of the League 
of Nations council to consider 
the Abyssinian war situation on 
July 25, provided Maxim Lit­
vinov, as president of the coun­
cil issues the council call that 
date.

LONDON, July 10. — Evacuation 
of foreigners, including many chil­
dren of Italian fathers and Abys­
sinian mothers, continued today as 
the threat of war became more real 
in Haile Selassie’s capital, Addis 
Ababa.

In contrast to reports that the 
fleeing refugees numbered many 
Americans, United Press dispatches 
from Addis Ababa indicated that 
the 125 Americans now in Ethiopia 
—nearly all missionary families, 
would remain at their posts des­
pite urgent warnings to leave.

The various governments with 
nationals living in Abyssinia have 
already issued warnings for them 
to leave. Many British are reported 
to be on their way out of the coun­
try.

Niagara’s roar was momen­
tarily challenged as this man- 
mamde blast tore a 5000-ton 
slice off Table Rock at the 
Canadian tip of Horseshoe Falls 
and sent it crashing into the 
gorge below.

The nation already had appealed 
to the various powers individually 
to prevent an invasion by Italy.

Two Adult Schools 
Announce Opening

Cisco Round-Up, Pioneer Paper, Saw 
Dallas News Begun Half Century Ago

--------------------- o---------------------
The Cisco Round-Up, established in 1881, helped to pave the way for 

journalism, it was revealed today in a letter from G. B. Dealey, publish­
er of the Dallas News.

The old paper, known now as the American and Round-Up, is one 
of the few pioneer newspapers still being published, which saw the

4 founding of the Dallas News on 
October 1, 1885. It still is published 
as a weekly, just as it was then, but 
has grown with the passing years 
and now is published with a daily 
paper, the Cisco D^ilv News.

There are at present more than 
750 daily and weekly newspapers in 
Texas, but only about 50 or 60 of 
them date back half a century, as 
does the Round-Up, “one of these 
notable journalistic pioneers.”

The Round-Up commented upon 
the launching of the Dallas News, 
records of that paper show. The 
A. H. Belo company, chiefly to 
secure improved circulation facili­
ties, decided to duplicate the Gal­
veston News at Dallas, a “bold ex­
periment” commented on exten­
sively by the press at the time. The 
Galveston News was established 
April 11, 1842, under the Republic 
of Texas.

Following is the comment of the 
Round-Up on the founding o f the 
Dallas paper:

“Dallas, more than any other of 
the rapidly growing cities of Texas, 
is laying the solid foundation for 
future greatness. We note afew of 
the enterprises now under way 
which indicate more especially con­
fidence in the future of the city. 
The establishment o f the general 
offices of the Gound railway system. 
The publication of a first-class 
daily newspaper by the proprietors 
of The Galveston News. This ven­
ture seems to have been conceived 
with special regard to the prospec­
tive increase of the business and 
population of Texas.”

In its “Golden Jubilee edition, the 
Dallas News will quote comment of 
half a century ago and of today by 
the Round-Up and other pioneer 
papers which saw its founding.

THROUGH EAST

ITHICA, N. Y „ July 10 — Cloud- 
lursts, striking over southern New 
York and northern Pennsylivania, 
poured new torrents of water today 
ever an area of 20,000 square miles 
where at least 49 persons have been 
killed in floods since Sunday night.

Weather forecasters predicted an. 
end to the rain but probably too 
late to save more than a dozen vil­
lages and a countryside where 50,000 
workers have fought against time to 
evacuate endangered populaces and 
save dikes and dams.

Disease menaced the territory 
with a possibility of disaster greater 
than the flood.

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‘You Carii Enforce Laws With Axes'
There is a hot campaign coming in the month of August 

and the battle of the ballots of the qualified voters should 
score an interesting finish. For 50 years the prohibition is­
sue has been more than a sideline in the politics of Texas. 
Now the big battle axes of the various factions are said to 
be coming out of the caves where they have been in retire­
ment in recent years.

Governor Allred’s views as to law enforcement have 
been preached from every step in Texas. They are well 
known to the reading public. A very interesting annual meet­
ing of the Texas Bar association was held in the city of 
Houston. Attorney General William McGraw was a speaker 
at a luncheon given by the association in honor of the district 
and county attorneys. General McGraw is a phrase maker. 
He made a headline for the boys at Houston when he said, 
“You can’t enforce laws with axes.” His words: “ Law en­
forcement is a local thing. Law enforcement comes from the 
hearts of men. Juries enforce laws.” There is a lot of truth in 
what he said. The speaker urged all lawyers to take an in­
terest in law enforcement and assume places of leadership 
in their communities.

