Cisco motorists who have hesitat­

ed to drive southward on highway 
23 need hestitate no longer.

The highway is open to traff'c 
and will be open permanently, it 
was announced today by Ed Mc­
Ghee of the state highway depart­
ment.

“We've finished up the work on 
the highway from here to Rising 
Star." McGhee said, “and it will be 
open to all travel.’’

The new highway was described 
as being exceptionally smooth, and 
a big improvement over the old 
Cisco-Rising Star road which, in re­
cent years, was far from smooth.

“Come on and try it out," McGee 
invited. "Then you can see for j 
yourself just how good the road is." I

There is still a little shouldering 
work to be done on the road, it was 
said, but this will not prevent travel 
over it.

Most of the time since last July 
traffic has been routed over various 
bumpy detours between here and 
Rising Star while work on the 
highway was going forward. With 
the new road in shape for travel, 
all these detours will be eliminated.

Womack and Henning contracto- 
ors handled the work on the high­
way.

The Cisco-Rising Star road forms 
an important link in the highway j

BOY MURDERER STUDYING HARD
IN WASHINGTON PENITENTIARY

Demos In Congress 
Leaving President

KENNAMER TO 
GET SENTENCE 

ON SATURDAY
PAWNEE, Okla., Feb. 22 —Phil 

Kennamer waited in the Pawnee 
county jail today to leam the term 
of years he must serve in prison for 
the admitted killing of John Gorrell, 
Jr.

Reporters were not permitted to 
see him.

Judge Thurman Hurst, in whose 
court a jury last night found the 
youngest son of U. S. Judge Frank­
lin Kennamer guilty of first degree 
manslaughter, will sentence him 
Saturday at 2 p. m.
The jury agreed on a manslaughter 

conviction at 9:15 p. m. yesterday, 
after deliberating the case since 
noon, but could not agree on punish­
ment and left that to the court 
Judge Hurst may sentence Ken­
namer to a term of from four years 
to life imprisonment.

WALLA WALLA, Wash., Feb. 22. 
Tiie state of Washington today cit­
ed experts’ opinions that Harry 
Niccolls, boy killer serving a life 
term in the state penitentiary, is 
obtaining an excellent education, as 
proof of its capability to cope with 
the boy’s case.

Three years ago, Herbert, then 
12, was committed to the state pris­
on for the murder of Sheriff Wor- 
mell during a robbery. He was an 
orphan and had been living with an 
aged man.

Herbert had an insatiable appe­
tite for tobacco. It was this appetite 
he sought to quench when he en­
tered a store and the sheriff fol­
lowed. The boy drew a gun and 
killed the officer.

His case aroused national com­
ment. Many dispositions were sug­
gested. Letters appealing for clem­
ency deluged the governor's office. 
A nationally known priest petition­
ed for his parole so he might place 
the youth in a school.

Authorities determined Herbert 
Should have a cell separate from

other inmates and that he should 
never converse with them; that he 
wear civilian clothes and every suit­
able attention be given him.

A teacher was assigned to him. 
C. E. Rose, prison librarian, got the 
job. Co-operation of Walla Walla 
schools was solicited and received. 
Instruction was begun at the sixth 
grade. Regulation study hours were 
enforced.

He is now beginning the sopho­
more term in “high school.”

After conclusion of his freshman 
term, he was given a test. He earn­
ed an intelligence quotient of 110. 
The average is 92.

Savants declared him brilliant. 
But they did not advocate his re­
lease. They said his steadfastness 
in childhood habits may take years 
to defeat.

All sports interest Herbert. A 
portion of the prison grounds has 
been allotted to him. He exercises 
for two hours daily with athletic 
paraphernalia donated by Wash­
ington State College.

His hobbies are stamp collecting, 
reading, and building model air­
planes. Motion pictures hold little 
appeal for him.

Part 
of the material for the building will 
be donated by Robert Morris, presi­
dent of the Sons of the Republic of 
Texas.

