The book, “Were You in Ran-
ger,” written by Boyce House, for-
mer oil belt editor and now a
staff man on the Fort Worth Star-
Telegram, is said to be establish-
ing almost a record for a Texas
volume. The book, published by a
Dallas concern, is a story of the
oil boom here nearly 20 years ago.
Because it is true, as well as hu-
man, the story has appealed to a
large number of readers who in
some way have had contact with
the famous boom. The publishers
are finding it necessary to issue
a third edition immediately, al-
though the book has been on sale
hardly three weeks.

Stanford’s defeat of the Univer-
sity of California 13 to 0 yesterday
afternoon removes another unde-
feated team from the . rapidly
dwindling company of the foot-
ball elect and throws the western
half of the Rose Bowl aspirations
into a muddle.

The loop is almost cer-
tain to have an undefeated and
untied team emerge at the end of
the season, the “almost” referring
to the possibility that there will
be no score in the SMU-TCU
clash next Saturday.

For a long, long time, South-
west conference football has been
played with hardly any attention
from other sectors where the game
was considered in a state consid-
erably advanced over the south-
west brand. No doubt teams down
there were playing par ball with
teams elsewhere. But it has
taken a long time to gain recog-
nition,

The same thing was true back
in the early years of the century
when football in the midwest was
patronizingly regarded by the
eastern big shots. It took several
invasions of the smug stronghold
of the game’s first development
to convince the powers that ruled
there that the football of the great
west was as good, if not superior,
to the football of the east.

There is no doubt in my mind
that the southwest teams of this
year are, on the whole, superior
to the teams of other years. The
marked superiority of these teams
over the opposition they have met
from without convinces that
the best of the southwest is the
best of the country. Once a
southwest team, either TCU or
SMU goes to the Rose Bowl or is
accorded similar recognition, the
days when the teams of this part
of the good old USA clamored for
recognition and received none.

Additional Certificates
Are Due to Arrive
Soon

Word has come from the state
cotton allotment board that all
cotton producers of Eastland coun-
ty who have an allotment basis
of 1630 pounds or above will re-
ceive an additional allotment of
cotton tax exemption certificates
within the next few days, accord-
ing to C. Metz Heald, county
agent. Those producers having
an allotment basis of 2400 pounds
or above will receive 20 per cent
additional certificates, which is
half as much as they received in
the original issue. Those between
1630 pounds and 2400 pounds will
receive enough additional to make
their allotment up to 60 per cent.
Those producers with an allot-
ment basis of less than 1630
pounds have already received an
additional allotment. This will
make a total of at least 60 per
cent allotment to every producer
in the country on this year’s crop,
except the producer who began
planting cotton in 1935 for the
first time since 1927. He will re-
ceive a total of 40 per cent for the
year.

The county agent and the cotton
control committeemen were grat-
ified at this additional allotment.
They have been trying to get some
relief in this matter ever since it
became apparent that the two-
bale regulation would work a
hardship on approximately 40 per
cent of the cotton farmers of this
county. Numerous individuals as
well as the county organization
have written letters to the officials
explaining this unjust situation
and seeking to have it remedied.

Mr. Heald said that each pro-
ducer will receive a card notify-
ing him just as soon as his certifi-
cates arrive in the county office.
He especially urged the produc-
ers not to deluge the office with
inquiries before the certificates
arrive, because it is impossible to
tell a producer exactly the pound-
age of certificates he will receive.
He also urged those producers
above 1630 pounds to delay buy-
ing certificates, in case they are
contemplating such, until they
receive this new allotment. °

MUSSOLINI
TALKS WITH
DRUMMOND

Reported Il Duce Tells
France Oil Embargo
Means War

ROME, Nov. 23 (#)—Mussolini
and the British ambassador, Sir
Eric Drummond, held another con-
ference late today which saw
Italian resistance to sanctions.

The conversation lasted 20 min-
utes. “Contact is still being main-
tained,” was the only comment
from government sources.

Diplomatic circles see much sig-
nificance in. the constant ambas-
sadorial visits, particularly in
Paris. Papal Nuncio Maglione and
the Italian ambassador, Vittorio
Cerruti, talked there again to-
day.

Missions of pledges of boycott
of sanctionist nations rolled in to-
day for Mussolini’s answer to notes
from nations beseiging Italy. Two
huge fascist organizations gave
their word to stick by Mussolini.

Notes were received {from
Britain and France saying they
would hold to the sanctions despite
Italy’s protest against them and
the Franco-British boycott sprang
into life.

Oil Embargo Warning

It was reported, unofficially,
that Italy had warned Premier
Laval of France, that an oil em~
bargo “would mean war.”

The American embassy at Rome
considered protesting the tearing
of American flags from an auto-
mobile containing American tour-
ists. The car bore a British li-
cense plate.

Italy announced that it controll-
ed the entire Ogaden area on the
southern front.

Rome officials said a “dark
horse” column was marching
across the Danakil desert from
Assab, Eritrea, to attack Dessye,
the Ethiopian field headquarters,
troop concentration point.

