Guy
Park to save the life of her abduc-
tor “so I will not forever have this
responsibility on my mind.”

“I have,
of course, taken the matter under
consideration,” he said.

AMHERST, Mass., April 26 — A
frog’s heart, beating in a test tube
and fed with artificial blood, may
prove the best method yet develop-
ed for determining free calcium
in any biological or non-biological
fluid, according to Henry F. Rise-
man, of Massachusetts State col-
lege.

University of Chicago scientists
recently reported that the beating
extirpated heart of a frog will in-
dicate imnute quantities of the free
calcium by increased contractabil-
ity.

Now, Riseman has developed a
refined device to measure this
change in strength of palpitation
by using the movement of a light
reflected from a mirror connected
directly to the heart to a very fine
scale, which is observed through

All Texans are interested in the Colorado river author-
ity, known as the Buchanan proposal, with its reservoirs and
catch basins and minor aid dams.

Texas lawmakers have gone all the way. Now the coast
is clear for Secy. of the Interior Ickes to take prompt action
which will lead to the spending of millions to be paid to labor
in the near future. On his visit to the city of Washington,
(Gov. Allred and associates placed a request at the desk of the
president to provide $50,000,000 from the PWA fund to con-
struct a huge gas pipeline from the Panhandle of Texas to
the cities of the Mid-Western states.

STATE STUDIES
THE HIGH COST
OF BEING SICK

SACRAMENTO, Cal., April 26 —
A workingman in poor health is nc
more desirable than a workingman
cn relief, California legislators be-
lieve.

State health insurance therefore
has become one of the principel
c¢conomic problems which the state
legislature hopes to correct.

An unsalaried legislative comi-
mission recently completely a two-
vear investigation of “the high cost
of sickness.” The survey cost more
than $100,000, mostly in contribu-
ticns from public spirited citizens
Many of the findings and recom-
mendations of the commission will
be inccrporated in pending health
insurance legislation.

20,560 Families Studied

The study covered 20,560 families
in 26 California counties; 192 hospi-
tals and 97 clinics in addition to
1,112 physicians and many hun-
dreds of others engaged in medical
and dental practice.

It was found that physicians bear
the heaviest burden of medical cost
through uncollected fees. ‘Three-
fourths of the profession earned less
than £4,000 last year. TUncollected
bills were reported in 75 per cent of |
cases treated in the $1,200 income
class: 50 per cent in the $3,000 class

Hospital Collections Good

Despite the fact that hospitals are
50 per cent empty and accumulat-
ing huge deficits, the average
charge per patient was $80 in 1934.
The hospitals collected 92 per cent
of their charges, it was found.

The commission recommended a
sharp revision of fees to meet vary-
ing incomes and suggested that
bealth insurance, payable through
payroll deductions, be offered to
those whose income was $3,000 an-
uually or less.

1867

ULY 1, marks the actua

beginning of the Dominion of
Canada, for on that day represent:
atives of Upper and Lower Can-
ada, united by one legislature but
divided on racial lines, organized
the first federal union in the Brit-
ish Empire. Only four provinces
entered the union then—Upper
Canada as Ontario, Lower Canada
as Quebec, Nova Scotia and New
Brunswick. The other provinces
came in later and Newfoundland
still remains apart.

Signaling the fiftieth anniver-
sary of this historic event, Can-
ada issued a commemorative
three-cent stamp in 1917 illustrat-
ing the meeting of the ‘“‘Fathers
of the Confederation.” In 1927
another commemorative issue in-
cluded a set of five designs, one
repeating the issue of 1917,

ing to Dave MacMillan, University
cf Minnesota cage mentor.

Addressing a testimon:ai banquet
here in honor of Gordon Norman,
state all-conference center, Mac-
Millan described basketball as
played in the East years ago.

“In ‘those days,” the coach said.
“most games were playea on dance
hall floors, with a stage dt one end
and a bar at the other. Anyone
could call time out and frequently
did—for a trip to the bar and a
glass of beer. Nets were stretched
around the floor to keep the play-
ers and spectators separated.”

Coach MacMillan recalled a game
in which he played years ago in
the East against a negro team led
by Joe Jeanette, former heavy-

weight fighter. The game was play%
ed on a large floor, 110 by 65 feet.

Near the end of the game, Mac-
Millan got the ball and started
down the floor eluding everyone
but the gigantic Jeanette. As he
was about to pass the negro’s Jong
arm shot out andlifted him off the
floor.

“Now ‘see head, Mac,” Joe pant-
ed, “wheah is you goin'? You stay
heah until I catches mah breath.’

MacMillan expressed opposition
to the tip-off play recently under
discussion in official circles. Its eli-
mination would speed up the game,
do away with unfair advantages to
a team with a tall center and stop
the scuffle for the tip which mars
the present game, he said.
