Japs Expected 
to Reject Naval 

Plan of British

Peace Plan “Dead” 
Says Major Power 
Representative

Nominate Kleiner 
For Committee on 
Texas Resources

(By Associated Press) 
G reat Britain practically 

abandoned the peace plan in 
the League of Nations coun­
cil today, and Ethiopia indi­
cated she would not accept 
it anyway.

Anthony Eden said his gov­
ernm ent would not support 
the plan unless Ethiopia, 
Italy  and the League accept­
ed it. An Ethiopian delegate 
attacked the plan.

(By Associated Press)
Italy today claimed a victory 

of the three-day battle of the 
Takkaza river valley, w ith ap­
proxim ately 800 killed, 500 oil 
the Ethiopian side.

Paris circles reported that 
France was considering dropping 
her interest in the w ar if the 
League of Nations shelves the 
Franco-British peace plan. A rep ­
resentative of a m ajor European 
power said the plan is “dead,” 
and there remains “only the ques­
tion of how the burial will be 
carried out.”

The Italian delegation in the 
league council session said they 
would not attend meetings 
scheduled to consider the plan.

Mussolini defied Europe to 
stop the w ar and called the con­
tinent a “continent” crooked.

Speculation arose over the pos­
sibility of a new plan, designed 
to m aintain European peace, even 
at the price of abandoning sanc­
tions.

League of Nations officials said 
th a t Ethiopia had reviewed the 
Franco-British plan, but did not 
definitely refuse acceptance.

Child Suffers Arm
Broken in Fall

VAN 0LEVE IS 
ASSESSED TWO 

YEARS IN PEN
Pleads Guilty to the 

Charge of Conspira­
cy in Threet Case

The M ary Lou Howell case, 
charged w ith m urder in connection 
w ith the slaying August 15, 1934. 
of L. F. Threet, aged Cisco 
rancher, on his ranch nine miles 
west of Cisco, was postponed 
when called for tria l in 91st dis­
tric t court this morning, where 
Judge B. W. Patterson of the 88th 
district is presiding in the ab­
sence of Judge George A. Dav­
enport.

Elmer Van Cleve, charged with 
conspiracy to rob in connection 
with the same incident, entered 
a plea of guilty and was assessed 
a term  of two years in the pen­
itentiary. The court invoked a 
former conviction of robbery, 
carrying a five-year suspended 
sentence in connection w ith a 
burglary at Lake Cisco several 
years ago. This means that Van 
Cleve, chief state witness in the 
trials of Clifford Doggett, under 
a death sentence for m urder and 
a 99-year sentence for robbery in 
the Threet case, and Miss How­
ell, must serve seven years in 
the two cases.

The action in postponing the 
Howell m urder case was influ­
enced by the ruling of the State 
court of crim inal appeals which 
recently reversed and remanded 
a 20-year robbery conviction 
against her in the Threet case 
in  42nd district court at Baird. 
The site of the holdup and shoot­
ing which resulted in the charges 
against these three principals was 
in Callahan county, hence the 
robbery case trials of Miss How­
ell and Doggett a t Baird. Threet, 
found fatally wounded in his pas­
ture, died at a Cisco hospital, 
which gave jurisdiction in the 
m urder cases to Eastland county.

In an opinion w ritten by Judge 
O. S. Lattimore, it was held there 
was not sufficient evidence to 
show that the Howell woman was 
guilty of intent to robbery or had 
conspired with Doggett to rob the 
man.

“We find nothing supporting 
an intent to rob save the fact that 
she was out in Threet’s pasture 
and on a pallet with a m an with 
whom she had gone after a night 
in a tourist camp with another 
man who had followed them out 
and who . . . shot and robbed 
Threet and left them both tied,” 
said the opinion.

“Such conduct would not im­
pute intent to rob and we are 
confronted with a state of facts 
showing easy virtue but little 
upon which to base a legal con­
clusion of guilt.”

A special venire of 75 and many 
witnesses have been called for 
the case.

The death penalty given Clif­
ford Doggett in 88th district court 
last year on conviction of killing 
the rancher near Cisco, Aug. 1934, 
was affirm ed by the appeals 
court.

Governor Allred omitted ifs, 
ands and butts from his tirade on the 
Hickman case and left no doubt in 
anyone’s mind as to the executive 
opinion in regard to the circumstan­
ces leading up to the discharge by 
the Public Safety Commission of the 
veteran ranger. For the commission 
itself, Albert Sidney Johnson of Dal­
las has made clear in his testimony 
that the body had been forced to the 
conclusion that Hickman’s heart was 
not in part of the work which as a 
ranger leader he would have to do.

