Tragic Drama Sends
Rich Bowery Bum
Into Strait-Jacket

NEW YORK, Feb. 23. — Frank
Greges’ sudden rise from rags to
riches ended in tragedy today.

He was taken to Bellevue ' hos-
pital psychopathic ward in a strait-
jacket, his twisted mind confirmed
in its belief that Frank Greges was
God by a startling and fatal drama.

In a dank lobby of a Bowery
flop house he ranted and screamed
for the benefit of bleary eyed Bow-
ery bums.

“I am God and I'm going to kill
you, I can kill anyone who looks at
me."”

Geryswacs was amused. He
stepped from the crowd, faced
Greges, looked him full in the face.
That very instant he fell dead.

The audience faded away before
hini. Men screamed and sobbed. A
half hour later the combined
strength of five policemen was
needed to put him into a strait-
Jjacket.

To Sudden Riches

On Feb. 5, Greges, 67, was a
Bowery bum of the hopeless order.
He carried a sandwich sign through
the Wall Street district for $1 a day,
which barely sufficed to keep him
alive. One day he picked up a wal-
let from the sidewalk that contain-
cd 45,000 in negotiable bonds and
promptly turned it over to police.

From that 'moment every condi-
tion of life familiar to him from
childhood was veversed Money
poured in. Reporters interviewed
him. He was asked to talk for the
sound motion pictures and the radio.
He secured a job that paid $70 a
month.

'Then he bpecame arrogant. He had
a decided opinion on every conceiv-
able subject, and did not hesitate
to express it loudly. Then his ar-
rogance became psychopathic three
days ago, and today he was taken
to the hospital, still believing that
he was God.

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BICYCLE TEST
OXYGEN IDEA

WASHINGTON, Feb, 23—Through
tests conducted on a bicycle, the
Carnegie Imstitution has disproved

a popular theory that breathing

oxygen-rich alr increases the com-
bustion of body tissues and pro-
duces great heat-energy.

Hundreds of experiments were
conducted by Dr. Francis G. Bene-
dict of the ITnstitutien’s mutrition
laboratory to find:

1. How oxygen consumption is af-
fected when performing severe
muszsular work and also when the
same work is performed while
breathing air highly charged with
oxygen.

Recovery Period

2. How the recovery period fol-
lowing cessation of strenuous work
is affected by breathing atmosphere
with wvarying percentages of oxy-
gen content in excess of the nor-
mal amount.

In the tests, a person was mount-
ed on a bicycle controlled so that
the energy expended could be re-
gulated and constantly maintained.
A helmet to whivrh was attached
a closed-circuit respiration appara-
tus in which the oxygen content
coulqp be varied from 20 to 90 per
cent,” then was placed over his
head,

Resting Periods

The experiments proved that in
the preliminary resting period be-
fore work began, also during the
period of intense physical effort,
and finally during the period of
recovery after the work had ceased,
not
affected by excess oxygen in the
air,

Furthermore, it was found that
inhalation of oxygen-rich air had
no effect on the respiration rate
during elther rest or work. In addi-~ |
tion, the character of the material
burned in the body during the per-!
iod of muscular activity was unal- |
tered by the highly oxygenated air. |

government subsidy of $125,000 he-

At present the number of gliders
owned by these clubs totals 100,

The remarkable durability of wood used by the abori-

gines in early days for making spears is demonstrated by a
relic unearthed at Myall Creek, Dalby, Queensland, Australia.

The relic is a 100-year old spear, broken off at the end
but still about 5 feet 6 inches long. About six inches from the
point begins a set of eight fishbone carvings beautifully exe-

cuted. The first set is single-pointed, but this is followed by
seven double pointed designs.
Although the spear must have been in the ground for

many years, the wood is in a splendid state of preservation,
and the edge of the carvings is still of needle-point sharp-
ness. An aboriginal said the spear was a type carried by the
king or chief of a tribe, and was very rare in these days. A
similar specimen is to be seen in the Sydney Museum.

The first Empire air mail to arrive in New Zealand was
delivered at Auckland recently, when four mail bags, con-
taining nearly 7,000 letters, and a special bag with mail for
the Duke of Gloucester, were landed from the Orient Liner
Ovonsay from Australia, 18 days after the mail left London
by airplane. The mail was delayed in Australia jthrough an
aceident to the plane, else it would have caught an earlier
ship across the Tasman, and would have reached Auckland in
16 days from London, about 10 days faster than the fastest
titne by ocean and train. With an air connection across the
Tasman, which can be crossed in about 12 hours, the time
could be still further reduced.

DENVER, Colo., Feb. 23. — The
livestock industry of the West will
enter a new era on Aprli 15.

That was the belief of both De-
partment of Interior officials
charged with administering the
Taylor Grazing Act and livestock
men who attended the land meet-
ing here at which Secretary Harold
Fokes spoke rather brusquely on
the subject of over-exploitation of
the public domain.

April 15 is the date Ickes sug-
gested for the issuance of procla-
maticns creating about 50 grazing
districts in nine states of the West.

In Operation by Fall

LET THE YANKS COME!»

By autumn the plan will be in |
full operation. Ranchers of the re- |
gion, who grow 10 per cent of the |
nation's cattle and 50 per cent of |
its sheep, will, by that time, feed |
their stock on public ranges under
permits and with protection against
exploiters.

That is the main difference be-
{ween the New Deal and the Old |
Deal as regards the public domain, |
according to F. R. Carpenter, di-{
rector of the grazing law. Under
the Old Deal use of the public do-
main developed into a free-for-all

well established stockmen, and the |
little fellows especially, according
10 Ickes and Carpenter, will be pro-
tected against nomadic sheep grow-
ers.

In return for this protection they
will be expected to live up to rules
prescribed by state and  district
grazing advisory committees and by |
the Interior Department. Eventual- |
ly, but not this year, they will be |
expected to pay some fees.
