County Judge Clyde L. Garrett
has his eye on Cong. Thomas L.
Blanton’s seat on ‘Capitol’ Hill at
Washington. Garrett has been
openly throwing out feelers here
and there to determine sentiment.
It has been pointed out that had
Joe Jones carried Eastland coun-
ty by the majority he hoped to
achieve he would have defeated
the veteran congressman. Jones
ran well outside the county but
failed to receive the Eastland
county support that he expected.
As a matter of fact Blanton beat
him in this county, although
Jones ran ahead of Blanton in
Shackelford county, from where
Blanton began his climb to na-
tional prominence.

There is no doubt in the minds
of most observers that Garrett
can carry Eastland county with
plenty to spare. Garrett is one
of the best politicians that East-
land county or this section ever
produced. He is the sort who
“electioneers” all the time and
who constantly “grows” in poli-
tical strength. It would be a
mighty hard thing to beat him
for county judge of Eastland coun-
ty—as hard as it will be to beat
Thomas L. Blanton for congress.

But his chances outside the dis-
trict are another thing. Condi-
tions of dissatisfaction and dis-
content with Washington and na-
tional economic matters generally
do not prevail as they prevailed
ia the Blanton-Jones campaign
period when the spirit of change,
was in the air. It is quite true
that there is present a growing
dissatisfaction with the national
administration among business
leaders, but not so in this part of
the state to speak of.

Garrett is an organizer and it
is my opinion that if he should
set out to oppose Blanton with a
determination to continue at the
job long enough he would steadily
grow in strength, But to dis-
lodge Blanton from his present
strong position in the district
would be a task to be approached
with resolution and the means to
stick a long time. In Jones, Blan-
ton met a prosecutor type of cam-
paigner, one who didn’t mind the
mud, and could give with as much
vigor as he could take without
staggering. It was his element and
he was equal to the rough-and-
tumble tactics. He and Blanton
provided a political war long to
be remembered in this section for
its energy and bitterness.

Garrett, a less sensational and
arm-swinging type than Jones, is
also equal to the rough-and-tum-
ble. He has a more solid and
commanding appearance than the
vitriolic Jones and his record

Will Advertise for Bids
Early in January—
3 Contracts to be Let

J. E. Spencer, commerce Sec-
retary, has just been advised that
the highway department is now
ready to advertise for bids early
in January for the construction
of the Cisco cut-off and concrete
viaduct over the Katy tracks of
highway No. 1, He was also in-
formed, the Daily Press was told,
that the department expected to
begin construction the latter part
of January or early in February.
The route has been surveyed and
approved by the department,
Spencer said, and practically all
of the right-of-way has been se-
cured.

The new route of the highway
will leave the present highway
at the J. T. Stamps place, inter-
secting East Eighth street at the
Texas & Pacific railroad right-of-

way, and come into Cisco over East

Eighth street, and the concrete
viaduct to be constructed over

the Katy tracks.

Traversing West Eighth street
the route will be west out of Cis-
co, intersecting the present high-
way near the dynamite house lo-
cated in the F. E. Harrell pasture.

Spencer stated that the con-|

struction of this new  route will
be let in three contracts—the via-
duct, and the east unit and the
western unit separately. The to-
tal cost of the road and viaduct
it is estimated will be $160,000,
and the viaduct alone is planned
to cost $80,000. The specifica-
tions will call for completion of
this project by June 30 1936,
giving employment to the unem-
ployed for five months. To do
this, Spencer said, means the
working of a large force of men,
which is expected to practically
absorb the unemployed in this
locality.

A local option election to de-
termme whether or not beer and
wine of not more than four per
cent alcohol content by weight,
has been called in Eastland county
for January 3, it was announced
by County Judge Clyde L. Gar-
rett.

Laval Says Told Italy
Implied Oil Embargo
an Act of War.

(By Associated Press)

A Reuters News dispatch said
today 'that ‘Emperor Haile Selas-
sie was reported to have pre-
pared peace terms which includ-
ed the withdrawal of Italian
troops from Ethiopia, the recog-
nition of Ethiopia as a sovereign
state, and the payment of an
indemnity by Italy.

It is reported that Emperor
Selassie is ready to pledge that
Ethiopia would seek foreign ad-
vice, economic, administrative and
financial assistance with Italian
influence barred.

Ethiopia announced the capture
of 11 machine guns, rifles and
amunition in a skirmish on the
northern front. They accused the
Italians of attempting to provoke
a revolt against the payment of
imperial taxes.'

Italy reported heavy Ethiopian
losses in a fight which killed nine
Italian and wounded 50.

LAVAL. ASSURED OF
CONFIDENCE VOTE

Premier Laval, staking the life

Is History Repeating Itself?

ACCORDING to the morning papers it's

beginning "to look mighty menacing in
the Mediterranean where Italy is preparing
to openly resent the efforts of Great Britain
to institute an oil embargo which would de-
prive airplanes and motorized land forces of
fuel and do more to “leave the Italians out

Mediterranean over a country vastly super-
ior in sea power and naval training and
strategy. Those of you whose memories of

Rome, just looking over the borders of its |
domestic peninsula, came into conflict withl’
the Cathagenians in Sicily, valuable as a!
producer of wheat. It became obvious to,|
the astute Roman mind that there could be

no Roman security, much less empire, so

long as the power of Carthage dominated
the sea. First wars were not decisive and
the struggle went on for many years, with
Italy invaded by Hannibal, laid waste and
all but subdued by the military genius of a
man who lacked the wisdom of the conclud-
ing stroke and left the Romans their walls
upon the Tiber. Exhausted by his marches
and battles of conquest and confronted with
an elusive enemy and the marvelous Roman
ability to recuperate, Hannibal was finally
forced to return to the defense of his own
land where the Romans under Scipio were
dealing the invaders a' dose of their own
medicine. There in a decisive battle he
was defeated and Carthage was finally de-
stroyed. It required sea control of the Med-
iterranean to accomplish this task. and when
the long, long conflict first started the Ro-
mans knew practically nothing of the sea.
A stranded Carthegenian galley washed up-
on their shores provided them with the es-
sential design of a vessel of war and from
these they constructed a great fleet. It
met defeat and so did subsequent fleets sent
against the ‘enemy. But gradually the Ro-
mans developed seamanship and by provid-
ing their ships with grappling hooks and
boarding planks that could be dropped upon
an enemy deck they overcame their disad-
vantage in seamanship by employing their;
superior ability at close, hand-to-hand fight-
ing.

-

ITH control of the Mediterranean, they

were able to invade Carthage and, after
surviving the ravaging invasion of Hannibal,
to prosecute the war to a sucessful conclu-
sion.

BUT today’s modern warfare presents a

new problem, although the ends and ob-
jects of the conflict are substantially the
same, Will England rise in the guise of a
modern Carthage with control of the sea
