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Mrs. J. W. Lawrence
Passes Away Here

Another one of Cisco’s old 
settlers went to rest Thursday 
evening when Mrs. Lou Tisha 
Dow Lawrence passed away at 
the home of her son, C. H. Law­
rence at 11:50 o’clock.

Some ten days ago she suffer­
ed a rather painful accident in a 
fall at her home here. Carry­
ing her little grandson, Bobby 
Joe Lawrence, in her arms she 
started down the steps from the 
porch, when she fell to the 
ground. In some manner that 
has not yet been discovered she 
received a severe cut in one of 
her lower limbs. While ¡t was 
impossible to locatb the cause it 
is evident that she struck some 
sharp instrument in the fall, as 
it was necessary to take twenty- 
five stitches in sewing up the 
wound. Miraculously the baby 
was uninjured. Mrs. Lawrence 
not realizing her condition, but 
feeling uneasiness forfthe child, 
walked some distance to the 
home of her son, C.H. Lawrence 
carrying the baby in her arms. 
Medical aid was summoned at 
once, and it was thought she was 
fretting along very well, but com­
plications set up causing death.

She was born in Tennessee, 
rear Nashville, March 20th, 
1874, and came to Texas when 
about three years of age. She 
lived in Dallas until 1885, when 
she came with her mother, Mrs. 
E. N. Donovan, to Cisco and lo­
cated, making her home here 
continuously ever since. She 
was married to J. W. Lawrence 
here February 28th, 1892. Mr. 
Lawrence passed away January 
4th, 1926. Mrs. Lawrence has 
been a member of the First 
Methodist church here for many 
years. She was truly, one of 
God’s good women, loved and 
honored by all who knew her.

Funeral services were held at 
the residence here at 4 o’clock 
this aftsrram, Rev. T. Edgar 
Neal, presiding elder of the First 
Methodist Church of this city 
conducting services. The body 
was placed to rest beside that 
of her husband in Oakwood 
cemetery.

Deceased leaves two sons, C. 
H. Lawrence, dairyman and 
groceryman of this place; and 
Jonah Mack Lawrence, now1 
manager of the Piggly-Wiggly 
stores at Sweetwater; one sis­
ter, Mrs. J. P. McCanlies and 
one brother, Jonah Donovan, 
both of Cisco, also survive, be­
sides other relatives.

That power interests in all 
sections of the country are fol­
lowing the same procedure in 
attempting to stifle any oppo­
sition, is indicated by an editor­
ial in a recent issue of the “Ci­
tizen” , published in Champaign, 
Illinois. In an editorial titled 
“Things to Think About,” the 
editor points out several me- 

1 th°ds used by special interests 
’ to defeat municipal plants, and 
the methods used in that section 
closely resemble those that have 
been used in Texas and adjoin­
ing States. The editor of the 
“Citizen” has this to say: 

“Whenever a city decides to 
call an election to vote bonds to 
build its own light plant, the 
power interests will do every 
thing they can to defeat the 
bond issue.

THE PRESS
“ In some places they have 

controlled the town papers and 
had them working against the 
best interest ofthe city and in 
favor of the private power in­
terests. However in a few ca­
ses town papers have been 
strong for the town.

THE LAWYERS 
“ in some towns where bonds 

from owning, its own light 
plant the private power inter­
ests have hired lawyers to at­
tend all meetings and pose as 
taxpayers and oppose every one 
who spoke in favor of voting 
bonds.

THE BANKERS 
“In many towns the writerhas 

had to deal with bankers who 
were working against the best 
interests of their town and for 
the power people. The most 
notorious of these is Shelby- 
ville, Illinois and Aurora, Mis­
souri.

“ One banker in Shelbyville, 
Illinois worked to help the In- 
sul people get through an elect­
ion that took the city owned 
light plant away from the peo­
ple and will cause the citizens 
to pay tribute to Insull for many 
years.

“At Aurora, Missouri a bank­
er worked hard to keep the city 
from owning, its own lighgt 
plant, and also helped the Doh­
erty people put over a gas and 
electric franchise, binding ex- 
horbitant rates on the people 
there.

“That bank has since failed. 
Some bankers will help rob 
their own citizens in order to 
get the power company’s bank

That 
means that the principal expend­
iture of time in such travel Is in 
getting to and from the flying 
fields. We are going to have to 
gear our thinking up to a speed 
of two and three hundred miles 
an hour, whether we like to do 
it or not.— Dallas News.
