VETERANS
Question Box

Q—I am a World War II veteran
and have been totally disable for a
few months. At the end of my
sixth month of total disability, will
1 have to continue paying my Na-
tional Service Life Insurance pre-
miums or is a walver granted auto-
matically?

A—No automatic waiver of prem-
fums is ever granted. A veteran
must be totally disable for six
months before he may apply for a
walver of premium. You are en-
titled to file a claim for refund of
these premiums you paid from the
date on which the walver became
effective.

Q-—Who isentitle d to the com-
pensation or pension check receiv-
ed prior to the death of a veteran?

A—The check or checks received
prior to the veteran's death become
a part of his estate.

Q—I am a World War T veteran
and would like to know if I can get
a guaranteed loan under the pro-
visions of the GI BIill?
