By ‘Harry Ferguson
United Press Forelgn News Editor
We have all been so concerned
with the close call we had in
Korea that we have been inclined
to forget If and when World War
III comes Europe, not Asia, prob-
ably will be the main battleground.
That is where the Russians have
their strength — their enormous
army, their planes and their tanks.
This is the age of the machines
and no nation can be strong with-
out them. The main prizes are in
Europe, not Asia. The iron and
coal of the Ruhr, the industrial
centers of Britain and France, the
Skoda Works In Czechoslovakia.
Russia would like to do one of two

things: capture the factories or
destroy them s0 they could not be
used agalnst her in another world
WAar,

For a time it scemed hopeless
that the Western European nations
who are in peril ever could get
together on a common defense
plan, They were jealous of one an-
other, They wanted to put their
own Interests first and the com-
mon problem second

Plan Now Taking Shape

But while our eyes have been
fastened . on Korea, things slowly
have been happening. A plan,
largely sponsored by the United
States, has been taking shape and
it scems that at last the democ-

racies are going to be able to get
together,

Recently in New York represen-
tatives of the 12 nations that make
up the Atlantic alllance came to
an agreement. Their plan is to
pool about 50 divisions of troops—
roughly 1,000,000 men—and keep
them on guard against the day
when Russia may march westward
in Europe. Each nation will as-
sume the responsibility for certain
parts of the program. France will
contribute  heavily to ground
troops. Britain will supply the bulk
of the naval power. The United
States will be chiefly responsible
for strategic bombing — dropping
atomic bombs at the right place

Armed Forces Will
Increase Number To
New. Highs In 1951

The armed forces, barring an
unusual change in plans, will have
a total strength of 2,644,000 by
June 30, 1951, an analysis of avail-
able data reveals.

The Navy, Marine Corps and
Alr Force ‘have disclosed firm
goals for that date. But the Army
has covered up Its proposed
strength, primarily by refusing to
say how many Natlonal , Guards-
men and Organized Reserves will
be called.

The Navy plans a total strength
of 570,805 by June 30, 1951. Tts
strength was 393,803 last June 30,

The Marine Corps, with 74200
on July 1, has a target' of 166,155
for next June 30, It now is only
43,000 short of its goal

The Alr Force Is alming for
568,000 by mid - 1951, compared
with 411,000 when the Korean war
broke out.

How Army Stacks Up

Here, roughly, is the Army pilc-
ture:

It had 591700 on June 1, has
called up 120,035 Reserve officers

and enlistees on an individual
basis, and has announced it will
