Charles Greenblatt, whose eye
wag removed because of a tumor, of-
fered it to the surgeons and the cornea,
still alive, was removeq and grafted
to Ferguson's member.

The medical world awaited the re-
sult anxiously and there was great
interest when the bandages were re-
