“In the past we have not been
permitted to make loans to part
time farmers,” Lnch sald. “No
we can make such Joans and this
new authority is very important
during the drought to farmers

The new law provides broader
authority to assist hmlly-type!
farmers with loans to Improve
and operate their farms, It also
authorizes, as a part of the
Rural Development program,
loans for operating and devel-
oping farms where the farmer
has part-time employment off
the farm. Included in the broad-
er atuhority are loans for re-
financing existing debts and an
increase in  the maximum
amount that can be advanced
for operating loans.

INJUNCTIONS, MANDAMUS
ARE SPECIAL REMEDIES

Sometimes you see newspaper
storles telling how various courts
have Issued “Injunctions"” to
protect the owner of a patent
from infringement, to stop
someone from putting up a
building which would be a haz-

which might harm one or more
persons. Occasionally you read
where a “writ of mandamus” has
been directed against some pub.
lic official. This column will
briefly explain both of these ex-
traordinary legal remedies.

The Injunction got its- name
because in the old days the Eng-
lish king commanded (*enjolin-
ed") special action when an or-
dinary court action could not
solve a problem at hand. Today
it is an order requiring a per-
son (or corporation) to refrain’
from doing a particular act.

As a rule, one would first get
L Q.

“TARRARALY - RSO,
der" which-would stop someone
from doing something harmful—
like polluting a stream or an-
noying the peace of your home.
By granting it the judge pre-
serves the status quo until a
hearing has been held to hear
both sides of the controversy.
Uusually, if you want an In-
Junction, your lawyer-will take
sworn statements Into court to
show that your grievanceé Is one
which could be taken care of
only by an Injunction.

Often you must put up a bond
to make up for any damage you
do the other side if the court
doesn’t see things your way.

After you've made your re-
quest, the court arranges to hear
the other side.
