EATH D8 JONE 1

Dr, Crommelin of London has

been engaged in computing the pro
bable path of the comet Pons-Win-
neck which is expected to approach
very near the earth next Jupe, His

estimate of the perihelion passage is
June 15, with an uucertainty ot ten
days ane way or the other. The
perihelion distance is neariy the
same as that of the earth irom the
sun at the end of June and if the
comet could manage to postpone
its perihelion passage until June 27
or 28 the earth might find a ch-
ance of being oveataken by it, In
any case there is a considerable
probability of an extensiyve shower
of meteors:associated with the com-
et. At the last passage in 1916
numerous meteors were seen proba-
bly belonging to the comet,

Dr. Crommelin has reason to
think that the comet is really the
same as a comet discovered in 1706,
Anybody who is atraid of a colli-
sion between the earth and the com-
et need only migrate to the southern
hemisphere to avoid the risk,

NOW BUILDING IN CROSS PLAINS

HENRY STARR SHOT N
ARKANSAS BANK ROBBERY

Henry Starr, notorious Oklahoma
bandit was probably fatally wound-
ed last Friday when he (with two
other men backed officials of the
People’s Bauk of Harrison Ark.,

into the vault while attempting to
rob the institution.

One of the officials who had hid-
den a rifle in the vault obtajned the
weapon and as he backed into the
vauit shot Starr down and opened
fire at the other two who escaped,

Starr was shot through the body
just below the heart and now is in
the county jail. Ph¥sicians said
there was little chance for him to re-
cover. The three bandits entered the
benk shortly before noon and draw’
ing pistols, ordered the officials and
employes to put vp their hands,
They did so but before they could
be locked in the vault W. I. Mey~
ers, a former president and one of
the principal stockholders, entered.
He also was ordered into the wvault
and backed into it, Mcr. Meyers
bad concealed a rifle in the vault
and in the darkness was able to ob-
tained it an open tire before his in-
tension became koown.

Starr lying wounded on a bed at
the county jail admitted his identity,
His companions are reported sur-
rounded ina wood two miles south
of Harrison by an armed posse of
more than 100 men,

Starr underwent an operation at
the jail made in an effort to save
his life, and dictated telegrams to
his wife ar Tulsa and hia son Henry
Starr Jr., at Oklahoma City, tell-
ing them that he was dving.

*'I always expected to die with
my boots on,"” Starr told ofticers
there. :

He gave the names of his two
companions as Buck Davis and
Tom Jones.

The robbers obtained no money.
Starr had $6,000 stuffed in his
pockets and was seeking all the

dered the cashier to open the safe,
The bandits cut all the telephone
wires, isolating Harrison tempora-
rily from the outside world.

At latest reports Starr was still
alive, but physicians who are at
tending him have little hope for his
recovery, The two robbers who
escaped from Harrison were cap
tured in Oklahoma.

STATE MEETING OF W. 0.W.
0 FROTEST RATE INGREASE

Members of the Woodmen of the
World and Woodmen Circle from
all parts of the State were scheduled
to meet in Fort Worth on Tuesday
oi this week. The purpose of the
meeting was to bring the members
in caucus and frame a state-wide

protest against the rate increase
which went into effect the first of
last year.

This rate increase almost doubled
the assessmeats under which the

This parable, like that of the ten
virgins, is assocfated with the Second
Joming of Christ. In both instances
the udpreparedness for His coming on
the part of the people is exhibited. In
that of the ten virgins their unreadi-
ness consisted in their fallure of in-
ward life—absence of the Holy Ghost.
In this of tlie talents it consisted in
their failure to properly use the gifts
which had been intrusted to them. The
first was failure to wateh; the second,

failure to work:
I. The Distribution of the Talents
(vv. 14, 15).

1. It was a sovereign act. He called
His own servants and distributed to
them his own money. The Lord did
noi consult us as to our gifts,

2. It was an intelligent act. “‘Accord-
ing to his several ability.,” The God
who made us knows our abllity to .use
gifts, therefore has made the distribu-
tion upon that basis, The feason some
have greater gifts than others is due to
the fact that they possess the ability
to use them.

3. It was a purposeful act. The tals
énts were given to. be traded with.
They were not glven to bhe used for
one's own galn and profit, but as stock
In trade for the enrichment and glory
of the Master.

