Business men in Cross Plains 
were equally appreciative of the 
warmer period as seasonal buying 
has been greatly handicapped and 
curtailed by the delay in the mov-
ement of the two "money crops." 

Produced men here were also 
happier yesterday with the forecast -' 
of continued warm weather. Tur-
keys, being bought for the Thanks-
giving market, are being brought 
here by the truck loads. The pr' 
ice, several cents higher than at 
any time in recent 'years, is brin-
ing thousands Of dollars to 
section.

He said 
the program is going to continue 
with the great number of farmers 
voting for it whether the courts de-
clare it constitutional or not. The 
farmers have voted 9 to 1 for it to 
go on and it has been passed by the 
congress to continue for 4 more 
years. "'Cs not a matter of the 
constitution that we are concerned 
with but to get for the farmer all 
that is due him under the consti-
tution that the AAA is working to 
gain" he stated. 

The new program that is soon 
to' be released is one that was dr-
awn by farmers who have followed 
down the row behind the plow sh-
ares from every cotton producing 
state and has been accepted by the 
Secretary of Agriculture. It is a 
program of the farmers, for the 
farmers, by the farmers. It will 
run for 4 years and has tried to. 
correct the mistakes that have been 
found in the first program ever 
enacted for the cotton producer.

BIRDS PLENTIFUL AS 
DUCK SEASON OPENS 
WEDNESDAY MORNING 

Several local duck hunters were 
on the firing line Wednesday mor-
ning, when the 30 day season, ex-
tended through December 19 open-
ed. 

Due to the presence of more wa-
ter, as well as more feed, ducks 
are more abundant this season th-
an last, and hunting is being per-
mitted every day ha the week. Only 
three days a week were open last 
year. The bag limit, however, will 
be 10 birds a day, and one may not 
have more than 10 in his possession 
at one time. There is also a limit 
of four, in the aggregate, on geese 
and brant that a hunter may have 
in his pdssession. 

Duck stamps, which are available 
at the post office for one dollar, 
must be bought regardless of where 
the hunter operates, but only if he 
goes outside his own county is he 
required to buy the two dollars st-
ate license. 

Several new federal restrictions 
have been imposed and W. T. St-
John, district game warden, has 
said that all game wardens have 
been instructed by the game, fish 
and oyster commission to cooper-
ate she hundred per cent in enfor-
cement of these rgulations. They 
provide: 

Ruling on Guns. 
That migratory game birds shall 

not be taken with or by means of 
an automatic-loading or hand-op-
erated repeating shotgun capable 
of holding more than three shells, 
the magazine of which has not been 
cut off, or plugged with a ohs-pi-
ece metal or wooden filler incap-
able of removal through the load-
ing end so as to reduce the cap-
acity of the gun to 'not more than 
three shells at one loading. 

That migratory gains birds may 
be taken from a blind, boat, or 
floating device (except a sinkbox 
(battery), powerboat, sailboat, dr 
any floating craft or device towed 
by a power boat or sailboat) not 
more than 100 feet from the shore 
line as determined by ordinary hi-
gh water, or not more than 100 feet 
from any natural growth of vege-
tation protruding above the water 
extending from Or existing beyond 
such shore line. 

That waterfowl may not be tak-
en with or by aid of corn, wheat, 
oats, or other grain, or prelducts 
thereof, salt, or any kind of feed 
by whomsoever, or fdr whotsoever 
purpose, placed, deposited, distrib-
uted, scattered, or otherwise put 
out in any environment, where 
such waterfowl are lured, attrac 
or enticed to the hunter.

From the Boston Transcript: 
The three R's, 'Reading, 'Riting and 'Rithmetic," 

taught in the day of the little red schoolhouse, did not 
comprise the entire curriculum; there was a fourth R, 
that played a vital part in the education of our hardy 
first settlers, whose industry and thrift built up this 
nation. The fourth R was Religion and the pursuit of 
Righteousness. 

tfe belief that man was a spirit and not merely a 
body,, was not then considered debatable, and in the tr-
ainiitlg of a child the spiritual welfare was looked upon 
as the primary consideration. This point of view elicits 
small consideration today, though many find our present 
method sadly inadequate and a- e now stressing the 
need of placing far greater emphasis upon the teach-
ing of gcpcl citizenship. These critics find that it pro-
fits little if a pupil excel in the three R's, and other br-
anches of learning, if he comes forth a clever little crook 
devoid of principle, an adept at lying and cheating, and 
with no iompunction as to the appropriation of another's 
good. 

Good citizenship is only to be obtained by implanting 
in the youthful minds those principles and standards 
which have in the past formed the foundation of our 
Christian communities, where upright and honorable cit-
izens, were trained to fear God and uphold the laws and 
to respect the rights of their fellow men. If such pr-
warns you when he is thinking up a lie. ,He repeats 
not likely to be acquired in later years. 

Improvement In Health 
The great strides that public health has made in Am-

erica in the present generation are striningly illustrat-
ed by a remark by Dr. George Crile of Cleveland before 
the 25th clinical congress of the American College of 
Surgeons, in San Francisco. 

"One of every ,17 persons in the United States and 
Canada went to hospitals last year," said Dr. Crile. 
"But that is much less than one decade ago, when one of 
10 went to a hospital. 

Here is unmistakable evidence of a sharp rise in the 
general level of public health. A number of factors are 
responsible: advances in the science of medicine itself, 
unceasing vigilance on the part of public health depart-
ments, and general improvement in health education of 
the public at large.
