In Texas the ponies go round and
round a track, all bets go through
a pari-mutuel, and a sizable tax is
ideposited in the state treasury. One
quarter of all such tax moneys re-
ceived. goes to the department of ag-
riculture, to be used in the purch-
ase, distribution and maintenance
of purebred jacks and stallions, for
use of any breeder in the state.

iWhen the first funds for this pu-
urpose became available in Janu-
ary, 1934, there were thousands of
farms in Texas devoid of both mul-
es and horses. There was a severe
shortage of high-grade stallions and
jacks in the state and so few were
the colts being raised that the av-
erage age for the state was ten
years plus.

January of 1936 found Commis-
sioner of Agriculture J. E. McDon-
ald the largest purchager of jacks

Applications have been made for
2000 more sires to the State depart-
ment of agriculture. While it is
not likely that the final program
will include that many it is the
aim of the department to supply
every county with high-grade. sires
to replenish the ranks of work
stock in Texas, which is 20 per
