There convened in the Court 
House in Clarendon, Thursday 
night, December 29th, a group of 
interested voters, to discuss the 
approaching election to be held 
in Clarendon and Ashtola, Jan u ­
ary 21, 1956, on the question of 
deciding if part of Donley County 
will be included in a proposed 
Underground W ater Control Dis­
trict, and to decide who the 
director w ill be and to vote a 
TAX on the land in such propos­
ed District.

Every voter present, w ithout a 
single exception voted to reject 
such District and to be against 
such TAX.

This group consisted of voters 
from Jericho, Ashtola, M artin and 
Clarendon, the four voting pre­
cincts affected by such proposed 
D istrict election.

This group of voters further 
decided that they were not op­
posed to an Underground W ater 
Control District, if it were con­
fined to the bounds of Donley 
County; but that they were op­
posed to going into a district as 
the one proposed, consisting of 
parts or all of the following 
Counties: Potter, Carson, H utch­
inson, Armstrong, Donley, Gray, 
Roberts and Hemphill. They felt 
th a t the w ater situation as well 
as the  surface of the land was so 
different in these Counties to 
w hat it is in Donley, that we here 
in  Donley County did not proper­
ly  fit in the big district, proposed. 
Then to these voters felt like a 
sm aller district could be operated

much more cheaply, and without 
having to levy a TAX op the land 
w ithin such district.

This group of voters further 
agreed to work against the elec­
tion called for January  21st and 
tell their friends their views. All 
voters, rendering property, either 
personal property or real prop­
erty, for taxes, in the town of 
Clarendon, and in parts of Je ri­
cho, M artin and Ashtola have a 
right to vote.

Location Selected For 
New Test Well

According to Allen J. Bryan, 
the location for a new deep test 
well has been selected in Donley 
County and drilling operations 
are  expected to begin w ithin the 
next two weeks. Mr. Bryan has 
just completed leasing 30,000 
acres to form this block and make 
drilling operations possible.

The location of the test is 
northwest of the northeast quar­
ter, Sec. 50, block 20, H. & GN RR 
survey and the well will be 
known as the E. B. Clark Drilling 
Co. No. 1 Gentry. The Gentry 
place is about 12 miles southeast 
of Clarendon.

The E. B. C lark Drilling Co, of 
W ichita Falls will drill the test to 
a depth of 6,500 feet, production 
or granite.

Purpose of the census is to en ­
able the state agency to obtain  
an estim ate on the am ount of 
money tha t will be needed to
finance the schools f r the n ex t 
year.

Included in the census w ill be 
all children who will be six years 
of age on or before Sept. 1, 1956, 
and m ose who have not reached 
their 18th birthday by the sam e 
date. The per capita paym ent to 
the local school system from  the  
state funds is based on this cen­
sus report. Full cooperation of 
everyone will mean more m oney 
for our local school system, Mr.

$1,153, lambs; $1,865, pigs; $160, 
herdsm en’s prizes. The Fort 
Worth Junior Chamber of Com­
merce will give a plaque and a 
W estern hat as showmanship a- 
w ards in each of the junior steer, 
dairy calf, pig and lam b shows 
and Williamson-Dickie Manufac­
turing Company, Fort Worth, will 
give a total of 237 pairs of ranch 
pants to the first three prize win­
ners in each single class of the 
junior livestock show. Besides the 
cash given by the show and by 
various breed associations, donors 
nnclude: Armour and Company, 
Fort Worth, $115; Fort Worth 
Milk Distributors, $750; Fort 
Worth Poultry and Egg Company, 
$250, and Swift and Company, 
Fort Worth $115.

On opening day of the Stock 
Show, steers, barrows and lambs 
will be sifted and the junior show 
judging will take place next day, 
Saturday, Jan. 28, except the ju n ­
ior dairy calves, which will be 
judged Feb. 2.

that North Texas duck hunters \ hunters stim ulated considerable
have been getting a break this 
fall at the expense of the nimrods 
along the Upper Gulf Coast.

