In that spirit, we can control
this tremendous force that we
have developed.

Each Vocational Agriculture Dept. In
Texas May Recelve $75 Federal Cut .

By the Vocational Agriculture |

Teachers Association of Texas

WACO--The program of teach-
ing farm boys to become farmers
and leaders will be “very nearly
wrecked” if a proposed cut in
Federal funds which help pay
teacher’s salaries and expenses
goes into effect, Lewis B. ,,aylor,
executive secretary of the Voca-
tional Agriculture Teachers As-
sociation of Texas believes.

Each Vocational Agriculture
Department in Texas will take a
$75 cut in Federal funds for the
next year beginning July 1 if

s now put forward by Mrs.
Oveta Culp Hobby, secretary of
the Health, Education and Wel-
fare Department, go through,
Taylor said.

The average pay of a Vocation-
al Agriculture teacher in Texas
is around $3,900.

“On the surface, that $75 cut|
per department a year doesn't
look like much. But, actually it
will be the straw that will break
the camel’s back. For just this
past year, Vocational Agriculture
teachers have already taken a
$100 cut, and you can tell what
will happen: More and more of
the better teachers will quit and
g0 into other fields. As a result,
webll get some of the men who
are not really qualified to teach
Vocational Agriculture or who
are just taking a job just to have
one. And that, of course, will re-
flect in the young farm boys we
are trying to teach to become bet-
ter farmers and citizens,” Taylor
reasoned.

He cited what has already hap-
pened in McLennan County, dur-
ing the last two years, more than
half of the 14 Vocational Agricul-
ture departments have lost teach-
ers who left to go into other bet-
ter paying jobs. “Actually eight
out of 14 teachers of Vocational
Agriculture have quit during the
past two years in this county for
a better paying job; and this is
just an example of what is hap-

than we have lost altogether in
the last ten years. And it will get
worse if the teacher is forced to
take another cut.

“I certainly don’t intend to say
that all we are getting now for
teachers are hand-me-downs, or
misfits, Certainly, a teacher of
Vocational Agriculture has to
and will continue to have to meet
high requirements. And that
teacher should certainly get paid
a decent wage for the valuable
work he performs,” Taylor said.

He suggested that if the Fed-
eral Government is going ahead
with its plans to continue finan-
cial aid to Vocational Education,
the next year’'s appropriation
should be at least as much, if not
more, than it was for the current
year,

“The cut is being proposed on
the assumption that the State

.| should and could make up the

difference. I think they might do
this, too. But here in Texas, steps
haven't been taken to do any-
thing about making up the de-
ficit. Besides, it would be July,
1955 before Vocational Agricul-
tural teachers could even hope to
see the thing corrected,” Taylor
added.

For Texas, the cut this coming
fiscal year will amount to $26,000.
Last year, Texas received $348,000
in Federal money for Vocational
Agriculture; for the coming fiscal
year, Texas is to get $322,000.

For the nation, some $18,000,000
is spent by the Federal Govern-
ment for Vocational sducation,
“But the Federal Government is
allocating $78,000,000 for foreign
Vocational Education at the same
time. It appears that we should’
at least take care of our own,”
Taylor said.

Apparently your A Legislature
will not get to consjder, during
this 30 day session, the proposed
Utility Commission plan to regu-
late the rates gas, phone and
electric companies charge in the
different towns they serve.

More Loan Making
Authority Given FHA
In Dust Storm Area

Secretary of Agriculture Ezra
Taft Benson has announced that
more loan making authority has
been given to Farmers Home Ad-
ministration officials to speed up
emergency loans in the dust
storm area. The added authority
is effective in the five States of
Texas, Colorado, New Mexico,
Oklahoma and Kansas.

Loans up to $25,000 may now
be approved in the five States.
Formerly all applications for
loans for more than $12,000 had
to be sent to Washington for ap-
proval,

The Department is taking every
step necessary, Secretary Benson
said, to make sure that farmers
and ranchers in the dust storm
area receive all the assistance the
Department can supply. The
emergency credit will be used to

pay the costs of listing and chisel-
ing land subject to wind erosion.
Funds for family subsistence,
planting of new crops, temporary
and permanent reseeding of pas-
tures, and other neécessary farm
and ranch expenses can be in-
cluded in the loans.

To make sure that all applica-
tions for assistance are handled
rapidly at the local level, addi-
tional personnel have been as-
signed in areas where wind eros-
ion is a problem. In addition, the
local county committee is meet-
ing as often as necessary to pass
on all applications promptly. Ap-
plications are made at the county
Farmers Home Administration
office.

The loans are made repayable
on a schedule based on the appli-
cant's abil'i%;'io repay and bear
3 percent' interest.

In addition to the emergency
loans, Secretary Benson has an-
nounced that drought relief funds
are being made available on a
reimbursable basis by the Depart-
ment to States in the dust storm
area for practices to help control
wind erosion. The States are also
helping to provide needed funds.
The funds will be used by local
governmental units in the States
to list or chisel land subject to
blowing, in cases where owners
are financially unable to, or

otherwise fail to take such action.. .
