Texas Schools Facing 
One of The Most 
Critical Period 
In Their History

AUSTIN — Texas schools are 
facing one of the most critical 
periods in their history, Charles 
H. Tennyson, executive secretary 
of the Texas State Teachers As­
sociation, said today as he out­
lined pressing needs for new 
buildings and more teachers over 
the entire state.

The school population, particu­
larly on the elementary level, is 
growing at an alarming rate, he 
pointed out. For example, births 
in Texas in 1945—this year’s first 
graders—numbered 156,000. In 
1947, births in the Lone Star 
State jumped to 197,000, an in­
crease of 65,000. If this additional 
group could be divided into class 
es of 30 children each, Texas 
would still need 2100 additional

climb. In 1950, live births num­
bered 203,678, and the number 
for 1951 will exceed that figure.

In addition to the birthrate, 
educators worry about the size of 
the graduating class as compared 
to the number of children enter­
ing first grade. For instance, this 
year 156,000 youngsters crowded 
into first grade rooms over the 
state, but only 90,000 graduated 
from the eighth grade. This left 
already over-burdened teachers 
with 66,000 additional children 
to accomodate in one year.

‘‘The gain is going to continue 
to increase until at least the 1956- 
57 school year, Tennyson added. 
“By that time, the elementary 
schools must take care of 300,000 
children in addition to the ones 
now enrolled. If 75 per cent of 
this number enters public schools, 
it will mean 8654 additional 
classrooms.”

The average cost of each class­
room and related facilities now 
exceeds $28,000. Thus Texas must 
spend $242,312,000 for buildings 
and facilities alone if the child­
ren are to have desirable schools. 
And this does not take into con­
sideration the need for new fa­
cilities to replace undesirable 
buildings and to relieve already 
over-crowded conditions. A re­
cent survey made by the Texas 
Education Agency shows that

to bring school buildings, facili­
ties, sites and busses up to ideal
conditions.

After the 1956-57 school year, 
the elementary enrollment over 
the state should begin to level 
off, but high schools will then 
face the problems of increased 
enrollment.

Texas does not face the educa­
tional alone. A  nose count among 
elementary children over the en­
tire nation showed that grade 
school population rose nearly 
three million from 1947 to 1950. 
In October 1950, the U. S. Census 
Bureau reported that enrollment 
in all schools and colleges was at 
an all time high of slightly over 
30 million persons. This repre­
sents a fifth of the nation's total 
population and half of the popu­
lation between 5 and 29 years of 
a^e.

There are 810 cotton farms in 
Donley County and at this time 
588 farms have a reported acre­
age of 40,828.0. If you are one of 
the 222 producers that have not 
repotted, please do so soon.
1952 GOALS EMPHASIZE END 
OF LAND FRONTIERS

A review of the farm produc­
tion goals for 1952 drives home 
how little we can depend in the 
future on more acres and how 
much we will have to depend on 
more per acre to produce the food 

.and fibre to keep eating, and liv­
ing as well as we are now.

An increase of 6 Vi million 
acres in cultivated crops js con­
sidered the greatest practicable 
increase that can be made over 
the acreage in these crops in 
1951. Although a greater increase 
in the production of feed grains 
would be desirable, the goals for 
other crops have been reduced in 
favor of using this land to pro­
duce feed for livestock.

This situation was stressed in 
the U. S. Department of Agricul­

ture’s recent announcement of 
production goals for 1952:

“The greatest need for getting 
a large increase in the production 
of feed in 1952, particularly corn, 
requires that acreages of crops 
that compete with corn for acre­
age be carefully limited, and that 
the goals for these crops, par­
ticularly soybeans, oats and hay 
in the Corn Belt, be viewed as 
maxim urns so as to allow for the 
greatest expansion in the com 
acreage. The favorable year-end 
report on the condition and pros­
pects for the winter wheat crop 
also makes it possible to reduce 
the total wheat acreage—and 
hence, the acreage to be planted 
to wheat this spring to help meet 
the need for feed, grains."

