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Rural Electrificaticn
Week In Texas,
August 19.25

This week of August 19-25, has
been set aside by Governor Allan
Shivers as Rural Electrification
Week in Texas,

Joining with the seventy-six
other rural electric cooperatives
all over Texas is Greenbelt Elec-

tric Cooperative at Wellington,
Texas.
This locally-owned business

had its beginning in Sept, 9, 1939,
when 160 miles of line were first
electrified to serve 300 members.
Since that time 1640 miles of line
have been built, and today the
Co-op is serving 2900 members,

For twenty years prior to 1935, |
private interests worked with the
idea of rural electrification, and
they came up with an answer: it
couldn’t be done.

Then the Rural Electrification
Administration was set up as an
agency of the U, S. Department
of Agriculture. It was established
on May 11, 1935, by Executive

Order, and authorized to make
loans at 2-per cent interest over a
25 year period.

Again the private power com-
panies were offered the job, and
again they refused. Then the job
was turned over to farmers and
ranchers, :

On Dec. 23, 1938, the loan was
granted and work was soon un-
derway on the Greenbelt Electric
Co-op.

This same story was repeated
77 times over Texas and more
than 1,000 times all over the
United States, Alaska, and the
Virgin Islands. Their facilities to-
day include more than 1,100,000
miles of line serving about 3,500,-
000 farms and other rural con-
sumers.

By May 1, 1951, REA had ad-
vanced $1,578,022 in loans, and
y April 1, of the same year,
5282,196,233 in principal and in-

terest payments had been re-
turned.
ihis included $30,239,015 in

yayments on principal ahead of
schedule, Less than $750,000 was
¢ported more than 30 days over-

due. Only one loan foreclpsure
has been necessary to date on an
operating power system; it was
on a loan that had been made
to a commercial power compangy.

To date Greenbelt Electric
Co-Op has borrowed $2,162,819.55
from the Government, and $273,-
493.78 has been paid back in in-
terest and on the principal. $3,-
430.94 has been paid back as ad-
vance payment on the principal.

REA itself operates no rural
electric facilities, and its program
involves no grants or subsidies
Greenbelt Electric Co-Op is a
locally owned and operated, tax-
paying business.

It is one of 77 rural electric
co-ops which have brought about
the 90 per cent electrification of
Texas.

It is one of 1,000 co-ops which
have brought about the 86 per
cent electrification of the United
States. But the job is far from
complete.

Kilowatt hour consumption has
increased for first seven months

COTTON LOAN RATE SET
Loans®on the 1951 crop of cot-
ton in Donley County will be
made at 31.52 cents per pound.
The National average for Mid-
dling 7/8 inch is 30.46 cents per
pound, compared with the 1950-
crop average loan rate of 27.90
cents. The rate for both years is
90 per cent of the cotton parity
prices as of August 1,

Loan rates vary acgording to
location, from a high of 3255
cents per pound in the concen-
trated mill areas of the Carolinas
to a low of 30,97 cents per pound
in Arizona and California,

Loans will be made on cotton
stored on or off farms, either di-
rect by the Commodity Credit
Corporation or through lending
agencies, principally banks.
Warehouse storage. must /be ap-
proved by the Commodity Credit
Corporation, and farm storage
structures by the PMA County
Committee. A special form of
loan agreement will be available
to cotton cooperative marketing
associations, whereby they may
obtain a loan on cotton on which
they have made loans to their
producer-members.

Cotton producers’ notes will
bear interest at the rate of 3 per
cent per annum and will mature
July 31, 1952 but will be callable
on demand. Loans will be avail-
able through April 30, 1952.

Farmers who are interested in

getting a loan on their cotton
may obtain information on rates
and procedure from their county
PMA committee office,
USDA PROGRAM

their game., Curare was first dis-
covered by explorers soon after
the arrival of Columbus to the
New World. It was observed that
natives dipped the heads of
spears and arrows into the drug
while hunting, Later it was
learned that curare acted against

The
curare,

nerve endings to bring about
temporary paralysis of body
muscles.

The native drug was too im-
pure to be used except in the
laboratory. But eventually it was
purified and used as an adjunct
to anesthetic, because of its
muscle-relaxing quality. How-
ever there were a number of dis-
advantages in using curare, so
scientists developed several sub-
stitutes.

Flaxedil, which was developed
in France, is the first substitute

to possess all of curare’s useful
qualities and certain additional
advantages. It does not produce
fluctuation in blood pressure and
may be administered without
fear to asthmatic patients. Its ef-
fects are easily controlled and its
dosage has been  accurately
standardized.

This new curare-like drug is
known to scientists by the jaw-
breaking name tri (diethyla-
minoethoxy) benzene triethylio-
dide.
