Mrs. Tolbert received burns 
over about 75 percent of her body 
and Lynda received burns over 
approximately 50 percent of her 
body. Mr. Tolbert received burns 
to both arms while tearing burn­
ing clothing from his wife and 
little daughter. Two other daugh­
ters, Norma and Delores escaped 
injury.

It was reported that the fire 
started from accumulated gas 
fumes in the bath room. Mrs. 
Tolbert and Lynda were in the 
bath room at the time and the 
flash fire set their clothing. Mr. 
Tolbert, who had been out tend­
ing his dairy herd, returned to the 
house moments afterward to find 
his wife and daughter in flames.

The Tolbert home was com­
pletely destroyed by fire. The 
loss will amount into the hund­
reds of dollars in addition to the 
most important loss of all, the 
death of his wife and injury to 
his little daughter who was also 
a victim of a polio attack some 
two years ago.

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Fire Loss Doubles in Last 10 Years
Americans are paying a shock­

ing price for carelessness.
The National Fire Prevention 

Association reports that a fire loss 
of slightly more than $400,000,000 
in 1943 has climbed until-in 1952, 
just ten years later, the loss ex­
ceeded $896,000,000, partially due 
to inflated values. Deaths from 
fires totaled 12,535 in the United 
States and Canada.

Based upon the fire loss in the 
first 5 months of 1953, the NFPA 
predicts a loss in excess of $900,- 
000,000 this year. This would 
mean a loss of approximately $6 
per capita this year, a record 
peace-time high for this or any 
other nation.

“Americans lead all others in 
burning up their homes, their 
jobs, and themselves,” the NFPA 
asserts and points out that at least 
90 percent of the fires that take 
such a high annual toll in homes, 

rms, and in industry can be 
nted by being careful and 
icing sensible living habits, 
e Prevention Week,"pro­

claimed by President Eisenhower
and sponsored by the National 
Fire Protection Association, will 
be observed this year from Oct.

tration encounters two major 
problems in posting the individ­
ual wage record accounts of more 
than 60 million employees each 
calendar quarter, according to J.

One of these is the re­
ceipt of tax returns with missing 
social security numbers; the other 
is tax returns bearing -incorrect 
numbers.

We»t Lebanon (N.H.) Valley Nona 
This $50,000 barn with contents value at $10,000 burned in West 

Hartford, Vt., when a pitchfork broke an electric light bulb and set 
fire to hay in the loft. It was a complete loss—not even insured. The 
searcst water supply was a brook 800 feet distant; yet there was 
mo hose, no pump, and no lire extinguisher, and the farmer wasted 
M minutes trying to put out the fire before calling the firemen.

FARM NEWS
from the County PMA Committee

Farm and rural fires continue 
to take a needlessly high toll of 
life and property. The National 

I Fire Protection Association, spon- 
I sor of Fire Prevention Week, and 
'the United States Department of 
Agriculture estimate the fire loss 
in 1952 to be $133,000,000.

The NFPA says that a few farm 
fires may be inevitable but that 
the great majority are prevent­
able if farmers will take three 
simple steps to protect them­
selves:

Step 1 — Know the primary 
'causes of fire. Eight primary haz­
ards account for 90 percent of 
farm fires. These are: (1) care­
lessness with matches and smok­
ing; (2) dirty and defective heat­
ing equipment; (3) improper stor­
age and use of gasoline and kero- 
acne; (4) overloaded electric cir­
cuits and attempts to operate im­
properly installed and defective 
electrical equipment; (5) sparks 
on flammable wood shingle roofs; 
46) spontaneous ignition of hay;

• ’(7) trash and rubbish; (8) lack 
of. or faulty installation of, light­
ning rods. •  ,

Step 2—Check your living hab­
its and the tendency to be care­

less, and inspect buildings at reg 
als. ~ular intervals. For example: (?) 

Don’t smoke in the barn or in 
bed . . . never discard a burning 
match. (2) Keep furnaces, stoves, 
brooders, and other heating de­
vices clean, in good repair. (3) 
Store gasoline and kerosene in ap­
proved containers. (4) Be sure 
electrical circuits are of ample ca­
pacity to carry the load. Fnr safe­
ty, employ competent electri­
cians to make needed repairs. (5) 
Use fire-resistant roofing, such as 
asphalt shingles, or asbestos or 
metal roofing. (6) Cure hay prop­
erly and provide adequate venti­
lation . . . don’t overheat driers. 
(7) Don’t allow papers and maga­
zines to pile up in the barn, home, 
or other buildings. (8) Keep oily 
rags in metal-covered containers. 
(9) Protect all main building with 
approved lightning rods. ^ 

Step 3 — Farms are often far 
from organized fire protection. 
Keep fire extinguishers, hose, and 
ladders on the premises. Make 
sure plenty of water is available. 
Help organize a rural fire-fighting 
organization having s u i t a b l e  
equipment. In case of fire, tele­
phone for help immediately.

