Robbed Saturday 
Morning

The first robbery to amount to 
anything in recent months oc­
curred here Saturday morning 
when thugs broke into the Tex­
aco warehouse which is located 
about 3 blocks east of the depot. 
The break-in was believed to 
have taken place between three 
and three-thirty, Sheriff Truett 
Behrens stated. Entrance to the 
building was gained by using tin 
snipe, cutting a hole thru the tin 
on the back door.

Sheriff Behrens reported the 
major part of the loss as 26 tires, 
12 tubes, 2 metal chairs, a small 
filing case, 500 rounds of am­
munition, a small amount of cash 
and stamps. We have some good 
clues we are working on but 
nothing definite has turned up 
yet, he added.

Cotton Boll Worms 
Showing Up In 
Some Fields

According to county agent H. M. 
Breedlove, cotton boll worms 
have been hurting some cotton 
fields in the county. The infesta­
tion is spotted and possibly could 
let up with the return of warm 
weather, but in some cases there 
has been poisoning for the con­
trol of the boll worm.

The county agent suggests that 
all farmers watch their cotton 
crops for the sign of any types of 
harmful insects. When six or 
eight boll worms are found to one 
hundred stalks of cotton it is time 
to poison and when ten to twelve 
leaf worms are found to each one 
hundred stalks it is time to 
poison.

The best spray for leaf worm 
and boll worm control, according 
to the county agent, is DDT and 
Toxaphene mix with one part of 
DDT to two parts of Toxaphene: 
the mixture to five gallons of 
water with about one quart of 
the mixture per acre. When 
using dust, the county agent 
recommends a 3-5-40 dust and to 
apply when the wind is very low. 
The best time to dust is at night 
and preferrably from midnight 
on to daylight when there is dew 
on the cotton. Present conditions 
has made dusting very favorable 
due to the dew at nights. A ll per­
sons needing additional informa­
tion on control of cotton insects 
should contact the county agent

Truck Loading Law 
Now Effective

Texas Truckers now have a 
pair of new laws to bone up on 
and adhere to which went into 
effect yesterday.

Homer Garrison, Jr., Director 
of the Texas Department of Pub­
lic Safety, has announced that the 
two measures, which were en­
acted by the 53rd Texas Legisla-' 
ture, went into effect August 26.

One of the laws provides that 
if a trucker overloads his vehicle 
in excess of the gross weight for 
which it is registered and is 
caught by the officers; he will be 
required to apply to the nearest 
available county tax assessor- 
collector for additional registra­
tion in an amount to take care of 
his overload before he can con­
tinue his trip. I f  he is over the 
maximum legal weight. Garrison 
said, he can still be unloaded on

the spot, under the old law, be­
fore being allowed to proceed. 
Exception is made in the case of 
livestock or perishable merchan­
dise, in which instances the oper­
ator shall be permitted to seek 
the nearest practical point along 
his route where his load may be 
protected from damage or de­
struction before being required 
to secure the additional registra­
tion.

The other law, Garrison ex­
plained, provides, generally, that 
any operator, other than the reg­
istered owner or his agent, of a 
commercial motor vehicle or 
truck tractor must file with the 
State Safety Department a copy 
of the lease or other agreement 
under which the vehicle is being 
operated. In addition, he must 
carry copies of the lease and of 
the letter of transmittal to the 
Department in the vehicle.

Kent Odom, Chief of the L i­
cense and Weight Division of the 
Texas Department of Public 
Safety, said that this law is de­
signed to curb “outlaw” truckers 
who afford no protection to ship­
pers. He said that a copy of a 
booklet, giving detailed explana­
tions of the law's provisions, w ill 
be sent to any trucker who re­
quests it by writing to him at 
Austin.

New Seed Testing 
Fee System To Be 
In Effect Sept. 1st

AUSTIN— A new seed testing 
fee system will be put into effect 
Sept. 1, by the two seed labora­
tories operated by the Texas De­
partment of Agriculture in Lub­
bock and Austin, Commissioner 
John C. White has announced.

A  completS test of all seed will 
be made for $2.50 with the ex­
ception of chaffy grasses, native 
grasses, mixtures and trashy 
seed. This fee can be broken 
down to $1 for germination tests 
or $1.50 for purity analysis, only.

A  fee of $5 will be levied for 
purity and/or germination tests 
of the four exceptions — chaffy, 
native, mixtures and trashy seed. 
During a rush season, however, 
trashy seed may be rejected for 
testing purposes. White added.

Noxious weed seed will be ex­
amined for $1 per sample.

Analysis of seed by an accredit­
ed laboratory is required before 
Texas Tested Seed Tags can be 
issued. White explained. No seed 
can be legally offered for sale 
without the tag from the Dept.
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of Agriculture.

Charge for a seed tag has been
increased from 1 to 2 cents. The 
Texas Seed Law requires that 
one tag be attached to each con­
tainer or bag of seed sold or ex­
posed for sale in the amount of 
100 pounds or a fraction thereof.

Money for the tests must ac­
company the samples. Checks or 
money orders should be made to 
the Texas Seed Act Fund. Charg­
es will be effective on all samples 
which reach either of the two 
laboratories after Sept. 1, regard­
less of the postmark date, White 
said.

This will be the first year the 
Texas Department of Agriculture 
has charged for seed tests. The 
fees are the result of a new plan 
to make the department more 
nearly self-supporting and less 
dependent on the taxpayer’s 
money.

Commissioner White said he 
had not asked the Legislature to 
appropriate tax money for this 
project for the next two years. 
The fee system was initiated so 
that the expense would be borne 
by those who benefit from the 
service.

Old Art, New Science
According to modern scientific 

thinking, metallurgy is a science 
that has developed backwards. 
Generally, study and research 
precede practical application, but 
metal working goes back to pre­
historic ■ times, while the study 
of metals has, comparatively 
speaking, just begun.

Only about 5000 years too late 
to do Bronze Age artisans any 
good, G-E scientists are getting 
some new ideas on the old prob­
lem of how to make metals 
strong. A ll metals and alloys 
are made up ot crystals which fit 
together like bricks in a wall.

These crystals in turn are 
up of atoms. Scientists growing 
large-size single crystals in the 
laboratory expected them to be  
extra strong, but found the o(»- 
posite to be true. It was then 
discovered that the defects lie 
in the atomic structure of the 
individual crystal.

If a cure can be found far 
atomic defects of metal crystals, 
it is theoretically possible to in­
crease metal strength as much as 
a thousand times. This would, of 
course, have a tremendous effect 
on the power and endurance ctf 
the various machines on which 
modern civilization depends, and 
it wouldn’t hurt arrowheads any, 
either.

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Smoke Spending
CHICAGO— (American Peoples 

Encyclopedia News Service)
The American public spent $5.2 
billion on tobacco and tobacco 
products last year, according to a 
report in the 1953 Yearbook of 
the American Peoples Encyclo­
pedia. This was an increase of 
approximately $300 million over 
1951.

Cigarette and cigar consump­
tion accounted for all of the in­
crease in sales, according to the 
report. Sales of pipe and chewing 
tobacco and snuff all registered 
declines from the previous year’s 
sales figures.

Total cigarette production last 
year was estimated at 430 billion, 
a three per cent increase over the 
preceding year. Cigar output was 
up four per cent to 6,000,000— the 
highest total since 1930.

The 97 million pounds of pipe 
tobacco produced during the last 
year was about four per-cent be­
low figures for 1951. Chewing to­
bacco and snuff output were each 
off about one per cent from the 
preceding year. The use of snuff 
in the United States has declined 
a^out 30 per cent in the last 30 
years.
