THE DROUTH SITUATION:
Congressman Ikard of Wichita
Falls, Congressman Mahon, of
Lubbock, and myself called upon
the Secretary of Agriculture, Ezra
A. Benson, this afternoon to dis-
cuss with him the possibility of
early action in meeting the re-
quirements of the farmers and
the ranchers in the drouth strick-
en areas of the Southwest. On
June Ist the entire Panhandle of
Texas was shown in the U. S. De-
partment of Agriculture Crop Re-
port as being an area of near
failure insofar as crop prospects
are concerned and in the same

category insofar as pasture-feed
conditions are concerne This.

situation has grown worse since
June 1st and there are no signs
of relief from the weather stand-
point. It would be my prayer that
you have been blessed by a soak-
ing rain when this letter reaches
you.

Several days ago members of
Congress representing this drouth
stricken area in the Southwest
met with representatives of the
Farmers Home Administration,
The Commodity Credit Corpora-
tion, and the Bureau of the Bud-
get. The purpose of the meeting
was to speed up the mechanics of
bringing some relief to the
stricken areas. The Farmers
Home Administration has indi-
cated its willingness under its
present powers to go as far as
possible under its loan program.

If further authorlty!h needed tof

delay. In the meantime, request

has been made for use of the|

Presidential Emergency Fund,
which was created to meet dis-
asters. The representative of the
Bureau of the Budget indicated
that there might be some hesi-
tancy to consider a drouth the
type of disaster intended by the
law creating this fund. He seem-
ed to feel that there was some
thinking to the effect that the
disaster intended was an immed-
jate and temporary type of occur-
rence. We quickly briefed him on
the fact that a drouth is not an
immediate or temporary disaster
and that “drouth” was listed in
the major disaster definitions
contained in Public Law 875 of
the 81st Congress, which is the
law creating this fund. I wrote
the President that I could not too
strongly urge early action as the
situation is extremely bad and
growing worse. Only recently I
was discussing the problem with
a lawyer friend of mine from the
Panhandle who was in Washing-
ton. I asked him to tell me in ex-
act terms just exactly how bad
the situation was. He replied that
if it was any place except the
Panhandle of Texas, a lot of the
people would have already mov-
ed out. I think this is one of the
highest compliments that could
be paid to the people there “who
have fought the elements through
the years and have built one of
the finest stock of Americans in
the United States today.

Just the other day I expressed
to the Congress my thoughts on
the subject and gave them two
petitions that have been forward-
ed to my office concerning this
tragedy. I told the Congress that
the people in our section were
asking only for fair treatment, to
which they are justly entitled;
that they had fought the elements
for generations and had not been
defeated yet, and that they could
continue to win their daily bat-
tles unless their weapons were
rendered impotent by man-made
economic measures. I stated fur-
ther that they could not be ex-
pected to meet the requirements
of economic measures of pur-
chasing supplies, materials, e-
quipment and their other needs
on protected markets and have
to sell their products on an open
market that has been ruined by
a drouth situation over which
they had no control.

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Three-Year Average
Formula Would Give
More Cotton Acreage
To Donley County

Cotton acreage under crop con-
trol allotments for most West
Texas counties will be increased
if a three-year average on cotton
acres in cultivation is substituted
for the present formula which is
based on a five-year average.

Hearings are due to start in
Washington before congressional
committees during the coming
week on House Bill 5655 and Sen-
ate Bill 2106, which propose the
substitution widely supported by
many western cotton growers.

Information developed by the
West Texas Chamber of Com-
merce from records published by
the U. S. Department of Agricul-
| ture show that all but 20 of 117
cotton-growing counties in West
| Texas would gain acreage by
| of these bills, largely be-
1« wse of new acreage put

passage

i(\'l_‘ul' .
' The law now provides that
|

| allotments be based on an aver-
| age acreage of five crop years
1947, 1948, 1950, 1951 and 1952.
| The year of 1949 was specifically
| omitted.

