Conservation Reserve Program
(CRP) through September 30.

“Our objective is to help
livestock producers through this
difficult period while also preserv-
ing the cover and wildlife that nest
there,” Drew Thornberry, County
Executive Director of the ASCS
office, said.

“Several restrictions apply to
haying and grazing on CRP lands,
S0 as to sustain the environmental
protections that are the heart of
the program,” Thornberry said.
To qualify, farmers and ranchers
must show a 40 percent loss in hay
and pasture production.

CRP participants who use
the emergency haying and grazing
program will have their current
rental payment reduced by 25% as
established by the State ASC Com-
mittee. They must also agree to
leave at least 25 percent of each
field or contiguous fields undis-
turbed for wildlife. Producers
must designate the CRP acreage to
be either hayed or grazed, but not
both on the same acreage. Only
one cutting of hay may be
removed.

Hay harvested from CRP
acres may be used by CRP par-
ticipants to maintain their own
livestock, or may be sold only to an
approved livestock producer in an
approved county. The same
restrictions apply to grazing.

QUESTION: Our 15-year-
old son literally seethes with hos-
tility at home--at his mother and
me, at his sisters, and at the world.
Believe me, we have done nothing
to provoke this anger, and I don’t
understand what has caused it.

But other parents of teens

report the same problem. Why are
so many adolescents angry at their
parents and families? Sometimes
they secem to hate the people who
love them the most!

DR. DOBSON: At least
part of the answer to that question
can be explained by the "in-be-
tween" stages of teenagers. They
live in an era when they enjoy
neither the privileges of
nor the advantages of childhood.

Consider the plight of the
average 15-year-old. All of the
kighly advertised adult privileges
and vices are forbidden to him be-
cause he is "too young." He can’t
drive or marry or enlist or drink or
smoke or work or leave home. And
his sexual desires are denied
gratification at a time when they
scream for release.

The only thing he is per-
mitted to do, it scems, is stay in
school and read his dreary
textbooks. This is an overstate-
ment, of course, but it is expressed
from the viewpoint of the young
man or woman who feels dis-
enfranchised and insulted by
society. Much of the anger of
today’s youth is generated by their
perception of this injustice.

There is another side to this
issue of adolescent volatility. I'm
now convinced that the hormonal
changes occurring in a developing
body may be more important to
feclings than we thought carlier.
Just as a woman's emotions are set
on edge by premenstrual tension,
menopause and extreme fatigue, it
