A new law that goes into effect 
^ J a n u a r y  1, 1994, will

eliminate the need for commercial 
vehicle operators to have their 
commercial vehicles undergo dual ' 
inspections.

Survey Show s P aren ts  Want 
S im p lified  Im m u n iza tion  Process ©

(NAPS)—A recent G allup su r­
vey confirm s th u t public u n d e r­
standing of preventable childhood 
d iseases needs to improve if the 
U .S. is to in c rease  its  n a tio n a l 
im m u n iza tio n  ra te ,  w hich lags 
behind 69 other countries for chil- ‘ 
dren under age two. The survey 
also  rev ea ls  th a t  m any p a re n ts  
would be m ore inclined  to have 
their children fully immunized if 
they could get the same protection 
with fewer injections—a wish th a t • 
recently became reality  w ith the 
U.S. introduction of a new four-in- 
one combination pediatric vaccine.

“T he lack  of a w a re n e s s  and  
e d u c a tio n  for d is e a se s  su ch  as 
Haemophilus b disease is ju s t one 
of the hurdles we face as the inci­
dence of certain childhood illness­
es in th is  c o u n try  r i s e s ,” sa id  
Virginia B urggraf of the American 
N urses Association (ANA), which 
co -sp o n so red  th e  su rv e y  w ith  
L ederle-P rax is  B iologicals. “Be­
yond education about disease, par­
e n ts  need  to know  m ore ab o u t 
pediatric vaccines, how often they 
should be adm inistered and their 
side effects.”

T he su rvey  found th a t  m any 
p a re n ts  a re  no t know ledgeab le  
about vaccines, and are not aw are 
th a t multiple doses are needed to 
provide a d e q u a te  p ro tec tion . In 
addition, some paren ts are reluc­
ta n t  to im m unize th e ir  ch ildren  
because of the traum a a child may 
experience w ith im m unizations. 
S urvey resp o n d en ts  overw helm ­
ingly (86 percent) said they would

be more inclined to have their 
children immunized if they could 
get the same protection with 
fewer injections

In the hopes of increasing 
immunization rates, a new vac­
cine was developed to protect 
against four diseases with one 
injection. Recently licensed by the 
U.S. Food and Drug Administra­
tion (FDA), tetra m u n e" (Diph­
theria and Tetanus Toxoids and 
Pertussis Vaccine Adsorbed and 
Haemophilus b Conjugate Vaccine 
(Diphtheria crm197 Protein Con­
jugate) protects against diphthe­
ria, tetanus and pertussis (whoop­
ing cough) and Haemophilus b 
disease with a series of single 
injections.

“Fewer shots—four instead of 
eight—are required with TETRA­
MUNE, which will cause less anxi­
ety for both children and their 
parents,” said Jill Hackell, M.D., 
director, Clinical Research, 
Lederle-Praxis Biologicals, the 
company that developed and dis­
tributes the vaccine.

Minor and temporary side 
effects after the administration of 
tetramune are similar to the single 
entity vaccines. As with the indi­
vidual vaccines, more Berious 
adverse reactions may rarely occur.

While significant steps are 
being taken to address low immu­
nization rates in the U.S., a real 
need remains for better and moie 
education about the importance of 
immunization and the seriousness 
of childhood disease.

SURVEY HIGHLIGHTS

A majority of parents were not aware that their child requires 
immunization against nine serious diseases soon after birth. For 
example, 59 percent of respondents didn’t know that children should 
receive their first immunizations against pertussis (whooping cough), 
a potentially fatal disease, by two months of age.

Thirty-six percent of parents mistakenly believe that Haemophilus 
b disease (meningitis) vaccine protects children in one visit.

Forty-seven percent of respondents were not aware that polio is 
contagious.

Thirty-six percent and 32 percent, respectively, of parents sur­
veyed did not realize measles and pertussis can be fatal.

As the end of the year ap­

proaches, there are certain Social 
Security related matters you should 
know about.

If you have a child age one or 
older who doesn’t have a Social 
Security number, make sure you get 
one before you file your tax return 
next year. The law requires you to 
list a Social Security number on 
your tax return for all dependents 
over age one.

If you changed your name 
th is year (th rough  m arriage, 
divorce, or any other reason), make 
sure your new name is listed on 
your Social Security card and in 
Social Security records. If you don’t 
do this, there may be problems 
posting your earnings to Social 
Security’s files. (This could reduce 
your fu tu re  S ocial S ecurity  
b en efits .) A lso, th e  In te rn a l 
R evenue S ervice may have 
problem s p rocessing  you tax 
return . If you’re getting Social

Security benefits and you moved 
this year, make sure we have your 
co rrec t add ress. (Som etim es 
people who have their checks sent 
directly to their bank forget to tell 
us about a change in their mailing 
address.) It’s important we have 
your correct address because early 
next year we’re going to send you a 
form that shows the total benefits 
you received in 1993. You may need 
this form for income tax or other 
purpose.

If you receive Social Security 
and work, remember that you can 
earn more money in 1994 before 
your benefits are reduced. If you’re 
under 65, you can earn up to $8,040 
next year with no reduction in 
benefits. If your 65 to 69, you can 
earn up to $11,160 in 1994 with no 
reduction. If you’re 70 or older, 
there is no limit on your earnings.

If you receive benefits and 
worked inn 193, you need to report 
your earnings to Social Security be 
April 15,1994. The 1993limits were 
$7,680 for people under 65 and 
$10^60 for people 65- 69.

(NAPS)—What do carpets, 
sleeping bags, garden hoses, flow­
er pots, and paint brushes have in 
common? They are among the 
products that can be made from 
recycled scrap plastic containers.

With landfill space quickly dis­
appearing, interest in recycling 
plastics has become widespread. 
More and more plastic bottles and

other rigid containers feature a 
coded symbol to help recyclers 
identify their plastic type. But the 
presence of a code or the fact that 
a plastic container has heen col­
lected for recycling does not guar­
antee that the product actually 
will be recycled.

Recycling occurs only when a 
product is manufactured using 
recycled material and is sold in the 
marketplace. If the public creates 
demand for these products, plastic 
and all other types of recycling 
will increase.

A new full-color booklet explains 
the plastics recycling loop from 
collection through final use. It 
describes the container coding 
system, giveB examples of prod­

ucts made from different plastic 
types, and includes a glossary of 
common plastics recycling terms.
