21 public hearing will be held 
in the McAllpn rivie center on 
tiro posed piece rates for hand 
harvesting of agricu'tural corn- 
mod ties.

Rate system, under the state 
Minimum Wage Law. will be bas­
ed on average worker producti­
vity by eommod'ty and will be­
come effective on February 1.

A comprehensive statewide 
field study of actual worker pro­
ductivity has been under way 
since September, 1969. Proposed 
rates w II be recommended at 
the December hearing for har­
vest of citrus fruit and all Texas 
vegetables.

A later hearing will take up 
p.'ece rates for harvesting pe­
cans, blackberries and cotton, 
plus a few fruits and vegetables 
produced in limited quantities.

Piece rates apply to piece-work 
harvesters who are not covered 
under the federal minimum wage 
statute.

Scholars Study Source 
Of Star Shining in East

“ There shall come forlh a 
Star” — Numbers 24:17.

In this Old Testament prop­
hecy by Balaam, was a real star 
meant, or does “ Star”  refer to 
a great person?

For centuries, Biblical school 
lars have considered this ques­
tion. Many believe that the prop­
hecy led the wise men to watch 
for and follow the “ star in the 
east,”  of which St. Matthew 
wrote in his story of the Nativity.

The st.ar itself is the source 
of many theories. Perhaps the 
best of all is thut it was a mir­
aculous appearance and its such 
needs no explanation.

However, astronomers through 
the ages have sought to connect 
the star seen by the wise men 
with other reported celestial ob­
jects — a coment, perhaps, or tin 
especially brilliant star that on­
ly appears at long intervals.

Still .another theory suggests 
that the star may have been a 
configuration or grouping of plan­
ets. In 1604, the German astro­
nomer Johannes Kpipler theoriz­
ed that Jupiter, Saturn and Mars 
might have occurred in sueh a 
configuration at about the time 
of Christ's birth.

The fact that the star and 
the visit of the wise men were 
described only by St. Matthew 
has led to st II another question. 
Did only the wise men see the 
star?

That they were so privileged 
is sometimes explained by the 
legend that the wise men were 
astrologers whose special inter­
est helped them to notice the un­
usual brilliance of the three plan- 
ets grouped together.

One of the legends 
says that the star appeared to 
them once more, near the end 
of their lives.

SYMBOLIC RULES
Surviving wars, crusades and 

conquests, Byzantine art florish- 
ed till the middle of the 15th cen­
tury.

Over the years, Byzantine ar­
tists influenced others, but were 
rarely influenced by others. 
Though the early Renaissance 
brought realism, the colorful, de­
corative and formal qualities of 
the Byzantine style remained 
virtually unchanged.

In Byzantine art, highly stylish 
figures appear, with little or no 
three - dimensional effect. Gold 
backgrounds suggest almost no 
sense of space.

Fam'liar scenes such as the 
Nativity show painted figures 
that are allegorical, mystical, 
symbolic — but never realistic in 
color or form.

For believers of the Greek 
Orthodox faith and other Eastern 
churches, the sympolic nature of 
Byzantine art has a deep reli­
gious significance.

Considered solely as an art 
form, the Byzantine technique is 
renowned for its beauty and de­
corative character. In its symbo­
lic approach, this ancient art is 
closer to the art of today than 
the representational works of 
more recent centuries.

Social Security
Q—My aunt applied for Medi­

care benefits since she will reach 
age 65 in two months. She has 
now received a letter stating 
that she will not be eligible for 
the hospital benefits because she 
hasn't worked and turned in to 

| social security. I was under the 
impression that anyone age 65 
was able to qualify for Medicare 
whether they had worked, or 
hot. ,

A—There are two parts to the 
Medicare program: Hospital In­
surance Benelits and Medical In 
surance Benefits. Nearly every 
one who reached age 65 befori 
1968 was eligible for hospital in 
surance, including people not eli 
gible for cash benefits. However, 
if you reach age 65 in 1968 or 
later and are not eligible for 
cash benefits, you will need some 
work credit to qualify for hospital

Q—I was told that I  would have 
to pay the first $50, at the begin­
ning of each year, on the part 
of Medicare that pays on the doc­
tors’ bills. Where am I suppose 
to send this payment?

