(An Editorial)

F?w, if any, will deny the fact that an adequate hospi-
tal is needed in Donley County for the protection and

care of its people.

Senate Bill No. 525 was passed by the Texas Legisla-
ture and signed by the governor on June 12, 1969.

This bill made it possible

ity to levy annual taxes at a

on the $100 valuation for the purpose of meeting the
requirements of the district’s bonds, and its mainten-
ance and operating expenses.

Since we are looking at this election from a stand-
point of need . . . then personalities, likes and dislikes
should not be considered on such an important issue
in view of the benefits to be derived. The following

are some facts that we find
actual documents.

Named in the bill as the temporary or provisional
directors of such district were: M. M. McCully, Fred
E. Chamberlain Jr., Henry Moore, Jane Bownds. Char-
lotte M. Adams, J. R. Bartlett and Rachael Swift. At
such time as the creation of the district is approved,
these persons shall become permanent directors and
divide themselves into two classes: Class one, four per-
sons to serve until the first Saturday in April next fol-
lowing; Class two, three persons to serve until the first
Saturday in April of the following year. Successors shall
be appointed by the Commissioners Court for the two

vear term.

The bill also points out that all district taxes shall
be assessed and collected on county tax values in the

same manner as provided by
taxes.

For the benefit of residents residing within the City
of Clarendon, the present 10 percent hospital tax on city

property would be dropped
taxes are assessed.

Our present hospital is licensed to operate until 1971
for general hospital care but will not be qualified to
iL the medicare program if a hospite! district

is not formed. The physical structure of the present hos-
pital does not meet medicare requirements. Since the
greater portion of the present revenue for the operation
of the hospital comes from medicare patients, it would
not be feasable to continue operation of the hospital in
the red. If it is ever shut down, it would be a problem
to get it relicensed in its present condition. No com-
munity can hope to grow and prosper without a hospital.
When a hospital district for Donley County is created.
the Hospital Board proposes to build a hospital com-
plex at a proposed cost of one million and ninety thou-
sand dollars with 20 regular hospital beds for general
hospital patients and a 30 bed wing for extended care
patients that will be classified under the medicare or
medicaid program. Three pronosed plans have been pre-
sented to the board but no definite plans will be con-

Social Security News
The annial period for enreiling
in the supplemental medical in-
surance progcam under Medicare |
will end on March 31, 1970, ac-
cording to Travis C. Briggs,
manager of the Amarillo social
security office. This will be the
last opportunity for many per-
sons over 65 to become eligible
for the doctor bill part of Medi-
care. Those enrolling during this
period will have this coverage ef-
fective July 1, 1970.
This part of Medicare helps pay
doctor bils and other related med-
ical services and is separate from
the hospital part of the law. The
medical part ie paid for by the
participants paying $4 a month
—which will increase to $5.30 in
July with the government
matching the costs from general
revenues,
| Ee:h year, January through
March, there is a general en-
rollment period giving those over
age 60 who are still eligible to
enroll another chance. One must

Conservation Cropping System

A conservation cropping sys-
tem is the growing of crops in
combination with needed cultural
and management measures,
Cropping systems include the use
of rotations thai contain grasses
and legumes, as well as sequences
in which the desired benefits are
achieved without the use of such
crops. The purpose of a good
conservation cropping system is
to meet the needs of the soil for
improvement or maintainence, to
protect the soil during -critical
periods when erosion usually oec-
curs, to help control weeds as
well as insects and diseases.

To fulfill the needs and de-
sires of the farmer for an econo-
mic return, a sound conserva-
tion cropping system should be
used. This is applicable for all
ng
system requires a minimum
amount of cover crops in the ro-
tation period; and the manage-
ment of crops, tillage, residues,
cover, and fertility to assure
the crops in the system of doing
a conservation job. The Donley
County Soil and Water Conser-
vation District is eager to help
you towards planning a conser-
vation cropping system.

“A bare rooled tree should be
supported to prevent damage
from prevailing winds", ex-
plains Everett E. Janne, Exten-
sion landscape horticulturist at
Texas A&M University.

The most common method of
staking is with two or more wood-
en stakes driven into the soil
around the tree and about a foot
from it.

Soft string may be used to tie
the tree to the stakes, Wire or
other hard materials are poor
substitutes because they will in-
jure the tree, Guy wires may be
attached to large trees if a sec-
tion of rubber hose is used to
protect the tree,

“If rubber hose isn't used, the
wire will cut into the tree and
possibly kill it,"”" Janne says.

A tree should remain support-
ed for at least two years, Balled

Newly planted trees also need
to be pruned. The amount of
pruning is determined by the
root system, the condition of the
plant and its future care,

Usually one third to a half of

important i tree survival as any

and burlapped shrubs usually do.

the top growth is removed, the

Only secondary branches are
cut back, Buds along a single
shoot can be rubbed off,

Pruning is done to assure a
balance of the roots with the
top growth, Balled and burlapped
plants need little or ne pruning.

Plants are not fertilized im-
mediately after planting, A light
application of fertilizer should be
applied after the first growing
season.

After planting, the moisture
content of the soil demands care-
ful attention, This is especially
true for evergreen plants, he
says,

As much or more damage re-
sults from overwatering as under-
watering newly planted trees and
shrubs, reminds the horticulturist,

Plants should not be allowed
to wilt from dry soil. Neither
should the soil be kept at a
water-logged level,

It takes the lead-colored bush-
