Food Shopping 
Hints Offered

There are no set rules in buy­
ing vegetables because they all 
have individual charactcristcs 
and values, but Gwendolyne Cly- 
att, Extension consummer mar­
keting specialist, gives these tips 
on vegi able and meat buying in 
this week's market.

"Vegetable quality on the 
table starts with quality vege­
tables in the field,’ ’ Mrs. Cly- 
att said. “ Truck farmers apply 
the lutest technology in order 
to produce an array of high qual­
ity fresh vegetables for the mar­
ket.

New Status For
Smut Peddlers

“ Weather conditions have a 
great deal to do with what will 
or will not be available as well 
as the quality of the products."

Seasonality of products is notj 
as important as it used to be 
due to improved transportation 
and packaging, she said, adding 
that it is well to remember that 
vegetables produced at great dis­
tances will seldom be as fresh 
and flavorful us (he vegetables 
produced nearby and in season.

"When buying vegetables, look 
for freshness, handle with care 
and avoid decay", Mrs. Clyatt 
said. “ A bright, lively color and 
crispness are signs of fresh­
ness. Usually vegetables are at 
their best quality and price at 
the peak of the season.”

Bruising and damage can be 
prevented by being careful wi h 
the vegetables, sh? said. Don't 
buy because of low price, but 
rather, only what can he 
stored in the refrigeraior or ran 
Is1 used without waste, Mrs. Cly­
att sa d. Most fresh vegetables 
'•an be stored for two to five 
days, except for root vegetables 
which can bo stored from one to 
scv irjl weeks, she Ojntinu.lt.

It’s '[s'nny foolish’ to buy fresh 
vegetables affected by d^cay,”  
Mrs. Clyatt said. "Even when the 
decayed area is trimmed, rapid 
deterioration spreads. A few 
cents extra is a good invest­
ment."

The vegetables in season and 
the most economical priced in­
dude caro ls , corn, cabbage, 
head lettuce, mustard greens, 
collards, grenn onons, radish­
es, diy ycl'ow onions and paja 
toes, both red and ru s?ts, she 
said.

Although our problems at times 
seem overwhelming, we must not 
d?spair in seeking remedies and 
working solutions for them. Such 
effort is often slow and tedious, 
but there are encouraging signs 
now and then. For example;

No longer must any commun­
ity in Twins suffer the problem 
of sales of obscene literature to 
our children.

The purveyors of filth wlio have 
made a lucrative racket of the 
magazine racks where our young­
sters congregate can now be dealt 
with as they should have been 
long before now. But the laws 
we’ve had at state and local 
levels, not having been tested in 
higher courts, were ineffective 
and openly fluted.

That's been changed now! In 
a recent ruling the Supreme 
Court has upheld major statutes 
after which our Texas law is 
patterned Accordingly, public 
apathy is now the only thing 
which will allow smut peddling 
to minors to continue.

Now, every concerned citizen 
is assured means to deal with 
violators. Details of the Texas 
Statutes, as now upheld, are 
known to most county officials.

Those who need guidance may 
contact the At;orncy General's 
office at Austin.

Local ordinances with teeth in 
them can be enforced, and this 
is one evil problem which can 
lx? wiped out immediately . . . 
and let us hope, forever!

Trrubled with ants in the home, 
garden or lawn? If ihey are a 
problem, first try to find their 
nests and then apply a recom­
mended insecticide, advises Coun­
ty Agent Ronald Gooch.

By watching the movement cl 
ihr ants, t'.e nests can of en 
be lot a led and it may be inside 
the houJC or just outside close 
to an opening that permits en­
try ‘ o inside. The different spe- 
e'es of an's hive different nest 
!ng habits. Sometimes ants in 
he home must be conlrolled 

without finding their nest. say3 
the county agent.

C’ .lordane is an effective in­
secticide It will quickly kill an's 
n current infestations and will 
prevent re'.nfesta ions for weeks 
or month:;, says Gooch.

It m ay, be used as a spray, 
dust or granules. A spray is 
usually preferable in the home, 
ft is easy to apply and is safe 
to use when label instructions are 
followed.

To prevent ants from entering 
the houso, apply a 2-percent 
chlordane spray to the outside 
walls, from the ground to the 
windows and to the lower part 
of the window frames and around 
doors. Treating a band around 
the house will also give added 
protection.

