Irrigated acres have the potential 
for serious erosion problems, says 
Wilson Scaling. Chief of USDA's Soil

tons of sediment yield per acre has 
been measured on some furrow 
irrigated fields, which is 20 times 
above acceptable soil erosion for 
those soils.
- Fortunately, the potential exists on 
irrigated lands for soil and water 
savings, says Scaling.

He was 
a Past President and was currently 
serving as Secretary. He was on the 
Garendon School Board for twelve 
years and served as its president for 
a number of those years.

Residents of Clarendon and Don­

ley County are in danger of losing Dr. 
Carl Hudson, not because he does 
not have the patient load but because 
o f lack o f payment for services 
rendered.

Dr. Hudson cares for most of the 
residents of Medical Center Nursing 
Home, and in addition to office 
practice, is on call 24 hours a day, 
makes house calls when necessary, 
and responds to emergency calls. 
Medicare payments are slow if at all. 
Mayhe the Hospital District Board 
could help with this problem.

If we are to keep him in Clarendon, 
a fund is going to have to be set up to 
supplement his income to a manage­
able level. He has asked that he be 
assured of an income equal to that o f 
our football coaches, some $28,000 a 
year. He has been trying to maintain 
his office expense and living ex­
penses on some $13,000 a year...a 
near impossibility.

Should he leave and it be neces­
sary for the community to raise 
money to encourage another doctor 
to settle here, the cost will be much 
greater. Other areas are offering up 
to $h<hOOO and still have no doctor. 

■"Prospects of s much larger income 
encourage doctors to establish prac­
tices in cities.

Dr. Gilkey has served our area well 
but he is not physically able to take 
on an additional load.

, Our community has always 
responded to the needs of others and

has worked tgwatd-the bettthnent of 
-thrlrea.

If $11 of the organizations, govern­
ing entities, clubs and Individuals 
would unite their efforts perhaps a 
fund could be set up at each o f the 
h .nt« to assure that we are able to
keep Dr. Hudson.

In taling with Dr. Hudson he 
stated that he would like to remain in 
Clarendon. He likes Clarendon and 
its people. The problem is purely
one of economics.

The Estlack family has recently 
experienced sorrow. It is comforting 
to know that Dr. Hudson, our 
wonderful paramedic team, and the 
staff o f nurses at Medical Center 
were there to do everything humanly 
possible for Homer. My Mother, 
who is visiting me from Arizona, 
needed medical care Friday, the day 
of Homer’ s Memorial Service. Dr. 
Hudson was there to help out.

Prospective Industry, new resi­
dents, community growth....among 
the first questions to answer...What 
kind of medical care is available?

It is time to act. Perhaps the 
Chamber o f Commerce, a committee 
within the Chamber o f Commerce, 
Industrial Board, Lions Club, or 
some other organization will start 
this project.

As we continue our study of 
“ Three Classes of Men’ ’ we want to 
finish up last weeks article in which 
we began to discuss the natural man. 
Our key test will be I Corinthians 
2:14.

The unsaved man. though edu­
cated with all o f  “ man’s wisdom,’ ’ 
and though religions and attentive, is 
blind to the gospel (II Corinthians 
4:3,4) and if called upon to formulate 
a doctrinal statement, will naturally 
formulate a “ new theology”  which is 
so “ re-stated”  as to omit the real 
meaning o f the cross with its 
unfolding of the “ deep things of 
G od.”  The cross, as a substitution­

ary sacrifice for sin, Is “ foolishness”  
unto him. His very limitations as a 
“ natural man”  demand that this 
shall be so. Human wisdom cannot 
help him, for “ the world by wisdom 
knew not God.”  On the other hand, 
the boundless “ deep things o f God”  
are to be “ freely”  given to the one 
who has received “ the Spirit which is 
o f G od.”  The true child of God may. 
therefore, be taught the divine 
revelation, having received the 
Spirit. A trained mind, it may be 
fdded, divine revelation, having 
received the Spirit. A trained mind, 
it may be added, will greatly assist; 
but apart from the presence o f the 
todwelling Teacher, a trained mind 
avails nothing in coming to know the 
spiritual meaning o f the revealed 
things o f God.

M easureless evil has arisen 
through the supposition that because 
a man is well advanced in the 
“ wisdom o f this world,”  his opinions 
•re of value in spiritual matters. 
The “ natural man,”  with all his 
learning and sincerity, will find 
nothing but “ foolishness”  in the 
things which are revealed by the 
Spirit. The knowledge of science 
cannot be substituted for the in­
dwelling of, and right relation to, the 
Holy Spirit o f God. Apart from the 
Spirit there can be no regeneration, 
and the “ deep things of God”  are 
unknowable. When an unregenerate 
teacher openly rejects the vital 
saving truths of God's Word, those 
truths will usually be discredited and 
discarded by the pupil. This is the 
colossal blunder o f many students in 
universities and colleges today.

It is too generally assumed that the 
teacher or preacher who is an 
authority in some branch or branches 
of human knowledge is, by virtue of 
that knowledge, equally capable of

discernment in spiritual things, h is 
not so. An unregenerate person (and 
who is more assuredly unregeaerate 
than the one who denies the founds, 
tion and reality o f the new birth?) will 
always be Incapable of receiving «nd 
knowing the simplest truths o f 
revelation. God is not a reality to the 
natural man. "G od Is not in all his 
thoughts.”  The unsSved man is 
therefore distressed and burdened to 
dispose o f the supernatural. A 
baseless theory of evolution is his 
best answer to the problem o f the 
origin of the universe. To the 
regenerate man, God is real and 
there is satisfaction and rest In the 
confidence that God is Creator and 
Lord of all.

The ability to receive and know the 
things o f God is not attained through 
the schools, for many who are 
unlearned possess it while many who 
are learned do not possess it. It is an 
ability which is bom  of the indwelling 
Spirit, for this reason the Spirit has 
been given to those who are saved 
that they might know the things 
which are freely given to them of 
God. Yet among Christians there are 
some who are under limitations 
because of their carnality. They are 
unable to receive "m eat”  because of 
carnality, rather than ignorance.

There are no divine classifications 
among the unsaved, for they are all 
said to be “ natural”  men. There 
are, however, two classifications of 
the saved, and in the text under 
consideration, the “ spiritual”  man is 
named before the “ carnal”  man and 
is thus placed in direct contrast with 
the unsaved. This is fitting because 
the "spiritual”  man is the divine 
ideal. “ He that is Spiritual” 4 (I 
Corinthians 2:15) is the normal, if not 
the usual. Christian. But there is a 
“ carnal”  man and he must be 
considered.

We will learn more about the 
carnal man next week.
