Texan Preen Annuriatlon

Gov. Preston Smith sprang one 
surprise after another in an­
nouncing appointments to key 
state positions.

One of the biggest was selec­
tion of his longtime legal aide 
and top political campaign work­
er Robert D. (Bob) Bullock, for­
merly of Hillsboro, as Secretary 
of State, succeeding Martin Dies 
Jr.

A few days earlier, he selected 
another staff assistant, V. Larry 
Teaver of Lubbock, to the State 
Board of Insurance. Surprise here 
was that Teaver did not replace 
Durwood Manford, veteran mem­
ber of the board.

Manford got a new six-year 
term and Charles D. Mathews, a 
Dallas trucking executive and at-
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tomey until two years ago, was 
moved from the board to an Aus­
tin district judgeship.

Teaver replaced Mathews when 
the freshman board member be­
came judge of the new 200th Tra­
vis County district court.

Smith stirred some controver­
sy by naming a successor to 
Brig. Gen. James M. Rose as as­
sistant adjutant general, he pick­
ed Lt. Col. Belisario D. J. Flores 
of San Antonio for the Air Na­
tional Guard command.

T. E. (Gene) Mitchell of Plain- 
view as chairman of the Gover­
nor's Committee on Human Re­
lations. Dies previously doubled 
in that job before his appoint­
ment to the Ninth Court of Civil 
Appeals at Beaumont.

Robert W. Kneebone of Hous­
ton for a new six-year term as 
a member of the Texas Youth 
Council.

REDISTRICTING MOVES ON 
—A two-way legislative redistrict­
ing fight moved toward a Su­
preme court ruling that House 
of Representatives reapportion­
ment this year Is  u n c o n s t i t u t i o n a l  
because lt Improperly violates 
county lines. Martin said the

‘one-man-one-vote” rule of fed­
eral courts eliminates state con­
stitutional provision safe-guard­
ing county lines.

At the same time, 53rd District 
Judge Herman Jones refused to 
prevent the Texas Legislative 
Redistricting Board from reap­
portioning the State Senate and 
said the Board may also do pre­
liminary House realignment. 
Time for attack on board's work, 
concluded Jones, is when it fin­
ishes.

Rep. Fred Head of Henderson 
brought suit in Jones’ r-ouri to 
prevent the Board fron  re­
districting House and Senr.te. He 
contended new census data is 
not complete and that reappor- 
tionmenl should be left until 1973. 
Head indicated efforts will be 
made to get his suit before the 
Supreme Court at the same time 
as the attack on House* reappor­
tionment of the regular session.

TAX STUDY LAUNCHED — 
New Legislative Property Tax 
Committee began a four-year 
study of how property taxation 
can be made “fair, viable and 
efficient.”

-Sen. Jim Bates of Edinburg 
was named chairman of the 
group and Jack Hart of Midland, 
staff director.

Hart noted a recent decision of 
the California Supreme Court 
may make the Texas commit­
tee’s job more difficult. Califor­
nia court held reliance on pro­
perty taxes alone to finance pub­
lic schools is unconstitutional.

Committee’s work is being fin­
anced by a charge of $1 per de­
linquent tax receipt authorized 
by the Legislature this year. 
Among goals is computerization 
of ad valorem tax records on a 
statewide basis.

TEACHER PAY HIKE OK — 
Up to 90 per cent of 138,000 Tex­
as teachers will get their pay 
raise as approved by the Legis­
lature in spite of the 90-day wage 
freeze, under a  Texas Education 
Agency ruling.

Ruling by State Education 
Commissioner J . W. Edgar is 
subject to approval by federal 
authorities. It would go to 1,200 
local school districts on Septem­
ber 8 unless reversed in Wash­
ington, but is subject to further 
Interpretation a t lo ca l school 
level.

Edgar said teachers signed

contracts prior tp August 15. 
many were at work July 1, and 
others had reached an agreement 
and established eligibility to per­
form with a local school before 
the president's freeze order. 
Commissioner Edgar concluded 
that raises were in order also 
in local school districts which 
pay salaries above the state min­
imum where agreements were 
reached before August 15.

Texas Public Employees As­
sociation filed a petition for ex­
ceptions from the freeze since 
the Legislature last June pass­
ed an appropriations bill calling 
for state worker pay raises.

AG OPINIONS — Appropria­
tions bill limitations on extended 
state pay to aliens do not pro­
hibit the Texas Industrial Com­
mission from hiring a Mexican 
National to work in Mexico full­
time in a Texas Industrial Com­
mission branch office there. At- 
ty. Gen. Crawford Martin held.

