Social Security

By TRAVIS C. BRIGGS

Q—I was recently treated by a
doctor in another state, My Med-
icare claim had to be filed in
that state. Do I have to meet the
$50 deductible there as well as
at home?

A—No, The $50 deductible ap-
plies just once a year even though
claims are filed in different
states.

Q—On a recent explanation of
Medicare benefits, there was an
entry next to a $12 item which
showed ‘‘aliowable charge” to
be $10. Why is that?

~—Medicare payments are bas-
ed on your doctor’'s usual fee for
a particular service but allowable
charges may not exceed those

charged by 75% of the doctors in
your area. For example: From a
group of 20 doctors, five doctors
charge $4 for a routine office call,
10 doctors charge $5, three doc-
tors charge $6, and two doctors
charge $7.50. If your doctor charg-
es $4, then $4 will be allowed be-
cause this is his usual fee. If
your doctor charges $6, only $5
wiil be aliowed because this is
the highest fee charged by T5%
of the doctors.

Q—Who decides
charges?

A—These are determined by
the Medicare carriers, the organ-
ization selected in each state by
the Social Security Administra-
tion to handle medical insur-
ance claims. They are based on
customary charges by physicians.

They'll
be completed soon, and will ap-
ply the same kinds of controls to
food, drugs, and cosmetics. Let's
take a close look at these rules
and see just what they mean
to you.

The new regulations for ‘‘cents
off” basically concerns the met-
hod of informing the consumer
that the price of the product is
a Stated number of ¥cents off"
the regular price. The company
must supply the retail store with
a sign or shelf marker clearly
showing the ‘cents off” and
the ‘“regular price.” For Ex-
ample: “Regular price, 67c, 8e,
off, you pay 59¢.”

As of June 30, 1972, the pro-

FOR: Many school districts
need new buildings and other
permarent improvements but
lack funds, By using a portion of
the county permanent fund for
the purpose of making perma-
nent improvements or reducing
bonded indebtedness on improve-
ments already made, the finan-
cial strain on school districts
would be eased. The county’s a-
vailable school fund is taken
into consideration in determining
the country’s contribution to the
state minimum foundation school
program, The state could be
required to contribute a great-
er amount.

AGAINST: Provision to secure
a permanent school fund for the
counties date as far back as
1845. Income form the funds has
been used in support of educa-
tion in counties for more than
100 years. Though reducing the
permanent school fund would
ease present financial stress, the
loss in future interest income
would deny future generations a
source of income for educational
purposes. The state already
spends more state tax dollars on
education than on any other ser-
vice and further expenditures
should not be assumed unless
absolutely necessary.

Accent On Health

The “flu”" may be of little con-
cern to most people, but there
are those with one or more
chronic ailments which make it
a mighty important part of their
health planning, reports the Tex-
as State Department of Health.

The end of a long, hot summer
signals the approach of fall and
winter and their threats to the
health of the individual. Influen-
za, is a distinct possibility dur-
ing the cold, blustery, wet mon-
ths.

What to do about it?

It you fall into one of the
special high risk categories, the
State Health Department recom-
mends an annual vaccination a-
gainst influenza.

You are in the high risk group
it you have one of these chronic
debilitating conditions:

1. Congenital and rheumatic
heart disease, especially with
the narrowing of a heart valve,

and the hardening and thicken-
ing of arteries;
2. Chronic  bronchopulmonary

d'seases such as asthma, chronic

bronchitis, cystic fibrosis, bron-
chiectasis, emphysema and ad-
| vanced tuberculosis; and

3. Diabetes mellitus and other
chronic metabolic disorders.

Although the value of routinely
immunizing all older age per-
{sons is less clear, the State
Health Department says pati-

| ents with incipient or potentially
chronic disease should also be
considered for immunizations if
local priorities justify,
Influenza occurs in the United
States every year, but the inci-
dence and geographic extent vary
widely. Periodically, it appears
in epidemic form, such as the
onsloughts in the past few years
of the A-2 Hong Kong variety.
The U. S. Public Health Serv-
ice says the effectiveness of in-
activated influenza vaccines has
been variable, and protection has
been relatively brief. Partly for
this reason, vaccines are recom-
mended only for selective use in
persons at high risk.

Primary series of vaccine con-
sists of two doses preferably six
to eight weeks apart — with com-
pletion around mid-November.
Because of the time lapse be-
tween the first and second shots
for those getting shots the first
time, persons falling into the
recommended categories may
want to contact their private
physicians now about getting the
Hong Kong strain antigen (all in-
fluenza vaccines since 1968-69)
need only a single booster dose
of bivalent vaccine. All others
should receive the full primary
series, according to the Public
Health Service recommendations,
Persons who are hypersensitive
to egg protein, ingested or in-
jected, should not be vaccinat-

bryonated eggs and ordinarily
should not be administered to
those who have an egg allergy.
