The first spraying of cotton in
the diapause boll
program will begin p
tember 21, weather tions
permitting, according to Coun-
ty Agent Ronald Gooch. All cot-
ton producers that want their
cotton sprayed this first appli-
cation must sign up with the
Donley County Insect Control
Ass'n. by 5 p.m. Monday, Sep-
tember 20, at the office at the
Paymaster Gin in Clarendon.

The cost of the spray program
is 87c per acre, per application.
The program will be supervised
by representatives of the Texas
Department of Agriculture. Wil-
son’s Aerial Spraying Service of
Clarendon was the low bidder on
the spray program and will be
the applicator.

Boll weevil infestations have
increased in most cotton fields,
especially the irrigated fields,
during the last two weeks. Many
fields have 10 to 40 percent punc-
tured squares and need to be
sprayed to prevent the infesta-
tions from increasing and wee-
vil from going into diapause and
overwintering.

From Your

State Capitol

A major court decision last
week left up in the air the ques-
tion of how Texas is to achieve
a valid reapportionment act for
both houses of its legislature be-
fore next year.

State Supreme Court agreed
with an August 2 Austin district
court finding that a House re-
districting bill passed this year
is unconsititutional because it un-
necessarily split up 23 counties.

The decision left unanswered
how the bill should be corrected

or if it should be redone before’
1973. Basic questions are these:
Should House reapportionment
and state Senate redistricting
(left untouched by the Legisla-
ture) be the subject of an emer-
gency special session?

Should the five-member con-
stitutional Legislative Redistrict-
ing Board take on the job, since
no valid reapportionment was
done by the Legislature in the
first regular session after the
1970 census?

Should the Legislature forget
about reapportionment before
1972 elections and wait until the
1970 census statistics are all

complete and published?

Gov. Preston Smith and Atty.
Gen. Crawford Martin once more
are on opposite sides of a con-
troversy.

Smith says the Redistricting

Board has the ‘‘duly constituted

stitution to redistrict, and a spe-
cial legislative session or reap-

portionment would be unneces-
sarily costly.
Martin stated in a brief be-

fore the Supreme Court a special
session ‘““would seem the only
correct possibility, but this, too,
could become the subject of lit-
igation,”

A High Court ruling in another
case challenging the Redistrict-

responsibility” under the mn—'gim\.\:

ing Board’s authority may hold
the key as to whether it can
proceed, whether the Legislature
must take over now or check the
task until 1973.

A note of urgency is injected
into the issue by the fact the
Board is directed by the con-
stituion to do whatever it is go-
ing to do by late October. Fur-
thermore, legislative candidates
appear to face a November 7
deadline for establishing resid-
ence in the district they choose
to represent.

ANTI - POLLUTION PERMIT
USED — Texas Air Control Board
has put into operation a far-
reaching construction permit sys-
tem to help control and prevent
air pollution.

Since August 30, any industry
that will omit air contaminants
into the atmosphere must get a
Board = permit before starting
any construction, Similar = per-
mits are necessary to modify or
change existing contaminant
causing facilities.

Permits apply to specific, in-
dividual manufacturing process-
es, not entire industrial plants or
complexes. Exceptions for minor
contaminant - causing plans will
be listed later. Applicants have
60 days after construction is com-
plcted to apply for operating per-
mits.

HEALTH STUDY ON — New
studies to find ways of meeting
health service, staff and facility
needs of Texas’ rural population
will be undertaken by the Re-
search Institute for Systems De-
velopment at Texas A & M Uni-
versity.

Social Security

Q—~My husband died in 1967.
I worked full time until early
1969. I was in a car accident in
March, 1971, and the doctor says
I will never be able to work
again due to a back and neck
injury. Should I file on my hus-
band's record for disabled wi-
dow’s benefits or on my own for
regular disability benefits? I'm
39 years old and do not have any
children.

