$300 Fine; Jail Term Given
1 Brothers for Circus Fight

Two Abllene brothers on trial
in connection with a fight at
the Shrine Circus in Abllene's
Blue Sox Stadium last Septem-
ber 18, were found guilty Mon-
day of aggravated assault.

They had been charged with
the greater offense of assault
with intent to kill.

Each of the two brothers, Jeff
and Gilbert Buyher, was given
five months in jail and fined
$300. -
The case went to the jury here
in 42nd District Court at 7:20
p. m,, Monday. The jury return-
ed its verdict at 8:45 p. m.

District Judge J. R. Black pre-
sided at the trial.

Alleged victim of the Buyher's
attack was J. T. Talent, Abilene
car dealer, The fight was wit-
nessed by several thousand per-
sons attending the circus.

150 Spectators

The trial began here Monday
morning. Dallas Scarborough
and John Crutchfield of Abilene
represented the defendants.
Wiley Caffey, 42nd District at-
torney, Abilene, was assisted by
Felix Mitchell, attorney for Cal-
lahan County, in the prosecu-
tion.

About 150 spectators were in
the courtroom during the after-
noon. The two defendants sat|
with their attorneys. Gilbert!
Buyher had a wound on his fore- |
head received about a week ago
in an aulo accident north of
Abilene.

The state’s star witnesses were |
Mr. and Mrs. Talent. Talent was
knocked down and allegedly cut
in the fight with the two Buy-
her men.

The Talents testified that the
Buyher brothers and their
mother came and took seats in
the bleachers to the rear of the
box they oeccupled. They were
bolsterous, abusive and cursing,
both testified. Jeff Buyher, they
said, had threatened to slap Mrs,
Talent. When he did, they testi-
fied that Talent remarked: |

“Buddy, you'd better not do
that.” |

The fight started shortly there-
after when Jeff Buyher allegedly
came back, stepped into the box
with a knife. Talent said he
sought to get into the next box
but was hemmed in and then
used his knife when the Buyhers
struck him.

He said he
saw Gillbert knock Talent down |
then agailn and stab Talent.
Greely said he sought to stop the
fracas and Gilbert threatened
him if he didn’t turn him loose.
“I'll kill you, t00,” he said Gil-
bert threatened him.

Saw Fight on Field

Most of the witnesses saw the
fight after it continued out on
the baseball diamond. They all
sald that Talent was being
backed up with the Buyher boys
as the aggressors.

That is to main-
tain a record of your income and

outgo. Such a record can be sim-
ple and brief but it may save
you tax dollars

The average man who works
for a wage or salary doesn't
have to concern himself about
keeping books and records — at
least so he thinks. His employer
keeps a reliable record of his
earnings and Uncle Sam looks
primarily to the employer for
information on his earnings and
for the withholding of various
taxes out of his wages.

But whether or not you run a
business of your own, you have
a partner who each year is
claiming a substantial interest
in your personal income. And
the law requires that you keep
| books for him in case he ever
asks for an accounting.

Perhaps you own your home
or are paying it out in install-
ments. It's likely that some day
you may sell that house. When
you do you'll want to be able to
| prove whether you realized a
gain or a loss on (hat sale. If
a gain in capital resulted, it
| probably will add to your income
}tax If a loss was suffered, it
| probably will reduce your in-
come tax.

You may have made certain
capital improvements on the
| house while you lived in it, but
|unless you can show what out-
'of pocket expense you incurred
while making them, you may not
get credit for them in your cost
basis so as to prove that you

Rheumatic Fever '
Preys on Youth

AUSTIN.—-Dr. Gea W. Cox,
| State Health Officer, comment-
Hng on the serlousness of rheu-
| matic fever, declared that this
| disease 1s recognized as one of
| the greatest killers among young
| people. Between the ages of 10
|and 15, rheumatic fever causes
| more deaths than any other dis-
| ease ,the State Health Officer
| said, and In persons between
| the ages of 15 and 24 it is out-
| ranked only by tuberculosis
| Dr. Cox stressed the fact that
deaths in childhood from rheu-
| matic fever have not decreased
| in a satisfactory manner during
| the past decade, and warned the

parents of children to pay par-
| ticular attention to the care and
treatment of such predisposing
| diseases as tonsilitis and other
upper respiratory infections

“The diagnosis this dis-
ease is not always easy,” Dr
Cox stated. “Any child with sus-
picious symptoms should be un-
der the prolonged supervision of
a physician since along with a
general involvement of the body,
|the heart is practically always
| involved. The symptoms con-
sist only of pallor, loss of weight,
| easy fatigue, unusual sweating;
|loss of appetite, and sometimes
| fleeting museular pain, and a
little joint stiffness and a rapid |
beating of the heart. The more |
| severe cases may show repeated
nose bleeds, extrcme nervous-
ness  stiffness and pain in the|
jolnﬁ. swelling of the joints, |
fever and paln over the heart.”

According to Dr. Cox the ma- |
jority of children who experi- |
ence rheumatic fever suffer more |
than one attack and each may |
last months or even at times one
to three years. The final result
depends on the amount of heart
damage incurred Closely super-\
