Public School Pupils
Required By Law

The administration of the Clar-
endon Public Schools would like
to encourage the parents in our
school district who have child-
ren who have not completed or
up-dated their required immun-
ization shots to please do so be-
fore school starts.

Food Retailers Need
Authorization For

Food Stamp Program

Food retailers in counties en-
tering the Food Stamp Program
will have to be authorized by
the U. S. Department of Agri-
culture before they will be eligi-
ble to accept food stamp cou-
pons.

This word comes from Martin
D. Garber, Dallas, administra-
tor of the West-Central regional
office of USDA's Food and Nu-
trition Service.

Under the Food Stamp Pro-
gram, which is scheduled to be
operating in all Texas counties
bv the end of the year, needy
families are certified for the
program by the State Depart-
ment of Public Welfare,
Families then pay a certain a-
mount of money, depending on
income, resources and other fac-
tors, for food stamps, which
they then use to purchase eligi-
ble foods at local stores auth-
orized by USDA.

‘“Most grocers in a food stamp
county apply for authorization,”
Garber stated, ‘‘since the pro-

Apply For Patrolman
Training With DPS

Colonel Wilson E. Speir, di-
rector of the Texas Department
of Public Safety, announced to-
day the DPS is accepting appli-
cations for the post of patrolman.
Applicants selected as cadets
will enter 18-weeks of training
at the DPS Law Enforcement
Academy in Austin in a class
tentatively scheduled to begin
September 25.

Speir said general qualifica-
tlons for DPS patrolmen are:
Applicants must be 20 through
35 years of age (inclusive);
good moral character; excellent
physical condition; height not
less than 68 inches nor more
than 76 inches; weight not less
than two pounds nor more than
3% pounds per inch of height;
visual acuity no worse than
20/40 correctable to 20/20; and a
citizen of the United States. Edu-
cational qualifications, which
are now a minimum of 30 sem-
ester hours of college, will in-
crease to 45 semester hours on
September 1.

He pointed out that qualified
female applicants are now be-
ing accepted for the uniformed
services of the DPS, and that
the department has been ing
creasingly successful in re-
cruiting persons from minority
groups.

During the training period,
cadets participate in some 830
hours of law enforcement class-
es on a wine variety of subjects
such as criminal and traffic law,
human and community relations,
and investigative techniques.
The schooling includes rigorous
physical training, marksman-
ship, and skills related to pur-
suit driving.

After graduation, cadets will
be commissioned as probationary
patrolman I at a salary of $7T19
monthly and assigned to the
Highway Patrol, License and
Weight Service, Motor Vehicle
Inspection Service or of person-
al preference.

The salary automatically in-
creases to $743 per month af-
ter six months. Upon comple-
tion of 12 months commissioned
service, probationary patrolmen
are promoted to patrolman I at
a salary of $79 monthly. They
become eligible for promotion
to sergeant or positions in the
DPS Criminal Law Enforcement
Division after two years com-
missioned service.

Officers electing to remain in
a non-supervisory uniformed
position are eligible to compete
for promotion to patrolman II
after 60-months commissioned
service.

All DPS officers receive fringe
benefits including hospitaliza-
tion and life insurance, paid
vacations and sick leave, and
holidays as for all State em-
ployees, Uniforms, vehicles and
equipment are furnished and pa-
trolmen receive a uniform clean-
ing allowance. Expenses are
paid when away from home sta-
tion.

In addition, personnel are
members of both the State Em-
ployees Retirement System and
social security.

Speir said prospective appli-
cants should contact any DPS
office or patrolman for applica~
tion forms. The completed ma-
terial should then be taken to
the nearest regional, district or
sub-district Department of Pub-
lic Safety office where the com-
petitive examination is given.

Arrangements will be made
for a physical examination. A
character investigation will al-
s0 be conducted and applicants
who are selected for the Aca-

demy will be notified prior to

the start of the recruit school.
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18 Year Old Males
Must Register For

Selective Service

Colonel Melvin N. Glantz, the
State Director of Selective Serv-
ice for Texas, reminded young
men that they still must regis-
ter with Selective Service even
though there is no draft.

Glantz urged those men who
have not registered to do so
promptly, saying: ‘‘Failure to
register is a violation of Federal
Law and could result in prosecu-
tion by the Department of Jus-
tice.”

The President’s authority to
induct men into the Armed For-
ces expired on July 1, 1973. The
Nixon Administration does not
plan to seek an extension of this
authority, and the Defense De-
partment is relying on wvolun-
teer enlistments to supply mili-
tary manpower.

Glantz emphasized that only
the authority to induct expired.
All other provisions of the Mili-
tary Selective Service Act re-
main in force. The annual lot-
tery will be held, young men
will continue to register, and
their local boards will continue
to classify them as to their a-
vailability for possible military
service should Congress author-
ize the resumption of inductions
in the event of a national emer-
gency.

The State Director said the
law requires all male persons,
except certain nonimmigrant a-
liens, to register with Selective
Service within 30 days before
or after their 18th birthday. He
said: *“Young men have three
legal obligations: (1) they must
register with Selective Service
at age 18, (2) they must notify
their local draft board when they
change address, and (3) they
must carry their draft cards with
them until their liability for ser-
vice expires, for most men this
is age 26.”

A Texas Good Roads Associa-
tion spokesman assailed the idea
of special traffic lanes as po-
tential contributors to all-time
record traffic pile-ups.