Lawyers always assume places of leadership in commu­
nities—from the hamlet to the leading center of population. 
'They assume places in legislative halls. They are senators 
and representatives. They are important as district and coun­
ty attorneys. As for the lay brother of the law, he has his 
clients—good and bad. The association recommended enact­
ment of a statute prohibiting attorneys from “ discussing 
pending litigation with judges except in the presence of op­
posing counsel.” Another amendment proposing a law pro­
hibiting attorneys from practicing in courts presided over by 
blood relatives within the third degree was defeated 94 to 80. 
Well, a judge with numerous in-laws or blood kin, a just 
judge—and there are many just judges—would hesitate a 
long while before he would show favoritism to a lawyer re­
presenting his blood kin within the third or any other de­
gree.” Law is law. Justice is sacred, not the judge.

Judges are elected by the people. They are compelled to 
go before the people for re-election. A partisan judge who 
deals with favoritism or methods approaching favoritism 
would have a rocky road to travel in Texas facing charges of 
favoritism or partisanship in his rulings or in his handling 
of cases on his docket.

But back to the milk in the cocoanut: “You can’t enforce 
laws with axes. Law enforcement is a local thing. Law en­
forcement comes from the hearts of men. Juries enforce 
laws.” And it should be added that an honest juror should be 
a shining ornament within and without the walls of a temple 
of justice. Laws are made to be enforced. Judges are not 
jurors. Jurors say the last word.

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CONVICTS RULE 
SMALL ESTATE 
NEAR MOSCOW

M 03C0W , July 10—Ten years ago 
18 criminals were brought to a small 
and neglected estate near Moscow.

At that time peasants of an ad­
joining village appealed to the Cen­
tral Executive committee to re­
move this "nest of cut-throats’’ from 
the region. The peasants were re- 
nssured, but the "nest” remained 
and not a guard was posted.

The young criminals continued to 
live on the estat eand formed a 
labor commune. Felix Ozerjincky, 
upon whose initiative the Commune 
was organized, aimed to fight crim­
inality by re-education through 
work.

During the 10 years of the Com­
mune's existence, the number of its 
member grew from 18 to 3100 men 
and women. It developed from a 
few small shops until now a knitting 
mill and a large boot actory oper­
ate, . --/• .

As a principle, each member of 
the Commune must remain there for 
three years. However.' an over­

whelming majority- remain - indefi­
nitely. Many of them, former crim­
inals and waifs, now work in the 
Various Soviet towns as skilled 
technicians.

Re-education of the criminal is 
an extremely complicated task. The 
entire educational work'is based up­
on the principles of full confidence 
(open doors), labor, and self-man­
agement. Open doors have kept 
criminals there, as no lock would 
have done.

Self-management allows the mem­
bers to ,be .guided without compul­
sion.

OTTAWA, Ont., July 10 — There 
! is no scarcity in aspiring ‘hangmen’ 
| in Canada.

The department of Justice re­
veals that nearly every week some 
Canadian applies for the non-ex­
istent job of “official hangman.” 
Some say they have had experl - 

I ence and offer to produce testi­
monials from sheriffs for whom 
they have officiated. Others, in- 

j  experienced, are sure they cam do 
it. The majority of the applicants 
are foreigners living in Western 
Canada.

There is no "official hangman” 
in Canada, however. The duty of 
hanging condemned people rests 
with local sheriffs. The justice de­
partment is concerned only with 
the question of whether the law 
should take its course or the cle­
mency of commutation be extend­
ed. When the former course is de­
cided on, it is the sheriff’s duty 
either to do the hanging himself or 
hire someone else. One of several 
who, from experience, are known to 
be qualified, is usually engaged, but 
there is no complete monopoly of 
it.

Bumper Cotton Crop 
For Texas Foreseen

SAN ANGELO, July 19 — The 
hot weather is the life of West 
Texas cotton and even though two 
weeks to a month late prospects for 
a bumper crop this fall are evident, 
according to the general opinion of 
farmers in this area. General rains 
within two weeks, they state, would 
insure a heavy yield.

A bollie crop may be expected 
this year because o f the lateness of 
the crop, Frank Kemp, gin manager 
said. Ginning will begin in October 
chis year, Kemp believes, with the 
first bale probably received in the 
later part of September.