Members of the women's group 
will act as hostesses during the ex­
hibition.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 22. — Presi­

dent Roosevelt’s big majorities in 
congress are letting him down

There is resentment against the 
administration in the senate where 
democrats are dividing along liver- 
al-conservative lines.

There is evidence on Capitol Hill 
of a disposition to heckle and haze 
representatives of the administra­
tion who appear to explain legisla­
tion.

Back of these systems of ill feel­
ing is congressional resentment 
against cabinet members, and brain 
trusters, and bitter patronage dis­
appointment.

Democrats uniformly avoid crit­
icism of Mr. Roosevelt, but their re­
sentment has its effect on legisla­
tion in which the president is in­
terested.

The 74th congress has been in 
session almost two months and has 
passed four bills of conseqeunce, two 
rountine apropriations, extension 
of R. F. C., and a crop loan auth­
orization. One of the appropriations 
bills defied Mr. Roosevelt with a re­
storation of federal employes’ pay 
cuts ahead of the schedule •fixed 
by the administration.

Faulty Oil Line Said 
Trouble Cause As 
New Try Is Planned
UNION A I R  TERMINAL, 

BURBANK, Cal., Feb. 22. —
A “bit of tough luck” spoiled 
Wiley Post's attempt today to 
fly from coast to coast in 7 
hours, but he intends to have 
another try at it soon, he told 
the United Press.

The sudden termination of 
his proposed record-setting trip 
which ended at Muroc lake, 
100 miles northeast of here, 
was caused by a foulty oil line, 
he reported when he was 
brought back to his starting 
point in another plane.

LOS ANGELES, Feb. 22—The at­
tempt of Wiley Post, veteran Okla­
homa flier, to send his plane across 
the continent in seven hours ended 
on the dry bed of Muroc lake today, 
just a little more than 100 miles 
from Los Angeles, his takeoff point.

The round-the-world-flier tele­
graphed Lockheed Aircraft officials 
here that he was uninjured and his 
plane was only slightly damaged, 
although he was forced to land on 
belly skids, having dropped his reg­
ular landing gear on his takeoff.

“Am down at Muroc lake. No 
damage except bent propellor. You 
can land alongside withease,’ ’. his 
wire said.

Muroc lake apparently was an 
ideal landing spot for Post. Its dry, 
even bed frequently has been the 
scene of automobile and motorcycle 
speed trials.

It was believed a faulty propellor 
forced Post to abandon his attempt.

MORE OIL TO 
BE PRODUCED 
DURING MARCH

AUSTIN, Feb. 22. —  Texas oil 
fields will start March with auth­
ority to produce 13,729 more barrels 
of oil daily than they were allowed 
on Feb. 1. New proration orders 
sent to fields today, effective March 
1, permit production of 1,028,549 
barrels.

The increase is estimated to be 
2,322 barrels more per day than 
would have been possible under 
continued February proration. Feb­
ruary completions have raised pres­
ent production to 1,026,227 barrels 
daily.

The allowable for West Central 
Texas was '31,0(13 barrels, no 
change.

DUST CLOUDS 
COVER TEXAS 
THIS MORNING

Fine dust that crept through 
cracks between door and wall and 
left a gritty film over floors and 
furniture today filled the skies over 
Cisco and hampered visibility.

At eight o'clock this morning vis­
ibility was less than 300 yards. 
Pedestrians were glad to stay off the 
streets to avoid having their eyes 
filled with the fine powder-like dust 
that sifted downward.

By noon, however, the strong wdnd 
had driven much of the dust away, 
and visibility was considerably, al­
though a haze continued to hang 
overhead.

The Humble Pipe Line company's 
reports this morning showed that 
the sandstorm which struck Am­
arillo and the Texas panhandle sec­
tion yesterday had covered all of 
West Texas, and extended as far 
westward as Hobbs, N. M.