U. 8. MAY TRY TO
PREVENT SALES

WASHINGTON, Nov. 23 (£)—
The determination to prevent
Italy and Ethiopia from obtaining
raw materials was evidenced anew
today when Secretary Hull inti-
mated that the United States
might try to prevent cotton sales,
if necessary, and the shipping
board officials said they would
permit no more ships to be sold to
Italy for breaking up into scrap
iron.

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Story of Texas U
Land Endowznt
Told by Benedict

The intriguing and unique
story of the land endowment of
the University of Texas was re-

_ counted by President H. Y. Bene-
dict of that institution at the an-
nual meeting of the association
of governing boards of state uni-
vertisies at Lincoln, Neb. Presi-
dent Benedict described the steps
by which the land endowment
was obtained and discussed the
policies pertaining to its adminis-
tration.

Texas came into the union, Dr.
Benedict pointed out, with the
right to retain ownership of her
public land and upon that fact, he
said, hangs the story of Universi-
ty of Texas lands.

“The constitution of 1876,” he
continued, “canceled a previous
land grant to the university and
in lieu thereof set aside one mil-
lion acres of the unappropriated
public domain for the university
and its branches. ‘In 1883 the leg-
islature set aside another one
million acres

“Since the unappropriated pub-
lic domain was, during the early
‘80’s, practically all located in
west Texas, the university land
had to be located in the Trans-
Pecos and east-of-the-Pecos part
of Texas. At this time this semi-
arid region was unsalable and un-
leasable and was thought to be
so valueless that it was surveyed
quite inaccurately and in large
blocks in order to avoid the ex-
pense of subdivision. It was so

Indefinite Justice

EFUSAL of the house of representatives
to vote impeachment charges against
State Comm’r of Agriculture J. E. McDon-
ald is not satisfying because the body com-
promised with those pressing the demand
for such impeachment by passing a resolu-
tion of censure. It is difficult to understand
what this procedure has accomplished, inas-
much as any violation of the laws ought in |
justice to the commissioner to result in an
impeachment and the chance for a clear ac-
quittal or the refusal of the house to recog-
nize any merit in the charges. The action
of voting to censure McDonald while at the!
same time admitting that no violations suf-
ficient to merit impeachment existed seems
to be a rather halfway measure productive
of nothing so much as to leave the status of
the case in question and the commissioner
done an injustice. It reminds one of Uncle
Remus’' famous story about the “Betwixt
and Between” man, as we recall the designa-
tion, who was too good to go to hell and too

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REPORT SHOWS PROGRESS OF
SCHOOLS OVER FIVE YERRS

A summary report of the prog-
ress and activities of the Cisco
public school system during the
five years he has been superin-
tendent has just been submitted
to the Cisco school board by Supt.

. N. Cluck. The report deals com-

ehensively with the system, its
activities and progress and makes
recommendations for its’' mprove-
ment.

The report is divided into the
following sections:

Scholastic Standards

The Cisco schools this year were
in the state, regardless of size.
rated among the first 25 schools.
The system has maintained its af-
filiation with the Southern Asso-
ciation of Schools and Colleges,
which has 273 affiliates in the
state. This rating is based upon
the percentage of graduates at-
temding college and the percent-
age of failures in college subjects
by these graduates. Association
records show that 34 per cent of
the 1933 graduates attended col-
lege in 1934 and that their per-
centage of semester hours failed
was only 15.1.

The Cisco schools employ an
“honor point” system of gradua-
tion. Graduates are divided into
three groups according to their
work over the four-year period in
high school. These are the high!
honor graduates, honor graduates
and graduates. Members of the
first group must have averaged
90 or above during their four
years in school, and members of
the second group between 80 and
90. Members of the graduate group
who fall below an average of 80,
are not recommended for college,
although, the reports says, in many
instances students from the lower
group have made splendid college
records.

Percentage of students in the
two honor groups has steadily in-
creased. The honor point system,
by stimulating incentive through-
out the four years, has improved
interest in making’ higher grades
throughout all the classes.

Considerable freedom is allow-
ed students in the selection of
courses of study.

Encouragement toward higher
scholarship is carried into the
lower grades through awarding
certificates of merit and attend-
ance certificates.

Texas—Ilies 1,000,000 acres of rug-
ged beauty apparently destined
for a national park.

Across the Rio Grande at the
southernmost part of the great
bend in the stream, Mexico is
planning a 1,000,000-acre park to
make it an int_emational show
spot.

State and national park leaders
recently made preliminary out-
lines of the desired scenic area on
the Texas side. In the party of
nine that spent five days in the
Big Bend were Col. Conrad L.
Wirth, assistant director of the na-
tional park service, and D. E. Colp,
chairman of the Texas state park
board. They saw the “scenic mil-
lion” acres from horseback, mo-
torcar and plane.

Now Deserted.

A vast and empty land of brok-
en mountains and canyons,
Big Bend once was the home of
the ancient basket maker Indians.|
Now it is deserted. It has almost|
no population.

Its peaks and pockets and bar-
ren canyons gleam in rainbow col-
ors. The Chisos, a mountain range
bearing the name of an Indian
word for ghosts, are rugged rem-|