It is probable that a great many 
people in Texas think kindly of Tom 
Hickman, admire this record, view 
him as a picturesque adjunct of the 
old ranger force. Yet thinking Tex­
as must regard it as absurd to create 
a legislative investigation over the 
discharge of a single man which the 
new Public Service Commission re ­
gards as necessary in its reorganiza­
tion of the State system of law en­
forcement.

Undoubtedly the commission 
has dreamed a great dream, under­
taken a big job, and in putting it over 
must have complete co-operation

and efficiency w ithin its ranks. In 
seeking these, there m ust be hiring 
and firing. Some well-meaning peo­
ple will not fit in. Some injustices 
might be done. The job is bigger, 
though, than a man or even than 
many men. Why not let the Public 
Service commission do its work un­
hampered?

Aggression Jap Object
|>LAIN and unm istakable aggression is the 
4 them e song of the Japanese delegation 
to the naval conference in demanding equal­
ity  w ith America on the seas on the absurd­
ly voiced fear that the United States might 
attack the Japanese. Norman Davis’ state­
m ent that the United States has no intention 
of going to w ar w ith Japan and there is no 
need, therefore, for equality of navies, cor­
rectly expresses the American attitude and 
viewpoint. It puts upon Japanese should­
ers the responsibility for any theory tha t will 
serve as a true basis for equality between the 
two countries in the m atter of ships of war. 
If there is a war between Japan and United 
States we may safely say that Japan will be 
the aggressor in the m atter and that the im- 
peralistic ambitions of the Japanese will pro­
vide the occasion.

A S a m atter of fact, it is well known to the 
American representatives at the confer­

ence that tonnage equality between the 
American and the Japanese navies would 
give decided advantage to the Japanese 
whose home bases are in the Pacific which 
would be the theater of war between the two 
countries.

P U T  the real motive behind the Japanese 
demand for equality is the program  of 

the Nipponese for the building of a vast em­
pire in the western Pacific, binding into this 
empire all the ponderous segments of the 
Yellow world. To make this expansion ef­
fective, to command the essential in ter­
national respect that will ward off opposition, 
and to properly subjugate the countries to 
be absorbed in this conquest, the Japanese 
need a navy equal to any other. They will 
grant Great Britain a larger one in men and 
ships, because Great Britain, across the world 
from them, does not present such a threat. 
But America, across the Pacific, is a menace 
which the Japanese fear because of their 
own ambitions and not because of American 
intent. They do not want war. Hence, they 
want a bigger navy.

Human and
Other Nature

By W. F. BRUCE

F. D. R. and his adm inistration 
are bound to enter the campaign 
of 1936, and to be the m ajor issue, 
no m atter how it may be express­
ed- P arty  lines do not affect my 
attitude tow ard political issues 
very much tha t I am aw are of; 
but in regard to our present pres­
ident I find m y self possessed of 
a conception that is made up of 
strangely conflicting elements. I 
believe m any of the measures that 
entered into the .New Deal were 
good as emergency methods which 
we know had to be tem porarily 
different from  w hat we might 
think best for norm al policies, 
even to the extent of being partly  
dole in nature. The nation was 
faced w ith the problem of giving 
help to a distressfully large per 
cent of its population. The plan 
was to avoid rendering them  help­
less, and to encourage them to be­
come self-helpful.

Then came the difficult move of 
shifting from relief to individual 
initiative. Two tendencies are 
in  the way. One is the conserva­
tism  of business. Mr. Roosevelt 
is being charged w ith socialism 
and tendencies tow ard communism 
on one hand and w ith aspirations 
for dictatorship on an  another. 
I t is hard  for old established ideas 
to think of success by any other 
way than  the tried  and true  open 
competitive system by which we 
have come to our present state of 
progress. Yet we m ust adm it 
tha t along w ith progress and the 
achievement of wonderful m a­
terial enterprises have come also 
panics, depressions, and unem ploy­
ment. I  believe we have discov­
ered some principles in these ex­
perim ents tha t ought to become 
perm anent readjustm ents in: our 
economic system. The right to 
his share of goods ought to be 
guaranteed to every individual.