Il. The Employment of the Talents
(vv, 16-18).

1. All the servants recognized that
the talents were not their own—that
they were responsible to the Lord for
the use made of them. We are not re-
sponsible'for the creation of gifts, but
for the employmeng of such gifts as
have been given to us.

2. Two servants used their talents.
The five talented man put his to use
and gained five more. The twc tal-
ented man put his to use and gained
two more. This shows that God's gifts
can be Increased., The exercise of any
gift increases it. The faithful use of
what we have in fhe place we are will
prepare us for greater usefulness and
honor.

3. The one hid his talent. The fact
that one possesses but one talent
should not discourage him, but should
make him strive harder. God sees not
reward according to what we possess,
but according to our faithfulness. The
erime of the one talented man was not
that he had but one talent; but that
he hid the talent which the Lord gave
him.

11l. The Accounting for the Talents
(vv. 19-30).

1, Its certainty. There i3 a day
coming when all must give an’ ac-
count of. eur stewardship.

2. The time, This will be at the
coming of the Lord. If we have done
well we shall then have praise. If we
have been unfaithful we shall then be
cast out from the presence of the
Lord. Watchfulness Is not Idleness.

3. The judgments announced. (1) Re-
ward of the falthful. (a) Praise—
“Well done." We all like to be praised.
How blessed will it be to hear from
the very lips of the Lord the word
“well done!” (b) Promotion—"Be
thou ruler over many things.” Promo-
tion is desirable to all. Much of that
to which we look forward in life is
the passing from lower to higher privi-
leges and positions. (c¢) Entrance
upon the joy of the Lord. The five-
talented man and the two-talented man
received the same praise and same
promotion. (2) Punishment of tha
faithless, The one-talented man lled
when brought to account. The talent
when dug up was not the same as when
it was buried—it was not of the same
weight, Gifts unused are lost. The
natural eyes lose their power If we
live continnally in darkness. Thir Is
true spiritually. The one who ceases
to grow in knowledge and grace loses
the capacity to grow. (a) Reproach—
he was called slothful and wicked. To
be called lazy Is a reprodch which
even the lazy man dislikes, (b)
Stripped. The talent which was given
to him was taken from him. (e¢) Cast
out. He was condemmed on his own
ground. The very fart that he knew
the character of the Lord should have
been an incentive for him to have ex-
erted himself. His condition was his
own fault. In the day of aceounts
there will be no excuse to be made.

Congress Begins to Show Alarm Over
the Increasing Unemployment

nAg Throughout the Country.

- Congress has begun to show sign:
of concern about the widespread un-
employment problem, as reyealed by
the Department of Labor survey show-
ing approximately 8,500,000 persons
out of work.

Senator Kenyon of Iowa, chairman
of the senate labor committee, wired
the mayors of principal cities asking
them to supply information as to un-
employment and submit suggestions for
remedial legislation,

He also introduced a resolution call-
ing upon the President to take meas-
ures to push work on public works
already authorized, He- pointed out
that activity along this line would not
only give employment to large num-
bers directly but would give work to
additional numbers on the large
amounts of material required.

The American Federation of Labor
regards the Department of Labor fig-
ures as low, and estimates as many
as 8,000,000 men jobless.

BRITISH MINERS SEE BOOST

Record Postwar Output Achieved for
Week Under System of Sliding
Scale Bonuses.

Put on thelr mettle by the prospects
of sliding scale bonuses for increased
production, the coal miners of Britain
have put their backs into the work and
achieved a record postwar output of
5,307,000 tons for one week. If this
rate is maintained for five weeks their
pay will be increased by about $250,-
000,000 in the cowming year.

Five weeks were selected by the gov-
ernment as a test period as part of the
recent coal strite settlement. The
miners were told that if they pro-
' duced between 258,000,040 and 262,000,
000 tons in a year of U aveeks they
would get an extra 3 shillicgs and 6
pence a day (normally equivi’ent to
about 87 cents) from January 3, 1821,
and that when their output reache_d

lings extra.

At their latest rate they are pro-
ducing at the rate of 265,350,000 tons
a year, just under the 4 shilling mark.

British Trade Unions May Fuse.