The Executive Secretary of the 
Game and Fish Commission said 
a combination of open w eather 
and u n fa v o ra b le  w a te r  an d  food  
c o n d itio n s  in  S o u th  T e x a s  se e m s  
to be responsible.

Dried up marshes prompted 
Game Warden Supervisor Lewis 
Morris at Beaumont to describe 
duck hunting conditions there as 
“the worst in many years.” How­
ever, Morris said a concentration 
of snow geese and blue geese was 
providing “considerable sport’’ 
for the gunners.

The duck scarcity also has been 
pronounced in the coastal bend 
area around Palacios nad Port 
Lavaca but the Palacios sector 
has been taking up some of the 
shooting slack w ith a substantial 
goose population.

Meanwhile, north state reports 
reflect tremendous duck concen­
trations in some places, particu­
larly at Muleshoe Wildlife Refuge 
in Bailey county on the Texas- 
New Mexico border and at Buffa­
lo Lake, southwest of Amarillo. 
Approximately one million ducks 
recently were counted on these 
two large fresh w ater locations.

Some population surveys indi­
cate that there has been consider­
able north-south, as well as 
south-north traffic among ducks 

j after arriving in Texas for the 
j winter. Studies along the lower 

coast show that many redheads 
I have been shuttling back and 

forth from the Laguna Madre 
area and the Tampico region of 
Mexico where vast areas still are 
inundated from the heavy rains 
incident to the early fall hu rri­
canes.

The continued lack of rainfall 
in such areas of waterfowl con­
centrations as Colorado county 
has created an acute condition, 
according to Game Warden Tom 
Waddell of Eagle Lake. He ex­
pressed the fear tha t many of the 
100,000 wild geese, and the huge 
duck population, would have to 
move farther southward in search 
of fresh w ater unless substantial 
rains come shortly.

The Executive Secretary said 
the present conditions, w ith the 
unusually heavy waterfowl count 
in North Texas, reverses the 
usual situation. “At least some 
North Texas areas seem to ge get­
ting good duck shooting now that 
the main m igration has been 
caused by cold w eather in the 
north,” he observed. “From a 
North Texan’s viewpoint, there 
is considerable justice in this 
condition because the seasonal 
dates and other phases have not 
always been favorbale to that 
part of the state*”

activity by Texas game wardens, 
according to the latest arrest re ­
port compiled by the Game and 
Fish Commission.

One hundred three cases charg­
in g  shooting from an a u to m o b ile  
w e re  lis ted , plus e ig h t  a d d itio n a l  
c a se s  for  h u n tin g  from  a p u b lic  
road.

The Director of Law Enforce­
ment said the total represented 
no particular coordinated effort 
by the field forces.

“After all,” he rem arked, “it 
doesn’t take a Sherlock Holmes to 
note that a man is sitting in or on 
his car and banging away at wild 
game.”

The Director did note that air- 
ground teamwork helped produce 
some of the cases. W arden-pilots 
on routine patrol spotted some of 
the offenders and contacted car- 
borne wardens and guided them 
to the scene of the violations.

He said most of the roadside 
charges involved shooting at 
game birds but that some did re ­
sult from observing persons 
hunting deer at night.

Fifty-one cases were reported 
for either headlighting game an i­
mals or hunting deer at night.

The recent public hunts on the 
Wildlife Management Areas were 
reflected in reports of six persons 
charged w ith shooting buck deer 
when their perm it called for only 
antlerless deer.

The arrest report contained a 
comparative rarity. An East Tex­
an got a jail sentence on charges 
Of killing deer in a closed season, 
trespassing and hunting without 
a permit.

New Seed
Protection ui
For Texas

John White, Commiuionir
Texas Dept, of Agriculture

Texas p lanters will soon rea l­
ize benefits afforded by new seed 
protection from  the Texas De­
partm ent of A griculture.

A revised law  enabling 
seed division to strengthen 
trols and testing requirem ents fa r 
commercial seed will aid farmer* 
to get better quality seed w ttk  
less weed pollution than ever be­
fore.