Castor Bean Meeting 
Well Attended

One hundred and fifty farmers 
and ranchers gathered at the 
court house in Clarendon Wed­
nesday night, Feb. 13th to hear 
the discussion of castor beans as 
a cash crop. H. M. Breed^ive, 
county agent, called the meeting 
of fanners so that they might get 
first hand information on the 
good and bad points of castor 
bean growing. Mr. Beard,. Mr. 
Wiles and Mr. Allen all of the 
Baker Castor Bean corporation 
gave a discussion of the program 
and said that the guaranteed 
price would be ten cents per 
pound or market price whichever 
was the greater. Seed will be se­
cured from the hulling plant at 
Wellington, Texas and the con­
tract for sale of crop to be signed 
at the same time. Mr. Beard stat­
ed thatgseed would be available 
abetit the first of March. Most 
beans will have to be hand har­
vested and a good days picking 
would be around a thousand 
pounds for a single laborer.

The greatest draw back is the 
hand harvesting and all seed will 
have to be hulled at the Welling 
ton plant until a large enough 
acreage in this county will justify 
a hulling plant located here.

Breedlove says that any one 
wishing to plant castor beans 
might contact him and he will 
explain the program if they did 
not attend the county meeting. 
Castor beans ire like any other 
cash crop, it takes good land and 
care for them to make the maxi­
mum production.

After the castor bean discuss­
ion, Breedlove turned the meet­
ing over to Lee Shaller who in­
troduced Mr. Hubbard of the 
Krick rain improvement associa­
tion and a discussion was held on 
the seeding of desirable clouds 
for making more rain.

The Federal Land Bank of 
Houston, which is wholly owned 
by 141 national farm loan as­
sociations in the State, and which 
in turn are owned by over 33,000 
farmers and raw îers, will cele­
brate its 35th Anniversary on 
April 4 of this year.

During the past U  years ap­
proximately 125,OO0%urmers and 
ranchers of Texas h^fc used the 
facilities of the Federal Land 
Bank of Houston in obtaining 
long-term farm mortgage loans. 
Loans outstanding at the present 
time are approximately $103,000,- 
000. Twenty-nine percent of all 
long-term farm mortgage loans 
made in the State of Texas dur­
ing 1951 were made by the bank.

During the past eight years the 
bank has returned $15,000,000 in 
cash savings to these 141 associ­
ations. A portion of these funds 
were paid to the 33,000 owners of 
the associations as cash divi­
dends, with a sizeable amount 
being retained in the local as­
sociations’ reserve accounts.

DONLEY COUNTY 
Donley County, -in the south­

east portion of the Texas Pan­
handle, is 909 square miles of 
rolling prairie and broken range 
bisected by the Salt Fork of Red 
River. In the southwest are the 
breaks of Mulberry Canyon; in 
the center, the prairies; in the 
north, the escarpment of the 
Llano Estacado. The elevation 
rises from 1,980 to 2,850 feet. The 
semi-arid climate is one of ex ­
tremes. Sand storms occur in the 
spring; hail storms, in the sum­
mer. Cyclones, although rare, are 
not phenomenal. The_ rainfall, 
averaging 23.88 inches, comes 
usually during late spring and

early fall, and snowfall, averag­
ing ten inches, brings additional 
moisture. The living-water sup­
ply is high. The fertile soil is 
sandy and deep and tight sandy 
loam with 145,000 acres under 
cultivation and 431,000 acres of 
grassland. Native grasses are 
buffalo, little bluestem, sideoats 
grama, sage, and mesquite. The 
chief crops are cotton, grain sor­
ghum, legumes, and vegetables. 
The raising of Hereford cattle is 
the chief industry.

The aborigines, probably an in­
filtration from the Folsom cul­
ture to the West, were followed 
by the Pueblo Indians. With the 
westward movement of the 
buffalo came the nomadic Co­
manche, Kiov/a, and Cheyenne. 
After them appeared the buffalo- 
hunter, the soldier, and free-grass 
cattleman, and, lastly, the home- 
seekjng farmer. Originally a part 
of Bexar territory, the area was 
first separately organized as 
Wegefarth County in 1876; in 
1882 Donley County, named for 
a pioneer lawyer, Stockton P. 
Donley, was created in its present 
status, with Clarendon as the 
county seat.