DROUGHT EMERGENCY 
PROGRAM:

Donley County was among the 
counties to be reinstated into the 
Drought Emergency Program. 
Listed below are a few high- 
points of the new Drought Pro­
gram:

Purpose
The purpose of this program, 

which will be in effect in disas­
ter areas designated by the Presi­
dent is to maintain basic founda­
tion herds of cattle, sheep, and 
goats for bona fide farmers and 
stockmen who do not have the 
finances to purchase feed at pre­
vailing market prices to maintain 
such herds and remain in the 
livestock business with' the rea­
sonable chance for successful op­
erations under more normal con­
ditions.

Eligibility To Receive Feed
Since conditions will vary Irom 

State to State, from couny to 
county, from farm to farm, and 
from ranch to ranch, County 
USDA Drought Committees are 
given wide latitude in determin­
ing the eligibility of individual 
farmers and ranchers. However, 
the gudes set forth in this section 
should be carefully reviewed by 
committeemen and applied as 
equitably as possible in determin­
ing the eligibility of applicants. 
To avoid any undue hardships, 
reasonable discretion should be 
used in determining the eligibility 
of farmers and ranchers on their 
individual merits.

Baaic Foundation Herds
Basic foundation herds of cat­

tle (beef and dairy) will consist 
of cows, bulls, nursing calves and 
such heifers as may be kept to re-

place over-age and other unde­
sirable cattle culled from herds. 
Substantially the same definition 
shall apply in the case of sheep 
and goats.

Principal Eligibility 
Requirements

The farmer or rancher must 
have less than a 30-day supply of 
feed to supplement the roughage 
for the maintenance of the foun­
dation herd. Feeders in feed lots 
will not be eligible, however, 
foundation herds in the desig­
nated area which have been 
brought in from the range to feed 
lots for maintenance because of 
drought conditions will be eligi­
ble. Animals which have been 
moved out of the designated 
drought area will not be eligible. 
Certifications for feed generally 
will be issued to cover feed re­
quirements for periods for the 
initial distribution to provide 
equitable allotments of available 
feeds. Feed supplies are limited 
generally to 30 days in order to 
prevent the accumulation of ex­
cessive inventories by some farm­
ers and ranchers, while others 
might have empty bins.

The farmer or rancher will not 
be eligible to receive feed under 
thsi program unless it appears 
that he is not in a financial posi­
tion to buy at prevailing market 
prices through the probable dur­
ation of the drought emergency 
period the feed necessary to 
maintain his basic foundation 
herd and still have a reasonable 
chance to stay in the livestock 
business. In determining the 
eligibility of farmers and ranch­
ers, County USDA Drought Com­
mitteemen should rely on their 
personal knowledge and the gen­
eral understanding in the com­
munity of the farmer’s or ranch­
er’s financial position, extensive 
credit inquiries are not intended.

has some cash in the bank or can 
obtain funds through borrowing 
should not deprive him of receiv­
ing feed. He should be considered 
ineligible only if he has suffic­
ient cash or credit to carry him 
through the probable drought 
emergency period without danger 
of jeopardizing the successful op­
eration of his livestock business. 
While the farmer or rancher may 
furnish information pertaining to 
his financial position, he shall not 
be required to furnish a financial 
statement or certification.

Eligibility of Dairy Cattls
The following information is 

being furnished to assist County 
Drought Committees in approv­
ing applications for feed for 
dairymen:

1. Dairymen must qualify un­
der general eligibility require­
ments.

2. Drought emergency feed not 
to be used in dairy ration for 
milking herd in production ex­
cept where qualified under 
Item 4.

3. Dry cows and heifers of the 
foundation herd normally on pas­
ture which is not available due to 
drought should be eligible for the 
same amount of feed as range 
beef cattle.

4. County Drought Committees 
should use discretion in approv­
ing feed in hardship cases where 
pasture is a major factor in the 
operation of the dairy.