The new proposal would change
the basis to the three years of
1951, 1952 and 1953.

West Texas as a whole would
gain 688,900 acres for 1954 if the
new formula is

approved by
Congress. The WTCC urges every
grower to give his Congressman
his opinion of the more desirable
formula.

Donley County would be allot-
ted 37,200 acres on the proposed
three-year basis and 33,500 on the

present five-year basis.

June 28 - July 5th

Throughout Texas this past
week, county chairmen have been
busy organizing “Aid to Korea
Week,” which is being held in
the Lone Star State June 28 -
July 5th. Governor Allan Shivers
has appointed a chairman in each
of Texas’ 254 counties to lead the
drive on a local basis.

l.lnm- 28 - July 5 as “Aid to Korea

Week,” and has urged Texans to
| give generously to the emergency
| relief fund to aid Korean civil-
| ians.

Churches have been asked to
aid the campaign on the opening
Sunday of the Texas phase of
the campaign, by calling atten-
tion to the need for funds and,
wherever possible, to make spec-
ial collections to be turned in to
the county fund for Korean relief.

The Texas effort is part of a
nation-wide observance to raise
$5,000,000 in an emergency cam-
[ paign to provide immediate aid
to millions of displaced sick and
injured persons and
Korea. President Dwight D.
Eisenhower endersed the cam-
| paign when it was first proposed
lb_\' The American-Korean Foun-
| dation. “Our own fighting men

in Korea have been contributing

orphans in

to the cause of Korean assistance
much more than we who have
remained at home. By contribut-
ing to this cause, we can support
| the personal efforts of our own
troops,” he said. U. S. Troops in
Korea have contributed more
than $13,000,000 in the past three
| years from their soldier pay to
| aid the Koreans. Hospitals, liomes
and orphanages are being main-
| tained solely by funds donated by
| these men.

York state.

Want to grow watermelons in
January? Simply erect gauze
tents over the field and pipe
warm water through the soil at a

depth of 18 inches.

These hints and suggestions are
just two of the many received
each year by a Texas agency
which celebrates its 46th anni-

versary this month.

The Texas Department of Agri-
culture was created by an act of
the Legislature in January, 1907.
Its original staff consisted of only
four persons whose duties were
“40 organize farmers' institutes
for the purpose of keeping alive
agricultural  interests in the
state.” Legislative action since
that time has broadened the scdpe
of activities considerably and to-
day more than 140 employees are
associated with the department.
But many people are confused
about the Department of Agri-
culture’s activities, just as was
the gentleman from New York
who offered to break the recent

1| drouth with his bottled water—at

a neat profit for himself. The de-
partment isn’t an agricultural
purchasing agency—neither is it

In a nutshell, the present status
of the department is that of an
agricultural law enforcement
agency. Its duty, primarily, is to
administrate and regulate laws
passed by the Legislature for the
advancement of Texas agricul-
ture.

?gt convenience, efficiency and
economy, the work is separated
into divisions under the Com-
missioner of Jgriculture. The
largest division is the Horticul-
ture and Quarantine, followed by
ing Laboratory, Weights & Meas-
uiews Supervision, warehouse In-
spection and Agricultural Market
News.

A detailed explanation of the
department’s work would fill sev-
eral good-sized books. It is
enough to say that they protect
the fruit and vegetable and other

commodities from disease and in-
sects; assure 2!l Texans of a full
measure of goods purchased on
any weight or measuring device;
conduct tests to provide a plenti-
ful supply of high quality seeds
for next year’s crops, and provide
up-to-the-minute price informa-
tion on what the farmer can ex-
pect for his goods. There are
countless other duties which arise
every day—for agriculture is not
a static proposition.

The Texas Deparitment of Agri-

culture is looking forward to
another year of service to Texans.

It is the hope of the Commissio-
ner and staff members that 1953
will be a year of further advance-
ment for the state’s largest ine
dustry—Agriculture.