A—You do not make a payment 
to Medicare other than your 
monthly premium payments for 
medical insurance benefits. You 
should send your doctors’ bills 
in to the address as shown in ; 
your Medicare Handbook. When 
your doctors' bills reach $50. 
Medicare will then begin paying 
80% of the reasonable charge 
over this amount.

Q—My husband passed away 
several years ago. At the time 
of death, I rece.ved the burial 
payment. Since then, I have 
druwn a w.dow's check from so­
cial security. Will there be a 
burial payment made for me at 
my death?

A - I f  you have not worked long 
enough under social security to 
be insured under your own num­
ber, there will be no burial pay­
ment made for you. There can 
be only one burial payment made 
on each social security number, 
and that is made on the death 
of the wage earner.

Q—I have a son who has been 
disabled since birth, and he is 
dependent on me for his support.
I have applied for social security 
benefits for myself and my son 
and was told lhat I would come 
under Medicare the month thut 
I become 65. Will my disabled son 
be able to qualify for Medicare 
on my record?

A —Your son would not be eligi­
ble for Medicare as long as he is 
under age 65. A person must be 
age 65 or older in order to qual­
ify for health insurance under 
the Medicare program.

(j—What is best proof of age?
A—Best proof of age is a bap­

tismal or birth record establish­
ed at or soon after birth. If 
neither of these is available, a 
Federal census record, school re­
cord, Family Bible, or any other 
record established during early 
life is considered as good proof 
of age.

New Legislation To 
Protect Consumer

Each year,’ up to a million cre­
dit cards are lost and three hun­
dred thousand are stolen. To pro­
tect a consumer plagued by dis­
appearing credit cards, Congress 
has passed a new law that will 
be effective Jan. 23, reports Doris 
Myers, Extension specialist in 
home management.
The new law states that an 

individual will not be liable for 
any loss from unauthorized use 
of his card after he has report­
ed its disappearance to the is­
suer. Notice may be by telephone 
or by letter.

Most companies will cancel use 
of the card once they have been 
notified. If the notice is by letter, 
cancellation is effective the day 
the letter is postmarked. For 
losses occurring before notifi­
cation, lab ility  is limited to 
$50.

The $50 liability applies se­
parately to each that is lost. So.

From Cartoonist
Who gave Santa his red suit, 

broad girth, white beard, ruddy 
cheeks and nose, fur-trimmed 
hat and coat?

Surprisingly enough, the donor 
was a political cartoonist.

The artist's name was Thomas 
Nast, cartoonist for Harper's Il­
lustrated Weekly, who also creat­
ed the now-famous symbols of 
the Republican elephant and the 
Democratic donkey.

The figure of Santa that Nast 
drew in 1863, and perhaps ear­
lier, has proved to be the de­
finitive one. and even today the 
figure AH dr*wft by Nast ap­
pears occasionally on Christmas 
greetings,

"Nast's image of Santa was 
extraordinary” , says Mrs. Jean­
nette Lee, director of design at 
Hallmark.

"He gave Santa many of the 
qualities that have endeared h:m
to children ever since, and we 
wouldn't dream of tampering 
very much with them today.”

Nast first credited Santa with 
keeping books on good and bad 
children, having a Christmas toy 
workshop and read ng letters sent 
to him by children.

Perhaps it was the now-famous 
poem, "  A Visit from St. Nich 
olas,”  by Dr. Clement Clarke 
Moore, that inspired Nast's il­
lustration of Santa. In (his child­
ren's classic of 1823, the r ght 
jolly old elf. who looked like a 
peddler with a pack on his back, 
was first described in print.

Nast followed Dr. Moore’s de­
scription of Santa in several par­
ticulars. but many of his con­
cepts were original.

At the time of Nast’s Santa 
Claus drawings the nation was at 
Civil War. and families were se­
parated. In a note to cheer both 
soldiers and their waiting fami­
lies Nast drew “ Santa Claus in 
Camp,”  for Harper's Weekly.