Several other insecticides, diaz- 
ion, dieldrin, lindane and mal- 
athion can also be used for ant 
control. They are available as 
ready to use sprays or as wet- 
table powders or cmulsifiable 
concentrates for mixing with wat­
er to make a spray.

Regardless of the insecticide

used, the county agent cautions 
that container label Instructions 
be read and followed closely 
when applications are being 
made. Storage of the material 
rhould also be in a place of safe­
ty ard out of reach of small child­
ren and pets.

Social Security
Q—My husband and I both 

work. I was told that when I 
retire I would not get a social 
ecurlty retirement benefits on 

my own record, but would only 
get a wife’s benefit on his re­
cord. Is this correct?

A—No. You will be entitled on 
your own social security re -ord. 
If :hc wife’s benefit is larger 
han your own retirement fc-sa-fit, 

you will receive the difference 
on your husband's record. There 
are many instances where boih 
husband and wife receive the 
maximum retirement benefit, 
each on his or her own record.

Q—I would like to apply for 
social security payments but my 
income from investments ex­
ceeds $1680 a year. Does such in­
come affect social security p.iy- 
ments?

A—No, only income that is 
earned from work in employment 
or self-employment is consider­
ed in the payment of social se­
curity benefits. Income from In­
vestments such as interest, roy­
alties, dividends, and rentals is 
not considered.

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Accent On Health
Summer officially arrives on 

June 21, and the intense hot 
weather ahead calls for a few 
simple health rules which can 
make it more bearable, says the 
Texas Slate Department of 
Health.

First of all, avoid heavy, fat-
loaded meals. They are difficult 
to digest during hot weather. Em­
phasize fruit and voge ables on 
your summer menu rather than 
protein foods - eggs, fish and 
meat • which your body needs 
for fuel during winter months.

Perspiration helps cool the 
body, but at tlie same time it 
drains the body of vital fluids. 
To replace these fluids, drink 
plenty of water or other liquids. 
Fruit juices are a pleasant way 
to make up the loss. But don't 
gulp down large amounts of ice 
wa'er when you are overheated.

The body a'so loses salt 
th rout’ll prespiraion. Replace 
your salt loss at meals, or if 
your .work or exercise causes 
you to sweat profusely, take salt 
tablets - about one every half 
hour with a glass of water.

Parents can place extra salt in 
children's diet with salted nuts 
or crackers plus a little added 
salt during meals.

Your clothing plays an jm -1 
Port ant role in keeping cool. 
Loose, light clothing is highly re­
commended for summertime
wear. Normal body temperatures 
arc dependent on Ihc evapora­
tion of sweat.

Avoid wearing clothes that in­
hibit evaporation. Also, remem­
ber that white or light colors 
are cooler than dark ones, since 
they do not absorb hot sun rays 
so readily.

Exercise is an essential part 
of a well-rounded, heal hy life, 
but it can easily be overdone in 
the summer. Dee common sense, 
and start gradually if you are 
initiating a summer exercise pro­
gram. Also, confine any long 
periods of hard yard work or 
active lennis games to the cool­
er parts of the day.

Swimming is one of the best 
summer sports, provided the pro­
per safety rules are followed — 
including not swimming alone, 
gelling chilled, wailing at least 
an hour after meals and avoid­
ing tiredness.

taxes withheld on part-time or 
summer jobs under certain con­
ditions.

To qualify, the student must 
have had no Federal income tax 
liability in 1969 and anticipate 
none this year. If that is the 
case, the student should notify 
his employer. This covers only 
Federal income tax withliolding. 
Social Security taxes will continue 
to be withheld.

This provision of the law af­
fects any taxpayer who quali­
fies such as retired persons and 
others who may work part-time.

Q—Aren't tax rates supposed 
to be lower for simple taxpay­
ers?

A—Yes, beginning in 1971 tax 
rates will be lower for single 
taxpayers. The change will re­
duce the tax paid by single peo­
ple lo no more than 70 percent 
greater than what a married 
couple would pay on this same 
income on a joint return.

Q—If my son earns too much 
on his summer job, will I lose 
my exemption for him?