In other recent opinions, Mar­
tin concluded:

A justice of the peace who is 
not an attorney must have serv­
ed a minimum of two terms of 
four years each to be exempt 
from attending a 40-hour course 
of instruction for non-lawyers.

Texas Rehabilitation Commis­
sion is authorized to deposit funds 
received from local agencies un­
der a federal establishment grant 
in a local depository.

Martin said a governor’s veto 
of funds for payment of court 
costs will handicap his office in 
prosecution and defense of state 
cases.

WATER PLAN ALIVE -  Mas­
ter $10 billion water plan to move 
surplus Mississippi River waters 
to Toxas High Plains farms is 
still alive, according to Harry 
Burleigh, executive director of 
the Texas Water Development 
Board.

Burleigh urged campaigning to 
win congressional support of plan 
in 1973, when federal agency 
water conservation report is due.

Although Texans rejected $3.5 
billion bond issue to finance 
state’s share of giant project, it 
is believed much of the money 
can now be obtained from the 
federal government, Burleigh in­
dicated. Two groups. West Tuxus
ChianSw of I mul Wat­
er Inc., are spearheading thr
new drive for financing.

Army Worms Hurting 
Grasses, Pastures

Recent rains over much of the 
state have revived ranges and 
pastures and brought on lush 
growth. These green grasses ap­
peal not only to livestock but to 
army worms as well. The pests 
have come on the scene in sever­
al areas of the state in recent 
weeks.

"Army worms generally ap­
pear In late summer and early 
fall where lush growth uppears 
in grasses and forage crops," 
explains Dr. John Thomas, en­
tomologist with the Texas Agri­
cultural Extension Service.

Small grains planted for fall 
and winter grazing are especial­
ly susceptible to damage. Plants 
can be stripped of their foliage 
in short order.”

Army worms reach a length of 
about l ' i  inches when mature. 
Young worms are less than one- 
half inch long. Their color runges 
from pale green to almost black. 
Thomas explains that the worms 
have two characteristic mark­
ings. Three parallel yellow lines 
extend along 'he haek. A pro­
minent white inverted “Y” also 
appears on the front of the 
worm's head.

According to the entomologist, 
army worms can be effectively 
controlled if measures are taken 
as soon as infestutions appear. 
Applying lVi pounds of Sevin 
(80 percent wettable powder) per 
acre usually gives adequate con­
trol. Toxnphene at 3 lbs. of actual 
material per acre is also effective 
but there can be no grazing by 
dairy animals or animals that 
will be slaughtered in 56 days. 
Parathion and methyl parathion 
can also be used but have a 15- 
day waiting period prior to graz­
ing or harvesting. Both are ex­
tremely hazardous to applica-
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tors and are subject to drift. Tho­
mas cautions producers to fol­
low the manufacturer’s direc­
tions on the label of any of these 
materials. '•

“Army worms are mainly 
night-feeders but are also active 
on cloudy days," adds Thomas. 
"Grasses should be inspected fre­
quently and carefully to detect 
army worm activity, especially 
during cool, wet weather."

Special Personal 
Identification Card 
May Be Obtained

Colonel Wilson E. Speitf, di­
rector of the Texas Department 
of Public Safety, said today that 
effective September 1, Texans 
will be able to obtain a special 
personal Identification card.

The card, which was authoriz­
ed by the 62nd Texas Legislature, 
is laminated and contains a color 
photograph of the holder. It is 
same size as a Texas drivers 
license.

Information appearing on the 
card will include the holder’s 
date of birth, height, sex, and 
eye color. Each card will have 
a special identification number 
issued by the DPS.

Speir said the cards should be 
of value to those persons who 
do not hold a Texas drivers lic­
ense, but who need some sort of 
official card to help establish 
their identity.

In order to obtain a personal

identification card, the applicant 
must appear at a DPS drivers 
license field office on or after 
September 1, execute a special 
application form, present a birth 
certificate or other documentary 
evidence of identity and date of
W rth, b r  U n v r v r in W  auui uuy
a .Otulory k . ot *».«».

special cards, which will be 
mailed from DPS Headquarters 
in Austin, will be dated to ex­
pire four years from the appli 
cant's next birth date.

Also effective September 1, 
certain persons having military 
service connected disabilities will 
be exempted from drivers license 
fees.

Speir said those individuals 
with a 60% or more service con­
nected disability will be entitled 
to the free drivers license provid­
ed they meet other requirements 
which apply to all applicants. 
At the time of application for 

new or renewal license, the 
disabled veteran must present 
the DPS drivers license office 
an official communication from 
the Veterans Administration Re­
gional Office showing that he is 
currently receiving compensa­
tion from the Federal Govern­
ment in connection with a 60% 
or more service connected disabi­
lity.