A—You should file immediate-
ly on your own record for regular
disability benefits. There is a six
month waiting period before ben-
efits can start. Since this wait-
ing period began for you on
April 1, 1971, the first month for
which a check can be issued
will be October, 1971, or the
seventh month. You are not now
eligible for disabled widow's ben-
efits because you must be age
50 or older to receive them.

Q-Is there any other require-
ment, aside from meeting the
social security definition of dis-
ability, for benefits to be pay-
able?

A—Yes. In addition to meeting
the definition of disability, there
is a work requirement. Under
this, a person over age 31 must
have a #wotal of five years of

If age 21 or
under, this could be less, Con-
tact your local office for fur-
ther details.

Q—A friend of mine told me
that Medicare claims can be
turned in only once a year be-
cause of the $50 deductible. Is
this true?

A—No. There is a $50 deduct-
ible for each calendar year for
Supplemental Medical Insurance
benefits, but this does not mean
that Medicare claims can be
turned in only once a year. Med
icare keeps a record of each ac-
count and is aware of whether the
$50 deductible has been met or
how much has been applied to
it. Claims may be filed whenever
an individual has expenses cover-
ed by Medicare.

Q—I'm a new member of Med-
icare. My doctor insists that 1
pay him and gives me receipts
to send in to Medicare for re-
imbursement. Do my
have to reach a certain amount
before I can turn them in?

A—No. You may file a claim
for reimbursement without re-
gard to the amount of expenses
incurred.

Q—My mother had a heart at-
tack last year and has to go to
her doctor once a week. Her doc-
tor charges $10 per visit. The

nurse said these visits are cover-
ed under Medicare and we should
send in the receipts for reim-
bursement. How?

A—Visit your social security
office. A social security repre-
sentative will show you how to
file a claim for reimbursement.
Further, you should ask for a
“Medicare Handbook' which ex-
plains benefits and how to file
a claim.

When work
is completed report promptly
to the County Office. Remember,
vou are certifying when you re-
port performance on these prac-
tices just the same as on cotton,
feed grain, wheat and set-aside,
and are subject to spot check.
If an incorrect report is given,
it could result in loss of all
REAP funds for the entire year
on all practices that have been |
carried out so measure acreages
and be sure.
Wage -Price Freeze
The Donley County ASCS Of-
fice has been designated as an of-
ficial information Center to ans-
wer questions concerning the
Presidential Order of August 15
on prices, rents, wages, and
salaries.
We are presently receiving of-
ficial answers to questions con-
cerning the President's action.
Any person in Donley County
(including non-farmers) who
wants or needs precise informa-
tion should get in touch with
this office. Our telephone num-
ber is 874-3316.

While this office is an offi-
clal center for information on

the wage-price freeze, we have
no authority to act on complaints
or handle requests for excep-
tions to the freeze. Such com-
plaints or requests should go di-
rectly to the Internal Revenue
Service District Office. If this
is not convenient, we can fur-
nish the applicable forms and as-
sistance for preparing a com-
plaint for submission to IRS.
Normally, the ASCS Office
deals primarily with farmers
participating in farm action pro-
grams of the U. S. Department
of Agriculture. However, the
more-than 2800 ASCS County Of-
fices throughout the Nation have
been called upon to provide in-
formation service on Economic
Stabilization to all citizens in or-
der to give assurance that every
citizen has direct access to of-
ficial information.

Livestock Brands
Must R= Recorded -
Livestock owners need to re-
cord all Livestock brands and
marks with the County Clerk’s
office after August 30, according
to the new Brand Law passed in
the last session of the Texas Leg-
islature.

Under the new law all brands
now recorded will expire six mon-
ths after the effective date of
September 1, says County Agent
Ronald Gooch, ‘ .
This means that persons now
using a registered brand or mark
must register within this six-mon-
th period (September 1, 1971
through February 29, 1972). Af-
ter this time any unrecorded
brand becomes available on a
“first-come’” basis. The brands
and marks must be re-recorded
every 10 years,

Periodic re-registrations are
enacted to clear the records of
brands no longer being used,
says the county agent.