A Texas Air Control Board
representative also challenged
constitutionality of EPA recom-
mendations to require owners of
seven-year-old (and older) cars
to install anti-smog equipment.

The latter requirement, said
the Board spokesman, places
an undue and discriminatory
burden on the poor and raises
questions under process and
equal guarantees of the fifth and
14th amendments

Air Control Board spokesmen
have contended emission con-
trol devices would cost owners
of old cars $300 million and would
affect one per cent of the total
pollution problem.

PRICE INCREASES CONTIN-
UED — The Texas Department
of Agriculture reports dramatic
increases in prices of eggs, pork
and other commodities throughout
the state.

Supplemental Income
Security Payments

The Amarillo social security
office is now taking applications
for supplemental security in-
come payments, a Federal pro-
gram scheduled to start in 1974
that will establish an income
floor for people in financial need
who are 65 or over, or blind, or
disabled, according to Travis
C. Briggs social security dis-
trict manager.

But people already getting
State old age assistance, or State
aid because they are blind or
disabled, don’t have to apply,
he said. They'll be getting more
information later this year a-
bout how the program will help
them.

The first monthly payments un-
der the Federal program will
be made in January 1974, Until
then, public assistance offices
will continue to make payments
in the usual way. .

People not getting public as-
sistance now who think they
may be eligible for the new Fed-
eral payments should call or
write social security to find out
if they should apply.

Federal supplemental security
income payments will be made
by the Social Security Adminis-
tration, but the program will be
financed by Federal general re-
venues — not by social security
contributions from workers and
employers. It’s not the same
as social security.

The aim of the new program
is to provide supplemental pay-
ments in cases of need so that
people 65 or over, or blind, or
disabled will have a basic cash
income of at least $130 a month
for one person and $195 a month
for a couple.

This doesn't mean that every
eligible person or couple will
be getting that much from the
Federal Government every mon-
th. The amount of the Federal
payment any person gets will
depend on how much other in-
come he has.

Eligibility for Federal pay-
ments will depend not only on
the amount of income people
have but on the value of their
assets,

If you're single — or married
but not living with your huSband
or wife — you can own thlnﬁ
worth up to $1,500 and still get
Federal payments. A couple can
own things worth up to $2,250 and
get payments, Not everything
you own has to be counted to-

«|ward your total assets, however,

A home of reasonable value
will not be counted as an as-
set. Personal effects and house-
hold goods won’'t count in most
cases. Insurance policies or a
car may mnot affect eligibility
either, but it will depend on
their value.

Apart from earnings, other
income above the first $20 a
month generally will reduce the
Federal payment. This includes
social security checks, veterans
payments, workmen's compensa-
tion, pensions, annuities, and
gifts. And if you live in someone
else’s household, your basic Fed-
eral payment will be reduced
by one-third before other income
that may affect your payment

is deducted.

People who need more informa-
tion to decide whether they
might be eligible for the Federal
payments should call social se-
curity at 3765151, or wrtie to
the office at 317 E. Third, Am-
arillo, A friend or relative can
make the call if the person in
need isn't able to.

Public Schools Offer
Kindergarten 1973-74

Kindergarten will be offered
by the Clarendon Public Schools
to all five year olds who will
have reached their fifth birthday
on or before September 1st. The
kindergarten class will be hous-
ed in a regular classroom in the
physical school plant with the
children attending a half day
session.

The class will meet for a
half day in the morning only,
unless there are too many five
year olds in one class. In that
case, there could be a morning
and an afternoon class with the
students being divided into two
equal classes. Each student
would attend only one session.

Last Thursday night, the
School Board employed Mrs.
Wanda Cornell to teach the kin-
dergarten class. Mrs. Cornell
formerly taught in her own pri-
vate kindergarten.

The Public School is required
by the state to provide a kin-
dergarten program, but no child
is obligated or required to enroll
unless the parents so desire. The
kindergarten age children will
enroll at the same time as all
elementary students and will at-
tend their first class “August
21st.

Parents may permit their
children to eat in the cafeteria
if hey wish. They will be charg-
ed the same rate as the other
elementary grades.

Higher Benefits For

Peacetime Veterans

Higher benefits are in the off-
ing for 191,400 veterans who in-
curred service - connected dis-
abilities during peacetime mili-
tary service.

Jack Coker, Regional Office
Director, said August checks will
reflect the increases brought a-
bout by legislation that equaliz-
ed compensation rates for peace-
time and wartime disabilities,

Before the law was enacted,
peacetime veterans were paid
80 percent of rates allowed war-
time veterans.

As of May, 2.2 million vete-
rans, including the 191,400 peace-
time veterans, were on VA com-
pensation rolls, Coker said.

Compensation is paid on a
sliding scale ranging from $28
monthly for disabilities rated 10
percent, to $495 for total disabi-
lity. Some veterans with certain
severe disabilities receive addi-
tional payments which run as
high as $1,232 monthly, plus al-
lowances for dependents, All ve-
terans rated 50 percent or more
disabled receive additional com-
pensation for dependents.

The rural traffic accident sum-
mary for the 60 counties of the
Lubbock Department of Public
Safety Region for June, 1973
shows a total of 559 accidents re-
sulting in 27 persons killed and
331 persons injured as compar-
ed to June, 1972 with 529 accid-
ents resulting in 20 persons kill-
ed and 347 persons injured. This
was 30 more accidents, seven
more fatalities, and 16 less in-
jured in 1973 at the same period
of time.