Wheat and oat threshing is well 
under way, with oats, damaged by 
black rust, turning out from ten to 
thirty bushels per acre, while the 
wheat yield is ranging from 14 to 
22 bushels. Wheat prices are 75c and 
cats 28c to 30c.

Highway Patrol Is 
Giving Brake Tests

AUSTIN, July 10 —If Texas sum­
mer tourists ride the highways with 
defective brakes this year it will 
not be the fault of the state high­
way patrol.

“Safety lane” tests in nearly a 
score of Texas cities have been con­
ducted to insure safety on the 
highways. One hundred twenty 
highway patrolmen, aided by local 
police, are conducting further ex­
aminations.

Proceedure has been simple. Pa­
trolmen are stationed at strategic 
points on main highways entering 
the cities. Motorists are stopped, told 
to demonstrate how effective their 
brakes are. Those below standard 
safety requirements are given cards 
ordering immediate repair or ad­
justment. Major offenders are fin ­
ed, others are released by a later 
demonstration that their brakes are 
effective.

During a recc-nt five-day test at 
El Paso, on transcontinental high­
way 1, patrolmen checked 2,905 cars, 
found 162 had faulty brakes. Similar 
“safety lane”  examinations have 
been conducted at Weatherford, 
Ranger, Eastland, Coleman, Gra­
ham, Newcastle, Olney, Austin, 
Lubbock, Dallas, Abilene, Corpus 
Christi, Weslaco, and Harlingen.

DEVELOPMENT 
OF OIL FIELD 
SPEEDS WORK

McALLEN, July 10 — Three new 
companies started work on con­
struction projects costing approxi­
mately $700,000 in the lower Rin 
Grande Valley as a result of further 
development of Hidalgo county’s 
Samfordyce oil field.

Contract was let by T. Frank 
Murchison and his associates herd 
for construction of a 90-mile oil 
pipeline from the Samfordyce field 
of southwestern Hidalgo county to 
Fort Isabel, first of the Valley’s two 
new deep water ports on the gulf of 
Mexico to be available for use 
shortly.

The line will be five and a half 
inches in diameter, will use dresser 
couplings in making connections, 
thereby hastening construction and 
will have an estimated daily cap­
acity o f 10,000 barrels of crude.

Two pumping stations will be us­
ed, one at the field to start the oil 
on its way to tidewater and the 
other at the middle of the line. Es- 
imated cost of the line is $325,000, 
Murchison stated, and completion 
is expected about September 1.

The pipeline will be operated by 
the newly organized Valley Pipeline 
company, in which Murchison and 
E. M. Closuit will be associated. H. 
H. Hensley, vice president and 
general manager of the company, 
has already moved to McAllen and 
will be in direct charge of the line.

Selection of a site for field stor­
age tanks and the primary pumping 
unit will be made at Samfordyce 
shortly, Murchison announced. Two 
10,000-barrel tanks and four 5,000- 
barrel tanks, a total of 40,000 bar­
rels of field storage, will be built, 
at the field.

Dalhart To Carry 
Drilling Forward

DALHART, July 10 —  Dalhart 
business men have raised $3,000 to 
continue drilling on the Warner oil 
test, eight mile snorthwest of the 
city.

Eben D. Warner, .Amarillo, drilled 
the well to contract depth and stop­
ped but he ofered the community 
free use of all equipment and casing 
if it would pay fuel and labor costs. 
In addition he gives all royalty 
rights in six sections offsetting the 
well, the rights to be prorated 
among the donors of the fund.

The $3,000 will carry the well 
down another 300 to 500 feet, it was 
said. Elevation at the well site is 
4,044 feet but drill depth was not 
disclosed.

rare tropical poison-fish.

Wading in the shallow reefs off 
Hononlulu, members of the expedi­
tion turned over large coral blocks 
to capture their quarry.

One o f the most unusual speci­
mens in the collection is the surgeon 
fish. It carries, sheathed at either 
side of its tail, a pair of keen, knife­
like spines that can be opened out 
and used with deadly effect.

The lion fish, stinging fish, and 
scorpion fish likewise carry poicon 
filled spines.

In contrast with these were the 
brilliant and harmless butterfly, 
parrot, and squirrel fish ; the trigger 
and file fish, and the colorful 
amphiprion that lives with the sea 
anemone.