Together wdth this report came 
another to the effect that lower 
temperatures were noted in the 
panhandle. The mercury stood the 
lowest at Pampa, where 38 was re­
ported at 7 a. m.

SANDSTORMS WORST  
IN WEST KANSAS

KANSAS CITY, Feb. 22 — Dust 
storms that blotted out the sun, 
drove people fromthe streets blind­
ed motorists and halted airplane 
travel, swept over sections of Texas, 
Western Kansas, Nebraska, Colorado 
and Wyoming today.

The great clouds of grey and black 
dust, swept from the dried-out soil 
from winds that reached velocities 
of 50 to 60 miles an hour, appeared 
to be heaviest -over western Kan­
sas. Great damage was believed to 
have been done to wheat, although 
estimates as to the loss varied.

The dust and wind came up sud­
denly. At midday yesterday north­
west Texas seemed to be worst hit. 
Today El Paso reported a dust cloud 
with an area of over 300 miles east 
and west had struck that city. A 
sudden cessation of strong winds 
which permitted the dust to drop 
was blamed for the cloud layer.

Senators Studying 
Press Right Rule

AUSTIN, Feb. 22. —  The case 
of the Texas senate versus Tex­
as newspaper readers rested to­
day with an extraordinary jury 
3 senators.

Clint Small of Amarillo, John 
Hornsby of Austin, and Will 
Pace of Tyler were asked to re­
commend whether or not senate 
rules should be amended to in­
crease secrecy of executive ses­
sions.

Newspapers editors and some 
members of the senate late yes­
terday assured the rules com­
mittee the public is entitled to 
know how their elected legislat­
ors vote on questions of public 
interest.

‘Little Mother Was 
Favored by Chiefs

RAPID CITY, S. D., Feb. 22. —  
Fifty years ago Indians called her 
“little mother” and stopped their 
scalping parties short of her door. 
Now, at 73, Mrs. Jennie Brenna, the 
“First Lady’’ of Rapid City, still is 
active in welfare work and civic 
clubs.

Many lordly chiefs, whose red 
hordes were the scourges of white 
communities during the latter part 
of the 19th Century, humbly ac­
cepted cake and fruit from “Eha,” 
Sioux for “Little Mother,” and she 
still remembers them vividly.

As the wife of Major John R 
Brenna, agent on the Pine Ridge 
Reservation, she saw the panoramic 
“devolution’ ’— as she terms it —  of 
the powerful Sioux Indian tribes.

"There was American Horse, 
Spotted Elk, Short Bull, Red Cloud 
and a host of others,” she told an 
interviewer.

“Red Cloud.” she said, ’’was a 
highly intelligent Indian. He could 
see inevitable change coming and 
he hated it, but there was nothing 
he could do. He always was very 
silent.

"I  never failed to take him a bit 
of cake, fruit, or sweet bits, when I 
went to his lodge. He seemed to ap­
preciate these little things so much 
and he, too, called me ‘Ena’.”

A high spot in Mrs. Brenna’s lat­
er life was the filming of an histor • 
leal picture on the reservation. 
Many colorful figures of the “roar­
ing West” were guests at her home j 
at that time. Among them were 
William 'Buffalo Bill) Cody, Court­
ney Riley Cooper, Rex Beach, Gen­
eral Baldwin and Frederick Rem­
ington.

HAMILTON IS

SUPPORT FOR 
U. S. CONTROL 
BEING SOUGHT

BULLETIN
WASHINGTON, Feb. 22. —  

The senate today adopted the 
conference report on the Con- 
nally hot oil bill to restore 
federal control over petroleum 
shipment.

The report retained the main 
features of both the senate and 
house measures.

DALLAS, Feb. 22. —  Desperado 
Raymond Hamilton, the principal 
defendant, was missing today as the 
federal government began its whole­
sale /prosecution of relatives and 
friends charged with aiding the 
slain sweeheart bandits, Clyde Bar- 
row and Bonnie Parker.