But w ith these progressive ideas 
tha t challenge our approval Mr. 
Roosevelt has been an open ad ­
vocate of some plans tha t I think 
will m ore and more prove to be a 
serious backward step in our so­
cial life. The most noticeable is 
tha t of throwing open the ques­
tion of the use of alcohol. We 
are facing a serious m oral m en­
ace as a result. Prohibition was 
not doing away with harm ful ef­
fects of drink; but the let down in 
restriction has surely m ade the 
dangers more serious. So I have 
a mingled appreciation of Mr. 
Roosevelt.

NEW YORK, Dec. 17. (£>)—'The 
comeback of Mrs. Helen Wills 
Moody; the collapse of Fred P er­
ry  in defense of the  American 
singles championship, and the as­
cendency of red-headed Don Budge 
to in ternational sta ture shared 
the spotlight of the  1935 world 
tennis champaigns.

In tem atonally  speaking, the 
United States made some inroads 
on the world suprem acy establish­
ed by G reat B ritain  in 1934. Mrs. 
Moody won the women’s title at 
Wimbledon; the veteran Wilmer 
Allison restored the Amercan 
championship to America, while 
Uncle Sam ’s representatives also 
clung to the W ightman cup and 
the U. S. women’s crown after 
fighting off determ ined challenges 
from  England.

Davis Cuppers Fail
The disappointm ent of the year, 

however, was the dism al showing 
of the American Davis cup team  
in the challenge round against Eng­
land. The Stars and Stripes were 
whitewashed in the five-m atch 
series at Wimbledon. Even on 
the eve of a new year and with 
Am erica’s promising young players 
a year older in experience, our 
chances of lifting the cup are not 
as bright as they w ere last year, 
when there was onljy a flicker of 
hope.

Mrs. Moody came out of a two- 
year retirem ent for one of the 
most stirring trium phs of her ca­
reer. She made an independent 
invasion of England and signalized 
her comeback by winning the St. 
George’s Hill tournam ent. But 
she received a tem porary set­
back in the K ent tournam ent when 
she was beaten in the semi final 
by Kay Stammers.

And then, one by one, she m et 
and conquered her prelim inary 
rivals in  the Wimbledon cham­
pionship until finally she m et her 
arch-rival from  California, Helen 
H ull Jacobs, in  the final. It was 
the m atch the tennis public had 
w aited for since the Forest Hills 
episode of 1933, when Mrs. Moody 
defaulted to Miss Jacobs as she 
was trailing in the th ird  set.

Beat Back from  Match Point
At Wimbledon they divided the 

first two sets and it seemed Miss 
Jacobs would achieve revenge.

F rank  Shields furnished him  j 
w ith his only strenuous oppositon [ 
before he gained the seimi-final 
a t Forest Hills against W ilmer A l­
lison. Allison reached the peak 
of his career on th a t day. He was 
a veritable ball of fire  and even if 
P erry  had not fallen in  the  first 
set and injured himself the B rit­
on was doomed to defeat. The in ­
ju ry  might have speeded his elim­
ination, but Allison went through 
him  in straight sets and then 
blanked Sidney Wood in  the fi­
nals.

Budge Was Sensation
Budge, the tall, willowy Cali­

fornia youth, proved the sensa­
tion of the English outdoor sea­
son. Sent abroad as a member 
of the Davis cup team, he was 
a vital factor in  America’s elim­
ination of Germany in  the in ter­
zone final and then he trounced 
Christian Boussus and Bunny Aus­
tin  in the Wimbledon tournam ent 
before he was beaten by von 
Cramm in the semi-final. He 
was regarded as Uncle Sam’s best 
bet to stop P erry  at Forest Hills, 
but he never got the chance be­
cause he was side-tracked by Bit- 
sy Grant, the “giant killer.”

The courts are generous 
enough to perm it a woman to 
sw ear that she is over 21 and let 
i t  go at that, and the “no card” 
amounts to just about the same 
thing to a woman golfer. The as­
sociation, of course, has no desire 
to em barrass the girls, it merely 
w ants to  pu t an  end to  the grow­
ing practice of holding out cards.

B ritish Blame Food
American food is getting its 

share of the blam e in  explanations 
w hy the British golfers failed in 
the ir attem pt th is year to retain  
the R yder Cup.

I t  was the stomach of the B rit­
ish golfer, i t  is claimed, tha t caus­
ed drivers to  fall short and ap ­
proach shots to scamper in the 
wrong direction.

In  a luncheon address, Com­
m ander R. C. T. Roe, honorary 
secretary of the British Profes­
sional Golfers’ association, offered 
his theory of how it all happened.