A conference of representatives of
four British unions, recently held, dis-
cussed a ‘scheme for amalgamation,
which will, when ecompleted, it Is
claitned, crente the largest single trade-
union organization in the world, with
an immediate total membership of over
one million. The unions affected by
the amalgamation are: National Un-
fon of General Workers, Workers' un-
fon, Municipal Employees’ association,
and National Amalgamated Union of
Labor. The conference completed a
draft of proposals for the amalgama-
tion of the four unions. This will be
submitted to the executives of each of
the unions concerped, with a view to
any possible amendments they may
desire to put forward.

~ Give Up Communistic ldea.

The metal workers at Chatelineau,
aear Charlerol, Belginum, who had oc-
cupied plants there with the inten-
tion.of runuing them on a communistie
plan, have been induced by the labor
leaders to  leave the wvarious works
and order has been restored. The un-
emnployed in eastern Flanders, includ-
ing textile workers, are estimated now
to number 45,000.

Building Trades Plans.

At a meeting of representatives on
the building trades of Lawrence, Mass,,
it was decided to call a meeting in
Boston seon to plan the formation of
a New England Building Trades' asso-
elation, This association will be
founded to stabilize building eonstruc-
tion throughout New England and alse
to readjust working conditions.

Refuse to Allow Wage Reduction.

By a decision of the United States
Raftlway Labor board notices of wage
reduvtions on the Atlanta, Birmingham
& Atlantie railway, which was to have
been effective on February 1, were
ordered rescinded. The board declded
that the railroad companies must pre-
sent a petition before the board for
any reductlon in wages.

Refuse Reduction in Wages.

Refusing to accept a 20 per cent
wage reduction, 150 molders and la-
borers of the Chicage Hardware Foun-
dry company, North Chicago, went on
strike, claiming an agreement with the
company's president, John. Sherwin,
that the molders seale would continug
at $8.40 until May 1.

City Council Rejects “Open Shop.®

The Cleveland city council ignorea
the protest of the Builders’ exchange
against the closed-shop policy in con-
struetion of public buildings, especially
as applied to the new ecity hospital,
where, under the direct-labor method,
non-union workers are barred.

For a small family that enjoys fresh
erisp doughnuts a small recipe which
makes two dozen

Drop Dough-
nuts.—Take one
egg, separate,

Jelly Doughnuts.—Dissolve one yeast
cake and one tablespoonful of sugar
In one and one-fourth cupfuls of milk

stand in n warm plaee until lght—
about three.quarters of an hour. Add
the sponge to three tablespoonfuls of
butter, one-half cupful of sugar, one
well-heaten esz, one teaspoonful of
salt and three more cupfuls of fAour.
Let rise two hours, roll out to one-
third inch In thickness, ent with a
cookie cutter. Streteh the dough, add
one teaspoonful of jelly, wet the edges
and squeeze together. Cover and let
rise again for forty-five minutes. Then
drop in deep fat and cook two to three
minutes on each side,

Deughnut . Balls.—Mix fogether ona

Oatmeal Cakes.— Add
one-half eupful of milk to
two cupfuls of boiled oat-
- meal, two tablespoonfuls
of melted butter, two well-beaten eggs,
one teaspoonful of salt, three table-
spoontuls of sugar, one cupful of flour
sifted with two teaspoonfuls of bak-
Ing powder. Beat well and bake on a
greased griddle.

Honey Hermits.—Take one cupful of
fat, one and one-half eupfuls of warm
honey, three eggs well beaten, one tea-
spoonful of salt, two teaspoonfuls of
cinnamon, one teaspoonful of soda, one
ecupfnl each of chopped nuts and rais-
ins. Flour to roll. Bake in a moder-
ate oven.

Caramel Rice Pudding.—pool; one
half cupful of rice in hoiling salted
water. Drain and blunch by rinsing
with ecold water in a colander or sfeve,
Cool. and add two well-beaten legg
yolks, one-half cupful of brown sugar,
one-half ewplul of raisins: flavor with
vanilla, adil a dash of ecinnamon and
one-half eupful of nutmeats. Baké
until irown and add the lieaten whites
85 a meringnie. Brown the meringue
and serve with cream, sweetened with
caramel sirup. To make the - sirup,
brown ‘a few tablespoonfuls of sugar
in n smooth saucepan. stireing until
melted and browa. Add a few table-
spoonfuls of water and when melted
serve,