Under present law, specimen* 
of all seed offered for sale mirat 
be tested in a TDA seed labora­
tory once every nine m onths in­
stead of annually as previously 
required. F u rther and probably 
more im portant provisions in­
clude prohibition of certain weed 
seed in commercial seed and re­
duce permissible rate of occur­
rence of other weed seed.

These noxious—or poisonous— 
weeds are divided into tw® 
groups: prim ary and secondary.

Of the prim ary noxious weeds, 
two—field bindweed and nut- 
grass—are totally prohibited in 
seed offered for sale. These tw® 
weed pests have spread across 
our state a t an alarm ing rate dur­
ing the last 20 years. Thousands 
of acres of once productive land 
have been rendered useless from 
infestation. We hope by prohibit­
ing presence of these weeds—and 
that includes seed coming into 
Texas—to stop the spread of these 
menacing weeds.

O ther prim ary noxious weeds 
include Russian knapweed, John­
son grass, wild garlic, wild onion, 
dodder, and Canada thistle. Com­
m ercial seed w ith more than 100 
of any of these weed seed per 
pound is barred from sale.

Sale of seed w ith a higher 
Johnson grass seed content is per­
missible, however, when labeled 
“Pasture M ixture.” Such pasture 
m ixture would still m aintain per­
missible allowance of other pri­
m ary and secondary weeds.

Secondary weeds, or weeds 
that can be controlled by good 
cultural practice in spite of their 
objectionability, include Ber­
muda grass, bluweed, bracted 
plantain, buckhorn plantain, 
chess or cheat, cocklebur, corn­
cockle, darnel, dock, wild carrot, 
downy bromegrass, goat grass, 
m ustard, horse nettle, purple 
nightshade, wild oats, goathead. 
wild radish, red rice, and Russian 
thistle.

Seed which is offered for sale 
must not include more than 300 
of these secondary noxious weed 
seed per pound. A combination of 
prim ary and secondary noxious 
weeds will not be allowed in ex­
cess of 500 per pound.

This tightening of Texas seed 
laws makes our seed restrictions 
conform in general w ith those of 
surrounding states and thereby 
prevents Texas from becoming a 
dumping ground for polluted 
seed.

SOIL CONSERVATION 
DISTRICT NEWS

L. E. (Jiggs) Bonkenship, one 
of the first 16 farm ers to sign an 
agreem ent w ith the Donley Soil 
Conservation District, reports 
that two years ago he made the 
m istake of deep plowing part of 
his land too deep, w ith the re ­
sult that it runs together now and 
does not take w ater in like it 
should. He is going to try  plow­
ing it about 10 inches deep this 
w inter to see if that w ill help. 
However, he agreed that a good 
application of burs or other or­
ganic m atter, or a soil improving 
crop or two would do a lot more 
good.

Several years ago Jiggs p lan t­
ed about 15 acres of weeping 
lovegrass. For one reason or an ­
other by last spring he did not 
have too good a stand left.. How­
ever now, according to Jiggs, the 
weeping love has volunteered and 
the young grass is “like a carpet.” 
The seedling grass is small, and 
there is some doubt if it will sur­
vive a severe cold spell this 
winter. It is hoped that it will.

Red Couch, Verney Wade, Le­
roy Harris, L. D. Moore, Maurice 
Risley and Lloyd Risley are 
among the cooperators with the 
District who have taken advant­
age of the availability of cotton 
burs to pu t back on their land— 
both as a soil improvement and 
protection measure. Most all the 
burs from the Hedley gins have 
gone back on the land, but the 
farmers who gin at Lelia Lake 
and Clarendon did not use all the 
available burs.

Now his gesture of hiring a 
lawyer, to help salvage w hat is 
left of the firm ’s funds, doesn’t 
alter the fact that Texans who 
took his advice and sank their 
savings in the firm stand to  get 
back as little as 15c out of every 
dollar invested. Many of the de­
positors and policy holders are 
bitterly criticizing Pearson.