The Rock Island Railroad 
skirts the northern boundary; the 
Fort Worth and Denver Railroad 
runs southeast to northwest. 
Population dropped from 7,487 
in 1940 to 6,201* by 1959.

wings.”

The subject of sportsmen-bi- 
ologist teamwork in gathering 
and studying the wings is cover­
ed in an article in the January

Thursday, February 21, 1952

issue of “Texas Game and Fish”  
magazine.

This article breaks down the 
results of the 1950-51 season 
studies and indicates the benefits 
of this team-work toward “ ad­
vancing studies of breeding, feed­
ing and migration habits.”

The Director of Wildlife Res­
toration points out in the maga­
zine that quail wing feathers tell 
the approximately age of the 
birds. He adds that acquiring 
sex and age data on a good sam­
ple of birds from a locality indi­
cate rather definitely the extent 
of hatch and survival for the 
year.

benefits not yet extended to Kor­
ean Veterans, but are in my mind 
of perhaps greater importance 
than those benefits heretofore 
extended. It is my opinion that 
these benefits should have been 
extended to Korean veterans 
during the first session of this 
Congress. This would have been 
done except for an investigation 
of some immoral, if not illegal, 
practices and abuses that are be­
ing carried on under the original 
act. The committee investigating 
this uncovered much informative 
information concerning question­
able fly-by-night schools alleged­
ly set up for the purpose of im­
posing on veterans and milking 
the public treasury. Such vicious 
and shady schemes were not only 
an imposition'on the World War 
II veterans, but were the basic 
cause for the delay in the exten­
sion of the benefits to the Korean 
veterans. These hearings are be­
ing speeded up so that this legis­
lation can be presented to the en­
tire House of Representatives for 
immediate action.

a witness and several members 
of the committee as to whether 
or not the Korean action was a 
“war” or a “police action.” It was 
my observation that this was a 
question that could be answered 
unequivocably by some of the 
boys who have been over there. 
No matter what you call it, the 
weapons used are the same and 
are capable of dealing the same 
kind of death, the same kind of 
maiming, the same kind of de­
struction. Actually, we are in it 
and I say, “Call it whatever you 
want, but for the sake of human­
ity, let’s get it over with.”  If we 
were not in Korea, but merely 
contemplating entry, there would 
be ample justification for the 
continuing debate, simply be­
cause the difference between a 
war and a police action is this: 
In order for this country to en­
gage in war a formal declaration 
of war by the Congress is requir­
ed. A police action merely means 
that troops, equipment and arms 
may be committed to certain sec­
tors by executive order without 
a declaration by the Congress. 
Our responsibility at the present 
time is to get this Korean conflict 
over with and stop the senseless 
slaughter, maiming and destruc­
tion. We can argue about words 
later on.

the. District • had its regular 
monthly meeting last Thursday 
afternoon.

Attending this meeting were 
the following Supervisors: T. C. 
D’Spain, South of Alanreed; W. 
P. Doherty, North of Hedley; Joe 
Tollett, Hedley; and Charlie 
Bairfield, South-west of Claren­
don.

Also present were Elvy Sar­
gent, District Conservationist, 
Soil Conservation Service; H. M. 
Breedlove, County Agent; Jim­
mie Faulkner, Secretary of 
Chamber of Commerce; Jack 
Gray, Secretary to the Board of 
Supervisors; and Carman Rhode, 
local SCS Conservationist.

Business handled at this meet­
ing was as follows:

1. Charlie Bairfield discussed 
payment of the National Associ­
ation of Soil Conservation Dist­
rict Supervisors annual dues and 
after discussion, the board voted 
to pay $55.00 to the National As­
sociation.

2. Progress in grass seeding 
was reviewed by Carman Rhode. 
It was brought out that local sup­
plies of all grass seeds were ade­
quate except Weeping Lovegrass 
seed. The Board voted to pur­

chase 1,500 lbs. of Weeping Love- 
grass seed and place it in the 
hands of local dealers.

3. Participation in the Fort