The Drought Committee should 
note that drought emergency feed 
should not be used in dairy ration 
for milking herd except in those 
cases where the County Drought 
Committee determines that the 
application being considered is 
from a dairyman who normally 
depends on pasture in the opera­
tion of the dairy.

County USDA Drought Com­
mittees shall study the purpose 
and eligibility requirements of 
the program thoroughly and be 
sure that their approvals meet 
these conditions.

•New applications are now be­
ing taken in the County Office. 
The applications made during the 
first Drought Emergency Pro­
gram will be disregarded.

Of course, the presence 
of water proves what could be 
done in the Panhandle country if 
we had more of it.

On Friday 1 went on a field trip 
with the fine group from Dumas. 
It is unbelievable when you drive 
into the countryside between 
Dumas and Sunray and view the 
tremendous crops that are being 
produced. These folks are highly 
progressive, and it is certainly re­
flected by the type of machinery 
they are using and the inanr.er 
in which they are farming the 
land. As long as this kind of pro­
gress is shown, we need never 
worry about America going 
hungry.

The cattle people are tremend­
ously upset about the failure of 
the Secretary of Agriculture to 
take some affirmative action to 
relieve the tragic situation that is 
present in the industry at this

time. Many of them have stopped 
me on the street since Thursday, 
and have called me on the phone. 
They all feel that they have not 
been treated exactly fair. They 
feel that they were led to be­
lieve that at least some tempor­
ary action would be taken that 
would enable them to hold on 
through the winter and be able 
to start growing out. However, 
many of them tell me that they 
now find themselves at the end 
of the rope and in worse condi­
tion than they were two or three 
months ago, when there was some 
promise of affirmative action be­
ing taken.

Frankly, I agree whole-heart­
edly with their attitude that they 
should not be held in suspended 
animation. If the Secrettary of 
Agriculture intends to do any­
thing, he should do it and not 
talk about what he is going to do 
in the future. Cattle cannot live 
on promises. If he does not in­
tend to do anything, the cattle

Prison Rodeo Will 
Feature Convict 
Parachute Jump

HUNTSVILLE—At this year’s 
annual Prison Rodeo, where 22 
years ago the first stock chute 
was opened to eject a convict 
rider astride a wild bull, a new 
sort of chute will open to waft a 
prison inmate- groundward from 
an airplane 1,500 feet above to a 
landing in the same arena used 
for the first show in 1931.

The parachute jump, by a pri­
son inmate, was given official 
sanction by Civil Aeronautics 
Association authorities of Hous­
ton here recently and will be a 
feature of each of the rodeo’s 
four performances, October 4th, 
11th, 18th, and 25th. Barney 
Thurman, World War II para­
trooper with a record of nearly 
50 jumps, serving a 3-year sent­
ence, will make the spectacular 
leap into the Prison Stadium 
arena.

Thurman, who is also a mem­
ber of the National Parachute 
riggers and Jumpers association, 
when asked about the risk in­
volved in the stunt, replied, 
"Parachute jumping isn’t nearly 
as dangerous as riding those wild

bulls. A parachute at least won’t 
hook or stomp you once you’re on 
the ground”.

Prison Rodeo publicity direc­
tor, A. C. Turner, announced that 
the services of E. G. Reed, Tem­
ple, Texas airman and plane own­
er, have been secured to fly 
Thurman for each of the jumps 
which will be made from a Cub 
Cruiser.

Another act—one much talked 
about by the convicts behind 
Huntsville prison’s walls—by an­
other inmate will also be a new 
part of the annual rodeo.

Marion Frazier, serving 99 
years as Ramsey farm, has train­
ed a prison born and raised dog 
to perform a number of extra­
ordinary routines. Mutt, as the 
dog is named, is said to be able 
to climb a ladder faster than a 
fireman; ride and propel a small 
scooter; jump through a hoop of 
fire; open a small gate, go thru 
it on his hind legs, then close it 
behind him plus other unusual 
tricks.

Frazier, a native of Montague 
in North Texas, who for the past 
three years has been one of the 
bull fighting irtmate clowns of 
the prison show, says he has 
never before trained any animal 
—just thought he’d try his hand

with Mutt after the pup was bom 
in the Ramsey farm power plant 
where Frazier works. The result 
is a dog 15 months old who has 
the talents of a bom showman 
and can do everything hut figure 
your income tax, according to his 
master.