The Supreme Court postponed
the case involving the question of
segregation in the public schools

in Wachingten Mansy soosle 5ot
familiar with Washington think
that the public schools here are
non-segregated. Buch is not the
case; the schools are segregated
and ample facilities are provided
for the negroes.

Those who are seeking to abol-
ish all forins of segregation have
no doubt concluded that this re-
cent decision of the Supreme
Court is the beginning of a quick
end to segregation on a nation-
wide basis. In other words, they
anticipate that the issue will be
handled as a federal matter and
that any state laws, rules or regu-
lations will be subservient to and
must bow to a federal proclama-
tion. This is centralized govern-
ment, undiluted. It could well
mean the end of states’ rights for
all purposes. It will mean the
adoption of FEPC legislation and
substantially all of the so-called
civil rights program proposed by
the Truman administration and
so resoundingly fought by the
South. On June 3rd, Congressman
Adam Clayton Powell, Jr, who
refers to himself as the senior
congressman of all parties from
Manhattan, and the first negro
congressman to be elected in
modern times from the Estern
Seaboard, wired the President of
the United States, in which he
scored two members of the Presi-
dent’s cabinet and Admiral
Boone, Chief Médical Officer of
the Veterans Administration. He
demanded a decision by the
President concerning a rumor
that Secretary of The Navy Bob
Anderson intended to maintain
segregation in the Charleston,
South Carolina, and Norfolk, Vir-
ginia Naval shipyards; that
Oveta Culp Hobby, Secretary of
Health, Education and Welfare,
had issued a memorandum to the
Secretary of Defense telling Mr.
Wilson not to follow a presi-
dential directive abolishing seg-
regated schools on Army posts;
that Admiral Boone had advised
the Congressman that he would
not change practices in veterans’

Congressman Powell requested
a personal reply from (he Presi-
dent. On June 9th, the Congress-
man received a letter from the
President in compliance with his
request, in which the President
stated, and I quote: “I will carry
out avery nledoe T havae wmade
with regard to segregation”, and
“I have made inquiries of the of-
ficials to whom you refer and
learn that they are pursuing the
purpose of eliminating segrega-
tion in federally controlled and
supported institutions”, and “To
achieve our purpose we must
plan and work together and with
the victories 1 by 1, and not to be
content until we have gained our
goal.” On June 1l1th, the Cong-
ressman‘replied to the President
in most complimentary terms for
the reassurances contained in the
President’s letter. The Congress-
man also called upon the Presi-
dent in this last communication
for executive action without wait-
ing for any action by the legis-
lative or judicial brances on five
items: (1) Continuation and imn-
plementation of the ¥air Fmploy-
| ment Practices Commission es-
tablished by Executive Order
19980. (2) Continuation and stren
gthening of the Commitiee on
Government Contract Compli-
ance.~(3) A change in the naval
policy of segregation in shore es-
tablishments. (4) Change of the
policy of the Federal Housing and
Home Finance Agency of giving
aid to segregated housing, (5)
That the State Department make
changes in its foreign service em-
ployment policy, wherein the
Congressman charges that of
6,000 employees only 50 are |
negroes. |

Mmunum Foundation
School Program
(This is the first in a series of
articles explaining the minimum
foundation, or ' Gilmer-Aikin,
school program. The writer was
a member of the original Gilmer-
Aikin Committee, has been sup-
erintendent of schovbls at Tex-
arkana for 33 years and is chair-
man of the Texas State Teachers
Association’s legislative commit-
tee).

A 1947 legislative fight over
teachers’ salaries led to complete
reorganization in 1949 of Texas’
public school system and gave
the state, almost overnight, a
high ranking in education.

Texans had been working to-
ward such a goal for more than
a century. Mirabeau B. Lamar
and Sam Houston both had uig-
ed high quality, state-supported
public schools. The State Con-
stitution directs the Legislature
to “establish and make suitable
provisions for the support and
maintenance of an efficient sys-

tem of public free schools.”