A —The amount of your child’s 
Turnings will not change his 
dependency status if he is under 
19 at the end of the year or 
was a full-time student for some 
part of each of five months of the 
year. In such a case, you may 
continue to claim his exemption 
us long as you provide more 
than half his to'al support and 
the other tests arc met.

Q—My daughter was honored 

as the best student in her grad­
uating class and was given a $100 
savings bond. Is this taxable?

A—If she won the bond for her 
overall educational record, then 
it probably is not taxable. Prizes 
arc taxable il the winner had 
to perform a specific act such as 
write an essay or do a project.

The general rule is that prizes 
given in recognition of past ac­
complishments in educational 
fields are not taxable if the re­
cipient is selected without action 
on his part and is not expected 
to render future services as a 
condition of receiving the award. 
The same rule applies for prizes 
in religious, charitable, scienti­
fic, artistic, literary or civic 
fields.

Seven-tenths of a second isn’t 
very long.

But, seven-tenths of a second 
is all tlie time available to a 
farm tractor operator whose unit 
has started to rear backwards un­
der full throttle, says Henry O'­
Neal, Extension agricultural en­
gineer.

Within that time, he can still 
de-throttle the engine to stop the 
rearing, he explains. Beyond that 
fraction of time, there is no stop­
ping the rearing and ultimate up­
set. And unless the operator is 
thrown clear, or can possibly 
jump clear, he is pinned or crush­
ed to suffer serious injury or 
death.

Or maybe he was one of the 
lucky ones whose tractor was 
equipped with a roll bar. “ Of 
a national annual toll of about 1000 
lives due to tractor accidents, 
some 600 are credited to tractor 
overturns,”  says the engineer.

"M;iny could be prevented 
through the exercise of sensible 
driving practices,”  he adds.

Sidewise upsets occur when 
tractors are driven too close to 
ditches, holes or embankments. 
Backward flips occur when trac­
tor implement hitches are set at 
u point higher than the center 
of the rear axle or when the 
load exceeds the tractor's power 
to move it. At such times, the 
tractor employs its own power to 
create the rearing and backward 
flipping motion.

Horrified anglers who find ug­
ly black or yellow grubs under 
(he skin of their prize bass 
needn’t worry. They’re harmless.

Marion Toole, inland fisheries 
coordinator for the Texas Parks 
and Wildlife Department, said 
warm weather usually means 
more of the grubs will be found 
on bass, bream and other scaly 
varieties of freshwater fish.

Toole said the grubs, which us­
ually are encysted on the dor­
sal side of the fish just beneath 
the scales, can be trimmed off 
the fish before it’s cooked.

The grubs, which are either 
the black grub (Crassiplualu 
buboglossa) or the yellow grub 
(Clinoslonium marginatum) have 
a complicated life cycle in which 
they utilize three hosts. In ad­
dition to fish, tile organisms 
spend part of their life stages 
in ihc bodies of water birds and 
snails.

Man is never a host to the 
grubs and is not harmed by eat­
ing infested fish, as long as they 
are cooked well, Toole said.

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Taxpayers Ask IRS
Q—It’s been just about a 

month sihce I sent in my tax re­
turn and my refund stilt hasn't 
come. Why should it take me so 
lory to « ‘ ‘t my money back 
when felfbws at the shop got 
thnr reftiilds in a month?

A—The date the return was 
filed has a lot to do with how 
lung it takes to be processed. 
Returns filed early can bo pro­
cessed and ;uiy refund cheeks 
issued within -l-1 a weeks from 
the date'they were received by 
the IRS-,,

Returns filed in April take long­
er to process because of the 
great number of tax returns that 
come in On our service centers 
during this period.

It is just not possible from 
an equipment and manpower 
jtnni'.aoint for the IRS to pro-

coss 30 million returns re­
ceived in a two-week period 
as rapidly as we do the 45 mil­
lion returns received over a 
twelve-week period.

However, you should receive 
your refund in the next few 
weeks unless a mistake is dis­
covered. Then you will receive 
a letter explaining the delay.

A—Yes, tips are counted as 

taxable income.
If your tips amount to $20 

a month or more, they should 
also be reported to your em­
ployer so they can be credited 
for Social Security purposes. 
Your employer will make the 
necessary adjustments in your 
tax withholding.

Q—Does everybody have to 
have clearance form IRS to have 
the country?