Federal Judge W. H. Atwell over­
ruled defense motion to quash the 
indictment and to continue, as 12 
women and 10 men answered 
“ready” inthe largest trial in Dallas 
court history.

As the crowd of defendants enter­
ed the courtroom, some of the men 
brought to the trial from the Texas 
penitentiary at Huntsville were 
handcuffed together.

The women were not handcuffed. 
Several of them hid their faces be­
hind purses and handkerchiefs as 
photographers’ flashlight * bulbs 
blinked and movie cameras began 
to grind.

Yarbrough Trial 
Is Given To Jury

WAXAHACHIE, Feb. 22 —  The 
fate of Carl Yarbrough former Bel­
ton city councilman, charged with 
murder in conection with the fatal 
burning of his foster daughter, Doris 
16, was in the hands of a jury today.

Texans Invited To 
Cattle Conference

WASHINGTON, Feb. 22. —  AAA 
Administrator Chester Davis today 
invited representatives of the cattle 
industry to a conference here Feb. 
27 and 28 to discuss their problems 
and proposed amendments to the 
farm act. Included in those invited 
were Grover Hill of Amarillo and 
Dolph Brisco, Uvalde.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 22. 
— The administration, it was 
learned today, is secretly ral­
lying congressional support 
behind a move to give the 
government strict control 
over the nation’s $12,000,000,- 
000 oil industry.

Officials have mapped a 
well planned campaign for 
power to curtail crude petro­
leum production. They allow­
ed congress to pass the Con- 
nally oil bill so they will have 
some authority to regulate 
the huge business if their 
present efforts fail.

Oil Administrator Harold Ickes is 
holding the threat of having oil 
concerns declared public utilities, 
to line up senators and representa­
tives from petroleum producing 
states in the regulation cause.

Charge Waste
“I challenge any other present 

day industry in the United States 
to show greater waste and ineffi­
ciency than same to be inherent in 
the oil industry,” he said.

Pointing to the fact that 1,000,- 
000,000 cubic feet of gas is being 
blown into the air every day in 
Texas and Oklahoma, that the East 
Texas field has flooded the market 
with crude oil when not curtailed, „ 
he asserted:

“Wise statesmanship demands 
that oil be declared a public utility 
if waste of our natural petroleum 
resources continues.”

ALLRED ATTACKS 
STAND OF ICKES.

AUSTIN, Feb. 22. —  Oil Adminis­
trator Harold Ickes, proposing strict 
government control of oil, answer­
ed himself when he said his plan 
will increase the price of gasoline 
to consumers, Gov. James Allred 
believed today.

“I cannot see congress as a party 
to a program to raise the price to 
consumers,” Gov. Allred said.

“If congress doesn’t protect them, 
the courts will. I don't believe the 
federal government or a compact of 
the state have a right to combine 
for the purpose of increasing the 
price to consumers, any more than 
a group of persons of corporations 
would have the right under anti­
trust laws,” he said.

WORLD’S LARGEST CLOCK WILL
BE BUILT FOR ROOF OF BREWERY

FARMERS TO GET TREES
STEVENS POINT. Wis., Feb. 22. 

—Two hundred thousands trees will 
be distributed to farmers of Port­
age, Waupaca and Waushara coun­
ties this spring as the first plant­
ings in a shelter belt program. The 
trees will be furnished by the state 
conservation commission. Plans call 
for setting out 10,000,000 trees over 
a 10 year period.

MONTREAL, Feb. 22. —  The 
world’s largest clock, with a total 
dial area nearly seven times a great 
as London's “Big Ben,” is being 
designed and constructed by a 
Montreal firm and will be erected 
next summer at the top of a 60- 
foot steel tower on the roof of a 
brewery here.

The giant timepiece will be visi­
ble in Montreal and surrounding 
districts day and night. Brilliantly 
illuminated with a special Neon 
lighting system, it will be seen ten 
miles away at night.