“Frankly, I  am  a t a loss to  ex ­
plain w hy we lost, for British golf 
professionals are w ithout question 
superior to Americans, and the 
team  was the  best ever selected.

“The only explanation is they 
did not have tim e to become ac­
customed to American food. A 
golfer playing competitive games 
must be careful about his diet, 
because the body is swung about 
so much in playing the various 
strokes. Unaccustomed food may 
easily upset the  stomach.

“The Americans, of course, won 
the m atch by the ir superior pu t­
ting, but this led to some m istak­
en notions in the American news­
papers.

“Several newspapers published

articles stating the Americans 
shoot for the pin, whereas B ritish­
ers m erely shoot for the green.

“That is fallacious, because ev­
eryone tries to get as near as pos­
sible with his approach shot. As 
a m atter of fact our fellows got 
much nearer to the hole with their 
approach shots, but whereas they 
missed short puts, the Americans 
would hole them  from the edge 
of th e  green.”

For the hospitality of the Am er­
icans, Commander Roe is filled 
w ith praise. “Everywhere,” he 
said, “we were entertained w ith 
the utmost generosity.”

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LIFE IN 1935
1. Year’s Economic Record a Puzzle

This is the first in a series of 
12 stories showing how the events 
of 1935 have affected the m an in 
the street.

By HERBERT YAHRAES
(Associated Press S taff W riter)
The “average citizen,” looking 

over the family budget, had a 
hard  tim e deciding how 1935 had 
affected his personal fortunes and 
w hat the year’s economic devel­
opments portended.

John Smith heard the farm er 
was doing better, industry was 
producing more, the stock m arket 
trend  was upward, the movies 
were shoving millions into pro­
ductions, the world series drew  a 
big gate, the Baer-Louis fight gave 
Broadway its f irs t golden evening 
in years, football attendance was 
up 10 per cent.

Many Unemployed
Was the depression really  be­

hind?
He heard also that an arm y of 

unemployed num bering millions 
rem ained at the year-end, tha t the 
cost of relief was running into 
billions, tha t the attack on m ajor 
“new deal” legislation contrinued.

Was there trouble ahead?
John Smith could get any an ­

swer he wanted, depending upon 
w hat politician he asked, w hat 
statistics he consulted.

He was told th a t in the first 
eight months of 1935, the to tal in ­
come of workers rose -5.6 per cent, 
but labor economists argued tha t 
during the same period living 
costs w ent up- 5*9 per cent.

On November 5, re ta il food 
costs for the country as a whole 
w ere 6.5 per cent higher than  on 
that date a year ago. R ental costs 
were up slightly, said the depart­
m ent of labor, but there w as little 
or no change in clothing prices.

Employment was up, too. The 
governm ent’s bureau of labor sta ­
tistics said the factory em ploy­
m ent index reached in  October 
was the highest in five years, and 
the factory payroll index the high­
est in four and a half years.

Industries Gain
But John Smith was told the 

earlier introduction of new  auto­
mobile models this year account­
ed for some of the October gain.

Most im portant fall employment 
gains were in  these industries: 
automobile, blast furnace, steel, 
rolling mills, m achine tool shops, 
fu rn itu re  and knit, woolen and 
worsted goods. Employment fig­
ures remained low in brick, tile, 
m arble, granite, slate and cement 
industries, in railroad repair shops, 
in locomotive building, in hard ­
ware, in  lumber.

There were more jobs, but still 
fa r  from  enough to go around.

At the sta rt of the year, the 
relief population num bered 20,- 
669,647 persons, an all-tim e high. 
In September it fell to about 16,- 
000,000, but a new climb was ex­
pected during the w inter.

eluding about one out of every sev­
en persons, m ay not have startled 
John Smith, used to big figures 
these years. But the sum to pro­
vide work, announced by P resi­
dent Roosevelt and appropriated 
later, may well have taken his 
breath away. It was $4,880,000,- 
000.

The new program  was designed 
to provide w ork for 3,500,000. In ­
dustry, it was figured, would ab­
sorb another 3,500,000. P a rt of the 
appropriation would be used for 
tapering off the dole.

In December officials announced 
the job-creation goal had been 
reached, the federal direct relief 
was over, tha t henceforth state 
and local governments would be 
responsible for the 4,000,000 un ­
employables as well as any able- 
bodied needy not then working. 
Industry, however, had not ab­
sorbed anything like 3,500,000. 
From  October to October the in ­
crease in private payrolls was es­
tim ated a t only about 900,000 p er­
sons.