Delmonico Pudding.—Turn a pint
can of peaches with the sirap into . a
pudding dish. Heat ane pint of milk
in" a double bhofler; stir one-third of
a enpful of cornstarch fo a smooth
paste with half a teaspoenful of salt
and one-half eupful of edld milk, then
stir and eook in the hot milk until the
mixture thickens: dover and cook fif-
teen minutes. Beat the yolks of two
eges, add one-third of a. cupful of
sngar amd beat again, then stlr Into
the hot mixture; continne to cook
until the ecg is enoked. Pour over the
peaches. Beat the whitas of two eggs
very light then add four tabléspoon-
fulk of sugar and spread over the pud-
ding; sprinkle a little suzar over the
meringue and cook in a slow oven ten
minutes, then increase the heat 1o
colar the merlngue. Serve neither
very hot nor very cold.

DEPOSITORY LAW BILL  BANK ROBBERS FOILED |LAW ENFORCEMENT IS
IN RAID; STARR SHOT| ASKED BY GOV. NEFF

BY PAGE IS PASSED

TERMED BY STATE TREASURER
AS A PIECE OF DISTRESS
LEGISLATION.

IS NOW WITH GOVERNOR

Designed for Relief of the Banks Used
as State Depositories in Last
Two Years,

Augstin, Texas.—An amendment to
the state depository law embodied in
& bill by Senator Page, which has
passed both houses and gone to the
governor for his signature is termed
by state treasurer Buker as a piece of
distress legislation.

The state treasurer refers to it as
such for the reason that it was desizg-
nated for the relief of such banks
used as state depositories during tha
last two years as might be distressed
by the sudden withdrawal, March 1,
of sums ranging from $10,000 to $100,
000 which have been on deposit with
them since 1919 and which were con-
signed to other banks when the new
bids for the state deposits were open-
ed, Feb, 18.

Pransfer of the funds under the old
depository law would have beén made
Mareh 1, next, but when it was ascer
tained that some of the banks, owing
to the prevailing financial situation
and shortage of funds, might be ser-
iously inconvenienced or even ruined
by the withdrawal of such large
amounts at one time the Page bill, or
amendment, was framed anda introdue-
ed in the senate, with approval of the
state depository board, which consists
of the attorney general, the commis-
sioner of insurance and banking and
the state treasurer. '

Under provisions of the bill, those
of the banks in which about $5,000.-
000 of state funds is now on deposit
under the old contract made two years
ago, and which did net bid high
enough to obtain state deposits for
the next two years, will not have the
deposits withdrawn in bulk Mareh 1,
unless they are able fo procure from
other sources sufficient funds to re-
place the state money which they
have on deposit to tide them over the
present emergency. Instead of a sud-
den withdrawal of the funds from gome
of the banks at the end of the month
for transference to the new deposj-
tories, the depository board is clothed
with discretion in regard to the with-
drawal and may extend the tite of
withdrawal at its diseretion.

(WILL DISTILL LIGNITE

IN BOWIE COUNTY

Company Formed to Develop Texas

Deposits On Commercial Scale.

Washington:—A  distillation .plant
for the development of lignite mined
in Texas, Oklahoma. Louisiana and
Arkansas is to be established at Car
bondale, Bowie county, Texas, by a
company recently organized of St,
Louis capital, which proposes to pro
duce the fuel on a commercial scale.
Capitalization of the new company iz
$1,800,000. It® has acquired 500 acres
of lignite land near Carbondale and
expects to have a plant of 600 tong'
capaeity in operation by June 1.

This is said to be the first attempt
to develop lignite on a large scale and
by scientific methods, such as havae
been followed for some years in Buropa
and as is now being done in Canada
with government aid. For many years
the lignite of central Europe has been
in similar use, both for fuel and for
the by-products it yields. It was from
her lignite that Germany was able to
obtain much coal tar which became
the basis of its commercial importance
in the manufacture of dyestuffs and
furnished explosives during the war.
In its development as a fuel in central
Europe, chemical tests demonstrated
that lignite carries a higher percent-
age of yaluable by-products than coal
and that these may be extracted by
means of distillation. The residue,
pressed. into brigquettes, comprises a
fuel almost egual to anthracite,

Mary MacSwiney Speaks in Dallas.