A RUSSIAN R E C E P T IO N

The visit to Russia of the Hon­
orable Lester Pearson, the Ca­
nadian Secretary of State for 
External Affairs, has been men­
tioned in previous newsletters. It 
was his official visit to the Soviet 
that was the occasion for a state 
reception to be given in his honor. 
When it was learned tha t we 
would be in Moscow about the 
same time, invitations were ex ­
tended to us. These invitations 
were in Russian and had to be 
delivered to each of us by a per­
son who could read Russian, be­
cause none of us could have rec­
ognized our own names. The re ­
ception took place in a very large 
and ornate house m aintained by 
the Russian Governm ent for that 
purpose. I t was luxuriously fu r­
nished and im m aculately kept. 
When we entered we ascended 
a flight of stairs into a large hall­
way and were then ushered into a 
medium-sized room. In the center 
of this room stood Mr. Molotov, 
the Russian Foreign M inister. He

greeted each of us w ith a smile 
and a word of welcome. There 
was no other receiving line. A fter 
shaking hands w ith Mr. Molo­
tov, we were escorted into a large 
reception hall which was occu­
pied by a great num ber of people 
talking every conceivable lang­
uage. They were representatives 
of other countries. We were the 
only Americans present and very 
few people in the room could 
speak English. We were able to 
converse w ith a few from some 
of the embassies. We attem pted 
to talk to several Russians thru 
interpreters. Some were very 
friendly and wanted to talk while 
others were very cool and ob­
viously did not want to converse. 
Soon Mr. Malenkov and several 
Members of the Presidium of the 
Supreme Soviet came into the 
reception hall through another 
door. Mr. Malenkov and three 
others conversed at length w ith 
several of us through an in terpre­
ter. The interpreter was a young 
man of about th irty  who spoke 
excellent English and did a splen­
did job of interpreting. Most of 
the conversation was with Mr. 
Malenkov. It was suggested that 
he visit Texas, and he replied 
that he thought there would be 
time for that and would like to 
make such a visit. I did not catch 
the names of the other Members 
who were w ith h im and could not

pronounce them if I had. I did 
know tha t Mr. Bulganin, Mr. 
Khrushchev and Mr. Mikoyan 
were not present at the reception, 
so I am sure it was none of them. 
The members present were very 
gracious to us and made several 
references to hopes tha t the rela­
tionships between our two coun­
tries would be much better in the 
future.

The signal was given that the 
food was ready and that the 
guests were to partake of it. As 
it turned out there were several 
dining rooms in which there 
were a number of tables laden 
with all kinds of food and drink. 
Our party  was supposed to go 
into the dining room where the 
Members of the Presidium were 
to eat. But, several of us got side­
tracked and into another dining 
room where we saw firsthand 
evidence to confirm our conclus­
ions that the Russians were great 
eaters. The tables were so a r­
ranged as to indicate that the 
service was to be buffet style. 
However, it was a case of first 
come, first served. Those who got 
to the table first firm ly im plant­
ed their feet in place and pro­
ceeded to enjoy everything in 
reach. I stood by one man for 
about ten minutes waiting for 
him to move and then decided I 
had better try  another table. I did 
get a bite of a few things that 
were very tasty, and then was 
told that I was supposed to be 
in another dining room. I went

to the other dining room where 
all of the high officials of the 
Russian G overnm ent and official 
representatives of other coun­
tries were gathered. As I started 
to enter the doorway, two fellows 
about five by five who were 
standing on each side of the door 
closed in to prevent my entering. 
Remembering some of my old 
football footwork, I side-stepped 
them and was inside before they 
knew which way I had gone. 
They made no effort to eject me 
but did get the gap closed so that 
another m em ber of our party was 
not able to get in. He called to 
me over their heads and asked 
how I had gotten in. Seeing his 
plight, I went back over to the 
door and said to the two guards, 
“Let him in. He’s all right.” 
Whereupon the two guards part­
ed and let the other member in, 
much to my surprise. We then 
visited w ith representatives of 
the Governments of Mexico, 
Canada, England, Sweden and 
others until it was time to depart 
about eight p. m.

It can be said that a Russian 
State Reception is not much dif­
ferent from the same type of 
party in other countries, includ­
ing Washington, D. C.