Three years after Houston's
victory at San Jacinto, the state
made the first important provis-
‘ion for appropriating lands to be
’used in establishing a permanhent
| endowment for a public school
lsystem Texans have sought bet-
| ter schools ever since; passage of
the Gilmer-Aikin school reform
laws: in 1949 climaxed a long
struggle.

In 1947, when the Legislature
studied a proposed $2,000 mini-
mum saary for teacherls, its at-
tention was caled to the rising
cost of education, the failure of
the public schools to reach near-
ly one-third of the school age
children in Texas and unsatis-
factory methods of distributing
hstage funds for education. These
things, coupled with a shortage of
qualified teachers and the pros-
pect of a rapidly-growing popula-
tion, prompted the late Gov.
Beauford Jester to suggest a
comprehensive study of public
education.

Senator A M. Aikin, Jr., of
Paris and Representative Claud
Gilmer of Rocksprings sponsored
a resolution which created an
18-member committee to make
such a study. This committee, of

and drew on the advice and sug-
gestions of an estimated 100,000
laymen—before. making recom-
mendations to the Legislature and

This resulted in the introdue-
tion of the three Gilmer-Aikin
bills and a dramaitic legisiative
fight, which lasted five months,
over them.

Their passage started a new
era in public education in Texas.
Under the minimum foundation
program, every chiid of school
age in Texas is guaranteed a
minimum standard of education,

including nine months of school-
ing a year. More than 400 school
districts
shorter school years.

The cost of the program de-
pends on school attendance,
which determines the number of
teachers to be employed and the
amount of operating costs; the
training and experience of teach-
ers, which determines their posi-
tions on the salary scale; and the
number of school children trans-
ported in school buses, which de-
termines the transportation costs.

Thus, the cost of education can
rise only in proportion to the in-
créase in -the number of child-
ren attending school and the
standard of teachers employed.
State financial assistance is pro-
vided in accordance with local

communities’ ability to support
public éducation. This ability is
measured by use of an economic
index formula set forth in the
law,

The minimum foundation pro-
gram sets certain bare, minimum
standards for the public schools.
These standartds, below which no
school can fall, determiné the
amount of money needed. Each
local district contributes to the
cost in proportion to its ability,
and the state then provides the
additional money needed to
maintain these minimum stand-

No person other than the
registered man shall have the
RIGHT to appear in person be-
fore the local board. But the lo-
cal board, in its discretion, may
permit any person to appear be-
fore it with or on behalf of a reg-
istrant, except that no registrant
may be represented before the
board by anyone acting as attor-
ney or iegal counsel.

The registrant may bring an

linterpreter with him if he does

not speak English adequately.

When he appears, the regis-
trant inay discuss his classifica-
tion, direct attention to other
classes in which he thinks he
should be placed, point out infor-
mation in his file which he be-
lieves has been overlooked or
which he believes has not receiv-
ed serious enough consideration,
or any other information.

Such information must either
be in writing, or oral and sum-
marized in writing. In either case,
the information is placed in the
man’s file,

Regulations provide that the
local board, or member or mem-
bers hearing the case may impose
such limitations upon the time
which the registrant may have
for his appearance as they deem
necessary.

Aiter a registrant is heard, the
local board may determine to re-
open the cagse or not reopen it,
being guided by information re-
ceived in the appearance. The
registrant must be advised by
notice of classification in either
case.

There are detergents advertised
on today's market for practically
any cleaning job — from cutting
stubborn grease on a mechanic’s
hands, to discouraging fleas on
the family poodle.

They work too, in most in-
stances, but State Health Officer
Geo. W. Cox has this word of
warning:

“Make sure you follow the di-
rections to the letter.” Otherwise
you could end up with a discom-
forting case of “housewives
eczema,”

These so-called “soapless” pro-
ducts have found wide favor with
housewives for washing clothes
and dishes. No doubt a good bit
of their popularity is due to high
powered advertising, including
the decorative boxes featuring
happy ladies hanging the wash-
ing or putting up dishes which
the product has cleaned all by
itself.