A—No, U. S. citizens are not 
required to obtain tax clear­
ance. However, many aliens arc 
required to obtain this clearance 
from the IRS.

For details on this require­
ment, send a post card to your 
district director and ask for 
Publication 513, “ Tax Informa­
tion for Visitors to the United 
States.”

Q—If I buy savings bonds and 
put them in my son's name, who 
lms to pay-tux -on the interest 
they earn?

Emergency Haying and Grazing

The Donley County A9C Com- 
mitee recently requested appro­
val for emergency grazing and/or 
haying of diverted acres due to 
the drought. We have received 
notice that this request has been 
approved effective July 1, 1970.

There is a fee for grazing 
this land and you must obtain 
prior approval from the County 
Committee. You may file your 
application at the ASCS County 
Office at any time.

This approval applies to land 
diverted under the annual Feed 
Grain and Wheat Programs only. 
It does not cover land under a 
CAP Agreement. The County 
Committee’s request for grazing 
CAP acreages has been referred 
to Washington. We expect to hear 
from it shortly.

Disaster Assistance 
Employment Possible

Under the Disaster Relief Act 
of 1969 Disuster unemployment 
Assistance is made possible in 
the form of temporary income 
for eligible individuals whose 
jobs or earnings are affected. 
This is available where an area 
has been declared a Major Dis­
aster Area.

You may qualify for this pro 
gram if you worked or were 
scheduled to work in the disaster 
area, either for yourself or for 
an employer but because of the 
disaster you no longer have a 
job. a place to work in the 
area, are not able fo get fo your 
place of work because of disaster 
damage, or were prevented from 
going to work by an injury or 
illness as a result of the dis­
aster.

You may also qualify if you 
became the head of a household 
and needed a job because the 
head of the household died as a 
result of the disaster, bad com­
pleted school or training for work 
no earlier than 10 weeks prior 
to the disaster but could not 
find a job because of the disaster, 
or huve other good reasons which 
you think could qualify you for 
compensation.

The application for assistance 
must be filed within 60 days 
after the Governor has announc­
ed that the area in which you 
live or work has been declared 
by the President a major disaster 
area. Assistance may be retroac­
tive. Application may be made 
at your nearest unemployment 
Insurance Office.

The amount and duration of 
assistance payments are based 
on the State unemployment in­
surance law with a maximum of 
26 weeks. Deadline for filing is 
July 18, 1970, in this area, slat­
ed Attorney Clyde Slavin.

Edwin W. Heusinger of Ran 
Antonio has just added to his 
collection of old and rare books 
a geography which was pub­
lished in 1747. The maps in this 
book are interesting in that they 
show the parts of the work! as 
they were known at that time. 
On one of the maps the north­
western part of North America 
is shown as "parts undiscover­
ed, and it is shown as the land 
of “ New Holland,”  with New 
Guinea and "Van Nicman’s 
Land,”  now called the Island 
of Tasmania, as one supposed 
continent. New Zealand, too, is 
shown as a partly discovered new 
land. The Hawaiian Islands had 
not been heard of.

The Atlantic Ocean was at that 
time called the “ Western Ocean." 
What is now the Pacific Ocean 
was called the "Great South 
Sea,”  and Caribbean Sea was 
then known as the “ North Sea” . 
Another important map in those 
days was that of Mexico, known 
as “ New Spain,”  and what is 
now Texas was then the "Pro­
vince of Louisiana.”

The French settlement of 
“ Natchikoches”  is shown, and 
the countries of the Natchez and 
Apache Indians are indicated, 
and it is interesting to note the 
source of the "Rio Grande, then 
called the "Rio ed Norte,”  which,

according to this wonderful map, 
rises among some mountains in 
a land a lout where South Dako­
ta now is.

Mr. Heusinger says one im­
portant factor in the text of this
work is the description of cer­
tain Indian tribes "towards the 
North River”  (Rio Grande), 
known as the "Tecas”  who live in 
villages. "Tecas”  was then the 
name for the reformed Indians 
living in the missions, for it 
speaks of them as "having em­
braced Christianity,”  and "being 
the more passionate lovers of the 
Spaniards.” T«xas was there­
fore no doubt derived from the 
word “ Tecas,”  he says. Austin 
New York Tribune.