The clock will have three dials 
facing three ways. The diameter of 
each face will be 60 feet. The mech­
anism will weight about six tons. 
Nine thousand feet of tubing, and 
several tons of other equipment will 
be used in making and installing 
the clock.

The distance on the dial between 
the minute marks will be 3.14 feet, 
and the space between the hour 
marks, 15 feet. Each of the three 
minute hands will be 30 feet long 
from center to tip and weight 2,500 
pounds. The hour hand will be 20 
feet long.

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YOUNG MEN OCCUPY THRONES OF 
MOST NATIONS; 46 AVERAGE AGE

LONDON, Feb. 22. —  Young men 
occupy the thrones of the nations 
of the world today.

Their average age is around 40. 
Some of them are still children.

There are today 30 crowned 
heads, ex-rulers, and claimants to 
the world's thrones, excluding the 
princes of Indian states, and small 
native islands and territories.

The Survey
A survey of them shows nine over

GENERATOR TO 
HELP SCIENCE 

CONSTRUCTED
COLUMBUS, O., Feb. 22. — Deve- 

' iopment of a new type million-volt 
generator for use in the study of 

i nuclear disintegration has been an- 
j nounced by Ohio State University's 
department of physics.

Because it is much smaller and 
less costly than the models previ- 

' ously used for the same voltage, the 
new generator is expected by its 
designer, Dr. Willard H. Bennett, 
to greatly increase the possibilities 
for study of the atom and its 
nucleus.

High Vacuum Tube
The generator will be used in 

operating a high vacuum tube at 
extremely high voltages, to produce

high speed particles which disinte­
grate nuclei of atoms and change 
the chemical elements.

“Since it was shown at Cam­
bridge, England, about two years 
ago, that the elements could be 
disintegrated by these high speed 
particles, scientific interest in this 
kind of research has been growing 
tremendously,” Dr. Bennett said.

The Ohio State generator, in ad­
dition to the advantage it offers in 
the study of nuclear disintegration, 
also is expected to show to better 
advantages than former equipment, 
the various stages of lightning-.

Studied Since 1926
Since 1926, scientists in increas­

ing numbers have been attempting 
to study the behavior and learn the 
laws governing primary particles 
of matter, most of which are com­
bined to form atomic nuclei. These 
particles have been described as 
“the building blocks of the uni­
verse.”

In this, study two methods of pro­
cedure have developed, according to 
Dr. Bennett.

The first is by the determination 
of the masses of the nuclei, by 
speetograph measurements. The 
second is by bombarding nuclei of 
different types with highspeed at­
omic projectiles. These “projec­
tiles” break many nuclei into their 
component parts. By studying these 
disruptions, the scientists may draw 
conclusions as to the structures, and 
energies involved.

For the would-be purchaser of a 
car here, however much cash he 
may have to offer, must wait for 
months or even years, unless he is 
able to pull effective political strings 
before his order is filled

Auto Output Low 
This situation results from the 

fact that the output of the new 
Soviet motor - car factories in Gor­
ki, Moscow and Leningrad is far 
below the popular demand. And 
(he Soviet government permits no 
foreign cars to be imported except 
by officials and foreigners (who 
have the machines registered on 
their passports and must agree to 
re-export them when they depart).

The time one has to wait for a 
car does not depend entirely on the 
priority of his order, for a privileged 
position sometimes is given high- 
ranking Communists. proletarian 
writers and other favored persons. 
Also “shock-workers” and other 
heroes" occasionally receive cars 

as premiums without waiting at all.
779 Privately Owned Autos 

According to the latest census, 
there are 779 private citizens ip 
Moscow who own them own cars. 
This 1s a larger number than in any 
other Soviet city.

Although the streets of the So­
viet capital are filled with expen­
sive foreign cars of various makes 
which belong to “Intourists.'' the 
state organization which arranges 
trips for foreign visitors, to high- 
ranking Communists and govern­
ment officials in the Kremlin and 
to the various Commissariats, 90 per 
cent of private car owners drive one 
standard brand It is a five-passen­
ger touring car, based cn the Ford 
patents of several years ago and 
produced by the ’Molotoy" factory 
at Gorki. It is known popuarly as 
the "Soviet Ford.”