NOTORIOUS BANDIT IS SERIOUS-

LY WOUNDED AT HARRISON,

ARKANSAS. A

Harrison, Ark—Henry Starr, noto-
rions Oklahoma bandit, wag seriously
wounded Friday when he with two
other men backed officials of the
FPeople’s Bank of Harrison into the
vault while attempting to rob the in-
stitution. One of the stockholders,
who had hidden a rifie in the vault,
obtained the weapon and as he back-
ed into the vault shct Starr down and
opened fire at the other two, who es-
caped.

Starr was shot through the body,
just below the heart, and now is in
the county jail.

Starr is paralyzed in the right side
from the wound, physicians say.
They have:extvacted. the bullet.

The three bandits entered the bank
shortly before noon and, drawing pis-
tols, crdered the officials and em-
ployes to put up their hands. They
did so, but before they could be lock-
ed in the vault W, I, Mevers, a for-
mer president and one of the principal
stockholders, entered. He also was
ordered into the vault and backed into
it.

Mr. Meyers had concealed a rifla in
the vault and in the darkness was able
to obtain it and epen fire before his
intention became known. ’

The two bandits who escaped fled
in a motor ear which they had driven
to the door, but after driving a mile
south of towh they set the machine
on fire and escaped into the hills.

The robbers. obtained no money, as
Starr had $8,000 stuffed in his pockets
and was seeking all the currency in
the bank when he ordered the cashier
to open the gafe.

“l have” robbed more banks than
any man in the United States,” Dr.
Fowler quoted Starr as telling him.

“It doesn’t * pay,” the bandit con-
tinued. “I was in debt $2,000 and had
to have money, so I turned bank rob-
ber again. 1 am sorry, but the deed
is done.”

COLDEST WEATHER OF
WINTER IS PREDICTED

week, according to a special bialletin
forecast issued by the weather bureau.

“The general distribution of baro-
metrical pressure -over the Padific
Ocean and Alaska has undergone a
profound change within the last sever-
al days and it has vecome of the type
that is the forerunner of cold weather
in the United States generally east of
the Rocky Mountains. [The outleok,
therefore, is for much colder weather
generally east of the Rocky Motuntains
during the next several days. It seems
probable that the eoldest weather of
the winter may be expected over
much of the country during the com-
ing week.

SAYS SUPREMACY OF THE LAW

IS ESSENTIAL TO PUBLIC

WELFARE OF STATE

“’Austin, Texas—In an exhdrtation ad-
dress “To the People of Texas,” and
also beseeching the legislature, Gover-
nor Neff pleads for law and order and
for laws enabling the officers to en-
force the law, likewise [or speeches,
sermons and editoria s “that will help
to create a respect for and obedience
to the laws of Texas.”

Governor Neff, in his appeal, says
the constitution charges him with
seeing that the laws are faithiully ex-
ecuted, and in furtherance of that he
has importuned the legiclature to en-
act a law enabling him asd- the attor-
ney gzeneral to remove negligent offi-
cers; also that he nas recominended
the repeal cf the suspended sentence
law, ta which he attributes muech of
the crime in Texas, but that both re-
commendations are -threatened with
defeat in the legislature. He wants
them carried out. i

“The supremacy of the law is ab-
solutely essenlial to the public wel-
fare.,” says the governor. “its enforce-
ment is the only assurance and safe
guard of society,

*“The goed name of Texas is at stake.
Her proud eszCutcheon is being hourly
defiled by criminal lawbreakers.

“The constitution declares that the
governor ‘shall cause the.laws to be
faithfu ly executed.’

“I have also asked for the repeal of
the suspended sentence law, that tnrs
loose anong the people each year
more than 1,000 convicted criminals.
This recommendation is in danger of
defeat. In addition to those released
by this suspended sentence law, for
the last eight years there has. been
turned out of the penitentiary by par-
dons and paroles over 1,000 convicts
a year. No weonder those eriminally
ineclined hsld in contempt our laws.

“Under our form of government, tha
pecple are the source of all power.
They are the state and the trustees of
its: dignity, honor and glory, They
are the responsible for the; enforce-
ment of the law. [ts enforcement is
impossible in the absence of a sound,
wholesome moral public sentiment.
The issue has been clearly drawn in
Texas between law and lawlessness.