Dr. Cox identifies the active in-
gredients of these products as
chemical compounds which act to
lower surface tension of water,
making it more penetrating and
able to get through grease and
dirt to break it up and keep it
from resettling.

Many brands contain special
purpose ingredients, such as am-
monium salt, which make the
compound bactericidal.

A duck is supposed to sink like
a rock in water containing some
of these detergents, probably be-
cause the “wetter” water gets
through the oil in the duck’s
feathers—which is the reason a
duck is ordinarily water  proof
and able to float.

It stands to reason, Dr. Cox
points out, that if these com-
pounds will cut through grease
and film, and there is no doubt
that some of them will—they will
also penetrate the natural oils of
the skin and cause irritation and
discomfort if the condition is neg-
lected.

The health officer’'s recommen-
dation? Keep some hand lotion
within easy reach and apply it
liberally after using detergents
for  household cleaning or
laundry.

agriculture ‘is concerned. One
resolution states that *“No seg-
ment of our economy, including
agriculture, (should) be spared
participation in efforts {o achieve
a balanced (federal) budget.”

The AFBF supports a continu-
ation of price support program
that will protect the farmer
against radical fluctuations in
prices. But the resolutions add:

“It is not, however, the respon-
sibility of the government to
guarantee profitable prices to any
economic group.”

And the resolutions state: “In
order to encourage high produc-
tion per man in agriculture, the
emphasis in’ farm  programs
should continue to be on adequate
prices in the market place rather
than on income subsidies.”

The AFBF, in our estimation,
does not demand anything from
the government that is not both
advantageous to agriculture and
the national economy as a whole.
For many years, as an example,
some farmers have been paid
federal subsidies for conservation
practices which any good farmer
would use. The Farm Bureau
states that, “Payment for prac:
tices which have become a norm-
al and accepted part of farming
operations of the area in which
a farm is located should be dis-
continued.”

These are some of the ways in
which the “American” part of
the Farm Bureau Federation’s
program is emphasized. It is a
sound plan for agriculture but it
is also a rounded economic pro-
gram for the nation as a whole.

“good listening” and the Amarillo
Air Force Base Band has been
branded with it. They will appear
in Clarendon in a concert at
10 a. m, and the parade at 1 p. m.

In the comparatively short
Amarille=history of 21 months,
the 589th Air Force Band has
chalked up thousands of rootin,
tootin miles giving out with
sharps and flats to the satisfac-
tion of listeners throughout this
section of the country. The band
has played in almost every city
in the Panhandle within a 75-
mile radius of Amarillo Air Force
Base

Making with the music is not
the easiest job in the Air Force.
Every performance has a lot of
rehearsals behind it and being on
tap for shows any time of day or
night means baridsmen can't al-
ways count regular off-duty
hours as leisure time.

“We work while others play
and play when they work,” is the
way one musician of the band
puts it.

The band’s repertoire of pro-
grams embraces a variety of mu-
sical types. As a marching band,
the group may assemble for
parades and reviews, retreat or
honor guard ceremonies, sere-
nades, drill periods or athletic
events. Organized as a goncert
band, the versatile musicians
fulfill concert dates both on base
and off. And as a ‘dance band,
there are service club dances,
benefits, hospital shows and
broadcasts to do.

Under the direction of Warrant
Officer Patrick F. Veltre, the
30-piece aggregation keeps a full
schedule of events for months in
advance.

The affable young warrant of-
ficer is a native of Pennsylvania.
He is a graduate of the Indiana
(Pa,) State Teachers’ College and
prior to entering the Air Force
conducted a concert orchestra in
his home state. Before his assign-
ment to Amarillo AFB last June,
WO Ventre attended the Air
Force advanced instrumentalist
school in Washington, D. C.
Warrant Officer Veltre is proud
of the men in his band. Many of
them are college graduates and a
number of them have outstand-
ing musical accomplishments to
their credit.
The band’s designation as the
589th Air Force Band entitles it
to the history, battle honors and
decorations belonging to the
589th Air Force Band which was
deactivated in December of 1945,
shortly following the end of
World War II.
The men of the Amarillp band
are hoping that they can add
more laurels to the 589th’s his-
tory. They can be sure of one
thing. They are adding a lot of
musical pleasure for a host of
Panhandle listeners.