Prime Minister Alejandro Leroux, 
supported by a strong majority,. is 
going ahead with a legislative pro­
gram which probably will lead to 
municipal elections in April or 
May.

The Majority
The parliamentary majority, con­

sisting of the Radicals, Popular 
Action, Agraians and Liberal Demo­
crats, appears solidly united except 
for the essential ideological differ­
ences which exist in any coalition 
government.

In the opposition are the Catalan 
League, right wing Catalan group 
disappointed because of the gov­
ernment’s Catalanoian policy; the 
left wing organizations, and the 
monarchists whose main objective 
is to bring the republic Into disre­
pute.

Lerroux in Saddle
Politically speaking, Lerroux 

seems to be firmly established in 
power. His center-rightist coalition 
government is the only possible 
cabinet combination which can rule 
with the present Cortes.

Before election, parliament is ex­
pected to approve a municipal law 
and a new electoral law embodying 
proportional representation.

National municipal elections have 
not been held in Spain since the 
vote of 1931 which brought about 
the monarchy's overthrow. Partial 
elections were held In 1933 and they 
provided the first indication that 
Spanish opinion was reacting 
against the leftist Azana govern­
ments in favor of the rightwing 
elements.

George Washington did more than set a a preced­

ent for veracity under difficult circumstances when he 
allegedly chopped down the cherry tree. He helped to pull the 
American cherry industry out of the depression.

For, taking advantage of the popularity of the cherry 
tree tale and it’s association with Washington and his birth­
day anniversary, national cherry growers have instituted a 
National Cherry Week, from Feb. 15 to 22, and estimated 
that something like 10,000,000 cherry pies will be consumed 
during that period.

National Cherry Week really was begun in 1932 but, the 
promoters say, has grown so in popularity that the 1935 cele­
bration promises to set cherry eaters throughout the coun­
try to pie eating with formidable vigor.

The cherry industry, National Cherry Week Headquart­
ers claim, actually has “pulled itself out of the depression 
through the institution of Cherry Week.”

The value to growers of the 1934 cherry crop was $1,- 
680,000, and it weighed 80,000,000 pounds.

Cherry Week will come to a lip-smacking close on Wash­
ington’s Birthday with a national pie-baking contest. Only 
highschool girls who are champion piebakers from the var­
ious states can enter. The winning baker will receive a cash 
prize and the winning pie will go to President Roosevelt.

U. S. Bonds As Federal Reserve
President Roosevelt, by proclamation, has extended for 

two years the period in which Feedral Reserve banks may 
use government bonds as paper collateral for Federal Reserve 
notes.

The 40 per cent gold collateral also required was not af­
fected by the order.

The power to use federal securities as collateral for the 
Reserve notes which comprise the largest amount of currency 
in circulation would have expired March 6. The Roosevelt 
proclamation extends it until March 6, 1937.

Originally the Federal Reserve Act required for the bank 
note issues a backing of at least 40 per cent in gold, with the 
remainder of the collateral in eligible paper which consists 
of 30, 60 and 90-day commercial bills and in some instances 
agricultural paper of nine months’ maturity.

The shortage of eligible paper, brought about by de­
pressed business conditions, necessitated a use of gold as col­
lateral much larger than 40 per cent. At one time Federal 
Reserve note circulation was backed by as much as 72 per 
cent in gold.

To release this gold at a time of heavy European with­
drawals, the law was amended to permit the use of govern­
ment bonds when commercial paper was insufficient.

36,000 A utomobUe^Murders"
The president of the United States, in letters to the gov­

ernors of the 48 states, has urged the enactment of uniform 
regulation of traffic, and intensified safety educational 
campaigns.