“As governor, 1 am ready to accept
crime's hrazen challenge. 1 am- unwill-
ing to admit that the tass of stamping
out the spirit of lawlessness is beyond
the power of the state,

“J kidly ask that every preacher who
preaches, every speaker who speaks,
and every writer who writes, regard-
less of race, or class, or caste, or poli-
tics or re.igion, a sermon he preached,
a speech be made and an editorial be
written that will hielp to create a re-
spect for and an obedience to thé laws
of Texas."

University Librarian Wanders
Wide in Search of Volumes
Needed by Institution.

PICKS UP RARE BARGAINS

London Always Good Hunting Ground
for Book Buyer, and Readjust-
ment Is Bringing Valuable
Collections Upon Market

Palo, Alto, Cal.—George T. Clark,
fibrarian of the university, Is back at
Stanford, after a year of travel in
which he encircled the globe. He car-
ried with him a *want list” eompris-
ing 6270 velumes for which the uni-
versity had been seeking for some
years but which, by reason of thelir
rarity or inaccessibillty, it had not
been suceessful in aequiring. Aside
from purchase from the list, Mr. Clark
was in a position to take advantage
of favorable opportunifies as. they
might arise for the acquisition of oth-
er ‘deslrable material. Altogether
about 11,000 volumes will be added to
the library as the direct result of
the tour.

Found in Japan and China.

Japan, the first country visited. did
not yield mueh on his “want Hst," but
otherwise proved bibliographically in-
toresting, At the lmperial university
library of Tokyo he was shown,
among other treasures there pre-
gserved, a deed making conveyance of
real property in the ninth century, a
Buddhist manuseript about 1,000
years old and the first set of movable
type (wooden) used in Japan.

Of particular Interest, however,
was the George 1. Morrison Asiatic
lihrary, probably' -the best ecollection
In existence of books about China.
Doctor Morrison, who died in Eng-
jand a few months age, was the rep-
regentative of the London Times at
Peking from 1805 to 1912, and after-
ward politieal adviser to the Chinese
government.  Writing of his library
Doctor Morrison sald: *It is the re-
gult of an effort sustained during
more than twenty years to form a
comprehensive collection of books,
papers, pamphlets, prints and engrav-
ings dealing with the Chinese at home
and abroad, and with China and her
dependeneies, past and present, in
every subject and in every European
tanguage.”

published in 1740 was being sought,
and & certain dealer offered one pub-
lished in 1752, explaining that the
text was Identical with that ef the
1740 edition, a statement easily wverl-
fied. In another instance a dealer
gave tlie early history of a ecertain
medical journal, begun in the middle
of the last centurv, and which
gone through various transformations
with changes of name. A dealer in
the south of Loadon showed a sur-
prising knowledge of his stock, which
ranged from 30,000 to 40,000 volumes,
When Mr. Clark submitted to him a
Iist of various editions of Shakespeare
desired, the dealer looked over the
list, said he had only one of them on
hand, and turning to an assistant,
told him fo go upstairs and get that
copy of the Johnson & Stevens Shake-
speare in the front room third shelf
from the top on the right hand side.

In London Mr. Clark was able to
obtain ' 12 editions of Shakespeare,
which the English department of the
university has been eager to obtain.
Among the most interesting of these
is that of Rowe, published in 1700-10,
the first illustrated Shakespeare pub-
lished, and the beautiful Halliwell
edition, published in 16 volumes, be-
tween 1853 and 1865,

Much Philesophical Lore.

In Epgland also he was able to
complete the Stanford set of the
toyal soclety of London philosophical
transactions, obfaining volumes €Ov-
ering the period from 1065 to 1800, It
has heen sald that if all other rec-
ords 'of modern secientific achleve-
meént were wiped out theé records of
this society would preserve everything
of value in that direction. Compara-
tively few Amoriém libraries have
the complete file. Mr. Clark was able
to obtain these early volmmes throngh
the fact that he happened to be in
London just in time to reap fhe ad-
vantage of a PBritish nobleman’s con-
solidating three estates, @ process
which threw on the market this val-
uable set.

At Cambridge, England, Mr. Clezk
met & bookman who had been tm-
nected with one firm for 4¢ yearg in
premises which had been used as a
hookshop for 300 years. Another in-
stance of life-long service was met in
the case of the curator of the map di-
vision of Cambridge university U-
brary. The eollection includes 150,
000 maps, which it is this man's am-