SHORT - TERM -
FARM DEBTS

Each year, farmers and ranch-
men use a large amount of short-
term credit to good advantage.

Such credit is usually not se-
cured by a lien on real estate, but
is largely repaid within one year,
although some runs for a longer
period. A quick look at this situ-
ation shows that these short term
debts increased for 2.9 billion
dollars on January 1, 1946, to
about 7.6 billion dollars on Janu-
ary 1, 1953.

In the past few years, farm pro-
duction costs jumped and labor
became scarce. This fact encour-
aged farmers to do more and
more of their work with labor-

more money for fertilizer, farm
improvements, and other mea-
sures that promote larger output
per man-hour of labor.

All this requires money. With
incomes favorable, farmers have
not hesitated to borrow to sup-
ply their needs. Many have found
it necessary to increase their
short-term debt. The totai short-
term debt for the country as a
whole has increased until it is
now higher than the farm mort-
gage debt.

There are signs, however, that
the upward trend has been halt-
ed. Economists point out that
short-term debts did not increase
as much in 1952 as in recent years
and suggest that farmers may be
tightening their debt belts,

This may be a wise move. The
outlook points to a lower - farm
income, in general, than in recent

years, and many farmers and

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Attorney General

Stresses Speedup
In Water Policy

ANAHUAC-—-Attorney General

John Ben Shepperd told water
conservationists  Saturday that
Texas can not wait the four years
allotted by the 53rd Legislature
for a comprehensive survey of
the state’s water resources. He
urged immediate cooperation of
all cities, counties, water districts
and agencies to make inventory
of needs and speed up a uniform
water policy for the state,

Shepperd spoke to some 5,000
members of the Fraternity of the
White Heron at a ninth annual
fish fry in Anahuac. The group
promotes the development of
water resources in Texas and the
Southwest.

In addition to an immediate
statewide water inventory, Shep-
perd named two other wurgent
needs. “We must have a clear-cut
understanding among the various
water authorities as to who is
going to do what,” he said. “There
is too much bickering between
Federal and State government,
and between various river au-
thorities and water districts.
Somebody in authority ought to
call them together in the next
ten days, lock the door and let
them thrash it out.”

Second, he pointed out the lack
of an agency to act in water
emergencies. He expressed the
hope that reorganization of the
Board of Water Engineers, voted
by the last session of the Legis-
lature, will authorize the Board
to establish emergency rules on

water use.

Pointing out that “every city
and county has some kind of con-
stitutional authority to take stock
of its needs and deficiencies,” the
Attorney Generla called upon all
mayors and county judges to
form water resources committees
on the local and county level,

He urged all water districts,
river authorities and watershed
associations to work under the
State Water Resources Commit-
tee in making a prompt survey.

“But let’s leave the politics out
of it,” he said. “Let every water-
worried Texan be a fact-finder,
not a lobbyist. Politics, like oil,
will not mix with water.”

Pointing up the committee's
task of recommending water
legislation, the Attorney General
said, “When the survey is com-
plete and a water policy outlined,
I believe we should ask the gov-
ernor for a special session of the
Legislature to consider nothing
but the water problam. It will not
suffice to have this question
brought up in a crowded regular
session with twelve or (fifteen
hundred other bills.”

Shepperd was the first Attor-
ney General to set up a separate
water division in his office to
, Study the complexity of Texas
{ water laws. He is a past president
{ of the Sabine River Watershed
Association and a long-time
member of the statewide Tide-
lands Committee.

“Our problem can not wait, and
neither can we,” he concluded his
talk. “Let's get Texas back to
the point where, when we speak
of dry counties, we won't be talk-
ing about water.”

Most of us find that it is a much
easier job to talk ourselves into
trouble than out of it.