There is no good argument against uniform traffic legis­
lation and regulation in the face of the fact that the killing 
record of automobiles last year touched the 36,000 mark.

Think of it ! Thirty-six thousand lives snuffed out by 
automobiles in one year. Why should there be any argument 
about uniform traffic laws and the need of cooperation be­
tween states to eliminate such a disgraceful record as this?

Take a specific example: Why should one city be allowed, 
as at present, to maintain three different types of “stop” 
signals at intersections, thus confusing both its own drivers 
and those from other states? Legislators could work on a 
"life saving” program such as this to the benefit of every 
man, woman and child in the country.

if Convinced such sacrifice would 
aid his beloved chief, "Mr Roose­
velt.

But Richberg's seat on the poop 
deck becomes increasingly uncom­
fortable. This rumor is a large, 
healthy, persistent rumor such as 
you- Can’t kick off into a corner and 
tell to he quiet.

Such- rumors, involving a gent of 
top rank in the administration, are 
always carefully nourished by a 
fellow’s worst enemies, who know, 
among other things, that constant 
repetition both disturbs a fellow’s 
morale and encourages his- other 
enemies to-join the poison squad.

"Noise murders thought and is 
harmful to health.”

Noise Chaser ?
Berlin is one of the nation’s fore- ' B e l l a m y  V IS iO U  I S  

most noise-chasers. He is president j 
cf the Acoustical Material Associa-j 
tion and member of the Acoustical j 
Society of America.

Noise is no longer regarded as a | 
necessary evil and business execu­
tives are awakening to the fact that 
unnnecessary noises impair the ef­
ficiency of workers, said Berlin, 
adding:

“Noise is the true murderer of 
thought and it has been proven that 
loud noises generally are harmful 
to the sense of hearing, impair the 
digestive system, increase blood 
pressure and respiration.”

Noise Measured
Noise is measured by an acusti- 

meter which registers in decibels, 
a decibel being the slightest change 
in volume of sound which the hu­
man ear can distinguish. The hu­
man ear cannot stand, so science 
figures, a noise that registers more 
than 120 decibels.

In one experiment Berlin picks up 
the noise of a buzzer with an ampli­
fier. It registers around 60 decibels.
He takes a large tube, which is lin­
ed with thick rock wool felt, passes 
it over the amplifier and the noise 
of the buzzer is barely audible.

Science is coming to the point 
that it can ably combat noise and 
Berlin foresees wide-spread use of 
sound deadening equipment with a 
resultant increase of efficiency and 
enjoyment of life on the part of of­
fice workers.

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RECENT RAINS 
AIDING TEXAS 

SAYS GARNER
WASHINGTON, Feb. 22 — Re­

cent good rains in Texas, especially 
in the crop growing sections, are 
cause for rejoicing on the part of 
farmers, according to Tully C. 
Gamer, president of the Production 
Credit corporation of Houston. Gar­
ner is in Washington attending a 
conference of regional executives of 
the Farm Credit Administration in­
cluding presidents of the Produc­
tion Credit corporations, Federal 
intermediate credit banks and banks 
for cooperatives of the twelve Feder­
al land bank districts in the United 
States.

In commenting on the recent 
freeze in the winter vegetable grow­
ing section of South Texas, Garner 
pointed out that the damage is to 
some extent offset by the higher 
prices being obtained for vegetables.

Production Credit associations

in Texas received approximately 1001 
applications each working day in 
January, and closed about 1500 loans 
during the month. “An even greater 
flow of applications is expected in 
February and March,” Garner de­
clared. “and, from present indica­
tions, the volume of loans made by 
these associations in Texas will be 
twice as great as for 1934.”

Ranchers’ Courage 
"The courage and ingenuity with 

which Texas ranchmen have been 
meeting the feed shortage this win­
ter has been nothing short of amaz­
ing, according to Wright P. Reordan 
president of the Federal Intermedi­

\  S far as I am concerned, beef 
■T. hash, made with plenty of 
gravy, onion and potato, is my 
idea of a dish that is lit to set 
before the king. But my family 
probably would strike if I gave 
them hash everytime we have a 
roast, and so I have worked out 
a. whole procession of things that 
are interesting to do with left­
over meat.

To begin with, there is rechauf- 
fee which is, as it sounds, very, 
very French and pretty thrifty, 
too. To make rechauffee, you re­
heat slices of meat in left-over 
gravy or in a special brown sauce 
As a seasoning for this sauce try 
Worcestershire, or one-l'ourth tea­
spoon each curry powder, mustard 
and paprika. Heat the sauce to' 
the boiling point, add thin slices 
of meat and let stand over hot 
water until heated through. Serve 
at once. ,,

Sfew Adds Vegetables
A- . stew is a rechauffee with 

vegetables. Make a stock from 
the bones of the roast and from 
this stock make a thin brown 
sauce. Add cubes of cold meat 
of any variety. For each cup of 
cold meat add 1 cup pared and 
sliced potatoes, 1-4 cup each of 
cubed turnips and carrots and 1-2 
small- onion minced. Simmer un­
til vegetables are tender and serve 
very hot.

A ragout is a rich stew in which 
the meat and vegetables both are 
cubed; The' brown sauce in this 
case is highly seasoned with ta­
ble sauce and onion juice and is 
slightly thickened. For vegeta­
bles try cooked celery and peas.

In  making a fricassee the meat 
is cut in neat slices and rolled in 
lour.

NEW YORK, Feb. 22 — Down 
through the ages alchemists and 
scenitists have sought to manufact­
ure diamonds and gold. These ef­
forts never have been successful 
commercially. A recent report from 
London that a new method of mak­
ing diamonds had been discovered, 
recalled to old time diamond men 
here the long list of attempts to 
create the gems artificially.

The first to attemp the manufac­
ture of diamonds were the alchem­

ists of the Middle Ages who labor­
ed tirelessly for centuries. It was 
believed in their day that a word 
might be discovered of such poten­
cy that its mere repetition would 
create diamonds, and also trans­
form lead into gold. With the de­
velopment of chemistry the ancient 
problem was attacked more scien­
tifically.

One of the most elaborate at­
tempts was made by Sir William 
Crookes who exploded cordite in 
closed steel cylinders under a pres­
sure of 8,000 atmospheres at a tem­
perature of 7,000 degrees Fahren­
heit. He thus obtained tiny cry­
stals which he thought were dia­
monds, and which had some of the 
properties of the natural stone, but 
were not of the slightest commer­
cial value.

Another elaborate attempt was 
made by Sir Charles Parsons who 
subjected carbon to a pressure of 
15,000 atmospheres, but without 
making diamonds. Moissan, the 
French scientist, carried on similar 
experiments with the same disap­
pointing results.

Two German scentists, Drs. von 
Hasslinger and Wolf, after years of 
labor, announced that they had 
produced diamonds by crystalizing 
magnesium silicate, but the proc­
ess has been forgotten. A French 
engineer, Guyot de Boismeu, at­
tacked the problem electrically and 
believed for a time he had made a 
diamond nearly one-eighth of an 
inch in size, but failed to develop 
any practical method. A similar 
futile announcement was made re­
cently by a proffessor at Columbia 
University.

Exhaustive tests made in German 
universities show that while micros­
copic crystals resembling diamonds 
may be made at great expense, 
there is no proof that real dia­
monds ever have been made, or 
that they ever will be made. The 
tiny diamonds, like crystals thus 
formed never have the beauty of 
the diamond and only resemble it 
in hardness. The only possible use 
for such so-called diamond dust to 
be used for abrasive purposes, and 
diamonds of this kind are plentiful 
and cheap.

Despite the countless efforts to 
change the baser metals into gold 
and to transform carbon into dia­
monds, gold remains gold and dia­
monds still are diamonds.
